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Introduction

History and Biography

The history of the Pre-lslamic Arabs was known only by meuns of
narkation. Arabic history even before the advent of Islam reflected the
nature of their lifestyle. It showed their pride in their fathers and forefathers,
heroism, generosily, loyalty, stories of antesiry and alliances. There were
also nuratives about the history of the Ka bah. the emergence of the well of
Zamzam, the news of the tribe of Jurhum and leaders of Quraysh, and the
Mu'rib Dam whose collapse caused people o disperse m the land. There
were also stories of diviners and their citations. Thus, history portrayed their
socto-political and religious aspects of life,

Istam appeared at the time when people were accustomed to report all
these stories and events. With the beginning of the Message, preceded by
portents of prophethood, the early life and up-bringing of the Prophet
(pbuh), the Revelation and relevant events and attitudes of the Prophet’s
Companjons and enemies, the Prophet’s behavior amd relations with
Muslims, disbelievers, Christians, and Jews, there emerged u prolific and
broad subject-matter of information and tidings which were also circulated
through narration. Moreover, the Que'an, the hadith, and the words of
Companions, constituted a rich record of that new life.

While the Qur'an was being written down, the hadith remained a trusted
series of narration. In general no one had the courage to think of wnting the
hadith as a response (o the Prophet’s saying,

"D nat quote me by writing) for anvthing excepr the Qur'an, and
whoever has quoted me (by writing) for anything ather than the Qur'an
showelel omee 11"

The wisdom behind this was obvious: it aimed at avoiding confusion
hetween the Revelution and the Prophet's words dunng the time of
Revelation. Undoubtedly, it was a temporary matter lasting until the whole

Quir'an had been revealed,



When " Unmar ibn “Abdel-" Aziz ruled (from 99 to 101 AH), he spent forty
days perlorming Istikhdralk prayers asking Allah whether he should write
down ftadith or not. He continued unul he felt Allah's approval. He then
asked Abii Bakr ibn Muhammad ibn “Umar ihn Hazm (d. 120 AH), the ruler
of Madinah at that tme. to write down the hadirh. He wrote down the
haddiths he had memorized in a book, which was sent o the provinces.
“Umar ibn “Abdel-"Aziz also asked Muhammad ibn Muslim ibn Shihiib
Az-Zahri, the teacher of Milik, 1o write down hadith, and the later did so in
book form.

Afterwards, Muslims continued to write down whatever they knew of
the Prophet's hadiths without keeping to a particular form of sectioning or
classificanon. For instance, while some set aside chapters on law, others
began to classify hadith into chapters on the Prophet's birth until the
Revelation, chapters on his state in Makkah, his proclamation o the
Quiraysh, who then persecuted him and his followers as well as information
on wars and matters, of Jihad,

Historians began to write general history books including the life of the
Praphet (pbuh), thus satisfying their religious inclinition 10 perceive him as
an ideal imodel and gindance for Muslims,

Biographers

The first Prophetic biographers were: "Urwah ibn az-Zubayr ibn
Al Awwim (d. 92 AH), Abin ibn "Uthmin (d. 105 AH), Wahb ibn
Munabbah (d. 110 AH), Sharhabil sbn Sud (d 123 AH). Ibn Shihib
az-Zahti (d. 124 AH), and “Abdullih tbn Abi Bakr ibn Huzm (d. 135 AH).

All their books perished with the exception of some parts which were
scattered throughout main references on history hke At-Tabari's book of
history. Only a piece of Wahhb ibn Munabbah's book s currently stored in
Herdelburg in Germany,

After this came another generation of biographers, the most renowned of
which were Miisa ibn "Ugbah (d. 141 AH), Mu"ammar ibn Réashid (d. 150
AH), and Muhammad Thn Ishaqg (d. 152 AH). This generation was followed
by Zivad al-Bukai (0 183 AH). Al-Wigidi the awthor of Al-Maghdst (d.
207 AH), Thn Hishdm (d. 218 AH), and Muhammad ibn Sa'd the author of
At-Tabagar (d. 230 AH).



The Biography by Ibn Ishaq

Of all the above mentioned early biographers, the biography writien by
Ibn Ishiq'" was the most renowned and highly documented. He wrote in the
carly Abbasid period. It was said that Ibn Ishidig visited Al-Muansir in
Baghdad along with his son, Al-Mahdi. Al-Mansir said 1o him. Do you
know who this man 1s. thn Ishiq?" Thn Ishaq replied, "Yes, he 1s your son,
Commander of the Believers.,” He said, “Go, and write a book for him on
the creation of Allah since Adam up to this day.” [bn Ishiq did as he was
told. Then Al-Mansdr said to him, “You have made it so big Ibn Ishig. go
and summarize it”, He did and the book was shielved in the treasury of the
Cormander of the Believers.

After half a century, Thn Hisham'™ rewrote this biography through one
person, ZiyAd Al-Buka'i'™. Tbn Ishiq's book, which he wrote. was not in the
form that it has today. This is because Ibn Hishim examined thn Ishig's
biogruphy of the Prophet (pbuh) by editing. abridging, making additions,
and sometimes criticizing and objecting through the narratons of other
scholars. He even utilized part of his methodology of narrution.

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There 15 no doubt that Thn Hishim was honest and that he conformed in
lus citition of Ibn Ishiq's book. He never changed or added a word 6f Ibn
Ishiig unless he was explaining or refuting a narration. when he would refer
1o 4 modification by stating "Ibn Hisham said",

His muin purpose of citing Ibn Ishig's biography was to muke an
abridgment. He deleted all that bad been mentioned before the history of
lsmil'il the son of Ibrihim (peace be upon them both) as well as stories and
information of Ismi'il's' sons: which, in his opinion, did ot serve the
Prophet’s (pbuh) biography. He also eliminated all the long controversial
poets. 1T anyone compared the original text of Ibn Ishiq and Ihn Hisham's
narration, he would find that he was very carcful and utterly honest. which
were characteristics of the Muslim scholars of that time.

The Status of Ibn Hishdm's Biography
of the Prophet (pbuh)

Undoubtedly. Ibn Ishiq's book was and will continue 1o be a major
reference for readers of the Prophet's (pbuli) biography. No one plunged into
the life of the Prophet Muhammad (pbuh), without referring to Thin Ishiq's
hook as 3 major source of information,

For a very long time the blography written by Ibn Ishiy wis known
among scholars as the biography by Ibn Hishim because Thn Hisham
narrated and edited it Ton Khalgin sald, "Ibn Hishim is the one who
compiled the biography of the Messenger of Allah (pbult) from the battles
and stories narrated by Ibn Ishig and it is the biography in the people's
hands, known as the biography by Ibn Hishim." This work was studied
carefully by commentators. For instance, Abul-Qdsim ~Abdur-Ralimin
as-Suhayli'' (d. 581) presented an extensive annotation of the hiography in
s book, Ar-Rawd al-Anf.

After this Abl Dharr ul-Khushayni™ examined the book by explaiming
the parts of it that were unclear, as well a5 providing some ctiticism in

Sharh as-Sirah an-Nabawiyyah which was published by Dr, Bronolah.
Badrud-Din Muliammad ibn Ahmad al-" Ayni presemted in 805 AH a
commentary called Kashf al-Litham fi Sharh Sirar {bn Hishdam.

There were also others concerned aboul summanzing, including
Burhfinud-Din Ibrahim ibn Muhammad. known as Ibnul-Murhal ash-Shifii
who summarized the biography and added that which was lacking in 61|
AH in a book called Adh-Dhakhiral i Mukhasar ax-Sivah. Abul-" Abbas
Ahmad ibn Ibrihim ibn ~Abder-Rahmiin al-Wisifi, also summuarized this
work in 711 AH in a book entitled Mukhtasar Sirat Ibn Hisham. Moreover,
the biography of the Prophet (pbuh) by Ibn Hishim was composed into
verse form by Ab0 Mubummad ~Abdul-"Aziz ibn Muhammad Sa'id
ad-Dumayri ad-Dayrini who died in 663 AH. Abd Bakr Muhammad ibn
Ibrithim, known as Ibnush-Shahid (d. 793 AH) composed it into tens of
thousands of verses i Al-Fath al-Qarib ft Sivat Al-Habib.

Abridging the Prophet's (pbuh) Biography by Ibn Hisham

Early in my youth'" I attempted several times to read this vencrable
work from begirining to end but | failed due 10 the disturbing digression in
writing that made it tiresome. | read various passages dispersed throughout
it, which were like meadows in a desent. They atracted ime because of the
beautiful expression and the glory of their aim.

Nevertheless, | felt, while reading the biography of the Prophet (pbuh)
something of what 1 enjoy in reading the Qur'an or the Prophet's hadiths, of
sincere worship and devotion. A deep-seated moltivation drove me 1o repeat
my endeavors to read the biography: my father was among those who wrote
dbout the Prophet's (pbuh) biography. He abridged it in a book of thirty
chapters  enutled  Talkhis  ad-Dris  al-Awwaliyvalt  fis-Sirah
al-Muhammadiyyah (A Summary  of  Preliminary  Lessons  in  the
Muhammud's (pbuti) Biography), which was for a long time the only book
to be taught in the Sirah courses of the religious institutes in Egypt.

However, 1 was not capable of rending the whole book because, as |
have mentioned, there is a disturbing digression in writing. The reader of
Siral encounters long chapters of names of captives of the Battle of Badr,

names of the horses of Muslims in tlus Battle, a list of the Mustims who
wlended Badr [rom among the Quraysh and from the Ansar. those who were
martyred on that day and so on of listings, prolix poems, lengthy lineage,
wordiness, and also mmcluding some Qur'anic commentaries which are
irrelevant to the core of Sirah. In addition, chains of authorities on which
Sirah s based were spelled out, which might be importam only for scholars
of criticism.

In this "abridgment”, 1 tried 1o extract elements from the original work to
present it in a new form that is allowed for uninterrupted reading, while
being careful about the original text so the reader could cite it 1 did not
replace a letter of the origingl text so as o be honest in performance. 1
referred 10 Ibn Hishdm's wordings in the beginning of the subject or in
footnotes, but the whole text is of Ibn Ishiq as narrated by Thn Hishiim. |
mentioned the chain of authorities only when it was indispensable for the
subject by quoting what had been reported by Ibn Ishaq or Ibn Hishim.

To make the text coherent, | interpreted what was needed of explanution,
relying on uaccredited Sirah commentaries and linguistic references.
Abridgement is a kind of facilitation for those who are unable 10 read the
original and 1t serves o link today's youth to their herituge. Allah willing,
vou would be able to read this book in a few days and acquire an immediate
benelit, while reading the original, if possible, would tuke a few months.

I ask Allah to make this book useful, as it is a small contribution to
science, aiming for the satisfaction of Allah and that of the Prophet, prayers
and peace be upon him,

Otherwise | will write
everything with the guidance of Allah Almighty so as to narrate after him
(Ibn Ish&q) and 1o make it known.

Rahi'ah ibn Nasr believed what they (Satih and Shigg) suid, so he
equipped his household to go to Irag, He sent a letter to a Persian King,
Sibir ibn Khurzid, and they stayed in Hirah.

Seizure of Yemen by Abt Karb Tubdn As ad
“And his Invading Yathrib”

When Rabi"ah ibn Nasp died, the rfeign of Yemen fell to Hasséin ibn
Tubiin Asa’d, known as Abl Karb. His father, Tubdn As'ad went his way
ltom the East to Mudinah (Yathrib) but he did not attack its people.
However, he left his son there who was assassinmed. Then, he conguered
the place once more with the intention to demolish and annihilate it A
group of people headed by “Anir ibn Talluh were gathered for lim and they
fought each other in Madinah. The Ansiir said that they used to fight him at
daytime and host him at might, He liked that and said, "By Allih. these
people are gencrous,”

While Tubin Asad (also called Tubba') was fi ghting, wo
knowledgeable Jewish rabbis who were firmly established in knowledge
and knew that he wanted 1o annibilae Madinah and its people, said 10 him,
“0 king, do not do it. If you refuse there will be an interposition between
vou and it (Madinah) and we are not sure that you may be immediately
punished.” He asked them. “Why this?" They replied, “It is the place of
Immigration sought by a Prophet who will come from the Inviolable place
(in Makkah) from the Quravsh in the latter periods, to have it as his home
and settlement.”

He siopped what he was doing. as he found the two rabbis were
knowledgeable. He was pleased with their words, so he left Madinah and
converted to their religion.

Tubba® and his people had been idol worshippers. While they were
heading to Makkah on their way to Yemen, between “Usfin and Amaj (a
town between Makkah and Madinah) a group of Hudhay| ibn Mudrikah said
to m. "0 king. may we guide you 10 a house of treasury disregarded by

kings before you, which contains pearls, aquararing, cortindum, gold, and
silver?

Tubba™: "Yes."

The group: "A house in Makkah which is worshipped by its people
where they offer prayers.”

In this way, those of Hudhayl wanted 1o get tid of him, since they Knew
that whichever king wanted to own the house or tyvrannize ils place, was
doomed to death. The king asked the two rabbis about what was told to him.

Rabbis: "They want te get nd of you and your soldiers. We know that no
one cin have the House of Allah on earth. If you followed them you would
definitely perish as well as all who are with you "

Tubba™: "What do you suggest me to do when I'reach n?"

Rabbis: "Do what its people do: circumambulute around it and glorify it,
he generous there. shave your head. and vield to it until you leave.”

Tubba : "What prevents you both from that?"

Rabbis: "By Allah it is the House of our father Ibrihim and it 15 as we
told you but its people interposed between us and the House by the idols
they stationed around it and the blood they shed there. They are impure
people associating others with Allah."

Believing in the sincerity of their discourse, he followed their advice, so
when confronted the group of Hudhay! he cut off their hands and legs. Then
he reached Mukkah. He circumambulated the House, sacrificed there, and
shaved his head. He spent six days ot Makkah sacrificing to feed us people
and gave them to honey drink. He saw a dream that he covered the House
(with cloth). Thus, he covered il with very thick cloth: then he dreamt that
he should cover it with a beuer quality, so he covered it with Yemeni cloth.

It was said that Tubba™ was the first to cover the House, He charged his
followers of Jurhuim to clean themselves, not to approach it with blood. dead
bodies. or any filthy items. He made a gate and a key for it. Taking his
soldiers and the two rabbis, he lefi Makkah to Yemen, He called his people
in Yemen to join his new religion. They refused to do so unless he stands
before the arbitration of fire.
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In Yemen they used to see the arbitmtion of fire in case of any
difference: they believed that it eats up the oppressor and does not harm the
appressed. Hence, his peaple came with their idols and what they used 1o
sacrifice in their religion. The two rabbis put their (holy) books on their
necks siting by the fire from which 1t would emerge. When the fire
approachied them, they tried to avoid it out of fear. The atiending people
hlamed them and told them to be patient. They held patience then the fire
ate up the idols and things that they had sacrificed for them, as well as men
from the people of Himyar who were carrving them. The two rabbis with
their books, appedared perspiring but the fire did not barm them. Since then
the people of Himyar converted o (the rabbis’) religion, and that was the
beginmng of Judaism in Yemen.

When his son Hassin ibn Tubdn As'ad became king, he urged the
Yemenis to conguer the lands of both the Arabs and non-Arabs. When they
reached the land of Bahrain, the Yemeni people did not want to continue but
desired 10 return (o their country. They resorted to Hassdn's brother, * Amr,
who wos among them, urging him to kill his brother (Hass@in) and take over
the rule and retym with them 1o Yemen. All agreed with the idea except for
Dhii Ru ayn al-Himyuari who forbade him from that, but he did not respond
10 him. Dhil Ru’ayn wrole on a parchment that “Amr would be deprived of
sleep because of his betray, then he sealed the paper and gave it to "Amr.
Alterwards, “Amr Killed Hassan and returned to Yemen with bus army.

In Yemen "Amr was deprived of sleep and became overwhelmed by
insomnia. He asked doctors, diviners, and seers, and one of them said to
him, "By Alluh no one tvranmcally killed his brother or any of s blood
relatives like you did but was deprived of sleep and overwhelmed by
insomnia." When hie heard that, he killed every person who had incited him
o kill his brother Hassan, until it came to Dh(l Ry’ ayn,

Dhii Ru”ayn: "1 have an acquinal from yvou."

“Amr: "What 1s n?"

Dhi Ru ayn: "The written parchment { gave you.”

When he brought it out and read the words on at, he knew that he had
advised him (through his prediction).
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"Amr died, und the Himyar kingship declined and its people dispersed.
Then a man, who was not from the royal houschold, emerped. His name was
Lakhnay ah Yanidd Dhit Shanitir. He killed the good people among them
ard abused twe royal people. Lakhnay ah was homosexual, He sent to
Zur ah Dhii Nuwds the son of Tubiin Asiad. the brother of Hassan, He was a
young boy when Hassin was killed and became an intelligent and handsome
young man. When the messenger (of Lakhnay'ah) came to him, he knew his
purpose. He went to him, hiding a knife between his shoe and his foot, and
beng alone, he jumped on him and Killed him with the knife. The people
suid to him, "No one will rule us but you. You have saved us from that
vicious man.”

He brought the Himvar Kingship back 1o rule the Yemeni tnbes for a
long timie. He was the last king of Himyar and he was the maker of the pit.
In Najriin, there were people of grace and honesty and who were Christians.
They were led by " Abdulldh ibn Ath-Thimur. Dhit Nuwiés went to them with
his soldiers 1o force them to convert into Judaism. Having refused to do so,
they were thrown alive into a large pit where a great fire had been lit. He
also killed others by the sword. About twenty thousand were killed,
including their leader “Abdulldh ibn ath-Thimir, The Quran refers 10 this
event;

& Cursed were the people of the ditch. fire supplied (abundaniiy) with
fuel, when they sat by it (fire), and they witnessed what they were doing
against the helievers {i.e, burning them). They had nothing against them,
excepr thar theyv believed n Allah. the All-Mighty. Worthy of all
Praise! &

(Al-Buriij: 4-8)
The Abyssinian Victory over Yemen

One of them (i, the Christians of Nujran), called Daws Dhi
Thu'lubln, slipped away on his horse and reached the Roman Emperor
where he sought support against Dhil Nuwiis and his soldiers and told him
what they had made. The Roman Emperor told him that his cotintry was far,
so he would write to the Abyssinian king who was Christian as well and
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more adjacent o Yemien, Daws went to The Negus (the Abyssinian King)
with the Eniperor’s letter to support Daws to get victory and lake revenge.
He returned to Yemen with the help of seventy thousand Abyssinian
warriors under the leadershup of Aryil. Among the warmors was Abrahuah
al-Ashram. Aryil went his way through the sca until he reached the Yemeni
shores. When they met Dhit Nuwis and s Yemem adherents. Dhii Nowis
realized that he would be defemted so he directed his horse towards the sea,
fell into the water and drowned. Aryét was granted rule over Yemen,

The Dispute between Aryat and Abrahah

Aryit spent years on the Thrown of Yemen. Abrahah disputed with lam
over Abyssinian matters in Yemen until the Abyssinians becume disunited,
with a section aligned to each of them. They were incited against cach other.
When the two groups approached each other and then Abrahah sent to
Aryil.

Abrahah: “You will not benefit if the Abyssinians fall against each other
lo the point of extermination. Come, and let us duel each other, The winner
will have the warriors of the other.”

Aryit "This is fair”

Abrahah, a stout, short man, confronted Arylt, a handsome, mighty, and
tall man carrying a bayonet. Behind Abrahah stood a lad called " Arwadah o
support his buck. Aryat threw the bayonet aiming at the top of Abrahah's
head but it fell on his forehead slitting his eyebrow, eye, nose, and lip. That
15 why he was dubbed Abrahah al-Ashram (Abrahah the Slit), “Atwadah
attacked Arvit from the back and killed him. Aryit's soldiers joined
Abrahalt's, and so an Abyssiman unification emerged in Yemen,

The Story of the Companions of the Elephant
Abrahah built a church called Al-Qullyas in San'd’ that had no
cquivalent in its time on arth. He sent to The Negus: "1 have built for you,

O king, a church an equivalent of which has never been built for any king
hefore you. I will do my best to make the Arabs perform pilgrimage 1o it."
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When the Arabs knew about Abrihdh's letter 10 the Negus, one of the
calendar intercalators'”’ got angry. He went to Al-Qullyas, urinated there
und returned home. Being informed about this event. Abrahsh asked, "Who
did it" He was answered, "He is an Arub of those of the House (the Ka'bah)
10 which people perform pilgrimage. When he heard about your saying 'l
will make the Arabs perform pilgrimage to it he was infuniated and urimated
in it to show thar this place was not eligible for pilgrimage.”

Abrdhah was enraged and swore 10 march and demalish the House.
After equipping and deploying the Abyssinians, he marched with soldiers
having elephants pointing towards the House, The Arabs heard about this
and wert terrilied but insisted on fighting the approaching army,

A Yemeni notable called Dhi Nafr instigated his people and other Arabs
to fight against and restruin Abrahah from his attack and plan o demolish
the Inviolable House. However. when they fought Abrahah, they were
defeated and Dhil Nafr was taken captive.

Pursuing his targel, Abruhah reached the land of Khath'am but was
resisted by Nufayl ibn Habib al-Khath™ami who led the Arab tribes. Again
Abrahah vanquished him and ook him captive. Afterwards he released him
and used him as a guide. Passing by T&4, Mas Gd bn Mo attub among
others from Thagif said 10 Abrahah: "O king, we are your slaves, obedient
to you, having no disagreement with you. This house - they meant ALt
(an 1dol) - 1s not what you are seeking, yvou want the House in Makkah. We
will send with you someone to guide you,” They sent Abd Righil as a gmde
who accompanied him to Mughammas (a place near Mukkuh) where Abi
Righil died and was buried. Abrahiah sent an Abyssinian called Al-Aswad
ibn Mafsid by horse to Makkah., He robbed the Quraysh and other tnbes
mcluding two hundred camels belonging 1o " Abdul-Mutaiib, who was then
master of the Quraysh. Quraysh, Kindnah and Hudhayl and all who were in
and around the Inviolable House wanted to fight him but they realized they
would not be able to.

Abrahah sent Hundtah al-Himyari 10 " Abdul-Muttalib, with a message
saying that he did not want war with the people of Makkah. He only wanted

I. The tnterculalors. were thise who used to adjust profane wid sacred motths in the pre.
Islamic timee
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to destroy the House, so if the people of Makkah did not try to stop him
from destroying it, there would be no need 1o fight. Abrahah asked Hundah
to see “Abdul-Muttalib in case he did intend to fight him. “Abdul-Muttalib's
answer wis, "By Allah, we do not want to fight him; we cannot resist him.
This 1s Allah's Inviolable House, which was built by His Intimate Friend
Ibrihim, If He prevents him from it, it is His House and Shrine, and if He
allaws him, so we cannot prevent him.”

“Abdul-Mutalib and some of his sons went with Hundtah until they saw
somie enemy soldiers, " Abdul-Muttalib asked about Dhi Nafr, who was his
fnend. He visited him in prison.

" Abdul-Muttalib: ") Dhil Nafr can vou not help in what has happened?”

Dhti Nafr: "What kand of help can there be from a captive in the hands
of a king, waiting to be killed morning or evening? There 1s nothing [ can do
for you but I will send to Anis, the elephant rider, who is a friend of mine. |
will recommend that you meet the king and tell him whatever you want, and
to intercede for vour good, if he can.”

“Abdul-Muttalib: "I hope so."
Dhil Nalr sent to Anis,

Dhit Nafr: " Abdul-Muttalib is the master of Quraysh and owner of
Makkah's trade caravans, He feeds people in the plain and beasts in the
mountain, The King took two hundred camels from him. Get him a
permission ko meet him, and intercede for his good with whatever you can."

Anis; "l will do so."
Anis spoke 1o Abrahah.

Anis: "O king, here is the master of Quraysh at your door who wants
your perrmission to enter. He is the owner of Makkah's trade caravans, He
feeds people in the plain and beasts in the mountain. Let him ask you about
his request.”

Abrahah allowed him to enter. " Abdul-Muttalib was very handsome and
mighty., When Abrahah saw him, he praised him and allowed him to sit
under hum since he disliked that the Abyssinians see him sitting on the roval
throne beside him. so he let him sit on the carpet and he sat down beside
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him. He told the interpreter to ask him about his request. ~ Abdul-Mutalib
replied, "My request is to have back my two hundred camels which were
aken from me.” When the mterpreter wld him his request, Abrahah
commanded him to say to hum, "l was impressed when 1 saw you: now 1
hiave lost interest in you after talking to me. Are you asking me aboul the
two hundred camels which I have wken and saving nothing about the House
that represents vour religion and the religion of vour forefathers which [
have come o destroy?" “Abdul-Mutalib replied, "1 am the owner of the
camels and the House has an Owner Who will defend it." Abrahah replied,
“Nothing will stop me!” " Abdul-Muttalih sind, "We shall see.”

After taking his camels back, "Abdul-Mugtalib returned to the Quraysh
and informed them of Abrahah's intention. He ordered them oo leave
Makkah seeking shelter at the top of the mountains so as to avoid attack
from the army. “Abdul-Muptalib held the knocker of the Ka'bah and
supplicated 1o Allih with a group of the Quraysh to give them victory over
Abrahah and his soldiers.

Then they sought safety in the mountains waiting for what Abrahah was
going to do in Makkah. In the moming. Abrahah proceeded o Mikkah,
mobilized the army, and prepared the elephant that was called Mahimtd.
Abrahah had decided to return to Yemen after demolishing the Ka'bah.
When the elephant wis poined towards Makkah, Nufayl ibn Habib
whispered in the elephant’s ear, "Kneel down or go back to where you have
came. You are in the Inviolable town of Allah.” When he left his ear. the
elephant knelt down. Nufayl guickly climbed the mountain. The troops beat
the elephant to make it get up but it would not: they beat its head with iron
hars, but it would not get up. Whenever they made it face towards Syria or
Yemen it would immediately get up and start off. Then suddenly birds like
switllows and starlings came from the sca. and with every bird were threc
lentil-like and chickpea-like stones. one in ils beak and two in 1ts claws.
Everyone who was hit by any of these stones died. Those who were not hil
fled. but on their way back. they were falling down and dying. Abrahah was
affected in his body and died.

Ibn Ishiq said. “"When Allah sent the Prophet Mubammad (pbuh), it was
a great hlessing of Allih to count on the Quraysh that He saved them from
the Abyssimans. Allah the Almighty says in the Qur'an,
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& Have you (0 Muhammad) not seen how your Lord deals with the Owa-
ers of the Elephant” Did He not make thefr plor go astrav? And sent
against then bivdy, in flocks, sgreking them with stones. of Siil. And
micade themi fike an empty field of stalks (of which the com has been eaten
upr by caille) .

While “Abdul-Mutalib was sleeping under the shade of the Ka'bah
someone commanded him in & dream o dig Zamzam. * Abdul-Muttahib said,
"While | was sleeping in the shude of the Ka'bah someone came to me
saying, ‘Dig Tibah." T said, "What is Tibah” Then he went awuy. The next
day while | was in bed sleeping. He came 1o me saying, 'Dig Al-Madninah.’
I said, 'Whut ix Al-Madniinah?” Then he went away. The next day while
sleeping in bed he came to me saying. ‘Dig Zamzam.' | said. "What is
Zamzam?' He said. T pever depletes nor ils water lessens; i1 is 1o provide
wilter for pilgrims; i1 1s between excretions and blood, at the rap of the crow
with whitish wings, ™"’

When he discovered the place, knowing that his vision had come true, he
took tis spade und was accompanied then by his only child, Al-Harith. and
started digging. Once the stones covering @ well appeared he exclaimed
with, "Allthu Akbar', The Quraysh then knew that he had reached his target.
They crowded around him and asked. "O ~Abdul-Muttalib it is the well of

1, 0w parraded thal when e was abdul woodi i, e sow e ants” oeats god the rawetih’, but he did
nnl see cxcretions or blood. Therdupan, he saw i cow escaping its slaughiterer and enitered the [n-
vinluble Misgue He <liughtened it and excretions and blood Mowed and he proceeded (o dig.

our forefather Ismd"il. As we have o right in i, let us be your partners in iL”
He rephed: "No. 1 will not do that. This maiter was especially delegated to
me. not you.” They said, "Be fair. We will not leave and we will be upset
with you." He said, "So let us have whoever you want as an arbitrator.”
They answered: “The she-diviner of Band Sa'd Hudhaym." He sad, "Ok."
She was near Syria. " Abdul-Muttalib traveled to her with a group from Banii
A Mandl and a group from every teibe belonging to the Quraysh, The
land was then in the wilderness, When they reached the wilderness between
Hijiz and Syna, "Abdul-Muttalib and s companions ran out of water to the
extent that they were dying of thirst. They asked for water from the others
of the Quraysh but they refused 1o give them (water) saying, "We are in the
wilderness and we are afraid of suffering from what you are now suffering
from.”™ When " Abdul-Mugtalib saw the people’s attitude and being fearful of
what would happen to himself und his companions. he smid. "What do vou
think?" They answered, "We will do what you think., so command us
whatever you want.” He soid, "l think every one of you should dig his own
pit with whatever strength he has. Whencver any of vou dies his
compamons will put him in his pit and cover his body with dust, until only
ime person will remam. This 1s because f one person remains unburied it
will be easier than the remaining of & whole group unburied.” They agread
and ceveryone dug his pit and started waiting for death. Afterwards,
“Abdul-Muftalib said, "By Allah, we are casting ourselves by our hands 1o
death without striking in the earth seeking for ourselves. This is weakness. It
may be that Allah will provide us with water in some place, so let us ride
on.” They rode with the other people of Quraysh who were watching them
1o see what they would do. " Abdul-Muttalib rode his camel, and when it
moved a fresh water spring gushed forth from underneath its hooves,
“Abdul-Muttalib said. "Allihu Akbar’ and so did his compuanions. They
descended and kept on dnnking and filling up their pots.

They mvited the tribes of the Quraysh, "Come 10 the water that Allah
has made us drink from, Come and drink and fill your pots.” After drinking
and flling up their pots, they said, "Surely Allah decreed for you against us,
O “Abdul-Muttalib. By Allah, we will never dispute with you over Zamzam.
The One Who provided vou to drink this water in this desert is the One Who
provided you with Zamzam, so retwn stroightaway to your source of
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water-giving. They all returned without reaching the she-diviner and they
left Zumzam o him.

"Abdul-Muttalib Vows
to Slaughter a Son of his

The Quraysh's initial attiude towards the digging of Zamzam made
Abdul Mittalib ibn Hishim, make a vow, that if Allah would bless him with
en sons who would grow to manhood, he would saerifice one of them o
Him at the Ka bah. When his sons became ten and reached maturity, he
gathered them ta inform them about his vow, calling them to [ulfil his oath.
They accepred. He said, "Evervone of yvou will ke a wooden arrow, write
his name on it, and then come to me." They did and went 1o him. He 100k
themn to Hubal (an idol) located on a well at the Ka'bah. Everything that was
devoted to the Ka bah was pathered i that well.

At Hubal there were seven wooden arrows. and cach one of them
contained a message. (Forinstance), an arrow was made for "blood-money”;
whenever they disputed on whom to take i, they would cast the seven
arrows: if the mrmow carmying the word blood-money came owm for a certuin
person. he would have o pay. An arrow, on which “yes" i1s wnitlen and
another with "no"” for 4 matter on which the lot had been summoned. On
another was "of you™ . another mulsaq (not a tribe member). another "other
than vou” and the last carried the word “water™.

Whenever they wanted to dig for water, they made the divination
including this arrow, and they applied the outcome. On circumgeising a boy,
arranging for o mamage, burving @ corpse, or doubting the lineage of a
person, they went to Hubal to give the man responsible for casting lots, a
hundred dirhams and @ slaughtered camel. Then they would approach the
one whom they were concerned with saying, "O our god, this so and so, the
son of so and <o, and we want for him so and so; show us what is right to do
for him." They would then say 1o the man responsible for the arrows,
“Cast™. If the arrow bearing “of vou” came forth, then he was of a pure
descem of their tribe: if it was the arrow of “other than yvou™ then he was an
ally, Whercas if the answer was mufsaq he was considered neither & blood
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relutive nor an ally. When “yes” came forth in other issues, they ucted
accordingly; and if it was “no” they delayed the subject for a yeéar until it
would be raised again. Thus, they administered their affairs according to the
Judgement of the arrows.

“Abdul-Muttalib asked the man respensible for the arrows to cast lots lor
his sons. using the arrows which bere their names. telling him abowt the
vow. His sons gave the man the arows. "Abdullih (ar that ume) was the
youngest and most favored son of " Abdul-Muttalib, so he thought that if the
arrow missed. he would be spared. When the man began shoffling the
arrows, ~Abdul-Muyualib stood at Hubal supplicating to Alluh. Then the man
shuffled the arrows, “Abdulldh's name cume forth. " Abdul-Mugtalib took his
son by the hand and a mzor to sacnfice him at 1531 and N&ilah (1dols).
However, the men of the Quraysh left their assemblies to ask him what he
was going lo-do. He told them that he would slaughter him. The Quraysh
and his sons dissuaded him by saying, "By Allah you will never slaughter
him urless there 1s an established excuse. If you do it every man will go
and slaughter s son, and what will become of people then?” Then
Al-Mughirah ibn “Abdullih ibn "Umar ibn Makhziim, who was of the
maternil cousins, said, "By Allah vou will never slaughter him unless there
is an established excuse. If his ransom be of our wealth we will pay. The
Quraysh and his sons advised him o go to Hijiz where there was o
she-diviner who had a familiar spirit, so he would ask her, having freedom
of action; 1l she told him to slaughter, he would do so, while if she ordered
him with a matter. which would be good for him as well as for his son. he
would readily accept it,

They went to Madinah and heard thar she was in Khaybar, Then they
rode on until they reached her. When “Abdul-Muttalib explained to her his
story about the vow. she asked them to leave her until the spitit visited her
as she would consult with him. Leaving her. “Abdul-Muttalib supplicated 1o
Alluh. The next day she said, "The dnswer has coine 1o me. How much is
the blood-money among you?" They said, "Ten camels.” She told them to
20 back to their country, offer the young man and en camels as sacrifice,
and then cast the lows for them and for him! 11 the mun's arrow were (o come
out. they would add ten more camels, until their god is satisficd. However,




if the camels’ arrow were to come out, they would be slaughtered instead of
“Abdullih, as their god would be satsfied and their man would be rescued.

Returning to Makkah, they agreed to do as they had been advised.
“Abdul-Mugalib was continually supplicating to Allash. They brought
“Abdulldh and ten camels, while “Abdul-Mugtalib stood by Hubul praying to
Adlah. Then they cast lots und the “Abdullih's arrow came forth. They added
len more camels, becoming twenty. They cast lots again and again, and each
time " Abdullal's arrow came out, " Abdul-Muttalib supplicated to Allah, snd
they added ten camels until they reached a hundred. Only then did the lots
full against the camels. The Quraysh and those attending said, "At last your
god is satisfied, “Abdol-Muttalib.” It was said that ~Abdul-Mugtalib said,
"No by Allah, not until I cast lots three times for them.” They did and each
lime the arrow fell against the camels, which were slaughtered, and left
there, and no human was preventied o eat.

What was Said to Aminah
when She had Conceived the Prophet (pbuh)

People. and only Allah knows best, that Aminah daughter of Wahb, the
mother of the Messenger of Allah (pbuh), used 1o say when she was
pregnant with the Messenger of Allah, that it was sawd to her (in 4 vision),
"You are conceiving the master of this nation and when he has been bomn
say, 1 seek refuge for him with the One from the evil of every envious
person’, then name hum Muhammad'™."

And. when she became pregnant with him, she saw in a dream that a
light emitted f{orth from her by which she could see the castles of Bugra in
Syna. After a short while “Abdullih, the Prophet's father died. while his
mother was still pregnant,

I, Oy three hefore lim were called with the same mame Muhammad i Sufydn ibn Mujbshi the
gramdiather of Al-Farardag, Mubammead ibn Uliavhab it al-Judlih, and Mubammod she Himrdin
ihn Rahi™ah, When their futhers heard about the approaching time of a Messenger of Allsh who
would come from gk, which they knew from g King who leamed the Bock and 1old them
about the Prophet and his fame. Eachone vowed that if his pregnant wile delivered a male child
he would eall him Muhammad. The three of them did so.

The Birth of the Messenger of Allah (pbuh)

The Prophet (pbuh) was bom on Monday 12th Rabi ul-Awwal i the
Year of the Elephant. Qays ibn Makhramah said. "I and the Prophet (pbuh)
were bom in the Year of the Elephant.” Hassdn ibn Thibit said, "By Allah, |
wis o well-grown boy of seven or eight, understanding all that 1 heard,
when | heard a Jew yelling out raising his voice as much as he could from
the top of a fort in Yathrib, “O Jews™ until they all gathered and said, *Woe
o you, what has happened?” He replied, "Tonight has shined a star with
which Ahmad is 1o be bom."

Whin the Prophet's mother delivered him, she sent to his grandfather,
“Abduf-Mutalib, to inform him about the hinth of & boy, asking him to come
and look it him, After seeing him, she told him ahout what she had seen
when she was pregnant with him, what was said 1o her and what she was
avked to name him. It is alleged that “Abdul-Muttalib ook him to the
Ka"bah where he prayed and praised Allah thanking Him {or His gift. Then
he brought him ouf and gave him to his mother, searching for wel nurses for
him. A woman from BanG Sa'd ibn Bakr called Halimah daughter of Abi
Dhu'ayb, was chosen 4s a wet nurse.

Halimah

Halimuh narrated that she left her dwfi.:llin_g with her bhusband and a
suckling son, accompanying some women of her clan, in quest of other
habies to suckle:

It was a year of famine and drought and we were destitute. [ rode my
greenish she-donkey. There was with us an old she-camel which did not
yvield even a drop of milk. We could not have a wink of sleep the whaole
night because of the weeping of my hungry haby. There was not enough
milk in my breasts, nor could the she-camel feed him. We constantly hoped
for min and immediate relief. Riding my she-donkey 1t lagged behind
because of its weakness and malnutrition, so that it was a hardship for other
riders. When we reached Makkah, we looked for children to suckle, and the
Messenger of Alluh was offered to each woman of us who refused him
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saying that he was an orphan. That was because we hoped for a good reward
from the child’s father. We said. “An orphan! and what can his mother and
grandfather do? We disdained because of that, Every woman who came
with me got a suckling child except me. Before departure, T suid to my
husband, ‘By Allah. 1 hate to return among my friends without a suckling
baby: T will go and take that orphan.” He said, "No hurm on you il you did;
perhaps Allah will bless us through this orphan.” So I went and took hiny
because there was no other alternative but to take him. On my way back. as
soon as | put him in my lap. my breasts overflowed with milk, which he
drank 1o his bear's content, and so did his foster brother. Then both of them
slept. while before this we could not sleep because of my son's crying. My
hushand went 1o the old she-camel to milk it; to his surprise its vdders were
full; he milked it and we drank of s milk until we were completely
satisfied, and we spent a good night. In the morning my husband said, "Do
you know Halimah that you have taken o blessed child? 1 said. "By Allih, I
hope so.”

[ carned him with me, us we rode buck on my she-donkey, and it went at
such a speed that other donkeys conld not cateh up to it so thm my fellow
travelers said to me, "Woe davghter of Ablt Dhu'ayb! Stop and wait for us. Is
this not the she-donkey on which you had come with? "Sure it 1. T said.
They replied. '‘By Allah, there is something unusual.' Then we reached our
dwellings in Banl Sa'd land, which 1 had never known a land as bamen as it was.

Having him with us, my flock yielded milk abundantly. We milked them
and drank at the time when no one could have a drap of milk, nor find
anvihing in their animals’ udders. People dround us were saving 1o their
shepherds. "Woe to you! Let your sheep grize where the daughter of AbG
Dhu'ayh's shepherd goes.” Still, their Nocks eturned hungry without even a
drop of mulk. while mine had milk in abundance. We continmued 1o recognize
that this grace was from Allah, until two years had passed, when | weaned
him. He was growing up more thon any other child did, so by the time he
was two he was a strong child. We took him back to lus mother, though we
were keen to keep him with us because of the blessing and fortune which he
brought us. 1 said 10 her, "'Would you leave my little boy with me until he
becomes bigger. for 1 am afrmd of the epidemic of Makkah which might
infect him.' We persisted until she let him go with us.
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By Allub, afier few months of our return, he and his hrother were with
our lambs behind our dwellings when his brother came running t us, Two
men in white have seized my Qurayshi brother und thrown him down und
ripped opened his chest, and are moving it up. We ran towards him and
found him standing up with a pale face. We embraced him, asking him what
had happened. He said. "Two men in white garments came, laid me down
and ripped open my chest, looking for something which I do not know.” 50
we looak him back to our tent.

His (foster) father said 1o me, 'Halimah, 1 am afraid that this child' has
had a stroke, so we should return him to his family before anythung appears
on him.' Thus we carmed m w0 s mother who wondered. "Why did you
bring him while you were insisting to let him stay with you?' | said to her,
"Allah his let my son grow to this age and | have done my duty: | am afrnd
that any harm will befall lum, so 1 have brought him hack o you as you
wished." She felt that this was not the matter and she insisted 0 know the
rruth until [ told her what had happened. She sawd. "Do you fear a demon
possesses him?' 1 replied that | did. She sad thut demon had no control over
her son who had a great future before him, Then she told how when she was
pregnant with him @ light went out from her which reached the castles of
Busra in Syria. and that she had born him with the least difficulty
imaginable. When she delivered him he put his hands on the ground raising
his heud towards the heavens. ‘Leave him then and go in peace,’ said she.”

The Opening of the Prophet's (pbuh) Chest

Ibn Ishiq said, "Thawr tbn Yazid told me. on the authenty of a
knowledgeable person whom [ believe is Khalid ibn Ma™diin al-Kald'1, that
some of the Prophet’s (pbuh) Compamions asked him to tell them about
himself. He (pbuh) smd,

"I um the supplication of my father Ibrihim and the good ndings of “Isd.
When my mother was pregnant with me, she saw in a dream a light emitting
from her thut Tet her see the castles of Syria. My suckling was among Bani
Sa'd ibn Bake. While 1 was with a (foster) brother of mine behind our tents
shepherding the lambs, two 'mien weanng white garments came 1o me with a
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golden basm [l of snow. Then they ook me and ripped open my belly,
extructcd my hean and split i then they exuscted a black clot Trom it amd
discarded it away. Then they washed my heart and my belly with that snow
until they had fully cleaned them. Then one of them said 1o 1he other,
‘Wergh him agamst en ol s nanon’. He did so and | outweighed them.
Then he said, "'Weigh him against a hundred of his navon'. He did so and |
outweighed them. Then he sind, "'Weigh him against a thousand of his
mition’. He did so and I owtweighed them. He said, Leave him., for by Allah,
if you weighed him against his entire nation he would outweigh them.' *

Under the Custody of his Grandfather

The Prophet (phith) lived with his tiother Aminah the daughter of Wahb
and his grandfather “Abdul-Muttalib in Allah's care and guardianship,
growing like a good pliant, as Allah had honored him. When he was six
vears old his mother Aminah died w Abwil', a place between Makkah and
Madinah, when she took him to visit his matemal uncles of Bani " Adiyy ibn
an-Nagjar, She ded on her return to Makkah, Thus the Prophet (pbuh) was
left to lus grandfather, who had a bed in the shade of the Ka'bah. His sons
sal around the bed. but pone of them syt on it. out of respect for him. The
Prophet {pbuh), being still 4 voung boy would sit on it and his ancles would
drive him away. When “Abdul-Muttalib saw this he said, "Let my son alone,
for by Allah he has o great future.” Then he would make him sit beside him
on his bed and would wipe his back with his hand. It used o please him to
see what he didc. When the Prophet (pbuh) was eight vears old, his
grandfather died. That was eight years after the Year of the Elephant.

Under the Custody of his Uncle

After the death of “Abdul-Mutalib, the Prophet (pbub) lived with his
Unele Abi Tialib. There was a man of Lihb who was a seer and whenever he
came to Makkah, the Qurayshi meén brought their boys for him to look at
und to tell ther fortunes. Abta Tilib also brought the Prophet (pbul) who
wiis still at that tme 4 boy. The seer looked at him and then he became
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preoccupicd with something. When he finished he said, "Bring me that
hoy." When Abi TAlib saw his enthusiasm he concealed him and the seer
hegan o say, "Woe to you, bring me the boy | have just seen, for by Allah
he has a great [uture."

The Story of Bahira

AbQ Talib was going by caravan 10 Syria as a trader. While preparing for
his departure., the Messenger of Allah aniached himself closely to his uncle,
so that he compassionately decided to take him along, saying "By Allah I
will take him with me and we will never separate.” Reaching Busrain Syria,
there was a monk called Bahird staying in a hermitage, He was well versed
in Christisnity, It was alleged that this monk had always lived m that
hermitage where he gained his knowledge from a book handed down from
generation to generation. That vear when they settled near Bahird it was,
unlike previous years, when he never spoke to them nor even noticed them,
he made o great feast for them. This was because, as it was alleged, he had
seen something while in his hermitage. They said that while he was in his
hermitage he recognized the Prophet of Allah in the caravan when they were
approaching, with a cloud overshadowing him among the people. Then they
came and sat in the shadow of a tree near the monk. He found the cloud
overshadowing the tree, and its branches were bending and drooping over
the Prophet (pbuh) until he was in the shadow under it. When Bahird saw
thut, he left his hermitage. He sent to them saying, "T have prepared food for
you, O men of Quraysh and 1 would Jike you all to come, both the old and
the young. bondmen and freemen.” One of them said, "By Allah, Bahird!
Something unusual hus happened to vou today, vou have never treated us
like that before, as we have often passed by you ‘What has occurred to you
today?” He replied. “You arc right in what you say, but you are guests and |
wish to be generous (0 you by offering food that you all may eat.” Thus,
they grouped together, and went to him, leaving the Prophet (pbuh). their
youngest, behingd with the baggage under the wee. Looking at the people.
Buhird did not see the sign which he knew about, so he said, "O people of
Quraysh do not let any of you not attend my feast.” They told him that
evervone had come exceplt for a boy, who was the youngest of them, so they
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kept hum with their baggage. Here he said. "Tnvite him to join you in this
meal.” Among them a Qurayshi said. "By Al-Lav and Al-"Uzzd, we are o
bliume Tor leavitg the son of " Abdullah ibn " Abdul-Muttalib,”

Then he brought him, embraced hum, and mide lum sit with the people.
When Bahird saw him, he obsérved him carelully, watching his body to lind
iraces of his description (in the Christian books). After cating, the people
dispersed and Bahird went to hum saying, "Boy, | ask you by AlLdt and
Al-"Uzezd to answer me what 1 am going to ask you.” Bahird said so only
because he had heand the people of this boy swearing by these 1dols. It was
said that the Prophet (pbuh) said to him, "Do not ask me by Al-Lit and
Al-"Ugzl, for by Allah 1 detest nothing more than these two." Bahird
replied. "Then by Allah tell me what Iask you.” He said, "Ask me whatever
yvou like.” So he began o ask him about his sleep. appearance. and affairs in
general. The Prophet's (pbuh) answers coincided with what Bahira knew of
his description. Then he looked @t his back and found the seal of
prophethood between his shoulders in the very place described in his book.
Afterwards he went to his uncle Abi Tilib asking. "What 1s the relationship
between you and this boy?” He said, "He is my son.” Balird said, "No, he is
ol your son. The father of this boy should not be alive.” "He is my brother’s
son,” he said. When he asked where his tather was, he told him that he died.
when his mother had been pregnant with him, "That 15 true.” said Bahird,
"Go back with your brother's son to his country and protect him cautiously
against the Jews, for, by Allah, if they knew about him what 1 know, they
will contrive evil against him. Great things are in store for your nephew, so
promptly take him home."

The Sacrilegious War

This war erupted when the Propher (pbuh) was twenty years old''. It

wits called the sacrilegious war because the two Hghtng tribes, Kinfna and

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Qays " Aylin violuted inviolahle mutters between them. Harb ibn Umayyah
ibn Abi Shims was the leader of Qumysh and Kindinah, At the beginning of
the day Qays was trinmphant but by midday victory wenl 1o Kinfinah.

His Marriage to Khadijah

(may Allah be pleased with her)

Khadijah was a trade woman of honor and wealth. She used 1o hire men
to carry out her trade based on profit-sharing, as the Quraysh were i people
of commerce. When she heard abou? the Prophet's truthfulness, Honesty, and
honorable behavior, she sent for him proposing a deal that he would carry
out her trade in Syria. while she would pay him more thun any other she hud
paid before. He was to be accompanied by a lad of hers called Muysarah.
The Messenger of Allah accepred the deal, and the two went out until they
reached Syna.

The Prophet (phuh) sat under the shade of a tree near a monk’s cell. The
inonk went 1o Maysarah asking "Who s that man under the tree”” Maysarih
answered, "He is of the Quraysh, from the people of the Haram." The monk
said, "None but 4 Prophet ever sat unider this tree!”

Then the Prophet (pbuh). afier selling the goods and buying whitever he
winted 10 buy, started the journey back to Muakkah. At the height of noon
when the Heat was intense. as he rode his camel, Maysarah saw two angles
shading the Prophet (pbuh) from the sun's beam. In Makkah he guve
Khadijah her property which she afterwards sold with double its value or
thereabouts,

Maysarah told her about the words of the monk and how the two angles
shaded him, Khadijsh was a decisive, imelligent, and noble woman
possessing the bounties with which Allah willed 10 honor her. Once
Mitysirith told her these things, she sent to the Prophet {pbuh) as she said,
"0 cousin I like vou because of your relationship and your high reputation
among your people. honesty, good manners, and truthfulness.” Then she
proposed marriage. Khadijuh was then the most honorable, richest woman
and of the best family backgrounds in the Quraysh. All her people were
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keen to marry her if it were possible. The Prophet (pbuh) told his uncles
about Khadijah's proposal, and his uncle Hamzah wenmt with him 1o
Khuwaylid ibn Asad for proposal and he married her.!" She was the mother
of 4ll the Prophet's children except Ibrihim. These children are Al-Qdsim,
which was part of a sumame by which the Prophet was called, “Abdullah',
Zaynub, Rugayyah, Umm Kulthtm, and Fitimah, peace be upon them all.

Al-Qdsim and " Abdullih died in the pre-Islam time, while the Prophet's
daughters embraced Islam and migrated with lim 10 Madinah.

Waraqah ibn Nawfal

Khadijah went to her (paternal) cousin Waraqgah ibn Nawfal ibn Asad
ibn “Abdel-"Uzza, who was Christian who had studied the Scriptures and
wis knowledgeable. She narrated to him what her lad Maysarah had told her
about the menk’s words and how he saw the (wo angels shading him.
Waraqgah saud, "If thus is true, Khadijah, verily Muhammad is the Prophet of
this mation. | know thit a Propher is expected to appear in this nation and in
this era.” Waragah fell that the matter was too slow and used 10 say, "How
lomg?”

The Rebuilding of the Ka bah

The Prophet (pbub) was thiny-five vears of age when the Quraysh
agreed 10 rebuild the Ka'bah, by roofing it but they feared desiroying it,
since it was made of white stones.

A shipwreck of 4 Romuan merchant ship was found ashore in Jiddah.
They wok its timber o prepare 1t for roofing the Ka'bah, There was a
Coptie carpenter in Makkah. so they felt that everything was ready for
restordtion, A snake Used to come out of the Ki'bah well in which the
dedicated things were thrown. The snake used 1o encroach everyday on the

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wall of the Ka'bah, s matter which terrified them as whenever anyone
approached it, it ruised its head, miade a rustling noise and opened its mouth,
One duy while it was sunning itself. Alluh sent a hird. which cuptired it and
flew away. At that. the Quraysh said, "We hope that Allsh 15 pleased with
what we intend 1o do; we have a worker who is a friend of ours. We have
the timber and Allah has saved us from the snake.” When they bad decided
o knock it down and rebuild i1, Abi Wahb iba “Amr tbn “A'idh ibn “Abd
ibn “Imrdn ibn Makhzdm ook a stone from the Ko bab but it swept out of
his hands and returned to its place. He said. "O Quraysh. do not let into this
building anything but lawful gains: so no harlowry, ridd, nor uniust
prachces.”

Afterwards. the Quraysh divided labor between themselves, the section
aear the gate was appointed to Band “Abd Muanlf und Zubrah, the section
between the Black Stone comer and the Yemeni comer was 10 Bunh
Makhziim and the Qurayshi tribes joined them, the back of the Ka bah was
to Banil Jumah and Sahm, the side of the Hijr to Bani “Abdud-Dir 1bn
Qusayy. Banii Asad ibn *Abdel-" Uzzd, and Bund " Adiyy ibn Ka'b.

While people were anxious about demolishing the temple, end retrewed
in awe, Al-Walid ibnul-Mughirah said, "1 will start the demoliton.” He took
a mattock. and went up 1o it saying, "O Allah, we have not disbelieved (in
vour religion). O Allah, we only want 1o do good.” Then he destroyed the
part between the two corners. That night people were wutching out. saying,
"We will wait and see; if he is injured we will not demolish any of it and
will keep it as it was; but if nothing happens 1o hir then Allah is satisfied
with what we are doing and we will destroy 1t.” In the morming Al-Walid
wis working and the people with him. When they reached the foundition of
Ibrikint (pbuh), they found green stones like camel’s humps oined together.

The Quravshi tribes kept on gathering stones for the building, each tribe
on its own. The bulding was erccted up 1w the Bluwk Stone. where
disagreements emerged: each tnbe wanted 10 hift it alone o its piace, unhl
they mude alliances, and prepared to light.

A narrator sard that Abt Umayyah ibnul-Mughirah. then the eldest of
the Quraysh, said, "O Quraysh, let the first man to enter the gate of this
mosque arbitrate in your dispute.” They agreed. The first one 1o enter was
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the Messenger of Allah (pbuh). On seeing him, they said, "It is the
Trustworthy (Al-Amiin), we are satisflied! It is Mubammad." When he
redched them and they told him the story, he said, "Give me a mantle.” They
brought one, which he (spread on the ground and) placed the stone on. He
then said. "Let (the head of) every tribe hold a side of the mamle and 1ifl o
up all together.” When they got it into position he placed it with his own
hands, and then the building continued above it

Reports ol Arab Diviners, Jewish Rabbis,
and Christian Monks

Jewish rabbis, Christian monks, and Arab diviners had discussed the
subject of the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) before his advent when his time
was coming closer. The rubbis and monks knew about him from their
Prophets and what had been written in their Seriptures describing him. The
Arab diviners knew about him from Satans reporting what they had secretly
overheard when they were nol hindered from hearing by being thrown with
stars. Diviners, male and female, continued to riise some of these issues
which the Arabs were not sttentive to, until Allah seat him, then the things
which they had mentioned oceurred and they recognized them. When the
Prophet's coming was getting nearer and s mission was about 10 begin,
Sutans were prevented to listen and they coulif not occupy the seats in which
they used to sit 1o overhear the heavenly tidings, as they were hurled with
stars, The jinn Knew that it was a Divine occurrence from Allah's rule over
people.

The Description of the Prophet (pbuh)

Ibn Hishim said that the deseription of the Prophet (phuh) as mentioned
by “Umar the mawld of Ghufrah on the authority of Ibrithim ibn Mohammad
ibn “Ali 1bn Abi Tilib who said, "Whea “Alf ibn Abi Tilib described the
Messenger of Allsh (pbuh), he said, 'He was of a height not very 1all, nor
very short, but average among people. His hair wis not as over curly nor
lank, bur it was (moderately) curly and combed. He wds not corpulent nor
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dish he have a rounded, small face. He had a white, reddish complexion. His
cyes were black. He hud long eyelashes, and muscular joints, and the part
between his shoulders was also muscular. The line of hair between his neck
and chest was thin and fine. His palms and feet were strong. He used 0
walk firmly and straightly. and he used o tum around altogether with his
whole bady. Between his shoulders there was the seal of prophethood: and.
he (pbuh) is the seal of all Prophets. He was of all mankind the most
penerous, most courageous, maost truthful, most faithiul, the best 1o live
with, and the most hospitable to accompany. Whoever saw him for the first
time venerated him, and whoever mixed with him loved him. Then his
describer <aid. 1 have never seen before him or ufter him anyone who
reserribled him, peace be upon him.”

The Description of the Messenger of Allah
(pbuh) in the Gospel

Ibn Ishiq said. "Among things which reached me about that which had
been revealed to "Isa the Son of Mary in the Gospel, for his followers,
describing the Messenger of Allah (pbuh), according to Yubunnas the
Apostle when he inscribed the Gospel for them from the Testament of lsa
the Son of Mary, conceming the Messenger of Allah (pbuh), that he smd,
“He who hates me hates the Lord. Except for that | had done in their
presence things that no-one had done before me, they would have not had a
sin. However now they are discontented and think that they will overcome
me as well as the Lord, but the word in the Revelation must be done. They
hited me fulsely. But when the Manhamannd who Allah will send to you
and who is & sacred spiril from the Lord, comes, he will be a witness of me
and you also because you were with me in the past. I am telling you about
this not to have any doubt. ™"

Manhamanni in Syriac means Muhammad and he is Paraclete in Greek.

1. See the Gospel, John, 13; 23-24
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The Mission

When Muhammad, the Prophet of Allah, (pbub) became forty years old,
Allah sent him as a merey to the worlds and bearer of good tdings to
mankind. Allah had made a compact with every Prophet. whom He had sent
before him that he should believe in Him, verify Him and vindicate Him
asainst whoever disagreed with Him. He required of them that they should
convey this to everyone who believed in them, and they all carned out their
commitment in this regard.

According to “A'ishah (may Allah be pleased with her). “When Allah
wanted to honor Muhamnuw! (pbuh) and have mercy on His servants
through him, the first sign of prophethood to the Prophet (pbuh) was true
visions. Whenever he saw a vision while sleeping it tumed 1o be suikingly
true, like the brightness of daybreak. And Allah made him love solitude so
that He liked nothing more than to be alone.”

" Abdal-Malik ibn “Ubaydillih reported that the Prophet (pbuh). at the
time when Allah wanted to bestow His grace upon him and begin (the state
of) prophethood, would head out for his purpose and go as far as the
mountain passes of Makkah and the beds of its valleys where no house was
seen. There was not a stone nor a tree that he passed by, but would say,
“Peace be upon you, O Messenger of Allah”. The Prophet (pbuh) would
mirm to his right, left and belund him and would find no more than trees and
stones. Thus he kept on seeing and hearinig such things so long as Allah
willed. Then Jibril (peace be upon him) came to m with Allah’s grice
while he was in Hir8""" in the month of Ramadiin.

According 1o “Ubavd ibn “Umayr, the Prophet of Allah (pbuh) used to
stay in privacy in Hirl' every year for a month to practice rafannuth
(worship and devotion away from idols): a religious state known in Quraysh
in the pre-Islamic period. Every year during that month the Prophet (pbuh)
would worship in privacy and give food to the indigent who came to him,

1 A muntain three mites uway from Makkah,
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At the end of the month, the first thing he used to do before returning home
wis o go to the Ka'bah and circomambulate Seven times or as offen as
Allah wished: then he would return 1o his house. In the month of Ramadiin,
m which Allah willed to honor him with the Mission, the Prophet (phuh)
went to Hird' us was usual to him, and his family was with him. When it was
the night on which Alldh honored him with His Message, Jibeil came to him
with the command of Alluh. The Prophet {pbuh) said,

So 1 read, and he left me. When 1 got up from my sleep, it wes as if these
words were firmly writtenr inomy hearr, When § went out midwiy on the
mountain, | heard a voice from the skv saving, 'O Mihammad! You are
the Messenger of Allah and 1 ain Jibril." { raised my heéad up to the sky 1o
see (who was speaking) and it was Jibril in the form of a man with feet
astride the horizon, saving. ‘0 Muhammad! You are the Messenger of
Allah and 1 am Jibril." I stood still, staring at him. neither moving fir-
ward nor backward, then | made my face wrn away from him, bt
whichever direction af the sky I looked, | found him the same. And | re-
mained still, neither progressing nor regressing, until Khadijah sent her
messengers searching for e as they reached the highest point of Mak-
kah and retwrned to her while 1 was siill in the same place: then he lefi

I Thi fird person 10 write wis Prophet 1diis (Enoch)
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e | retirned 1o my family. | came to Khadijah and sar by her thigh
close 1o her. She asked, 0 Abwi-Qdsim, where have you been” By Allah,
1 sent my messengers o look for you, as they reavhed Makkal and re-
turmed to me.” Then | apprised her of whar [ had seen, iand she said, 'Re-
Joice, © cousin and be firm. Surely, by Hin in Whose Hand 15 K. hadijah's
soul, | hopefutly think that vou will be the Prophet of this nation.” "

Then she put on (suitable) clothes and went out to her (paternal) cousin,
Waragah ibn Nawfal who had become a Christian, and who read books and
listened from those of the Toralh and the Gospel. She informed him about
what the Prophet (pbuh) had told her of what he had seen and heard
Waragah cried. “Holy! Holy! Surely, by Him in Whose Hand is Waragah's
soul, if you are telling me the truth, O Khadijah, there has come to him the
greatest Namas (i.e. Jibdil) who came Miis before. and he 1s the Prophet of
this nation. Tell him to be firm.”

Khadijah returned to the Prophet (phuh) and told him what Waragah had
said. When the Prophet (pbuh) had completed the period of solitude, he did
as he was accustomed to do in Makkah, While there, Waragah met him and
said, "O my brother's son, tell me what you have seen and heard.™ After
ielling him, he said to the Prophet (pbuh), *Surely, by Him in Whose Hand
is Waragah's soul, you are the Prophet of this nation. There has come to the
greatest Ndmidis, who came 10 Misd. Surely, you will be called a liar, you
will be hurt, driven out, and fought! If 1 were alive that day, I would support
(the religion of) Allah to a victory such that He knows.” Then he leaned
near him and kissed his forehead; then the Prophet (pbub) returned honse.

The Beginning of the Revelation of the Qur'an

The Prophet (pbuh} began to receive revelations in Ramadin. Allah the
Almighty says,
& The month of Ramadan in which was revealed the Qur'dn, a guidance

Khadijah, the Daughter of Khuwaylid

Embraces Islam

Khadijah, the daughter of Khuwaylid believed in him (pbuh). She
verified what had come 10 him from Allah, and supported him in his marter.
She was the first to believe in Allah and His Prophet, and in the truth of his
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message. Through her. Allah relieved burdens that afflicted His Prophet
(pbuhy. He never heard annoying things, as a reaction to his message and
falsifying him which saddened him, but Allah comforted him with her when
he returned home. She reinforced him. alleviated his burden, certified his
truth, and belittled men's opposition. May Allah Almighty have mercy upon
her! The Prophet (pbuh) said,

I was commanded to give Khadijah the good tidings of a howse made of

carved prearls wherein will be no noise, nor drudgere.”

The Pause in Revelation

Revelation paused for a while so that the Prophet (pbuh) became
disturbed and depressed. Then Jibril came with Sirar Ad-Duld, in which his
Lord. who had honored him. swore that He had neither forsaken him nor
hated him. Allah the Almighty says,

& By the forencen (after swi-vise); and by the night when 1t 15 stll (or
darkens); vour Lovd (O Muhammad) has neither forsaken vou nor hated

That is, | have not abandoned you. nor hated you after loving you.

Allih hence rerminds him of how He bestowed him with His honor and
Kindness as early as he was orphan, poor and unguided, as He saved him

from all that out of His mercy.

That is, do not be an oppressor or hoastful, or harsh and stem towards the
weak servants of Allah,

That is. talk about the Grace and Providence of Allah and the honor of
prophethood, and call people to it

Therefore, the Prophet (pbuh) began to proclaim secretly Allah's Grace
1o him and His servants through prophethood. to anyone of his people
whom he could trust.

The First to Embrace Islam

The first male 1o belicve in the Messenger of Allah (pbuh), offer prayers
with him, and to verify in his divine message was “Ali ibn Abi Tilib, who
was then ten yvears old. It was Allah's favor and grace on "Ali that the
Quraysh was exposed 1o a severe crisis. Seeing that Abi Talib had many
children, the Prophet (pbuh) told his uncle, Al-"Abbas, who was one of the
richest of Bani Hishim, “O “Abbas, your brother AbQ Talib has many
children and as you see crsis prevails, so let us go together and (offer to)
alleviate the burden of his children so each of us takes one of his sons.”
Al-Abbas agreed. They went to Abl Tdlib telling him that they wanted to
lessen the responsibility of his children until the end of the crisis. AbG Tilib
said, "Do what you like so long as you leave me " Agil.” So the Prophet ook
“All and Al Abbas took Ja'far. "Alf remained with the Messenger (phuh)
until Allah sent him forth as a Prophet. "Ali followed him, believed him, and
verified his truth,

Some scholars mentioned that when the time of prayers came the
Prophet (pbuh) used to go out to the mountain passes of Makkah
accompanied by “All, who went disguised from his father. uncles, and the
rest of his people. There they used to offer prayer until nightfall. This
continued until one day AbQ Talib cume upon them while they were
offering prayer. and said 1o the Prophet (pbuh), "O my brother’s son, what is
this religion which 1 see you following?" He answered, "0 uncle, this is the
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religion of Allah, His angels, and His Messengers, and the religion of our
father Ibrihim. Alluh has sent me as a Messenger to (His) servants, and you,
my uncle, most deserve that T should advise you and call you to guidance,
und you are the most worthy 0 respond to me and help me.” His uncle
replied, “I cannot forsake the rehigion of my ancestors which they followed,
but by Allah you shall never meet with anything to affhict you so long as |
live."

Afterwards, Zavd ibn Hérithah ibn Shurahbil ibn Ka'b ibn ~ Abdel-"Uzzi
became & Muslim, Hakim ihn Hizdm ibn Khuwaylid came from Syria with
slaves among which was Zuyd ibn Harithah. His paternal sunt, Khadijah
who was then wife of the Prophet (pbuh) visited him. He asked her to
choose any the sluves, so she chose Zayvd. When the Prophet (pbuhl) saw
him, he asked her to dedicate Zayd to him. She did so and he freed him and
then adopted him. That was before the revelation. Then AbfG Bakr ibn Abi
Quhdfah whose name was “Atig embraced Islam, AbQ Quhéfah's name was
“Uthmiin, When he became a Muslim, he declared his Islam openly and
cilled others to Allah and to His Messenger. He was a sociable, casy and
well-liked man amiong his people. He knew more about the good and bad of
Quraysh than unyone else. He was a merchant of high morals and Kindness.
His peaple used o go to him seeking his advice in many matters because of
his wide knowledge, his experience in commerce. and his socidble nature.
He began 1o call 1o Allah and to Islam, all whoever he had confidence in, of
those who used to come to him and sit with him,

Those who accepled Islam through Abd Bakr were: “Uthmin ibn * Affin,
Az-Zubayr ibnul-"Awwim, “Abdur-Rahman ibn “Awf, Sa'd ibn Abi
Waqqas, and Talhah ibn "Ubaydillih. These were the first eight who
embruced Islam, offered prayer, and verified its trith,

Alfter them came:

Abtl “Ubaydah ibnul-Jurrith, Abdl Salarmah ibn "~ Abdel-Asad, Al-Argam
ibn Abel-Argam'", “Uthmén tbn Maz (n and his two brothers, Qudamah

The Prophet's Public Preaching
and the Reaction to it

People embraced Islam in large groups of both men and women until
tulk about Islam prevailed in Makksh. Then Allah commanded His
Messenger to publicize what he had received and to call people to Allah's
commands. After three years of secret preaching, Allah commanded him to
declare the religion. Allah the Almighty says,

& Therefore proclaim apenly (Allah’s Message, Islamic Monotheism)
that which vou are commuanded, and turn away from Al-Mushrikin (pol-
vtheists, idolaters, and dishelievers, eic. - see V.2: 103). %

When the Prophet's Companions wanted 1o offer prayers. they used to go
1o the mountain passes of Makkah so as to conceal their prayers from their
people. One day while Sa'd ibn Abi Wagqls was offering prayer among a
group of the Prophet's (pbuh) Companions in the mountain pusses, a band of
the polytheists came upon them, rudely interrupling them, mocking at them
for their prayers until it came to blows. Sa'd smote a polytheist with a
jawbone of a camel and hurt him. This was the first bloodshed in Islam.

When the Prophet (pbub) explicitly professed Islam as Allah had
commanded him, his people did not forsake or tumn against him until he
criticized their geds and idols. When he did, they gathered in denial,
considering himt an enemy, all except a despised minority whom Allah the
Almighty had protected by Islam. The Prophet's uncle, Abii Talib was Kind
o him and supported him.

When the Quraysh discovered that he would not give up, yet he
withdrew from them and scorned their idols, as well as the fact that his
uncle supported him and would not let them teach himi, some of their nobles
went to Abil Talib and said, "0 Abit Tilib, your nephew has insulied our
gods, scorned our religion, demeaned our life style and accused our
ancestors of misguidance; either you must stop him or you must let us get
him, for you yourself are in the same position as we are in opposition 1o him
and we will rid you of him." He gave them a polite reply and a soft answer
so they lefl him.

The Prophet (pbuh) continued on his way, preaching Allah's religion and
calling men hitherto. As a result, his relations with the Quraysh were getting
worse and men withdrew in hostility. They were preoccupied with hus affair,
stirring up one another against him. Then they spoke to Abll Télib for a
second tme and said, "O Aba Talib, you have a high and noble position
among ws, and we have requested you to cease your nephew's acts but you
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have not done so. By Allah, we cannot bear that our forefathers be reviled,
our customs mocked, and our gods insulted. Until you rid us of him we will
fight both of you until one side penshes”.

Abu Talib sent for the Prophet (pbuh) and said. "O nephew, your people
have said so and so. Spare me and yourself. Do not make me endure more
than [ can”, The Prophet (pbuh) thought that his uncle had changed his mind
and ‘would abandon him, and had become short of supporting lim. He
answered, “"O my uncle, by Allah, if they put the sun in my night hand and
the moon in.my lefl on condition that 1 abandon this matter (i.e. Islam), until
Alluh has made it triumphant, or 1 perish therein, T would not abandon i.”
Then the Prophet (pbuh) wept and stood up. As he tumed away his uncle
called him and said, "Come back, my nephew,” and when he came back, he
said. "Go and say whatever you like, for by Allah I will never give you up”.

When the Quraysh perceived that Ab@ Talib had refused to give the
Prophet (pbuh) 1o them, and that he was delermined to part company with
them, they went to him with " Imirah ibnul-Walid and said, "O Abi Talib,
this is “Imérah, the mightiest and most handsome yourng man among the
Quraysh, so take him and you will have the benefit of his intelligence and
support: adopt him as a son and give us your nephew, who has gone against
your religion and the religion of your ancestors, disjoined the unity of your
people, ridiculed our life style. so that we may kill him. This will be man for
man." He replied, "By Allah, this is an evil bargain, would you give me
your son to feed him for you, and [ give you my son in return to kill ham?
By Allah, this shall never be." Al-Mut'im ibn “Adiyy said. "Your people
have been fiur with you, taking pains to abstain from what you dislike. 1 sece
that you do not want to sccept anvthing from them.” Abil Tdlib said, "By
Allah, they have not treated me with justice, you have approved of betraying
me and helping the people against me, so do whatever you like," So
conditions deterioraied, the fighung became fiery and people were split up.
and clearly displayed their enmity to their opponents.

Then the Quraysh incited people against the Companions of the Prophet
(pbuh) who had become Muslims. Every iribe fell upon the Muslims among
them, beating them and enticing them from their religion. Allah protecied
His Messenger from them through his uncle who, when he saw whal the
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Quraysh were doing to Banii Hashim and Ban Al-Muttalib. he invited them
to stand with him in protecting the Prophet (pbuh). They agreed to do so,
except Abii Lahab, the accursed enemy of Allah.

The Words of Al-Walid ibnul-Mughirah
about the Qur'an

When the season of pilgrimage was due, a number of the Quraysh went
to Al-Walid ibnul-Mughirdh, who was a man of some standing among them.
He addressed them saymng: "O Quraysh. here is the season of pilgrimage and
deputations of the Arabs will come to you and they will have heard about
this fellow of vours, so agree upon a unanimous resolution that could enjoy
the approval of them all without dispute, so that none will belie the other.”
They replied, "Give us your opinion about lim." He said, "No you talk and |
will listen." They said. "He is a soothsayer”. He said, "By Allah, he is not
that, for he has not the murmuring and rhyming of soothsayer's speech.”
"Then he 15 possessed by Jinn." They said. "No, he is not that," He said.
"We have seen possessed ones, and no insinuations pecubar to thar state of
mind were detected,” "Then he 1s a poet,” They said. "No he is not a poet,
for we know poetry in all ns forms and metres.” "Then he 1s practicing
witcherafl." They said. "No, we have seen sorcerers and thewr witcherafi-and
he has mever been involved in the practice of blowing on the knots." He
saidd. "Then what are we to say, O Abl "Abd Shams?" They asked. "By
Allah, his words are sweet. well based, and fritful. and all what vou are
repeating aboul him is established to be false. Yet, the most proper thing
you can say about him is that be is a magician who has brought magic
words with which he separates between brothers, spouses, and families." He
said. At this point they left him, and began to sit on the roads which men
take when they come fo the fair. They warned everyone who passed by them
about Muhammad's deeds, Then Allah the Almighty revealed concerming
Al- Walid,

& Leave Me Alome (1o deal) with whom [ created Alone (without any
mednes, Lo Al-Walid ibnul-Mughirah)! And then granted him resources
in abundance. And children 10 be by his side! And made life smooth anid
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confortable for him! After all thar he desires that 1 should give more;
Nay! Verilv, he has been stubbarn and opposing Our Avdr (proofs, ev-
rlences, verses, lessons, signs, revelotiony, eic.) s

(Al-Muddaththir: 11-16)

So these men began to spread this report about the Prophet (pbuh) to
whoever they met so that the Arabs left that fuir knowing about the Prophet
(pbuh), und his reputation was then spread throughout the whole of Arabia,

How the Prophet (pbuh)
was Treated by his People

When the Quraysh became disturbed by the troubles triggering enmity
between them and the Prophet (pbuh) and the Muslims, they incited against
him foolish men who called him a liar, hurt him, and accused him of being @
poet, sorcerer, o diviner. and of being possessed. However, the Prophet
(pbuh) continued to proclaim what Allah had ordained him o profess,
concealing nothing, and exciting their dislike by condemning their religion,
withdrawing from their idols, und abandoning them for their disbelief,

“Abdullh ibn " Amr ibnul- As repanied, "l was with them one day when
the notables had gathered in the Hijr and the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) was
mentioned. They said that they had never known anything like the difficulty
they had endured from this fellow; he had ridiculed their way of life, and
cursed the idols they had taken as gods. They also simd that what they had
borne was exceeded all bearing. While they were thus discussing him, the
Prophet (pbuh) approached them and Kissed the Black Stone, then he passed
by them as he circumambulated the Ka'bah. As he passed they harassed him
with words. 1 observed this on the face of the Messenger of Allah (pbul).
He went on and as he passed by them the second ume they repeated the
same thing. Again I observed this on the fuce of the Messenger of Allah
(pbuh). Then he passed the third time, and they did the same. He stopped
and said. "Wiil vou listen to me, O Quraysh? By Him in Whose hand is my
soul, 1 have brought you staughter (i.e. destruction, if you do not believe).”
This word so thrilled the people that all of them stood silent and sull; even
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those who had hitherto been most violent, spoke to him in the Kindest way
possible saying, "Go, O Abul-Qdsim, for by Allah you have never been
ignorunt.” The Prophet (pbuh) went away, and in the moming they gathered
in the Hijr. I was there too, and they reminded each other of what had taken
place berween them and the Prophet (pbuly) and how they left lum alone
when he displaved something unpleasant. While they were there talking, the
Prophet (pbuk) showed up, and they leaped upon him as one man and
encircled him, saying. "Are you the one who says so-and-so against our
gods and our rebigion?” The Prophet (pbuh) smd. "Yes. [ am the one whoe
says thar." 1 saw one of them seizing his clothes. Then Aba Bakr interposed
himsell weeping and saying. "Would you Kkill @ man for saying Allah 1s his
Lord?" Then they lefi him. That is the worst thing that | ever saw the
Quraysh doing o him.”

Hamzah Accepts Islam

A man of Aslam, who had a good memory, told me that Abu Jahl passed
by the Prophet (pbuh) at As-Safd, and injured him, mahciously oifending
his religion and trying to ridicule his cause. The Prophet (pbuh) did not
speak to him. Duning this. a mawldh of “Abdullih ibn Jud an was in her
house listening to what was going on. Then he left him and went to an
assembly of the Quraysh at the Ka'bah and sat there, After a little while,
Hamzah tbn "Abdel-Muguhib approuched, with his bow hanging on his
shoulder back from the hunt, for e was fond of hunting and used to go out
shooting. Whenever he returned from a chase he used to salute every
assembly of the Quraysh he met and stop to speak with them. He was the
dearest and stronigest man ol the Quraysh. (At that time the Prophet (pbuh)
had gone home.) Hamzah passed by this mawlih, who asked him, O Abi
Imidrah, have you not heard of what Abul-Hakam'" ibp Hishiam has just
done a short while ago to your nephew, Muhammad? He had found him
sitting there. so he imjured and msolied him. and treated him bodly. whereass
Muhammad did nov utter a word." Hamzah was enraged, for Allah wanted

Makbrlim
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(0 honor lim. so he went vul at @ run and did not stop o grecl anyone,
intending to guarrel with Ab{ Juhl when he met him. When he emered the
mosgue he saw him sitting among the people, and went up to him until he
stood beside him, then he drew up his bow and hit him a violent blow with
it, saying. "Do you hurt him while 1 follow his religion, and say what he
says? Strike me back if you can!" Some of Band Makhz0m got up 1o help
Abit Jahil, but the latiér said, "Let Abll " Imarah alone for, by Allah, I injured
his nephew deeply.” Hamzah's Islam was complete. and he followed the
Prophet's (pbuh) teachings, When he embraced Islam, the Quraysh
recognized that the Prophet (pbuh) had become stronger. and thut Hamzah
would protect him, and so they gave up some of their harassment against
him.

The Words of “Utbah ibn Rabi ah
about the Prophet (pbuh)

“Utbah iba Rabi*ah, who was a master, said one day while he was sitting
among the Quraysh assembly and the Prophet (pbuh) was sitting 1n the
mosgue alone, "Why should 1 not go 1o Muhammad and make some
proposals to him which if he approves some, we will give him whatever he
wants. and he will leave us in peace?” That was after Hamzah had embraced
Islam and after the number of the Prophet’s (pbuh) followers had increased.
They accepted. “Utbah sar by the Prophet (pbuh) and said, "O my nephew,
you are one of us as you know, of the noblest of the clan and hold a worthy
status in genealogy. You have Brought your people -un immense matter,
dividing thierr unity thereby and ridiculing their way of life, and declared
that their ancestors were disbelievers, $0 listen to me and 1 will make some
suggestions, and maybe you will be able to agree with some of them.” The
Prophet (pbuh) said. “Say (them). O Abul-Walid, | am listening.” He weal on,
“If it is money that you want, we will gather for you of our properties so that
you may be the weulthiest of us:if you want honor, we will muke you our
head so that no one cun determine anything without yeu; if you want
sovereignty, we will make you King, and if this jinni which you see, is such
that you cannot get rid of him, we will find a physician for you, and drain
our funds in getting you recovered, for a familiar spirit may get pOSSESsSIon
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of a man until he can be cured of it.” The Prophet listened patently, and
then said, "Have vou finished, O Abul-Walid?" He replied in the affirmative,
so the Prophet (pbuh) said, "Now listen to me." He said, "OK." The Prophet
(phuh) said, (reciting {rom the Qur'an), In the Name of Allah, the Most
Beneficent, the Most Mereiful,

& Hia-Mim!"' A revelation from Allah, the Mosi Beneficent, the Most
Merriﬁr.". A Book whereof the Verses are explained in detail; a Quran in
Arabie for people who know. Giving glad tidings [of Paradise to the one
whao believes in the Cneness of Allah) and fears Allah much (abstains
from all kinds of sins and evil deedds) and loves Allah much (performing
all kinds of good deedy which He has ordained)]. and warning (of pun-
ishment in the Hell Fire 1o the one who distelieves in the Oneness of Al-
lah), bur mase af them tin away, 3o thev listen not. And thev say: ‘Our
hearts are under coverings (screened) from that to which vou invite

And the Prophet (pbuh) continued to recite it (i.e. Sirar Fugssilary to him.
When "Utbah heard this, he listengd carefully, putting his hands behind his
back und leaning on them as he listened. Then the Propher (pbuh) ended at a
verse of prostration in the Strak™ and prostrated himself, and said, "You
have heard what vou have heard. O Abul-Walid, and it is ap o vou.” When
“Utbah went back 10 his companions they observed that the expression on
his face had completely changed, and they asked him what had happened.
He said, "I have heard words such as T have never heard before, which by
Allah were nether poetry, magic, nor soothsaying. O Quraysh, take my
advice and do as | do, leave this man utterly, for by Allah, the words which |
have heard from him will become of great reputation. If the Arabs kill him,
vou will have then got what you want, and if he gets the better of the Arabs,
s sovereignty will be yours, his power be yours, and you will be the
happiest through him." They said. "By Allah he has bewitched you with his
tongue.” He replied, ™ You have my opinion, so do what you see fit."

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Negotiations between the Prophet (pbuh)
and the Chiefs of the Quraysh

Islam kept on spreading in Makkah among men and women of the tribes
of the Quraysh, although they continued to imprison and seduce as many ol
the Muslims as they could. The leading men of every clan of the Quraysh -
"Utbah ibn Rahi'ah. Shaybin his brother, and Abl Sufyiin 1bn Harb, and
An-Nagdr  ibnul-Hirith,  Abul-Bakhtari  ibn  Hishim,  Al-Aswad
ibnul-Muttalib, Zam ah ibnul-Aswad, Al-Walid itbnul-Mughirah, Abd Jahl
ibn Hishim, “Abdullih ibn AT Umayyah, and Al Asi ibn Wa'il, Nubayh
and Munuabbah, the two sons of Hajjd). and Umayyah ibn Khalal - all
gathered together after sunset outside the Ka'bah. They decided to send for
Muhummad to negotiate with him so that they would not be held to blame
on his account in'the future.

When they sent for him, the Prophet (pbuh) came guickly thinking that
whitt he had said carlier to them had made an effect. He was keen {or their
welfare. and their corrupt way of life upset him. When he sat down with
them. they made it clear to him that they had called him to talk together,
"For by Allah none of the Arabs had ever insulted his people as you have
done”, und they restated the accusations which have been mentioned before.
"If it is wealth that you want, we will make you the wealthiest of us all; if it
is honor, we will make you our chief; if it is kingship, we will make you a
king; if it is a jinn which has taken possession of you, then we will spend
our money to find the medicine 10 cure you." The Prophet (phuh) replied,

"Worhing of what you sav is true. What 1 have brought is not to seek Your
property, nor hanor ameng you, nor being vour king, but Allah hay sent
me as-a Messenger, revealed a Book to me, communded mie to bear good
tidings 1oy vou and 1o warn vow | have iformed vou the messages of my
Lord. and pgiven vou good advice. If vou accept that whic ! have
brought you, then you will have a porton in this world and the Here-
after; and if vou reject it, I can only be patient unil Allah judgos be-
mween me and vou, "



“Well. Mubummid,” they said, "if you do not accept any of our offers,
you know that no people have shortage of land and wister, and live a tougher
life than we do, so ask your Lord, Who has sent you, to move for us these
mountains which enclose us, and to flatien out our country for us, and to
muike rivers flow in it like those of Syria and Iraq, and 1o resurrect tor us our
ancestors, and let there be among those that are resurrected for us Qusayy
ihn Kilab. for he was & true Sheikh, so that we may ask them whether what
you say is true or [ulse, If they say youo are speaking the troth, and you do
what we have asked you. we will believe in youw, und we will know what
vour status with Allah is, and that He has actually seat vou as a Messenger
as you say.” He rephed,

“I have not been senr 1o vou with swch things. 1 have only brought you
whar Allah has sent me wath, and I have proclammed it so if vou accept it
then vou will have a portion in this world and the Hereafter! and if vou
reject it, { can only be parent untl Allah the Almighty judees between
me and you”

They swid that if he would not do that for them, let him do something for
himself. "Ask your Lord 1o send an angel with you to confirm what you say
and te refute us; ask Him 1o make for you gardens and castles, and treasures
of gotd and silver to fulfill your wants. because you go to the markets as we
do and earn your hivelihood as we do, so that we may know your merit and
position with Allah, if vou are a Messenger s you allege.”

il not do that, ™ said the Messenger of Allah, " am nor the one to ask
his Lord for such things, for [ was not sent fo do so, bt Allah has sent
me as a bearer of good tidings and a warner. So if you avcept what |
liave hrowght vou, then vou will have a portion in this werld and the
Hereafter; and if vou reject ir, | can emly be patient unitd Allah the Al-
mighty judges between me and voie”

They said, "Then cause the heaven 1o fall upon us in pieces, us you have
asseried that your Lord can do so.” The Prophet (pbub) smd, "This is up 1o Al-
lahy; i He wants to doy ie with Vi, He will do i1.” Thﬂ}" said, "0 Muhammad. did
your Lord not know that we would sit with you, and ask you these
guestions. so that He might come to you and teach you how 1o argue with
us, and inform you of what He would do to us, if we would not accept your
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message? We knew that you are taught by a fellow i Al-Yamamah, called
Ar-Rahmén'", and by Allah we will never believe in Ar-Rahmin. Now we
have made all excuses to you O Muhammad, By Allah, we would not leave
you treating us as you do, untl either we destroy you or you destroy us.”
Some of them said. "We worship the angels s they are the daughters of
Allah.” Others said, "We will not believe in you until you bring Allah and
the angels before (us) face to face.”

When they said this, the Prophet (pbuh) got up and left them. “Abdullih
ibn Abi Umayyah ibnul-Mughfrah™', the son of his paternal aunt, went with
him and said, "0 Muohammad. your people have made you cerain
propositions, which you have refused; then they asked for themselves things
to krow if your status with Allah is as you say, so that they might believe in
you and follow you, and you did nothing. Afterwards they asked you to
have something for yourself, by which they might know your superiority
over them and your standing with Allah; and you did nothing. By Allah, 1
will never helieve in you uniil you get a ladder o the heaven, and mount it
until you reach it, while 1 am looking at you, and then you come down with
four dngels to westify that vou ure speaking the truth, and by Allah, even if
you did that 1 do not think I should believe you.” Then he went dway, and
the Prophet (pbuh) went to his family, sad and depressed. since s hope thul
they would have accepted his teachings was in vain, and because they had
distanced themselves from him.

An Act of Abl Jahl

When the Prophet (pbuh) had gone, Abil Jahl spoke, making the usual
charges against him, and saying. "I swear by Allah that 1 will wait for him
tomorrow with 4 stone which | can hardly carry. When he prostrates himsell
i praver | will crack his head with it. Betray me or defend me, let Band
“Abd Manif do whatever they please after that." They said that they would
never betray him on any account, and he could go ahead with his aim. In the

I Musaylamah i Habib al-Hanafi, known as Musaylamah e Lo, He colled Mipmeell Av-Rahmbn
imseaning “the All-Merciful”) i the pre-Islamic period.
2 Thes " Ahdullit embraced lslam bafore e Cy iUt of Makkah,
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morning. Abi Juhl 100k a stone and sat in waiting for the Messenger of
Alluh {pbuh), who while in Makkah used to face Syrii in prayer. When he
come to offer prayer, he used to stand between the Yemeni corner and the
black stone, putting the Ka'bah between himsell and Syna. The Prophet
(pbuh) rose to offer praver while the Quraysh sat in their assembly, waiting
for what AbG Jah! was going to do. When the Prophet (pbuh) prostrated
himself, Ab{ Jah! carried the stone and approached him, until he got close
tor hirn and then he turned back, pale with werror, and his hand had shnveled
upon the stone. so he threw it from his hand, When the Quraysh asked him
what had huppened, he replied. "When [ got ¢lose to him a camel stallion
pot in between us. By Allah, [ have never scen anything like the head, neck,
shoulders, and teeth of that stallion, and he lookad as if he would eat me.”

The Story of An-Nadr ibnul-Harith

When Abil Jah! told them what had happened, An-Nadr ibnul-Hinth got
up and said, "O Quraysh, you are in a situation which you cannot deul with.
Muhammad wuas o young man, most liked among you, most truthful
speech, and most trustworthy, until, when he grew up, and brought you his
message, vou said he wis a sorcerer, but by Allah he is not, for we know the
sorcerers and their spitting and their knots, then you said, a diviner, but by
Allah he is not, for we have seen the behavior of such people and we have
heard their rhymes. And you said that he 15 a poet. but by Allah he is not a
poet, for we huve heard all Kinds of poetry, You alsosaid he is possessed or
insane, but by Allah he is not, for we have seen the possessed by jinn, and
he shows no signs of their gasping. whispering, or hallucinations. O
Quraysh. look to your uffairs, for by Allul. it is a serious matter that has
befallen you.” An-Nadr ibnul-Hirith was then one of the devils of Quraysh,
and hé used to harm the Prophet (pbuh) and show him animosity. He had
been 1o Al-Hirah and learnt there the stories of the kings of Persia, and the
tales of Rustam and Isfandivir. When the Prophet (pbuh) held 4 meeting in
which he mentioned Allih, and coutioned his people of what had happened
1o bygone nations as a result of Allah's wrath, An-Nadr sat down when he
departed, saying, "l can tell a better story than his, Come to me.” Then he
began to tell them about the Kings of Persia, Rustam and Isfandiyir, and he
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would then say, “In what way is Muhammad 4 better story-teller than | am?
Ibn " Abbds said that eight verses were sent down concemning him: Allah's
the Almighty saving,

& When Qur Versex (of the Quran) are recited 1o him, he says, “Tales of
the men of old!” 4

(Al-Qalam: 15)

ol all such tales mentioned concermning him in the Quran.

The Polytheists' Animosity
towards the Oppressed Muslims

The Quraysh displayed their animosity to all those who followed the
Prophet (pbuh), every clun attacked their Muslims. imprisoning and
torturing them by hunger and thirst, and exposing them to the burning heat
of Makkah, so as to draw them away from their religion. Some surrendered
under pressure of persecution, and others endured, being protected by Allih.

Bilal, who was later freed by Abf Bakr, at that time belonged to one of
Bani Jumah, and be was bom as a slave among them. He was a faithiul
Muslini and pure of heart. His father's name was Rabih and his mother was
called Hamamah. Umayyah 1bn Khalaf used to lay him on hus back in the
apen villey at the hottest time of day and put a great rack on his chest; then
he would sav to him, "By Allah, vou will remain like this until you die or
deny Mubammuad and worship Al-Lit and Al-"Uzzdl" Bildl wsed to say,
enduring this hardship, "One, One!”

Waragah ibn Naufal passed by him while he was being tortured and
sitying, 'One, One! and he said, ‘One, one by Allah, O Bil&l'. Then he went
o Umayyah and those of Band Jumall who were had thus maltrested him,
and said, "I swear by Allah that if you kill him in this way | will ke his
(tomb) as a place of blessing.” One day Abll Bakr passed by while they
were torturing him. He sad 1o Umayyah, "Have you no fear of Allah of how
you treat this poor fellow like this? Until when will you do this?" He
replied, "You are the one who spoiled him, so save lhim {rom his difficulty
that vour see.” "1 will,” smd Abt Bakr, "1 have got a black slave. tougher and
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stronger than he is, who is a pagan. | will exchange him for Bilal" The deal
was carried out, and Abii Bakr took him and emancipated him,

Bildl was the seventh stave to be freed by Abil Bakr before he emigrated
(o Madinah. The other six Muslim slaves were: “Amir ibn Fuhayrah, Umm
“Ubays and Zinnirah, who lost her sight when he emancipated her and the
Quraysh said. "Al-Lat and Al-"Uzzi have taken away her sight™ but she
said, "By the House of Alldh, you lie. Al-Lat and Al-"Uzzi neither harm nor
profit,” so Allah gave her sight back.

He also freed An-Nahdiyyah and her duughter who were mistreated by
their mistress, a woman of Bun( “Abdud-Dar. He passed by them when she
had sent them with some flour of hers, and she was saying, "By Allah, T will
never relesse vou" Abd Bakr. said, "Withdraw your oath.” She sand,
"Withdraw it? You spoiled them, so you emancipate them.” They agreed
upon the price. and he said, "I take them and they are free. Give her flour
huck to her.” They said, "Ought we not to finish the grinding and then take
it hack to her?" He said, "t 15 up to you.”

He passed by a she-sluve of Ban Muammal, who was Muslim. “Umar
ibnul-Khattib, then a polytheist, was torturing her to make her give up
[slam. He beat her until he was bored and qaid, "I have only ceased beating
you because of boredom.” She said, "May Allih treat you the same. Abt
Bakr bought her and set her free. Abd Qubafah, Abd Bakr's father, said to
him. "My son, | see that you are freeing weak slaves. If you want ©
manumit, do it with powerful men who could defend you and protect you™™
He said. "T atn downg this for Allah's sake.”

Bani Makhziim used to take " Ammér ibn Yisir out along with his father
and mother. who had all embraced Istam. m the heat of day and make them
lie on the burning sand of Makkah. The Prophet (pbuh) passed them by and
said, “Be parient, O family of Yasir! Your mecting-place will be in Paradise.”
They killed his mother for she refused to give up Ishim.

It was the vile AbQ Jahl who incited the people of Mikkah ugmnst
Muslims., Whenever he heard of a new convert, if he was a man of noble
position having relations to defend him. he reproached him and scoifed at
him, saying, "You have abundoned the religion of your father who was
better than you, We will declare you a dullard and falsify your opinion, and
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corrupt your reputatron.” If he was a merchant e would sy, "We will
recede your commerce and bankrupt yow" If he was a weak person, he
would beat him and stir up people against him. Sa*id ibn Jubayr suid, "I
asked " Abdullih ibn " Abbis, "Were the polytheists maltreating the Prophet's
(pbuh) Companions to the extent that apostusy was excusable? “Yes. by
Allah," he said. They used to beat each of them, depriving him of food and
drink 1o the extent that he could hardly sit upright because of the adversity
afflicting him, so that he may say what they asked him w say. They would
say to him, "Al-Lat and Al-"Uzzi your gods not Alliah? He would say, 'Yes.'
And a beetle migit pass by them and they would say to him, This beetle is
your god not Allah?" He would say, "Yes'. in order to get rid of the tortures
heing inflicted upon him." "

The First Migration to Abyssinia

When the Prophet (pbuh) saw that he could not protect his Companions
from exposure to persecution and that he was spared of it because of his
rank with Allah and his uncle Ab{ Tilib, he said to them, "Yeu may go 10
Abvssinia, for the king there s farr and will non cause npustice 1o anvone and it i
a friendly country, (50 vou may siay there) until Allah witl relieve vou from vour af-
fliction.” Thereupon his Companions went to Abvssima, being adfraid of
seduction and flecing 1o Allah with their religion. This was the first
nrigraton in Islam,

The first Muslhims 10 go were: “Uthmin ibn "Affin with his wife
Rugayyah, the duughter of the Prophet (pbuh); Abd Hudhayfaf ihn “Uthah
with his wife Sahlah, the daughter of Suhayl Az-Zubayr ibnul-" Awwiim;
Mus'ab abn Umayr: “Abdur-Rabmién ibn "Awf: Abi Salamah ibn
“Abdel-Asad with his wife Umm Salamah, the daughter oft Ab0 Umayyah;
“Uthmin ibn Magz @n; “Amir ibn Rabi ali with his wife Layla, the daughter
of Abd Hathmah: Abi Sabrah ibn Ahi Ruhm: and Subayl ibn Baydd'.
Alterwards, Ja'far thn AbT Talib went, and Muslims followed one after the
other until they assembled in Abyssimia. Some wok their families and others
went alone, Eighty-three migrants wis the total number who went 1o
Abyssinta, apart from little children whom they took or who were born 1o
them there,
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The Quraysh Send their Delegates
to Abyssinia to Extradite the Migrants

When the Quraysh saw that the Praphet's (pbuh) Companions had found
i secure huven in Ahyssinia, they dispatched two staunch men (0 the Negus
o demand their extradition. so that they could seduce them from their
religion and take them out of their peuceful dwelling. They sent “Amr
ibnul-" As and ~Abdulldh tbn Abi Rabi ah, before they had embraced Islam.
They took with them valuable presents o the king and his patticians, and
they could win some of the courticrs over (o their side.

Umm Salamah. the daughter of Abl Umayyah reported. "When we
reached Abyssinia the Negus gave us a kind refuge. We safely practiced our
religion, und we worshipped Allah. without harm or insult. When the
Quraysh knew, they decided to send two staunch men (o the Negus and to
give him scleetive and luxurious presents from Makkah. Leatherwork was
espectally attractive there, so they collected many skins so that they were
able to give to all his patricians. They semt "Abdulldh and ~Amr
communding them o give each patrician his gift before speaking to the
Negus about the migrants. Then they would give their presents to the Negus
and ask him to make the migrants rewrn before he spoke 1o them. Thus,
they said to each of the patricians, ‘Some foolish persons from our people
have taken asylum in the king's country. They have abandoned the religion
of their people and have not uccepted yours, but have brought in an
innovated religion which neither we nor you know anything about, Our
nobles have sént us 1o the King 1o help us to have them back, so when we
talk 10 him about them, suggest to him o give them up 1o us without
speaking to them, for their own people hive the sharpest insight and know
hest about their faults.’ The putricians agreed to do so,

They delivered the presenis 1o the Negus and when he had accepted
them. they said 1o him the same words which they had already said to the
patricians about the Muslims. Nothing was more undesirable to "Abdullih
and “Amr than that the Negus should hear what the Mushms would say. The
patricians said that the men had spoken the truth, and their own people were
the best o know the truth of the migrans. They advised him to return them
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10 their own people. The Negus became angry and said, 'No, By Allah | will
not relinguish them. No people who have sought my asylum, dwelled in my
country, and selected me rather than others, shall be betraved, until I call
thern and ask them about what these two men claim. If they are as they say,
[ will send them back to their own people; but if what they say is wrong, |
will defend them and they will receive suitable hospitality while under my
suardidnship.”

Then he summoned the Prophet's Companions, and when his messenger
came they gathered, saying one to another, "What will vou tell the man when
you meet him? They said, 'We shall say what we know and what our
Prophet (pbuh) ordered us. Let it be as it goes.” When they went 1o the King
they found that he had called his bishops with their sacred books all
displayed around him. He asked them whut their religion was for which they
had abandoned their people, without embracing in his religion or any other.
Ja"far ibn Abi Talib stood up and said,

'O king! We were plunged in the depths of ignorance, and we were
idoluters, We used to eat corpses, 1o commit abominations, to severe blood
ties. 1o neglect our duties of hospitality and neighborliness, and to use only
the Lxw of the strong. That was our life until Allah raised among us a man.
whose lineage, truthfulness, honesty, and purity we knew. He called us to
the Oneness of Allah, and 1aught us not to associate anything with Him. He
forbade bs the worship of idols. and enjoined us to speak the truth, to be
fuithful to our trusis, 10 be merciful and to regard the rights of the neighbors
as well as Kith and kin. and to refrain from crimes and bloodshed. He
prohibited us from committing abominations, speaking lies, devouring the
property of orphans, and vilifying chaste women, He commanded us to offer
prayers, to render alms, and 10 observe fasts. We have believed in him, have
dccepted his teachings, and have followed him. We have allowed what He
has allowed. and have prohibited what he has prohibited. For this reason,
our people attacked us, and persecuted us in order to force us to abandon the
waorship of Allah and return to the worship of idols and to regard s lawful
the evil deeds we once committed. When they had tortured and encircled
our lives, ‘uniil finding no safety among them, we have come to your
couniry, and hope you will protect us from oppression while we are with
yvou, O kmg.’




The Negus asked if they had with them anything of Allah's revelation,
When Ja far said that he had, the Negus asked him to reciie it to him, 50 he
recited the opening verses of Sirar Maryam. Thereupon, by Allah, the
Negus, ulong with the bishops, wept 10 the extent that the king's lears wet
his beard and those of the bishops wet their scrolls. Here, the Negus
exclaimed. Tt seems as if these words and those which were revealed to “Tsd
are the ravs of the light which have radiated from the sume source. Turning
1o the two envoys of the Quraysh, he said, ‘Go! By Allah. 1 cannot give you
hack these refugees and they shall not be hetrayed.

When the two had gone, *Amr said, Tomorrow 1 will el him something
that will upraot them all’ * Abdullih, who cared more about us (Mushims),
<aid. ‘Do not do it. for they are still our kindred though they oppose us.” He
said, 'By Allah, Twill tell him that they claim thar Jesus, the son of Maryam,
is 1 slave.’ The next day. he told him that they said an evil thing about Jesus,
the son of Maryam, and that he should summon them to ask about 1. He dhd
so. Nothing of the kind had happened to them before, and the peaple
sathered together asking one another whit they should say about “Tsd when
they were to be asked. They decided that they would say what Allah had
said and what the Prophet (pbuh) had brought. So when they went into the
king and the question was raised to them, Ja'far answered, "We say about
him that which our Prophet (pbuh) has brought, saymg. he is the servant of
Allgh.

He teturned the presents to them and so they left s
presence. downcast, tuking away their rejected presents, while we lived
unmolested in the best security.

While we were living thus, o tevoll arose to overthrow him. and 1 never
knew gricl as we did at that, fearing that the rebellion would remove the
Negus, and that a new ruler would come who did not know our case like the
Negus. He went out against him, at the banks of the Nile. Az-Zubayr
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thntnl-" Awwim volunteered, when rhe Prophets (pbul) Conysamons were
looking for someone to go fo the banle and bring back news. He was the
youngest man we had. We ballooned a water skin and put it under his
hreast, as he swam across until he reached the meeting point of the armies af
the Nile. Then he continued until he met them. Meanwhile we prayed to
Allah to'give the Negus victory over his enemy and to empower him in his
own land: and as we were doing so, waiting for what might happen,
Az-Zubiyr appeared running, waving with his clothes as he said. Hurrah.
the Negus has vanquished and Allah has beaten his enemies and empowered
him an his land” By Allah, I never knew ourselves as happy as we were
then. At the time we lived in the best conditions until we returned to the
Messenger of Allah (pbub) in Makkah,"

"Umar Ibnul-Khattab Accepts Islam

“Amr ibnul-"As and " Abdullih ibn “Abi Rabi ah returnied to the Quravsh
unsuccessful alter having received a sharp rebuff from the Negus, and then
‘Umar became a Muslim, He was of a dauntless courage and resolution,
hoth feared and respected, and the Propher's (pbuh) Companions were
securely established by him and Humzah, * Abdulldh ibn Mas' iid said. "We
were not able to perform prayer at the Ka'bah until “Umar accepted Tslam,
After thut he fought the Quraysh in order to perform it there and we
performed it with him." "Umar accepted Islam after the migration 1o
Abyssimi

“Unmiar's conversion to Islam, as 1 had heard. was as follows. His sister
Fiatimah. the daughter of Al-Khauib embraced Islam together with her
husband Sa’id ibn Zayd, but concealed this fact from ~Umar, N waym ibn
“Abduliah an-Nalihm. from Band ~Adivy ibn Ka'b had become a Mushim
in secrer ot of fear of his people. Khabbih ibnul-Aratt often used to come
to Fatmah to recite the Qur'an to her.

Then they seriously
approved on the points and suspended the document in the middle of the
Ka hah as a reminder of their commitment, The writer of the document was
Mansiir ibn *Tkrimah against whom the Prophet (pbuh) supplicated Allah so
some of his fingers became paralyzed.

When the Quraysh did that, the two clans of Ban Hashim and Ban(l
Al-Muttalib held & meeting with Abi Talib to join him in defending his
nephew. Abé Lahab “Abdul-"Uzzd split from Banii Hishim to support the
Quraysh. He used to suy, "Muhammad is promising things which 1 cannot
see. He alleges that they will happen after death; what has he put in my
hands after that?” Then he blew in his hands and said, "May you be cut. 1
can see nothing in you of the things which Muhammad says.”

The people who used 1o harm the Prophet (pbuh) in his house were: Abil
Lahab. Al-Hakam ibn Abel-" As. “Ugbah ibn Abi Ma'it, " Adiyy ibn Hamrd
ath-Thagafi, and Ibnul-Agdd’ al-Hadhli, They were his neighbors and from
among them ull only Al-Hakam ibn Abel-"As embraced Islam later. One of
them threw the entrails of a goat on his back while he was performing his
prayess, Another used to throw it in his stony vessel. As a result the Prophet
(pbuh) resorted to a wall 10 be concenled during prayer. Whenever they did
that to him he used to take such filthy things and stand ut the thrower's door,
suying. "0 Bani "Abd-Mandf, what is this (tnbecoming) neighborhoad? Then
he (pbuh) would cast it away.

The Return of the Migrants to Abyssinia

False news reached the Prophet's (pbuh) Companions who had migrated
to Abyssinia that the people of Makkah had embraced Islam, so they
decided to return home. When they approached Makkah they knew that the
report was unirue. Likewise, they entered the town cither under the
protection of & local notable or by stealth. Thirty-three men was the total
aumber of the Companions who came back to Makkih from Abyssinia.
Among them were: “Uthmdn ibn Maz'in protected by Al-Walid
ibiul-Mughirah; Ab Salamah under the profection of Abf Talib who was
his uncle, Abi Salamah's mother being Burrah, the daugher of
*Abdul-Muttalib.

The Annulment of the Boycoll

According o the document wrtten by the Quraysh the two cluns of
Banil Hashim und Ban0 Al-Muttalib were still residing in the mountam
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passes of Makkah, when a number of the Qurayshis moved 1o repeal the
boycoll against them. Hishim ibn *Amr endured the most hardship in this
task, since he was the son of a brother to Nadlah ibn Hishim ibn “Ahd
Munif by his mother and was closely attuched to Bant Hishim. He was
highly respected by his people. He used to take a camel laden with food by
night 1o these two ¢lans in their residence, When he had taken it 10 the
beginning of the alley, he took off its halter, gave it a thump on the side, 10
let it walk into the alley to them. He also used to send clothes o them in the
5AIMe Wily.

Hisham went to Zuhayr ibn Abi Umayyah ibnul-Mughirah, the son of
"Atikah. the daughter of " Abdul-Mutalib and said, "Are vou pleased to et
food, put on clothes, and marry women while vou know of the distress of
vour matemal uncles? They can neither buy nor sell, nor INACTY, Hor give in
marriage. 1 swear by Allah thut if they were the (maternal) uncles of
Abul-Hakam ibn Hisham and you asked him to do to them what he had
asked you 1o do, he would never do it.” He said, "Confound vou, Hishim,
what can | do? 1 am only one person. By Allah, if I had another man to
support me 1 would soon repeal it." He said, "1 have found a man. Myself."
"We need 4 third one,” said he. So Hisham spoke to Al-Mut’im ibn " Adiyy
and said, "Arc you pleased that two clans of Banft “Abd Munif should die
while you are a witness and approve to follow the Quraysh? By Allah. by
encouraging them to do so, they will soon do the same to you.” He agreed to
help them but, like Zuhayr, he demanded for a fourth person. He went 1o
Abul-Bakhtari ibn Hishiim who asked for 4 fifth man and then 10 Zama'ah
ibnul-Aswad ibnul-Muftalib ibn Asad reminding him about their kinship
und their rights.

They met at night at the nearest point of Al-Hajlin above Makkah. They
discussed the question of the document to secure its annulment, Zuhayr
demanded to be the first 1o speak and act. In the morning, when the people
met together Zuhayr, after circumambulisting the Ka'bah seven times,
approuched the hosts of people there and said, "0 people of Makkah, are we
lo eat and dress while BanG Hashim die. and cannor buy or sell? By Allah 1
will not sit down until this unjust boyeotting document is pulled out!" Abi
Jahl, who was w the side of the mosque. cried out, "You lic by Allah. It
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<hall not be torn up,” Zama ah said. “You are a greater liar; we were nol
pleased with the document since it has been writtett." Abul-Bakheari said,
"Zama ah is right. We are not satisfied with whal is written and we do not
admit it." Al-Mutim said. “You are both right and anyone who says
otherwise is o lar. We call Allah to witness that we free ourselves from all
that is written in the document.” Hishiim spoke in the same sense. Abi Jahl
said, "This is a decision laken ovemight, which you have been discussing
elsewhere” Abfi Talib was sitting at the comer of the mesque. When
Al-Mut im went up to the document to tear it to pieces he found that worms
had already caten it save the part that contained, "In the name of You, O
Allah”. The writer of the document was Mansfir ibn “Tkrimah, and his hand,
as 1t was smd, had been paralyzed.

The Story of the Irashi Man
Who Sold his Camels to Abd Jahl

Ibn Ishiq said that “Abdul-Malik ibn “Abdullih ibn Abii Sufyan
ath-Thaqafi who had a good memory, told him that a man from Iriish sold
some of his camels 1o AbO Jahl in Maokkah. Nevertheless, he withheld the
money, so the man went to the assembly of the Quraysh when the Prophet
{pbuh) waus sitting at the corner of the Mosque and said. "Who among you
can help me get my due payment from Abul-Hakam ibn Hishdm? 1 am a
stranger and a wavfarer. and he has taken my right.” They said, "Do you see
that man sitting over there?” and they pointed to the Prophet (pbuh), aiming
to make a joke of him for they knew quite well of the hostility between him
and Abi Jahl, They added. "Go to him, and he will help you o get your
right.”

The Irashi man went to the Prophet (pbuh) and said, "O servant of Allah,
Abul-Hakam ibn Hishim has withheld the money he owes me. 1 am a
stranger and wayfarer. When 1 asked these men to tell me of someone who
would help me to get my right they advised me to come 10 you, so go and
bring me my money from him, may Allah bless you." The Prophet (pbuh)
said, "Go 1o him™ and they wenl to him together. When the men saw this,
they sent a man to follow them. The Prophet (pbuh) went and Knocked at
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Abil Jahl's door, und when he asked who was there he said, "Muhammad!
Come out to me.” He came out to him pale with terror. and the Prophet
(pbuh) said, "Give thix man his due” "Do not leave until I get him his
money.” he said, and went inside and came out with the due payment and
gave it to the man. The Prophet (pbuh) went away saying, "Go to vour busi-
mess.” The Irdshi man returned to the assermbly and said, "May Allah reward
him, for he has got me my right.”

The man, who went after them reported, "It was something unusual," he
said, "Hardly had he knocked at his door when he came out bloodless with
fear.” Just after reluting what had happened. Abd Jahl himself appeared and
they said, "What has happened 1 you? We have never seen you doing like
what you have done.” "Confound you,” he said, "By Allah, as soon as he
kKnocked on my door and 1 heard his voice T was temified. Then | went out to
him. A camel stallion wis high above his head. 1 have never seen such a
stallion before with such a head. shoulders and canines. By Allah, if 1 had
not paid him, the stallion would have devoured me."

The Night Journey

Islam prevailed in Makkah among the Quraysh and all the tribes, when
the Messenger of Allab (pbuh) was made to set forth by night from the
Inviolable Mosque at Makkah 10 Al-Agsa Mosque!™. As | was told,
“Abdullih 1bn Mas™0d said, The Burdg, the animal whose every stride went
as far as us eye could reach, and which was ridden by the previous prophets.
was brought to the Prophet (pbuh). He (phuh) was made to mount on it and
he went out with his companion (Jibril) (o see the marvels between the
heavens and the earth, until he reached Al-Aqsa Mosque in Jerusalem.
There he found (Prophet) Ibrdhim, the intimate friend of Allah. He also
found Masd and “1sa gathered in a company of some Prophets. He led them
in prayer, then he was brought three vessels, containing milk, khamr, and
water respectively. The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) said,

I heard a votce saving when these were offered to me, 'If he chooses the
water he will be drowned as well as his nation; 1f chooses the khamr he

I, As-Suhayli said this happened one yeur befure the Hiprak.
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will be misguided as well as his nation; and if he chooses the milk he
will be righthy guided as well as his nation,” So I took the vessel of milk
and drank from it. So Jibril, peace be upon him. said to me, "You huve
heen rightly guided and so will vour nation be, O Muhammad." "

Ibn Ishdq said he was lold on the authority of Al-Hasan that the Prophet
(phuh) sud,

"Wisile | was sleeping in the Hijr, Jibril came and spurred me with his
foot. | sar up and saw nothing so | slept again. He came a second timé
anil sprivredd me with his foot. | sat up and saw nothing so | slepr again.
He caine 10 nte the third time and spurred me with his foot. Isut up, he
taok hold of my arm and | steod beside him. Then he took me out to the
door of the Mosque, There stood a white beast, half mude. half donkey,
with ‘two wings ar its thighs te propel its feer with them, puttng down
each forefoor at the limit of its sight. He bore me onto it then he went ou
with me keeping cloge to me.” ™

Al-Hasan continued, “The Prophet (pbuh) and Jibeil went their way until
they arrived at Al-Agsa Mosque. There he found Thriiim, Misd, and “Isd
among 4 company of the Prophets. The Prophet (pbuh) was their Imam in
pravers. Then he was brought two vessels, ane of khamr and the other of
milk. The Prophet (pbuh) selected the milk and drank from 1t leaving the
khamr. Jibril said, You have been rightly guided to (innate) nature and so
will your nation be O Muhammad, and khamr is prohibited to you. The
Prophet (pbuh) remumed to Makkah. In the morning, he told the Quraysh
about what had happened. Mast of them said, ‘By Allah. this is clear
nonsense’ A caravan takes a month 1o go 1o Syria and another o return, did
Muhammad go and return in one night? Many apostatized after they had
embraced Iskim: some people asked Abdl Bakr, 'What do you think of yvour
friend, Ab{l Bake? He alleges that he went to Al-Agsa Mosque last night,
offered prayer in it. and returned to Makkah." He answered thal they were
lying sbout the Prophiet (pbuh). but they asserted it and said that he was then
in the Mosque telling the people about it. Ab{l Bakr said, By Allah, if he
says so then it i1s true. And what is amazing m that? By Allah, he tells me
that a revelation from Allah comes down to him from the heavens to the
carth in an hour of a day or night and 1 do believe him, and that is more
uncommon than that at which you wonder! He then went 1o the Prophet
(pbuh) and knew that these reporis were true. Abfi Bakr said. 'O Prophet of
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Allah, have you told the people that you went 10 Al-Agsa Mosque last
night? The Prophet (pbuh) answered in the affirmative. so Abd Bakr said,
'O Prophet of Allah, describe it o me, for | have been there.' (Al-Hasan said
that) The Prophet (pbub) said, fr has bheen elevated to me so g to be uble to see
ir.” He (pbuh) kept on describing i, while AbQ Bukr said, That is true. |
verify that you are the Messenger of Allah' until he had finished the
description. Then the Prophet (pbuh) sind, ‘And vou, Abi Bakr, are As-Sididiq
(the verifier of truth)” Since then he was entitled As-Siddig.

It is narrated on the authority of Sa'7d ibnul-Musayyab that the Prophet
(pbuh) described 10 his Companions Ibrahim, Misi, and “Isi, as he saw
them that night, saying,

"I have never seen a man maost resembling me as Ibrihim nor o man whom |
maost resemble like him. Misd was a brown man, tall, with light flesh,
curly hair, and hooked nose, as if he were a man of the Shaniieh. Tsé,
the sen of Marvam, was a reddish man of medium height, lank hair, with
many black moles on his face, as if he had just come from a bath. One
wauld think thar his head was dripping with water. The one among vou
whao leoks like him moyit is “Urwah ibn Mas'fid ath-Thagafi."

The Story of the Ascent

Ibn Ishiq said it was narrated that AbG Sa'id al-Kudri reported. "I heard
the Prophet (pbuh) saying,

‘After the events in Al-Agsa Mosque, a mi rij (stairway) was brought to
me. which | have never seen as fine as such before. It is thar ar which the
dving person among you stares when death approaches. My companion
(dibril) helped me mount it (and ascended with me) until we reached one
of the gates of heaven called the Gate of the Preservers: An angel called
{sma il was in charge of it. and under his control were rwelve thousand
angels, under each of them another twelve thousand angels.”

When Jibril brought me in, limi il asked. "Who is he, O Jibril?' He said,
‘He is Muhammad.” He asked if | had been given a mission, and on hear-
ing ‘ves" he prayed for me.

Wiien I entered the first ieaven {the words are fram the Proplet (phuli)],
| saw a man sitting and before hint the souls of the sons of Adam were
presented. Ta some ke would see good and would be pleased with, say-
ing, "A good soul from a good body' and of others he would say to il a
ward af disrespect and frown, and say, “An evil soul from an evil body',
When | asked Jibril who this man was, he told me that he was our father
Adim before whon the souls of his progeny are presented; the believer’s
soul rejaices him, and he would say, 'A good soul from a good hady'
while the disbeliever's soul makes him disgusted and he dislikes it so thar
he wauld say, ‘An evil soul from an evil body',

Then | saw men with lips like those of camels: in their hands were pieces
of fire similar 1o stones that they would cast inte their maeuths and they
would come out of their rears. | asked Jibril who those men were and I
told that thev were those who unwith justice devoured the wealth of the
orplany.

Then | saw men in the path of the people of Pharaol with such bellies
like which | have never seen hefore. They (the people of Pharaoh) were
passing over them like thirsty camels while they were being exposed 1o
the fire, treading them down and they were not able ta divert away from
their place, | asked Jibril who those men were and he rold me thal thev
were those who devoured riba.

Then | suw men before whom there was good fleshy mear sided by lean
rotten meat. and they were eating of the lean rotten meat and leaving rthe
good fleshy one.

Ab@ Talib and Khadijah Die

Khadijah and Abii Talib passed away in the same year, After Khadijah's
death troubles followed one after anothier, for she had been a Faithful help
and comfort to him in Islam. With the death of Abd Tilib he lost a support
and stay in his personal life, and a fortification and protection against the
Quraysh. The death of Abfi Talib was about threc years before the
Ensigration to Madinah. During this period, the Quraysh began 1o INCrease
their maltreatment and insult him in @ way that they would have never had
the courage to follow when his uncle was alive.

A young fool actuully hurled dust on his head. The Prophet (pbuh) went
home with the dust on his head. A daughter of his wept while she was
washing it. ‘Do not cry, daughter.” he said, "for Allah will provect your father.”
Meanwhile he was saying, "The Quraysh had never done to me anvthing dis-
likeable to me witil Abi Talih died.”

When the Quraysh knew of the severe illness of Abl Tdlib, they
reminded each other that Hamzah and “Umar had become Muslims as well
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as the Fact that Muhammad's affuirs prevailed among all the Qurayshi ¢lans,
They decided to go to Ahii Talib to reach a sont of compromise lest they be
constrained in their authority altogether.

Iba “Abbas reported thut the nobles of the Quraysh among whom were
“Utbah and Shaybah, the sons of Rabiah, Abii Jahl, Umayvah ibn Khalaf,
and Abfl Sufyan, went to Abl Tdlib and said, “You know your position
amaong us and now in your current condition we are deeply concemed abowt
vou. You know the problems between us and vour nephew. Summon him
and let us make a bargain that he will leave us alone and we will leave him
alone; let um have his religion and we will have ours.” When he (phuh)
came. Ab Talib smd, “0O nephew, here are notables of your people who
have gathered so as to give and take from you.” "Yes," he answered. “Let vou
fall) give me one word by which you can rule the Arabs and subject the non-Araby
fo yeur.” “Yes, by your father, and ten words,” said Abit Jahl, He said, “Say,
there iy no god but Allah" und renounce winet vou warship other than Him." They
clupped their hands (astoundingly) and said, “Do you want to make all the
gods in one god, O Muhammad? That is an extraordinary matter”. Then
they said one o another, *This man will not give you anything that you
waunt, 50 go and be with the religion of your forefathers until Allah judges
between you and him.” So they left.

Abi Tdilib said to the Prophet (pbeh), "By Allah O nephiew, T do not
think that you asked them something nonsense.” On hearing this, the
Prophet (pbuh) wished that he would embrace Islam, and he said at once, "0
uncle, say it and | shall ask {my Lord) to make it lawful (for me) because of it to
intercede for you on the Resurrection Day.” Seeing the Prophet's enthusiasm he
answered, “Were it not that [ am afraid that you and your family would be
disgraced after my death and that the Quraysh would think that I had only
said it in fear of death, T would say it. T am not saying it but for pleasing you
with It.” As his death was approaching, Al-" Ahbis found Abi Tilib moving
his lips, so he put his ear close to him and said, “O nephew. by Alluh, mv
brothér has spoken the word you ordered him to say.” The Prophet (pbuh)
replied., “{ did not hear it.”

The Prophet (pbuh) Goes
to Thaqif Seeking Support

As a result of the increasing cnumity of the Quraysh afier his uncle's
death. the Prophet (pbuh) went to AL-Ta'{ seeking support from the Thagif
to defend him against his tribe. At the same ume he wished that they would
accept the Message which Allah had sent him with. He went alone.

Arriving ATA'UL the Prophet (pbuh) heuded 1o certain personalities of
the Thagif who were then their notables and chiefs, namely three brothers:
“Abd Yalil. Mas (d, and Habib, the sons of “Amr ibn “Umayr. One of them
had a Qurayshi wife of Bandl Jumal. The Prophet (pbuh) sat with them,
called them 1o Islam and asked their support agninst us adversanes at home.
"1 'will tear the cloths of the Ka'bah if Allah has sent you as a Messenger?”
said one of them. "Dhid not Allah find anyone other than you to send?” said
the second. "1 swear by Allah that 1 will never have any contiet with you. If
vou are really the Messenger of Allah. then vou are too dangerous to reply
to your words; and if you are belving Allah, then 1 feel it is imperative not
1o speak to vou " said the third.
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So the Prophet (pbuh) got up and said to them, "Seeing that you have acted
as vou have, keep the murrer secrver,” for he did not like thar his people would
know it, so that they would further hurt him. On the contrary they stirred up
their louts and slaves to scorn him and nidicale him as he was pursued by a
maob. He sought refuge and rested against the shade of a wall of a vineyard
of an orchurd possessed by “Utbah ibn Rabi"ah and his brother Shaybah who
were in it ot that time waching ham. The Prophet (pbuh) met the woman
from Ban( Jumah and said 1o her, (Do you see) what has aceurred 1o us from
vour husband's peaple?”

I was told that when the Prophel (pbuh) reached safely he said,

0 Allah! To You I complain of my weakness, of mv helplessness, and
my insignificance before men. O Most Merciful of the mer;':!_'ﬁn’_ Yine are
the Lord of the helpless and Yeu are my Lord! Inte whose hands would
You entrust me? Into the hands of a remote person who would scowl at
mie. or (o an enemy who You have given control over my affairs? If You
are not angrv with me, 'de not care; bur Your clemency i imore wiide for
me, | seek refuge with the Light of Your Countenance, whereby all dark-
ness 15 twminated, and of Which all affairs are ordered in this world as
well ay in the Hereafter, from (any possibidite) that You showld send
divwn Your anger or thar | shoutd incur Your weath. It is for me re return
tar vour wneil You are well satisfied! There is no means nor might save
wirh You!™

Seeing him in this difficult situation, "Utbah and Shaybah, were moved
on the grounds of Kinship and compassion, and sent (0 himi o young
Christian slave called " Addis with a tray of grapes. " Addis did so, and on
putting his hand in the plater the Prophet (pbuh) said, "I the neme of Allah,”
then he started cuting. " Addas looked at his fuce and said, "By Allah, the
people in this land do not use these words,” The Prophet (pbuh) then asked.
"Then from which countev do vou come, O Addds? And whar s vour religron
He replied that he was a Christian and came {rom Ninaw'"." “From the town
af the righteous man Yinus, the son of Mana?" suid the Prophet (pbuh). "How
did you know about Ydnus, the son of Matta?" asked “Addés. "He is my
brother; he was a Propher and so am 1" remarked the Messenger of Allah
(pbuh). " Addiis bent over him kissing his head, hands, and feet.

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‘The 1w brothers, the sons of Rabi'ah, (were watching and) one suid (o
the other, "He has cormupted your slave!" And when "Addis returned they
said to him. "Woe to you, "Addis. Why did you kiss that mun’s head, hands,
and feet?” He arswered that he was the best man on earth as he had told him
tlungs that only a Prophet could know. They replied. "Tuhe vare, “Addis.
Do not let him seduce you from your religion, as yours 1§ better than his.”

The Jinn of Nasibin

On his way hack from AT, the Prophet (phuh) was desperate of to
ect anything ot of the Thagif. When he reached Nakhlah'", he rose to offer
prayer in the middle of the night, and seven Jinns from Nasibin whom Allah
has mentioned (in the Qur'an) passed by. They listened o him. When he
ended his prayer they went to their people to wam them, as they had
believed and responded to what they had heard. Allah the Almighty told the
Prophet (pbuh) about them in the verses:

$And (remember}) when We sent fowards vou {(Muhammad) Nafran
(three to ten persons) of the pmns. (quietlyv) listening fo the Qur'an..” o

The Prophet (pbuh) Extends his Preaching
to Other Tribes

Whenever o chance came at the stasons ol pilgrimage, the Prophet
(pbuh) contacted the Arab tribes to mvite them to believe in Allah and that
he was a Prophet who had been sent by Him. He asked for their protection

I They are two vallews, about a twi=mght journey from MoakGabh, One of them i called Nakhalah
ash-Shimiyyah and the other is called MNakhlah al-Ymantyyoh
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until Allah should make His Message prevail. Rabi'ah ibn “Abbédd said,
"When 1 was a young boy with my father in Mina, the Prophet (pbuh) used
to stop at the houses of the Arab tribes saving,

'O Banit so an so, I am Allah's Messenger to vou. He commands voue o
worship Him and not o associate anvehing with Him, and to abandon
those (things that you tuke as) rivals (to Altah and) thar yon worship. ath-
¢r than Him, and o believe in me, support me, and provect me wntil | can
present whiat Allah has sent e for.”

During this. he was followed by an artful and spruce man with two locks
of hair, wearing an Aden cloak. Whenever the Prophet (pbuh) ended his call
he used w say. This man calls o you 1o desert Al-Ldt and Al-"Uzzd and
your assoctates of the jinn of Band Milik ibn Ugaysh for the misguiding
innovation he has brought, so do not obey or listen to him' 1 asked my
father about this man who followed him to recant what he said, and he
answered that it was the Prophet's uncle " Abdul-"Uzza ibn “Abdul-Muttalib,
i.e. Abil Luhab.”

Ihn Ishiig said, "Ibn Shihib az-Zuhri reported that he went to the
encampments of the Kanndah where was o chief of tHeirs culled Mulavh, He
called them to beheve in Allah and introduced himself. bul they renounced
him. He also went to Bani ~Amir ibn Sa"sa"uh and cilled them 1o abandon
idolatry and join hint, One of them called Bayhorah ibn Firlls said, By
Allah, if 1 could rake this man from the Quraysh 1 would eat up the Arabs
with him." Then he asked him, ‘I we give you allegiance and Allah gives
you power over your opponents, shall we have auwthority after you?' The
Prophet (pbuh) replied. 'The whole affair lies in Allah's Hands and He manages
it as He wills." The man commenited, 'Do you expect us to incur the wrath and
vengeance of the Arabs for you and then if Allah gives vou victory someone
else will reap the benefit? We do not need to interfere,’ and they refused to
help him.

Afterwards when Banfi “Amir returned home, they were accustomed (0
give the news of the fairs to an old man of theirs who lingered behind
because of his old age. They said him, ‘A young man of the Quraysh, of
Bani "~ Abdul-Muttalib claims that he is a Prophet, He contacted us and
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asked us to support, protect, and take him to our land." The old man put his
hands upon his head and said, 'O Band "Amir, could 1t have been regained!
What 2 loss of opportunity! None of the descendents of Ismd'il has ever
claimed it (Le. prophethood) falsely. It is the truth. Where was your
common sense? "

*Abdullih ibn Ka'b reported that the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) went to
the houses of Bani Hanifah to call them to Allah and to introduce himself,
hut none of the Arabs were as repulsive in their denial as they were. The
Prophet (pbuh) kept on introducing himself to the tribes inviting them fo
believe in Allah and Islam, and whenever men came together at the fairs or
e heard of any of the notables coming to Makkah than he went 1o them
with his message.

Suwayd ibn Samit of Banll "Amr ibn "Awf, went to Mikkah [for
pilgrimage. When the Prophet (pbuh) heard about him he sought him out, 1o
cull him to Islam, Suwavd said o the Prophet (pbuh), "Perhaps you have
something like what 1 have.” “Anmd what is thar?” asked the Prophet (phuh).
“The scroll of Lugmin,” (1.e. the wisdom of Lagmin), he answered. "Show it
to me," said the Prophet (pbuh), and he handed it over, The Prophet (pbuh)
then said, "These are good waordy, and whar | have is berter than this: a Qur'an
thar Allak the Almighry has sent down to me. which is.a guidonce and a light”
Then he (pbuh) recited some verses from the Qur'an. and invited him 1o
Islum. The man did not refuse it but said, "This is a fine speech.” When he
returned to his people in Madinah, he was soon Killed by the Khazryj. Some
of his peoaple said, "We think that he had been a Muslim when he was
killed"; he was killed prior 1o the batte of Bu'ith.

The Ansidr Embrace Islam

When Allah ordiined to give sovercignty to His religion, (o strengthen
His Prophet (pbuh), and to fulfil His Promise to him, the Prophet (pbul) met
4 number of Madinah residents (who were later known as the Ansar) at the
scason of pilgnmage. As usual he introduced himself to the Arab tribes
when he met at Al-"Agabah'"' & number of the Khazraj on whom Allgh
wanted to bestow goodness, On asking them he knew that they were of the

Khazraj and allies of the Jews. He politely mvited them o sit with him and
expounded o them Islam and recited the Qur'an to them. Allah had paved
the way for Islam in that they were living adjacent 10 the lews, who werne
from the Peaple of the Book and they had knowledge, while they were
polytheists. They had conguered them in their land. And, whenever there
was any difference between the two parties, the Jews used to say to them,
"A Prophet who will be sent with a message is about 10 rise. We will follow
him, and with him we will kill vou as the people of “Ad and Iram were
killed.” So when the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) talked 10 them about Islam,
they said one to another. “Beware, by Allah, this is the very Prophet with
whem the Jews have threatened us; wherefore do not let them believe in
him before you." Thereupon they accepted his presching wnd became
Muslims, saying, "There 1s no tribe thal 1s <o divided by hatred and rancor
as our people are, and may Allah bring them together through vou. So let us
go wnd invite them 1o this religion of vours; and if Allah unites them in it, no
man will be mightier than you,”

They left the Prophet (pbuh) and went back to Madinah believing in
Islam. They were six from the Khazraj. as | was told. Reaching Madinak,
they told their people about the Prophet (pbuh) calling them to embrace
Islam until it became widely spread among them. There was no house
belonging of the Ansir but Islam and the Prophet (pbuh) had been
mentioned therem.

The First Pledge of Al- Agabah

The following vear. an the occasion of the pilgrimage, there came a
group of twelve of the Angar who met him ai Al-" Agabah. This was the first
Pledge of Al-"Aqabah, where they gave the Prophet (pbuli) a pledge in the
manner of the pledge of the women''. Thit had been before fight was
prescribed. Amaong those men werer As ad ibn Zurirah, Rafi™ ibn Milik.
‘Ubiidah  ibnus-54mit, and  Abul-Haythm 1bn  at-Tayyahin. ~Ubadah
thnus-Samit reported, "1 attended the first pledge of Al- Agabah. We were
iwelve men pledging ourselves to the Prophet (phub) in the manner of the
pledge of the women. That had been before fight was prescribed. Thus., we
gave him our pledge that we will not associate anything in worship with

. The pledge of the women ok place on the second day afier the Pl on As-S0id mountam after
he had taken the pledge of the men
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Allih, that we will not steal, that we will not commit illegal sexual
intercourse. that we will not kill our children, that we will not ulter slander,
mientionally forging falschood, and that we will not disobey him 1n
anything that Islam ordains. (The Prophet (phuh) said to us.) 'Whoever fulfils
tthis) will enter Paradise; and whosver commits any af thexe sing, it will be for Al-
lah, Glorified und Exalted be He, Whe may punish or forgive as He pleases.” ™

Ibn Ishig smd, "When those men left, the Propher (pbuh) sent with them
Mus ab ibn " Umayr, the son of Hishim ibn “Abd Mandl, charging him to
show them how 1o recite the Qur'an, 10 teach them Islam, and 1o help them
understand the doctrines of their rehigion. In Madinah Mus ab was called
“The Reciter”™ and he used to be their Imam in the prayers because the Aws
and the Khazra) could not stand that they take the lead of one another.

The Second Pledge of Al-" Agabah

Duning the pilgnmage season, Mug ab returned to Makkah, along with
the Mushm Ansir who weat o Makkah with their polvtheist people 10
perform the ritvals of pilgnimage. They agreed to meet the Prophet (phuh) at
night in the mid of Tashrig days (three days after the day of sacrifice) at a
hillock at Al- Agabah, when Allah willed to honor them, help His Prophet
(pbuh), and to strengthen Islam, Ka'b ibn Milik said.

"We set ont with the polytheist pilgrims of our people, as we knew how
to pray and perform the rituals of the pilgrimage. Al-Bard' ibn Ma'riir, our
chief and master accompanied us. Travelling from Madinah, Al-Bard’ said,
‘I'have an opimon which I do nor know whether you will approve of it or
nol. I propose to not let this building (the Ka'bah) behind my back. so to
face 1t in prayers” We told him that according to our information the
Prophet {pbuh) used to direct his face towards Syria in prayers, and we did
not wanl to be differest from him. He said, 'l will offer prayer towards the
Ka hah.” We retorted, But we will nol.” At the time of pravers, we offered
them towards Syria whercas he offered them towards the Ka'bah until we
reached Makkah. We blamed him for his dead. but he refused and struck to
his view. Arniving at Makkah, he said to me, 'O nephew, let us go to the
Prophet (pbuh) to ask him about what 1 have been doing throughout our
travel, tor | feel some hesitation because you opposed me.' Thus we headed
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for the Prophet (pbuh). whom we did not know or see before. We asked a
rran of Makkah about the Prophert (pbuh). He asked if we knew him and we
sald, ‘No'. Then do you know his uncle Al-"Abbis ibn “Abdul-Muttalib? he
asked. We said "Yes," as he used to come 1o us as a merchant. He said,
'When you enter the Mosque he is the man who is sitting beside Al-" Abbis.’

We went to the Mosgue where the Prophet (pbuh) was sitting next to
Al-"Abbas. The Prophet (pbuh) asked Al-Abbis, ‘Do vou know these two
men, O Abul-Fud!?" He said that he did and introduced us to him. | shall
never forget the Prophet’s word when my name wis mentioned, "The poet?”
Al-Bard' suid, 'O Prophet of Allah, 1 sct out on this journey as a Muslim, for
Allah has guided me 1o Islam. 1 felt that I could not turn my back to this
building {the Ka'bah), so 1 offered prayers towards it; but when my
compamons differed with me I felt some doubt. What do you think, O
Messenger of Allah? He replied, 'You should have kept 1o the (original) qiblah.’
Al-Barad’ returned to the giblah of the Prophet (phuh) and offered prayer
with us towards Syria. Then we weat out to perform the pilgrimage, having
agreed with the Prophet (pbuh) to meet him at Al-" Agabah in the mid of the
days of Tashrig.

In our company was “Abdullih ibn "Amr ibn Harim. who was a
polythesst chief and a notable in our people. We said to him, "You are one of
our masters and notables and we do not want that vou should serve as fuel
for the fire in the future because of polytheism.' Then we invited him 1o
embrace Islam and told him abour our intention to meet the Prophet (pbuh)
at Al-"Agabah. Immediately he became a Muslim, witnessed Al-"Agabah
with us, being a Nagib (leader),

We slept that very night among our people in the camps until when a
third of the night had elapsed, we left stealthily 1o our appointment with the
Propher (pbuh) as far as the gully nearby Al-"Agabah. We were
seventy-three men, and two women, Nusaybah, the daughter of Ka'b and
Asmit, the daugliter of "Amr'", We gathered together waiting for the
Messenger of Allah (pbuh) who came in the company of his uncle
Al-"Abbis ibn ~Abdul-Muttalib, who was still 4 polytheist, but he came to
corroborate him, He was the first 1o speak;

L. Ihe Dskpdg said. "Fhe Prophet (phuh) did not shake hunds with women, bl he took their pledge
ard whied (hey sdmitted i he sald, ‘Ga, §lutee areepted vour plodee””
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'0 you people of Khazraj - the Arabs used to call the people of this area
‘the Khazraj', whether they were from the Khazraj or the Aws - you all know
the position that Muhammad holds among us. We have protected him from
our people as much as we could. He lives in honor and safety among his
people. He has chosen to join you, so if vou think you can adhere o your
promise to him. and if you can protect him from his enemies. then assume
the burden that you have undertaken. However, if you are going to
relinguish and betray him after us joining you, it is better to leave him now,
for he is safe where he is.’

We rephicd, "'We have heard your words, You speak, O Messenger of
Allah, and 1ake our pledge for yourself and for your Lord as you wish.' The
Messenger of Allah (pbuh) started speaking. He recited from the Qur'an,
called them to worship Allah, and urged them to stick to Islam, and then
said, I take your pledee that vou debar me from whatever you debar your wamen
and children from.' Al-Bard' took his hand and said, 'Oh yes, we swear hy
Allah, Who has sent vou as a Prophet with Truth, that we will debar vou
from whatever we debar ourselves (or our women) from. Trust us, O
Messenger of Alluh. By Allih, we are true fighters and quite rehable in war;
wois @ charactenisue which we inheriied from our forefathers.” Then
Abul-Haytham ibn at-Tayyahin interrupted saying, ‘O Messenger of Allah,
we have ties with other men (he meant the Jews), and we areé going 1o sever
them. If. when we have done that and Allah grants you power and victory,
should we expect that you then return to your people and leave us? The
Prophet (pbuh) smiled and sawd, Your blood will be my blood, and my grave and
howse will be where vours will be. You are from me and | am from you. | will fight
whomever vou fight and I will make peace with whomever you make peace with.'

The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) also said to them, 'Ger me rwelve leaders
from among yon to take charge of their people's affmrs.’ They appointed nine
leaders from the Khazraj and three from the Aws.'"

1. The leafers of the Kharmy) were: As'ad tbp Zurdrah, Sa*d ibnue-Rabi™, Abdullih iba Rawihah,
Kafy thn Milik, Al-Bard' ibn Ma' rir, " Abdulibh bn ~Amr b Hardm: and * Ubddah iboug- Shmin,
As for the leaders of the Aws, they were. Usayd ibn Hudayr, Sa'd ihn Khaythamah, and Ril(@ ah
ihal-Mumdbir. Tha Hishim said that schilans count Abul-Havtham ibn at-Tayyahin as one of
them antd di met count B al as ome of them
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Al-Bard’ was the first to shake hands with the Prophet (pbuh) and the
peopie followed him. When we all had given our pledge, Satan yelled from
the top of A" Aqabah in the most piercing voice I have ever heard. O
people of the station (of Mind), do you want this miscreant and renegades
who are with him and who have gathered 1o wage war against you™ The
Prophet (pbuh) saxd, This is the Azabb of Al-"Agabuly. This is the son of Azvab!")
Then he (pbuh) said. 'Ga to vour camps!

Al-"Abbils ibn "Ubddah said, "By Allah, if you wish, we will fight the
peaple of Mina tomormow with our swords.” He retorted, '"We have not been
ordained to do so, 50 go hack to yonr camps.’ So we returned to our beds and
slept until the morning.

The chiefs of Quraysh came 1n the moming to our dwellings and sad, 'O
people ol Khasraj, we have heen informed that you came to take
Muhummad from within us in order 10 make o pledge with him to fight
against us, By Allah, there is none of the Arabs whom we hate 1o be at war
with more than you!" At once. polvtheists of our people emerged swearing
that nothing of that had happened. They were true for they knew nothing
about it, We looked at cach other.

The people left Mina and they carefully investiguted the informution and
found it to be true, Thus, they went on pursuing any of our people so they
reached Sa'd ibn "Ubadah at Adhdkhir as well as Al-Mundhir ibn “Amr
who were both among the leaders. Al-Mundhir thn * Amr managed 10 escape
while they caught Sa'd, binding his hands and neck with thengs of his girth,
bringing him back to Makkah, batlering him on the way, and draeging him
by the hair, as he has thick hair. St d reported. 'As 1 was in their hands, a
group of the Quraysh appéared, and among them was a tall, white, and
handsome man of pleasant appearance. | told myself that if there were any
good among them it would come from this man. Yel, when he approached
he gave me a violent blow on the face. after which [ lost hope in any good.
While they were dragzing me along, a man was moved with pity on me and
caid, ‘Do you not have any right 1o protection from any of the Quraysh?
Yes, 1said, 1 used 10 secure the commerce of the merchants of Jubayr ibn
Mut'im ibn ~Adiyy and Al-Harith ibn Harb ibn Umayyah ibn *Abd Shams,
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protecting them from any harm that they might be exposed 1o in my land.’
‘Good, then. cry out their names showing ties between you,' he said. [ did so
and that very man went to them telling them that T was being beaten, calling
their names for protection and mentioning their ties. When they knew that I
was the person, they acknowledged the truth of my claim and came and
saved me." So Sa"d was released.”

Conditions of the Last Pledge of Al-" Agabah

The pledge of fighting took place when the Prophet (pbuh) received
from Allah permission to fight, which was comprised of conditions that was
not found in the first pledge of Al-"Agabah. Thus they gave a pledge to fight
against all sorts of people in the way of Allah and His Messenger, and he
(pbuh) promised those who were faithiul o be rewarded with Paradise:
*Ubddah ibnus-Samit said, "We gave 4 pledge to the Prophet (pbuh) that we
would listen and obey in times of plenty as well as in scarcity, under likable
and dislikable circumstances, and that we would not prefer ourselves to the
other Mushims, and that we would not disagree with those who are in
authority, and that we would speak the truth wherever we are, and that we
would never fear of the blame of the blamers.”

The Ordinance of Fighting

Prior to the pledge of Al-"Agabah, the Prophet (pbub) was not allowed
o fight nor shed blood. He was commanded merely to propagate the
message of Allah, to endure harassment. and to forgive the ignorant. The
Quraysh were persecuting the Muslims, seducing some from their religion,
and exiling others from their land. Some migraied 1o Abyssinia, while
others ta Madinah. At this point, the Quraysh had become insolent and
disrespectful towards Allah, belying His prophet, torturing and exiling
whosoever worshiped Him, believed in His Oneness, in His Prophet, and
clung o His religion. Allah commanded His Prophet (pbuh) to fight and to
protect himsell against those who wronged and ill-treated them. The first
verse revedled on this issue, as “Urwah ibnuz-Zubayr and other scholars
reported, was:
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é Permission 1o fight is given 1o those (i.e. helivvers against dis-
believers), who are fighting them, (and) becanuse they (helievers) have
been wronged, and surely, Allah is Able to give them (believers) victory.
Those who have been expelled from: their homes unwith Justice only be-
cunse they sad: “Our Lord 15 Allah.' - For had it not been thear Allah
cheaks one set of peaple by means of anather. monasteries. churehes,
svnagogues, and mosques, wherein the Name of Allah is mentioned
much weould surely have been pulled down. Verilv, Allal will help those
who help His (Cause) Truly, Allah is All-Strong, All-Mighty, Those
(Muslim ruders) who, if We give them power i the land, {thev) arder for
lgdmat-as-Salar', o pay the Zakit and they enjiin Al-Ma'efif™, and
forbich Al-Munkar'™. And with Allah rests the end of (all) matters (af
creaures). s
(Al-Hajy: 39-41)
That 1s to say. 1 have allowed them o fight only because they were treated
unwith justice while they offended no one; and that if they are given power,
they will perform prayers perfectly, puy Zakih, enjoin the good, and forbid
the wrong, i.e. the Prophet (pbul) and his Companions. may Allah be
pleased with them all,

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Muslims Permitted to Emigrate to Madinah

When Allah gave permission to fight and those Ansér of Madinah had
given a pledge to suppert and help the Prophet (pbuh) and the Muslims in
the cause of Allah, the Prophet (pbuh) ordered his Companions. the
emigrants of his people, and the Muslims living with him in Makkah, to
emigrate to Madinah and join their brethren, the Anslir. He (phub) sid, "Al-
lah, Glorified and Exalied be he. has made for vou brothers and resience with
which vou feel secure.” Hence they went oul in groups, whereas the Prophel
(pbuh) remuined 1n Makkah waiting for his Lord's permission w leave
Makkah for Madinah.

The Emigrants to Madinah

The first to emigrate to Madinah of the Prophet's {(pbuh) Companions
from the Quraysh from Band Makhzdm was Abil Salamah 1bn " Abdel-Asad.
That was a year before the second pledge of Al Agabah, after returning
from Abyssinia to stay with the Messenger in Makkah. He was ill-treated by
the Quriysh at the tme when he knew about those of Madinah who had
embraced Islam, so he headed for Madinah.

Ab 0 Salamah was first followed by “Amit ibn Rabi'ah with his wife
Layl &, the daughter of Abi Hathmah, Then " Abdullih ibn Jahsh emigrated
along with his family and his brother " Abd, who was known as Abl Ahmad.,
Abll Ahmad was a blind poet and he used to tour Mokkah from top to
hottom without anyone 1o lead him, Then “Umar ibnul-Khauib emigrated
and " Ayyish ihn Abi Rabi"ah al-Makhz{imi and many succeeded them.

The Prophet (pbuh) Emigrates to Madinah

After lus Compamions had departed, the Prophet (pbuh) remained in
Makkah wanting for Allzh's command to let him emigrate. Only AbG Bakr
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and “Ali of the Prophet's (pbuh) Companions remained, while all departed,
except those imprisoned and those who had been captivated. Abii Bakr was.
however, urging the Prophet (pbuh) to permit him 1o emigrate but he would
My, "Der ot be in a hury, it may be thar Allah will make a companion for vou."
Abl Bakr wished that it would be the Prophet himself,

It became clear to the Quraysh that the Prophet (pbuh) had people and
companions not just outside their tribe but outside their land. Furthermore,
the Quraysh were worried about the emigration of his Companions to Join
them. who had settled in a new homeland under the protection of the Ansir,
so they feared that the Prophet (pbuh) would join them, and they knew thar
he would fight them. They guthered in Ddr an-Nadwah, a house that
belonged to Qusayy ibn Kilab, where they used 1o make serious decisions
concerning their affairs, They gathered to discuss how to take effective sieps
against the Prophet (pbuh), who had constituted a real threat for them,

Ibn “Abbis reported, "In the morning of the day of Az-Zahmah (crowd)
which, they had agreed o meet in 1o l1ake a decision about the Prophey
(pbuh), Satan came to them in the farm of a handsome old sheikh wearing a
mantle standing ut the door, He introduced mimself as a man from Najd
curious enough 1o attend the meeting, listen to the debate. and wish them
success o reach a sound opinion. He was invited 1o enter and there he found
the leaders of the Quraysh,

The debate began with the statement that Muhammad, having gained
supporiers outside the tribe, might take them with a sudden attick, so the
meeting was to determine the best course to deal with him. One proposedl
that they should put him in irons behind birs 1o await death meeting the
same fate as that of the gone poets who were like hirm, such as Zuhayr and
An-Niibighah, and others. The sheikh objected to this proposal claiming thai
news of his imprisonment would reach his adherents, who at once would
Mtack them and draw him out; then their numbers: would continue 1o
Increase putling an end to the sovereignty of the Quraysh. They ought 10
think of another plan. Another person advised exile, thus forgetting about
him being. out of sight and they would be rid of him. Likewise, they could
regain their social affairs to their previous state, The sheikh disapproved of
that plan too. He said that the Prophet (pbuh) enjoyed sweet speech, logical
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reason, and heart-touching message, and that If he resided with some
Bedouin tribe he would win them over so that they would follow him. Then
he would entice them to attack the Quraysh in their lund, seize power from
them, and finally he would be able to do whit he liked with them. They
should rethink the matter,

At this point AbQi Jahl came up with a plan which had not been
suggested before that. He sad that a band of young. powertul, well-bom
men, one from each tribe, should strike Muhammad simultaneously with
their sharp swords and kill him so that the responsibility of the blood-money
would lie upon all the clans, Bandl "Abd Mandf would not be able 1o fight
them all and would have to accept whatever amount of blood-money
provided by them all. The sheikh affirmed, "He is oght. This opinion is the
enly one 1o follow.” Reaching a decision, the auendees broke up the
meeting with full determination lor immediate implementation.

Then Jibril was sent to the Prophet (pbuh), "Do not sleep tonight in your
usual bed." When it became dark, they gathered at his door in vigil waiting
for the moment on which he would go 1o sleep so that they maght fall upon
him. When the Prophet (pbuh) observed what was being carried out he said
to " All,

“Sleep in my bed, and cover yourself with mv green Hadrami manile.
Use w when sleeping and they will not be able 1o do anything disiikable
o vou”

The Prophet (pbuh) himself used 1o cover himself in that mantle to sleep.

According to Muhammad 1bn Ka'b al-Qurazi, "When they all stood at
the door, Abil Jahl said, 'Muhammad clatms that if vou follow him, you will
be kings over the Arabs and the non-Arabs, so when you are to be
resurrected after your death, Gardens, similar to those in Jordan, will be
mude for you (as a reward), and in case vou do not follow him you will be
slaughtered, and after death a fire will be made for you to be bumni
therewith,'

The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) came out of the room with a handful of
dust saying, 'l do yay that. You are one of them." Then Allah made them not see
him. The Prophet (pbuh) began 1o cast the dust on their heads while reciting
the verses (starting with),
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& Ya-Sin. By the Qur'an, full of wisdom fi.e. Jull of laws, evidences, and
proofs.. &
1o the verse,

& And We have put a barrier before them, and a harrier belund them,
and We have covered them up, so tha they cannot see. &

(Yisin; 1-9)

Finishing his recitation, all men had dust on their heads. Then he
managed his way out.

Someone who was not among the group, asked them what they were
waiting for there. They replied that they were waiting for Muhammad. The
man said, "May Allah tumn you down! Muhammad came out, put dust on the
head of each of you, and then headed for his own affairs, Do you not see
whart has occurred to you? Every one of them put his hand on his head and
felr the dust on it. Then they looked inside w find “Ali in his bed covered
with the Prophet's (pbuh) mantle. They said, ‘By Allah, ot 15 Muhammad
wrapped with his mantle.' Hence they stayed in their place. In the momning,
‘Ali woke up from the bed. Only then they recognized that the man spoke
the truth.”

Ibn Ishiq said, "Ab Bakr was a wealthy man of means. When he asked
the Prophet's permission for him to emigrate, he (pbuh) answered, ‘Do not be
hasre: maybe Allah will grant you a companion Abfi Bakr wished thar the
Prophet (pbuh} meant himsell. He 2ol two camels, and tied them up in his
house feeding them with fodder making them ready for travel.”

*Alishah (may Allah be pleased with her) said, "The Messenger of Allih
(pbub) usuvally wvisited Abd Bakr's house overy day either in the early
morning or evening. However, on the day when he gol permission for
emigration from Makkah, he visited us at noon, a time at which he was not
used 1o come. When he saw him, Abli Bakr knew that something had
happened. Abfi Bakr gave him his seat. Only [ and my sister Asmi' were
home. The Prophet (pbuh) told him 1o let go whoever was in the house.
These are my two daughters and they will do nothing. | ransom you with
my father and my mother,' said Ab( Bakr. ‘Allah has permitted me to leave amd
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vnigrate,” he (phuh) said. "'May | accompany vou, O Messenger of Allah?
usked AbQ Bakr. 'Yes,” he (phuh) replied. By Allah, prior to that day 1 had
pever seen anyone weeping for joy as did Ab0 Bakr then. He said, 'O
I‘mphel of Allah, these are the two camels that 1 have prepared for this
fmission).” They hired ~Abdulldh ibn Argat. a polythest, 1o show them the
way, as they guve him their two camels to feed until the assigned date,”

According to Thn Ishiq. no one knew the exact time at which the Praphet
(pbuh) emigrated except *Ali, AbQl Bakr, and his family. The Prophet (pbuh)
told “Alf about his emigration commanding him to sty behind in Makkah to
restore deposits which men had entrusied with the Prophet (pbuh), since in
Makkah whoever had something he feared about losing it had deposited it
with the prophet {pbuh), for he was known for his rusiworthiness.

When the Prophet (pbuh) took the decision 1o depant, he went to Abil
Bikr and the two of them left by a small gate at the rear of the house
heading for a cave on a mountain below Makkah called Thawr. Abd Bakr
ordered his son “Abdullih to lend an ear to the people's savings so as 1o
report them by night with the day's news. He also commanded his mawld,
“Amir ibn Fuhayrah, 1o graze his flock by day and 1o bring them in by the
evening in the cave. Asmi', his daughter used to go to them at night with
food.'"

They spent three days in the cave. Unable to reach the Prophet (pbuh),
the Quraysh offered a hundred she-camels as reward for whoever would
seize him. Throughout the day “Abdullih listened to their conspiracies and
sayings concerning the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) and would report 1o them
at night. “Amir used to graze his flock with the shepherds of Makkah until
night fell and would then go to the cave where they drank their milk and
slew some. In the morning, when “Abdullih left them to return to Makkah.
"Amir would let the sheep walk over the same path to cover his traces, Afier
three days passed. when men's interest waned, the man whom they had
hired came with their camels and his. They took with them the food
provisions that Asmd’, the daughter of Abii Bakr, had brought and tied in a

Bringing two camels Abf Bakr gave the Prophet (pbuh) the better one to
nde, but he refused to do so, since the camel wus not his. Ab@l Bakr
dedicated 1t to him but he (insisted 10) pay its price and bought it from him
against the ssme price that Abil Bakr had paid for it. They rode off, and Abii
Bakr took *Amir with him to serve them in their way.

Asmi’ said, "When the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) and Abd Bakr had
departed. Abl Jahl with a group of the Quraysh stood at our door, When |
met them they asked "Where is yvour father. O daughter of Abfi Bakr” When
I'said that I did not know, Ab( Jahl, who was 4 rough wicked man, slapped
my face so severely that my earnng broke. Then they left. We spent three
mights without news about the Prophet (pbuh) until a man of the Jinn came
from southern Makkah chanting some verses of Arub poems. Yet people
were following him 1o listen 10 his voice without seeing him, until he
appeared from the northern part of Makkah singing (what means):

May Allah, the Lord of men, give the best of his rewards 1o the two
companions who rested in the two tents of Umm Ma'bid2, They came with
good intent and went off at nightfal]. May Muhammad's companion
prosper! May the place of Bani Ka'b's woman bring them luck, for she was
a look-out for the believers,

When we heard his words we knew that the Prophet (pbuh) was direcied
to Madinah.”

Surdquh ibn Milik ibn Ju'sham suid. "When the Prophet (phuh)
emigrated from Makkah to Madinah, the Quraysh offered a reward of a
hundred camels to anyone who would seize him. While | was sitting in my
people’s assembly one of our men approached and stopped by us saying, ‘By

'Maybe,” he
said and stayed silent. I spent a short while with themy; afterwards | went
home. prepared my horse which was tethered in the bottom of the valley,
and took my weapons from the back of the room. Having put on my suit of
armor, | went out with my azldm to cast them. When I did, I got the result
which T hated: the arrow with, ‘He will not be hurt'. [ wished 1o catch and
return him 1o the Quraysh so that I might be rewarded with the hundred
cimeis.

I rode to chase him. While my horse was running swiftly. he stumbled
and I fell 1 the ground. 1 resorted to the aziam again but came the same
result which I hated, "He will not be hurt'. However, I insisted on continuing
in my pursuil. The same happened again; my horse stumbled, and 1 fell 1o
the ground. I tried the arrows and the arrow which T hated came out once
more. I jumped onto the saddle and galloped at break-neck speed nll I came
quite close to the Prophet (pbuh), Stumbling again, the forelegs of my horse
delved into the ground and fell down. As its legs were getting out of the
ground, a smoke arose like a standstorm. At this moment 1 realized that he
was protected and would be victorious. [ approached them introducing
myself, and asked them o wait for me, as | would not hartn them. The
Messenger (pbuh) told Abtl Bakr to ask me what 1 wanted from them and |
answered, "Write a document as 4 token between you (Muhammad) and me.'
The Prophet (pbuh) ordered Abil Bakr to do so,

He wrote it on a bone, or parchment or a potsherd and hurled it to me. |
kept it in my quiver and returned. No one knew about the whole affair until
when the Prophet (phuh) entered Makkah. and after the battles of At-Ta"f
and Hunayn, 1 met him in Al-Ji'rinah and the document was with me. |
went through a battalion of the Ansir cavalry who began to cast me with
their spears saying. 'Go back. what do you want?' However, 1 went clase to
the Prophet (pbuh) who was nding his camel, as his shank in his stirrup for
me was like the trunk of a palm-tree. [ raised my hand with the document,
reminding him about it and mentioned my name. He said, I is a day of re-
pavment and charitableness. Ler him come close’ 1 approached him and
embraced Islam. Then | remembered a question for him 1o ask. | said, ‘O
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Messenger of Allah, lost camels used (o drink from my cistern, which |
made for my own camcls. Shall I be rewarded for lettin £ them drink? "Yes,
he Said, for (giving a drink 1) every thirsty living being, there is a reward.' Then
[ returned to my people and brought my charity to the Prophet (pbuh).”

Ibn Ishaq said that the route of their Journey was as follows with the
guidance of “Abdulldh ibn Argar: starting from below Makkah: along the
shore until crossing the road below “Usfan; then below Amaj; after passing
Qudayd by way of Al-Kharér then Ligf. Then they passed Madlajat Lagf,
down 1o Madlujat Mahaj, then Marji® Mahdj, down 1o Marjih from
Dhul-Ghudawayn, then the valley of Dhi Kashr, then Al-Jadiijid, then
Al-Ajrad. Then they werit through Dhit Salam from the vallry of A'dd,
Madlajat Ti’ihn. Then they passed by Al-Abdbid, then Al-Fijjah.

ibn Hishim said, "After that they went down to Al-" Ar}. As one of their
mounts having dropped behind, a man of the Aslam, Aws jbn Hajar'", took
the Prophet (pbuh) to Madinah on a camel of his called Ibnur-Ridd', sending
with him a servant named Mas 0d ibn Hunaydah. From Al-"Arj their guide
rode them to Thaniyyarul-" A'ir right of Rakiibah down to the villey of Rim,
and from there 10 Qubd' to Bund "Amr ibn “Awl on Monday 12
Rabi ul-Awwal at high forenoon.”

At Quba’

“Abdur-Rahmin ibn “Uwaymir ibn S&idah said, "Men of my people
who were Companions of the Prophert's (pbuh) said to e, "When we knew
about the Prophet's departure from Makkah, we were eagerly awaiting his
arrival. After the Fajr prayers. we used to wait for him outside our land. By
Allah. we did not leave the place until no more shade was lefi so we used to
return to our land: that was in the hot season. On the day of the Prophet's
arrival, we sat as usual until there was no more shade and then we entered
our houses. Afterwards, the Prophet (pbub) arrived. A Jew was the first
person o see him. He knew about our habit of waiting for the Prophet
(pbuh) to arrive. He velled out at the top of his voice 'O Bani Quylah, vour

I This Aws was 3 Companion aml be was not Aws, e pre-lalamuc poet
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luck has come!” We went out to the Prophet (pbuh) who was in the shadow
of 4 pulm-tree with Abi Bakr who was of the same age. Till then most of us
had never seen the Prophet (pbuh). Crowds surrounded him without
knowing him from AbQ Bakr. We knew him only when the shade
disappeared and Ab( Bakr got up and shielded lum with his mantle from the
sun heat.”

Ibn Ishég said, "The Prophet (pbuh), stayed with Kulthim ibn Hidm,
while others claim that he stayed with Sa'd ibn Khaythamah. Those of the
first view said that he used to leave Kulthiim to meet with the men in Sa'd's
House, who was a bachelor, lodging the Prophet's (pbuh) Companmons of the
emigrants who were also bachelors, Abd Bakr resided with Hubayb ibn 1saf.
One said that he stayed with Khirijah ibn Zayd.

*Ali ibn Abi T#lib stayed in Makkah for three days and nights until he
returned the deposits which the Prophet (pbuh) had been entrusted with.
Then. he joined the Prophet (pbuh) and lived with him at Kulthiim's house.

The Prophet (pbuh) remained in Qubd’ among Band "Amr ibn "Awf from
Monday 1o Thursday as he established the foundation of lns mosqgue.

In Madinah

The Prophet {pbuh) left Qubd’ on Friday. as he offered the Friday prayer
among Band Silim ibn "Awl m the mosque at the bottom of the valley of
Ranund’. It was the hirst Friday prayer thit he performed in Madinah.

"ltbian 1tbn Miilik and “Abbis ibn “Ubdadah ibn Nadlah with some of Band
Salim ibn "Awf came to the Prophet (pbuh) and said, "0 Messenger of
Allah, abide by us.” He replied, "Ler it {rhe she-camel) step forward freely, for it
is commanded (by Allah)." They did so, and when it resached the home of
Banl Bayada, he was received by Ziyad 1bn Lubayd and Farwah ibn " Amr
with others of their tribesmen. They invited him but his answer was the
saime as before. The camel continued with its slackened rein to Band
Sa'idah where Sa'd ibn “Ubidah and Al-Mundhir ibn “Amr told him the
same thing and he gave them the same reply. The whole thing was repeated
by Sa'd ibnur-Rabi’, Khanjah ibn Zayd, and “Abdullih ibn Rawihah with
some men of Band Al-Héarith ibnul-Khazraj. This was also repeated with
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Suliy ibn Qays, Abi Safit Usavrah ihn Abi Kharijah with some men of Bani
“Adiyy ibnun-Najjir. who were the Prophet's closest maternal relatives, as
the mother of “Abdul-Muttalib, Salma, the daughter of “Amr, was one of
their women,

At last the she-camel stopped at the house of Bant Malik ibnun-Najjir
s it knelt ar the site of his future mosque, which was then used as a
drying-place for dates. The land was owned by two orphans of Bani
Al-Najjir of Ban0 Malik clan, who were under the guardianship of Mu adh
ibn "Afrd', Sahl and Subhayl, the sons of " Amr. He did not dismount until it
arose again, went forward, turned back and then returned o kneel down m
s tormer spot. It shook and stretched itself on the ground. The Prophet
(pbuh) alighted and Abd Ayyih Khalid ibn Zayd carried his luggage into his
owt hause and the Prophet (pbuh) stayed with him. He (pbuh) asked about
the owners of the drying-place of dates. "It is owned by Sahl and Suhayl,
the sons of "Amr,” said Mu'idh ibn “Afa"." "and they are orphans in my
care. I can pay them for it, so you cin build a mosgue on it."

The Prophet (pbuh) ordered that g mosque should be built, and he lived

with Abi Ayyiib antil his mosque and residency were finished, The Propher
(pbuh) worked with the Muslims in the construction to urge them o work.

The Mubdjirin and the Ansér toiled hard. While building, they recited
verses in the meter; they mean,

There is no life but that of the next world,

O Allah, have mercy on the Ansér and the Muhijirdn.

The Prophet (pbuh) also said,

There is no life but that of the next world. O Allah, have mercy on the
Muhdjirin and the Ansir,

The Prophet (phub) staved with Abf Ayyllb until his mosque and
residency were completed; then he went to his new home. Abll Ayyiib
reported. "When the Prophet (pbuh) came to reside with me in my dwelling,
he occupied the ground floor. while | and Umm Ayyib (Abd Avvib's wife)
were above. T said to him, 'O Prophet of Allah, I ransom you with my father
and mother, and I hate to reside above you. So come up and let us exchange
places.' He answered,
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'O Abit Avvith, it is more favorable for me and my visitors that we be
downstairs,”

Hence we stayed where we were. A jar of ours, which was filled with
water, wits broken one day, Umm Ayyib and I mopped up the waler with
our only garment for use, as we feared that water would drop on the Prophet
(phub thus anooying him,

We used to prepare and send his dinner to him. When he retumed the
leftover, Umm Ayydb and [ used 1o trace the place where his hand had
reached to eat from it hoping to gain a blessing. One mght we sent im
onions or garlic, but the Prophet (pbuh) returned it without any indication of
his hand in it. 1 rushed to hin welling him of our habit and wondering why
that time the races of his hand were not seen. He said that it was hecause of
the smell of the vegetables, as he should speak to people, and he said that
we might eat them. We did, but never sent him those vegetables again."

Ibn Ishdq said that the Muhdjirin joined the Prophet (pbuh) one after the
other. None remained in Makkah except those who had been captivated or
imprisoned. Entire households with their possessions did not come together
except: Bant Maz'iin from Banf Jumah: Banil Jahsh ibn Ri'ib, the allies of
Banl Umayyah: and Banii Bukayr from Ban® Sa'd ibn Layth, the allies of
Band “Adiyy ibn Ka'b. Because of emigration, their houses in Makkah were
shut up and resided by no one.
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Speeches and Pacts in Madinah

The Prophet's {pbuh) mosque and residency m Madinah ook from the
month of Rabi’ul-Awwal to the month of Safar of the following year to be
built. Almost all the Ansir embraced Islam with the exception to Khatmah,
Wigif, Wa'il, and Umayyah who were from the Awsullih, a clan of the
Aws; these remained polytheist.

The first speech which the Prophet delivered, as reported on the
authority of Abft Salamah ibn “Abder-Rahmin, was as follows. He (pbuh)
thanked and praised Allah with suitable words and said,

"Now then, O prople, advance (good works) for vourselves, You know,
by Allah, one of you may be stricken leaving his flock withour a shep-
herd, Then Allah will ask him, with no interpreter or curtain that may
veid him from Him, 'Did My Messenger not come 1o vou and inform vou
{My Message), and did | nor bestow on you property and gruces? So
what have vou advanced for yvourself?” Then he will turn right and left
amd see nothing, then he will look ahead and see nothing b Hell,
Whoever can protect his face from the Hell-Fire even with half a date,
let him do so; whoever does not find (this, or anything ar all) then (let
him do ir) with a good word; for with &t {the good veord) a good deed is
rewarded tenfold up to the double of seven hundred fold. Peace and Al-
lah’s merey and blessings be upon vew,”

In unother event the Prophet (pbuh) delivered a speech saying.

"Praise be to Allah Whom | praise and 1 beseech. We seek refuge with
Allah from the evils of ourselves and from our evil deeds. He whom Al-
lah guides none can mislead: and he whom He misieads nome can guide.
! witness that there (s no god but Allah alone, with no partner. The best
spevich s (that of) the Book of Allah, Glorified and Exalted he He, He is
sticeessful the one whom Allah has made his adornment in his heart and
mcde him embrace Islam after dishelief, (He is the one) who has se-
lected it above all human speech, as it is the best dnd most eloguent
speech, Love whar Allah loves, Love Allah with all vour hearts. Never be




bored with the Words and Remembrance of Allah. Never let your hearts
be hardened towards it. Owt of evervthing that Allak creates He choases,
and velects. He has nampd the best af wark'™, and (has also niamed)
thierse winn He selecred from among (His) servants, (and has assiened)
the wseful speech, and the lawful and the prohibited from everything with
which people are provided. Thus, warstup Allah and do not associate
anviiung with Him; be conscious af Hini as He should be conscious of:
be triee tawards Allah with what your mouths say; and love one anather
with the spirit of Allah among vou. Verityv, Allak becomes angry when
His covenant is hreached, Peace be upon yorr."

The Prophet (pbuh) wrote a document concerning the Muhdjirlin and the
Ansir in which he made ah agreement with the Jews and let them deal
freely with regard 10 their religion and their wealth, and stated the mutual
obligations. The contents of the document were as follows:;

In the Name of Allah the Most Merciful, the Ever-Merciful. This is a
document from Muhammad the Prophet (governing the relations) be-
tween the believers and Muslims of the Quraysh and Yathrib. and those
wha have followed and siriven with them, They are one nation witli the
exclusion of ather peaple, The Muhdjiriin of the Quraysh, according o
their current state {with which they had been when Tslam came), shall
pay the blood monev within themselves and shall ransom their prisoners
on reasonable (scale) and with justice among believers. Bunii Awf, ag-
carding to their eurrent siate, shall pav the blood money they used o
pay ar first (pre-Istam), and every section shall ransom their priseners
an reasonable (sculer and with justice among bélievers, Bang S "tdeh,
aceording to their current state, shall pav the blood maoney they used 1o
pay at first, and every section among them shall ransem their prisonors
on reasonable (scale) and with justice among believers. Banii Al-Hirith,
according 1o théir current state, shall pay the blood money they paid ar
first, and everv section shall ransom their prisaners on reasenabie
(scale) and with justice among believers. Bant Jusham, according 1o
their current stare, shall pav the blood maoney they used to pav at first,
and every gection among them shall ransom their prisoners on rég-
sonable (scale) and with justice among believers. Bani An-Najiar, cc-
cording 1o their current stare, shall pay the blood money they used fo

Ly the Remmembranice of Allab anid the recitution of the Qur'an.
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pay at first, and every section among them shall ransom their prisoners
nnr reasonable (seale ) and with justive among believers. Banid "Amr ibn
Awfl according to theie current state, shall pay the blond money they
nsed to pay ar firse, and every section shall ransom their prisoners on
reasonable (scale ) and with justice among believers. Banii An-Nabir, ac-
cording 1o their current state, shall pay the blood money they used 1o
pay ar fiest, and every section shall vansom their prisoners on rea-
semtable (scale) and with justice among believers. And, Banit Al-Aws, ac-
conding to their curvenr state, shuall puy the blood money they wsed to
pay at first, and every section among them shall ransom their prisoners
on reasenable (scale) and with justice among believers.

Verily, believers shall nor leave any destitute person among them with-
et paying s ransom money or blood monev on reasonable {scale).

A believer shall nor make a pledge with the aily of another heliever
agamnst him (the latter). Whoever i rebellions or whoever seeks to
spread injustice, or sin or aggression, or corruption between believers,
the hand of every heliever who 15 conscious of Allah shall be ugainst
fimm, even if he be his efild,

A believer shall not kill another believer for the sake of a disheliever,
ner shall ke support a disbeliever against a heliever.

The protection of Allal is one (and is equally) extended 1o the humblest
af the believers. Believers are protectors (and friends) of one another,
excluding pther people.

Whosaever of the Jews follows us shall have help and condolence. These
shall not be oppressed, nor shall anyone be aided aguingt them, The
peace of the believers is one (L. indivisible). No (separate) peace shall
be made with a believer with the exclusion of another heliever when (be-
lievers are) fighting m the way of Allah, except en equitable and fair
conditions. In every expedition, viders must be one behind the oiler. Be-
lievers nust retaliate the blood of ane another in the way of Allah, The
beltevers wha are conscious of Allah enjoy the best and the most uprighi
guidance.

Ne polviheist shall protect any praperty or person belonging 1o the Q-
ravsh, nor shall he prevenr a beleever from getting them.
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Whoever is accused of killing a believer withow a legal cause shall be
subjected to retaliation unless the blaod heir aceeps (to receive blood-
sevcetie v b, and ol liellevers shall be agaInst hum.

Ir shall not be levofil 1o i1 betiover whe holds by whar is in thiy documens
and believes in Allah and the Lase Day to support a criminal nor give
hum tefuge. Those who support him or give him refuge shall have the
curse and anger of Allah on the Day of Resurrection and no repentance
or compensation shall be accepted from them, Whenever vou differ
about a maner it must be refersed 1o Allah and 10 (His Messenger) Mu-
hammd 1 phih ),

The Jews shall share in the expenses (of war) as long as they are fight-
ing (heside the believers). The Jews af Banit "Awf are ane commumiry
with the believers: each group has its own religion, allies, and persons,
cucept for these who do injustice and miguity. thus hurting anly them-
selves and their families. Everything thar has been orideined Jerr the Jews
of Banit “Awf applies (o the Jews aof Banii An-Najjir. the Jews of Band
Al-Harith, the Jews of Barit Siidah, the Jews of Band Jusham, the Jews
of Banii Al-Aws, and the Jews of Banii Tha labah, except for thoye who
do anfiustice and iniguity, this hurtin g enly themselves and their families,
And, the Jafnal. a clan of the (Bani) Tha labah, are like themselves,
and what has been ordained for the Jews of Banii "Awf applies to Bang
Ash-Shutavhah.

Righteousness should hinder sin. The allies af the Tha'labak are like
themselves, and the entourage af the Jews are like themgelves. No one af
them gees out (for war) without the permission of Muhammad (pbuh),
bt ke shall nat be hampered from avenging for @ wound. He who mur-
ders (a man), is (like) murdering fumself and his houselold, except by
him whe has been wronged, Jor Allah will accept that.

The Jews and the Muslims, each group must bear their own expenses.
Each must support the other against anyone who fights the people of this
dociment. They must seek mutnal advice and consultation. and right-
eausness shiuld hinder sin. A man is not responsible for his ally's mis-
behavior. The wronged must be helped. The Jews shall share in the ex-
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continued, ‘And he who shuts his door is safe. and he who enters the
Mosque 1s safe’. Then the people diffused 1o different directions, to their
hotses and the Mosque.”

“Abdullih ibn Abi Bakr related that when the Prophet stopped at Dhii
Tuwid, he was riding his beast wearing 4 turban of red Yemeni cloth, When
he saw how Allah had honored him with victory, he lowered his head in
humility to Allah until his beard almost touched the middle of the saddle.
Asma' the daughter of Abfi Bakr relited that when the Prophet (pbuh) halted
in Dhiit Tuwd, Abii Quhafah asked one of his youngest daughters, to take
him up 1© AbO Qubays (3 mountain in Makkah). He had almost lost his
sight, so when they ascended he asked her what she could see. "A block of
blackness," she said. "It is the cavalry,” he said. Then she told him that she
wis seeing a man running up and down in front of them. He said, "O
daughter, it is the adjutant,” ie. the one who gives and forwards the orders
to the cavalry, Then she said. "By Allah. the blackness has diffused.” He
said, "Therefore the cavalry has been set free. so hurry and escort me to my
house." While she was taking him down, the cavalry met them before
reaching his house. As the girl was wearng a silver necklace, a man
encouniered her and tore it from her neck. When the Prophet {pbuh) entered
the Mosque, AbGi Bakr went 10 him leading his father. On seeing him the
Praphet (pbuh) said, "Why did vou not leave the old man in his howse and ler me
g0 1o him there™ Abd Bakr replied, "It is he who should come to you", He
made him sit before him and stroked his breast and asked him to embrace
Islam and he did so, When Abl Bakr accompanied his father who was
white-haired. the Prophet (pbuh) told them to change that grayness of the
huir for him. Then Ahii Bakr got up, held his sister's hand, and said, "1
mplore by Allah and Islam for my sister’s necklace”. No one answered him,
s0 he said. "O little sister, save the reward for your neckluce with Allah, for
honesty is rare among people nowadays."

The slogan of the Prophet's Companions on the days of Makkah,
Hunayn, and AL-TRIT: for the Muhdjirln was "O Bani " Abdur-Rahmén". for
the Khazraj, "O BanQ "Abdulldh”, and for the Aws, "O Banil Ubaydillah".
The Prophet (pbuh) gave instructions to the Muslim leaders when entering
Makkah not 1o fight, except certain individuals who must be killed even if
they were found under the curtains of the Kabah, Among them was
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Establishing Brotherhood
between the Muhdjirin and the Ansar

Ibn Ishig sdid, "The Prophet (pbuh) established mutual brotherhood
between his Companions of the Muhdjirin and the Ansir. According (o
whilt has resched me, and [ seek Allah's protection from attributing 1o him
words thal he did not say, he said, *Be brothers in Allah, pair by pair.” He held
the hand of “Ali ibn Abi Talib and said. ‘This &s my brother,” The Messenger
of Allah, was the master of the Messengers and Imam of those who are
conscious of Allah, the Messenger of the Lord of the Worlds, and the
peerless and incomparable. He and “All ibn Abi Talib became brothers.
Hamzah ibn ~Abdel-Muggalib, the lion of Allah and His Messenger, and the
uncle of the Prophet. became the brother of Zayd ibn Hirithah, the Prophet's
mawld. Hamzah bequeuthed to Zavd on the Battle of Uhud, in case of his
death. Ju'far ibn Abi Télib "the one of the two wings, and the flier (in
Paradise}" and Mu dh ibn Jabal the brother of Ibn Salamah' became
hrothers.

The pairs were as follows:

Abil Bakr and Khdrijah ibn Zuhayr, "Umar ibnul-Khattab and “Ithan ibn

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cternal end of the Quraysh." Al-"Abbas continued, "Riding the Prophet's
white mule, T reached Al-Ardk, as I thought I might find some woodcutters,
uilhers, vi anyone who could go w the people of Makkah to tell them about
the Prophet (pbuh) so that they could ask for protection before he entered
the place by force. While having such an intention, I heard the voice of Abf
Sufvin and Budayl speaking to each other. Abit Sufyin was saying, T have
never seen such fires and camping before. 'By Allah, it must be the
Khuza'ah coming for war.' answered Budayl. Abii Sufyin said, The
Khuza"ah are too trivial and few to have such fires and camps.' Thus | knew
him by his voice as well as he did. 1 1old him ‘about the Prophet (pbuh) and
his army, and showed concern for lum and for the Quraysh, ‘If he reaches
you he will cut off your head, so mount on the back of this mule and I will
tzke you to him and ask safety for you.' He sat behind me, while his two
companions wenl back.

Passing by the Muslim fires, they first became alert, wandering who we
were but calmed down saying that it was the Prophet's mule ridden by his
uncle. Until we were alongside "Umar's fire, he saw AbQ Sufydn on the back
of the mule and cried out, 'Abil Sufyiin the enemy of Allah! Thanks to Allah
that we can seize you without agreement or covenant.' Then he went 1o the
Prophet (pbuh) running, while 1 made the mule go at 4 gallop, and the mule
won; af was like a slow beast outrunnimng a slow man. 1 descended and
hastened to the Prophet (pbuh), and “Umar entered repeating what he had
said about Abll Sufyin and added, 'O Messenger of Allah! Let me behead
him." I saud, 'O Messenger of Allah, [ have given im my protection.” Then [
sat by the Prophet (pbuli), holding his head and said, "By Allah, none shall
talk sceretly to him tonight without my presence’. As "Umar continued 10
object I said. 'Gently "Umar! By Allah, in casc he was of Banll *Adiyy ibn
Ka'b you would not have said this: but it is because you know that he is of
BanG "Abd Mandf.' He answered, 'Gently “Abbis! By Allah, the day you
embraced Islum was dearer to me than that of Al-Khattdb if he would have
become & Muslim.” The Prophet (pbuh) told me to take Abd Sufyan with me
o my dwelling and return in the moring.

I did what he had told me, so early in the morning I'took him to meet the
Prophet (pbuh). On seeing him. he said, 'Woe to you Abii Sufvan, is it not time
that veus know that there is no god but Allah?* He answered., 'l ransom vou with
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A Report on Those of the Prophet's Companions
Who Suffered from Fever:

*Alishah (may Allah be pleased with her) said, "When the Prophet
(pbuh) amved at Madinah, ot was the most place plagued with fever on
carth. It infected his Companions who suffered a severe affliction. Yet,
Allah kept it from His Prophet. Abii Bakr's mawlds, "Amir ihn Fuhayrah
and Bilil, were with him in one house when the fever attacked them. 1 went
1o nurse them. for that was before the veil had been preseribed for women.

Only Allah knows how much they were agonized from fever. | approached
my father and asked him how he was doing. He answered,

Any man might be greeted by his famuly in the moming

While death was nearer than the thong of his sandal.

I sd. By Allah, my futher does not know what he s saying.' Then |
went 1o " Amir and asked the same question. He said,

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asked whether Muhummad had permitted it. He said no. Thus. they
suspected that “All might have been fooling him and all what he had done
wits useless. He swd. "By Allah. I found nothing else 1o do.”

The Prophet (pbuh) guve orders to the Muslims 1o prepare for an
mvasion. Abti Bakr was visiting his daughter ~A'ishah who was making the
preparations. When he asked her about the place they were to go, she told
hint that she did not know, Later the Propher (phuh) announced that he was
going to Makkah and ordered them to be ready. He said, "0 Allah, ke away
the spies and news from the Quraysh so that we may take them by surprise in their
land." The army got ready.

When the Prophet (pbuh) determined to march to Makkah, Hagib ibn Abi
Balta"ah wrote a message to the Queaysh fo tell them about the Prophet's
decision to raid them. He gave it to o woman to whom he paid some money
o convey it to the Quraysh. She put it on her bead, then platted her braids
over it and lefl. The Prophet (pbuh) received a report from heaven of Hatib's
deed. Thus, he summoned “Ali ibn Abi Talib and Az-Zubayr ibnul-" Awwim
and said, "Go after a woman with whem there is a lesrer Sram Hégniby ibn AT Bal-
ta ah 1o the Quravsh waming them of our decision against them." They overtook
her in Al-Khaligah of Banii Abd Ahmad. Making her get down, they looked
into her baggage but found nothing. “All swore by Allah o her that the
Prophet was never to be misinformed nor were they, and that if she did not
give the letter they would strip her. When she found him serions, she told
them 10 tumn aside. She undid her braids and gave the letter to him. When
the Prophet (phuh) got the letter from him, he called Hatib and asked him,
"What induced you 1o do so?" He said, “By Allah, 1 believe in Allah and His
Messenger and my beliel has never changed. But I am a man of no position
among the Quraysh and I have children and a family there so 1 had to do
something for their sake.” “Umar asked the Prophet 1o let him behead Fajib
considening hirh a hypocrite. However, the Prophet (pbuh) said, "How da vou
know " Umar! Perhaps Allah lowked at those who attended Badr on the Duy of Badr
aril yaid. Do as you like, for | have forgiven you,"

Allah the Almighty sent down concerning Hatib, ¢ O you who believe!
Take nor My enemies and vour enemies (i.e. disbeliovers and polvtheists, ete.) ax
Jricnds, showing affection towards them.. -# 10 & Indeed there has been an ex-
cellent example for vou i Thrdhism (Abraham) amf these with him, when they saiid
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revenge. By my life, you rob in the inviolable area, will you not then avenge
in it?"

When they attacked them at Al-Watir at night they killed Munabbah, 2
man who had a weak heart. He told Tamim ibn Asad who accompanied
him, to flee for he was sure that he would die, whether they killed him or set
him free, since he had a problem in his heart. Hence, Tamim managed to
escupe, while Munabbah was cuught and killed. On entering Makkah the
Khuzd"ah resorted 1o the house of Buday! ibn Wargd' and that of an ally of
theirs called Rafi".

With the attacks of the Quraysh and Banil Bakr against The Khuzi'ah
killing some of them. they were in fact violating their treaty with the
Prophet (pbuh) through their aggressive attitude towards the Khuza'ah who
were in bond with him. Under this situation, " Amr ibn Silim al-Khuzd'i and
one of Band Ka'b went to the Prophet (pbuh) in Madinah. That was umong
the causes of the Conquest of Makkah. "Amr stood by him while he was
sitting with the people in the mosque, told him about the breach of the
pledge. and asked for help. The Propher (pbuh) said, “You will ger help, O
‘Amr ibn Salim!™ When a cloud appeared in the sky to him, he said, "Verily,
this clowd will pour dewn with the victory of Bani Ka'b."

Together with a band of the Khuzd'ah, Budayl ibn Warqd' went to the
Prophet (pbuh) in Madinah to inform him of their affliction and how the
Quraysh were supporting Banli Bakr against them. After meeting him they
returned 10 Makkah, The Prophet (pbuh) had said 10 them, "/t seems that va
will see Abit Sufvin caming to reinforce the treary and éxtend its term.” When
Budayl and his companions had reached “Uslan they met Abi Sufviin ibn
Harb, who had been dispaiched by the Quraysh to reinforce the treaty with
the Prophet (pbuh) and to make un extension, as they feared the outcome of
what they had done. When Abf Sufyiin saw Budayl, he asked him from
where he was coming, as he suspected that he had been to the Prophet
(pbuth). He answered that he had been moving with the Khuzd' ah along that
coast and at the bottom of that valley, while he denied that he had been to
Muhammad (pbuh), when he had asked him so. Budavl had continued 10
Makkah, and Abil Sufyin did not believe him as he said to himself, “In case
Budayl went to Madinah he would have foddered his cumels date-seeds to
eat there.” He went to the place where camels had rested, split up their dung.

with 1t until when he was in the heart of the battle with no way out, he
alighted hus roan horse, hamstrung it, and resumed fighting until he was killed,

Ibn Hisham said, "A scholar whom [ trust told me that Ja far held the
standard first in hus nght hand, but it was cut off, so he seized it with his left
hand which was also cut off. Then he clasped it 10 his brenst with his arms
until he was killed. He was thirty-three years of age. Consequently, Allah
rewarded him with 1wo wings in Paradise with which he flew wherever he
wished. It was said that a Roman warrior struck him, cutting him a sunder.”

Ibn Ishiiq smd that after the killing of Ja'far, “Abdulidh 1bn Rawihah
held the standard and stepped forward with it while riding s horse. He had
to repress himself us he felt hesitant to proceed, but e blamed himsell and
got off. Then his cousin offered him a meat bone, saying, "Support vourself
with this, for vou have suffered a 1ot in these difficult days.” He took a little
bite, but when he heard the sounds of disorder and crowd in the army, he
hurled 1t away, saying to himself, "Are you (still living) in this world?" He
gripped his sword, advanced, and fought until he was killed. Then Thibit
ibn Agram the brother of Banit Al-"Ajlin took the standard. He cned out,
"0 Muslims, come together round a man of you.” They said, "You (be this
man)." But he objeected so they rallied 10 Khilid ibnul-Walid. As he ook the
stundard, he parmied the enemy 10 avoid an encounter. Then he withdrew and
the enemy averted from lhim until he retreated with the army.

According 1o what has reached me, when the army was crushed the
Prophet (pbuh) said, Zayd held the stundard and fought with it until he was
killed as a martye; then Ja'far ook it and fought with it uniil e was killed as a
martyr.” Then he (pbuh) kept silent. so the faces of the Ansar changed color
for they thought that some mischief had bhappened to “Abdullih ibn
Rawihah, Yet he continued, "Then “Abdullah ik Rawdhah held it and fought
with it wntil he was killed as a martye.” Then he said, "They were carmied up to
me in Paradise, as | saw in a vision, on beds of gold | xaw "Abdullih's bed turning
aside from the beds aof his two fellows (1.c. Zayd and Ja' far). When | asked for the
reason. | way told that they moved on (without hesitation) bur he wavered before
fre moved an.”

Khihd ihnul-Walid with the army, was getting close o Madinah when
the Prophet (pbuh) went out to welcome them together with the Muslims
and the boys who went runming whereas the Prophet (pbuh) was mounted on
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returned to Madinsh without fighting, and stayed there for the rest of
Rabi" ul-Akhir and a part of Jumidi al-(14,

The Invasion on Al-"Ushayrah

The Prophet (phuh) invaded the Quraysh through the path of Bani
Dinar, Fayliul-Khabir, and stopped under a tree at the valley of Ibn Azhir
where he offered prayer and founded his mosque. Food was prepared and he
ite accompunied by those who were with him. The site of the stones of his
cooking-pot is still known. He drank from the waler of a place called
Al-Mushtarab. Then he departed ARKhaldlig lefiward in the direction of a
glen called Shi“bat " Abdullah; then to the left again until he went down 10
Yalyal and stopped at its crossing with Ad-Dabu’ ah. He drank from the well
at Ad-Dabu’ah traversing the plain of Malal until he met the tack in
Sukhayrit al-Yamam struight to Al-"Ushayrah in the valley of Yanbu
where he stayed throughout the month of Jumida al-Ula and some days of
the following month, He made a pact of peace there with Bandi Mudlij and
their allies Band Damrah, and returned 1o Madinah without a fight.

The Expedition of Sa"d ibn Abi Waqqas

Ar the same time, the Prophet (pbuh) sear Sa'd  ibn Abi Wagqgas with
eight men of the Muhéjinin, who reached Al-Kharrir in Al-Hijaz They 1oo
returned without fighting,

The Invasion on Safawén,

the First Invasion of Badr
After the invasion on Al- Ushayrah, the Prophet (pbuh) had staved less
than ten nights in Madinah when Kurz iba Jabir al-Fihri raided the grazing
camels of Madindh. The Prophet (phuh) pursued him, until he reached a

valley called Safawin, in the direcuon of Badr. Kurz fled and could not be
caught. This was the fist invasion of Badr. Afterwards, the Prophet (pbuh)
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House concealed him from the polytheists and then he touched the Southem
Comner. He walked to kiss the Black Stone. He ran in the first three rounds
and walked the rest.”

According to Ibn “Abbés, the Prophet (pbuh) married Mayminah the
daughter of Al-Harith in this visit when he was in the state of ifrdm.
Al Abbis ibn ~Abdul-Muittalib was the one who married him 1o her. The
Prophet (pbuh) spent three days in Makkah. Huwaytib ibn *Abdel-"Uzzi
wenl to him on the third day with a band of the Quraysh, as the latter had
charged him to let the Prophet (pbuh) leave Makkah. They said, "Your term
has ended, so leave us.” The Prophet (pbuh) answered, "Why do vou not let me
stay 1o wed among you and prepare a feast for vou 1o attend?' They said, We do
not need your food so get away,” Hence, the Prophet (pbuh) departed,
leaving Abl R his mawld to ke care of Mayminah until he drove her o
him in Sarif where the wedding took place, and then they continued on their
way to Madinah.

Ibn Hishiim said that, according to Abfl “Ubaydah, Allah revealed to him,

é Indeed Allah shall fulfil the true vision which He showed to His Mes-
senger [i.e. the Prophet saw a dream that he has entered Makk:ibh along
with his companions, having their (head) har shaved and cut short] in
very triuth. Certainly, you shall enter Al-Masjid-al-Hardm; if Allah wills,
secure, (some) having vour heads shaved, and (some) having vour head
hair cut short, having no fear. He knew what vou knew not, and He
granted besides that a near victory. »

The Prophet (pbuh) stayed in Madinah for the rest of Dhul-Hijjah, as the
polytheisis conducted the pilgnmage, until Rabl al-Awwal and Rabi®
al-Akhir, In Jumada al-U15 in the year AH, he sent a russion to Mu'tah in
Syma., putting Zayd ibn Hanthah as commander, to be repiaced with Ja' [ar
ibn Abi Talib 1of he was killed and “Abdullih ibn Rawihah of Ja far was

[bry Hishim said from Ash-Shu abi, “Ja'far ibn Abi Talib came 10 the
Prophet (pbuhi on the day when he conquered Khaybar. The Prophet (pbuh)
Kissed his forehead and hugged him saving. T do not know which makes me
huppeer, the conguest of Khavbar ar the arrival of Ja " far.”

Ibn Ishiiq said, "Some of the Prophet's (pbuh) Companions remimed in
Abyssitia until he dispatched ~Amr ibn Umavyuh od-Damiri 1o the Negus 1o
bring them back in two ships. They amved while he was in Khaybar after
Al-Hudaybiyah, Their names were as follows:

From Ban(t Hashim: Ja far tbn Abi Tilib with his wife Asmi' the
davghter of “Umiys and his son ~ Abdullih who wis born in Abyssinia.

From Bund “Abd Shams ibn Manii: Khilid ibn' Sw'id ibnul- Ay ibn

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them that Muhammad and his Companions were waiting for it. Damdam
rapidly headed for Makkah.

Afterwards his camel rose to the top of Abll Qubays, he
shouted oul again, took o rock and loosened 1t, which kept on falling down
1o the bottom of the mountain where it was divided into small pieces. There
wits no house or residence in Makkah but got a bit of it." Al- Abbids sud.
"By Allah, verily it i1s o vision, and you had better coneceal it and not
mention 1t to anyone.” Al-"Abbds then met Al-Walid ibn “Utbah who was
his friend. He informed him about it but asked him o keep it a secret. Yet
Al-Walid told his father and the story prevailed in Makkah so that the
Quraysh were speaking about 1t in their public assemblies. Al-" Abbés said,
"I woke up in the morning o circumambulate the House, whereas Abi Juhl
was sitting with a group of the Quraysh discussing *Arikal's vision. When
he saw me he said, *After finishing your circumambulation come and join
us.” When 1 sat with them, Abii Jahl said, 'O son of “Abdul Munalib when
did such prophecies happen umong vou” 'What do vou mean by that?' |
asked. That vision which ~Atikah dreamt of, he replied. 1 said. ‘And what
did she see? He said, ‘Ts it not enough for you that vour men prophesize
than that your women do the same? “Atikah claimed in her vision that
someone said, ‘Rise to war in three days.’ We shall await these three days; if
her saying is true, then it will be se: vet if after the three days nothing has
occurred. we will write a document that you are the greatest liars among the
Arabs.” By Allah 1 did nothing more than repudiating and denying that she
had seen anyvihing,
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to death. On Marhab's death, tus brother Yasir arose to duel. Hishiim 1bn
“Urwah said that when Az-Zubayr ibnul-" Awwim emerged 1o fight Yisir,
his mother Safivyah, the daughter of “Abdul-Muttalib said, "(Will you let
him) kill my son, O Messenger of Allah?" He answered, "But vour son will
kill him, if Allah wills.” Az-Zubayr went out and killed Yasir.

Salamah ibn “Amir ibnul-Akwa’ related, "The Prophet (pbuh) sent Abf
Bakr with the standard against some of the Khaybar strongholds. He fought
until he became exhausied and returned without a conguest. Afterwards, he
sent “Umiir but with the same results. The Prophet (pbuh) said, "Tomaorrow !
will give the banner to a man who loves Allah and his Messenger. Allah will over-
come it with his hands, and he never escapes.” Hence the Prophet (pbuh)
summeoned “Alf who had had a problem in his eye at that time, so he (pbuh)
spat in his eye and said, "Take this standard and proceed with tr, until Allah
grants you victory,”

Salamah said, "Ali harried away with it, gasping as he rushed, while we
were behind him following his traces until he fixed the standard in a pile of
stones under the fortress. From the topmost part of the foriress, a Jew
looked down at him and asked, "Who are you? He replied, "I am “All ibn
Ahi Talib." The Jew continued, "You will he granted victory, by what was
sent to Misd!" He did not return until Allah had made the conquest through
his hands. The rwo strongholds of Khaybar, Al-Watih and As-Sulilim were
besieged by the Praphet (pbuh) until the Jews there were sure of their death
so they asked him to let them leave and spare their lives, und he (pbuh)
accepted. He (pbuh) had taken control of all their property. Ash-Shagq.
Natih, and Al-Katihah and all their fortresses except those two strongholds,
When the people of Fadak knew that they had done so, they sent to the
Prophet and asked him to treat them in the same way.

Muhaysah ibn Mas Gd, the brother of Ban Harithah, was among the
mediators. The people of Khaybar asked for surrender and that the Prophet
(pbuh) would Jet them undertake their property against @ half share of the
output, saying, "We know it better than you and we are better growers.” The
Prophet (pbuh) accepted their proposal but stipulated that "If we wish ro exile
you, we will do i." He made a similar reconciliation with the people of
Faduk. Thus, Khaybar conceded to the Muslims, while Fadak was fully for
the Prophet (pbuh), since they made no expedition with either cavalry or
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in the form of Surdgah ibn Malik ibn Ju'shum saymg, "l pledge that
Kinnah will not assail you in the back,” so they dushed swi ftly.

A Tew nights had passed of the month of Ramadin, when the Prophet
(pbuh) went to war. He charged “Amr ibn Umm Maktim to lead the people
in pruyers and called Abi Lubdbah from Ar-Rawhi' to superintend
Miadinalr, Te pave the White standard 0 Mus'ab ibn Umayt. Twa black
flags were in front of the Prophet (pbuh), one with *Ali ibh Abi TAlib called
Al-"Igib and the other with one of the Ansar. Only seventy camels were
owrned by his Companions who rode on each altematively: the Prophet
{pbuh) with " Ali and Marthad ibn Abi Marthad al-Ghanawi on one camel,
Hamzah ibn “Abdel-Mugalib, Zayd 1tbn Hianthah. and Ab0 Kabshah uand
Anasiah. two mawlds of the Prophet on one; and Abg Bakr, “Umar, and
“Abdur-Rahman ibn "Awrl on one camel,

He marched out the road to Makkah by the upper course from Madinah.
going through Al-Aqiq, Dhul-Hulayfuh. and Uldtul-Taysh, Passing by
Turban, Mulal, Ghamisul-Hamam, Sukhayritul-Yamim, and As-Savilah;
then by the chasm of Ar-Rawhi’ to Shanukah. Reaching “Irquz-Zabyah,
they met i nomud and asked him about the Quraysh, but he knew nothing.
The people suid. "Greet the Messenger of Allah.” He said. "Is he among
you?" and when they said he was, he greeted him and said, "If you are the
Messenger of Allah, then tell me what the gut of my she-camel contains,”
Salamah ibn Saldmah said o him, "Do not ask the Prophet: come to me and
I'can tell you about it. You leapt upon her and she is pregnant of a little goul
from you!" The Prophet (phuh) said, “Srop it! You have spoken shsconely to the
mun.” Then he left Salamuh,

The Prophet (pbuh) halted at Sajsaj, the well of Ar-Rawhii: then traveled
o Al-Mungaraf, depanting from the road of Makkah lefiward, fuming to the
nght to An-Niziyah heading for Badr. Proceeding in that difection. he
crossed a valley called Ruhgin between An-Niziyah and the strait of
As-Sdfrly then along the stiait 10 pear As-Safrd. He then sent Bashas ibn
A al-luhany and " Acdiyy 1bn Abl az-Zaghbid® al-Juhani to Badr to find out
news dhout Abf Sufyiin and his caravan, Having sent them on ahead he
deparied.

Reports came to him that the Quraysh had marched to defend their
caravan. He consulted his people. Abd Bakr zot up and spoke well. Then
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Az-Zuhri sid that no previous victory was greater than this. It was only
fighting when people met; however, when there was an armistice instead of
war, people fell secure, sat together, and negotiated to settle disputes. Thus,
none rationalized what was said concerning Islam but embraced it In those
two years as many embraced Islam as ever before, perhaps more (!

The March to Khaybar in Al-Muharram, 7 AH

After his return from  Al-Hudaybiyah, the Prophet (pbuh) spent
Dhul-Hijjah and part of Al-Muharram in Madingh, while the polytheists
were in charge of pilgrimage. Then in the remainder of Al-Muharram he set
forth against Khaybar. AbD Muattib ibn “Amr related, "When the
Messenger of Allah oversaw Khaybar he said 1o his Companions, while |
wis among them, "Srop’. Then he said, 'O Allah, Lord of the heavens and what
they overshadow, Lovd of the lands and what they make to sprous, Lord of the dev-
ilx and what they lead astrav. Lord of the winds and what they winnow! We ask
You the goodness of this town, the goodness of its people, and the goodness of whay
tx in if. We seck Your refuge from its evil, the evil of its peaple, and the evil of what
is in it. Proceed in the name of Allah." That was what he used 10 say on entering
every lown.”

Anas ibn Milik related, "The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) used to make
his raids in the morning. If he heard the call 1o prayer he would not advance,
and if he did not hear it he would raid. We reached Khaybar at night, and
the Prophet (pbuh) spent the night there. In the moming as he did not hear the
call o prayer, he rode and we rode with him, and T was riding behind Abi
Talhah with my foot touching the Prophet’s. We met the laborersof Khaybar
m the morning with their spades and baskets, On seeing the Prophet (pbuh)
and the army they yelled, "Muhammad with his army." and turned tail and
escaped. The Prophet (pbuh) said, "Ailahu Akbar! Khavbar is destroved. When
we alight in a people’s vard, it is a bad moming for those who are warned.' ™

Ibn Ishiq swid, "The Prophet (pbuh) stepped owr from Madinah to
Khaybar throughout “1sr'®, where a mosque was constructed for him; then

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Then the Propher (pbuh) halted near Badr. He rode on with one of His
Companions until he met an old Bedouin. He asked him ahout the Quravsh
as well as about Muhammad and his Companions, and whether he had any
mformation about them. The old man stated, "I will not tell you until vou
tell me which of the two you are.” The Prophet (phuh) retorted. “If vou an-
swer us, we will rell you” He smd, "Tit for tt?" “Yes", he replied. The
Bedouin said, "l have heard that Muhammad and his Companions moved on
such-and-such a day, I that is nght, they today should have reached
such-and-such a place. (referring to where the Prophet (pbul) actually was).
Also | heard that the Quraysh marched out on such-and-such a day. so today
they should have been in such-and such a place,” where they actually were.
When he had finished he said, "Where did you come from?” The Prophet
(pbuh) said, "We are from ma""." Then he departed. while the old man was
saving, "What does this mean? Is he from the M’ of Iraq?"

Then the Prophet (pbuh) went back to his Companions. In the evening,
he sent "Al ibn Abi Tilib, Az-Zubayr ibnul-" Awwiim, and Sa'd ibn Abi
Wagqis with 4 number of the Cotmpanions to the well at Badr in search of
news, where they seized some of the Quraysh water-men, among whom
were Aslam of Banil Al-Hajjij. and “Arid Abi Yasar of Ban0 Al-As ibn
Sa'id They caught them and mgquired of them while the Prophet (pbuh) was
performing priyer. They said. "We are the watcr-men of the Quraysh; they
sent us (0 bring them water.” The people did not like their answer, as they
hoped that they belonged 10 Abd Sufyin. Thus, they beat them severely
until the two claimed that they belonged to Abi Sufyin. So they released
them. When the Prophet (pbult) finished his prayers, he said, "When they told
vou the truth you beat theim; and wheii they lied vou released them? They spoke the
rrith for they helong to the Quraysh. Inform me (vou twa) whar abowt the Qu-
raysh?" They retorted, "They are behind this dune which you see on the
remotest embankment.” The Prophet (pbuh) asked them about their number
and they said that they were many but they did not know their exact
number; hence he inquired of them about the number of beasts they
sucrificed each day. When they said nine or ten, he said, "The people are be-

witnessed that you are Allah's Messenger, I would not fight you. Write vour
own name and your father’s.” The Prophet (pbuh) said,

"Write Thix ts whar Muhammad ibn “Abdulldh hes reconciled with Su-
hayl ibn ‘Amr. They have agreed 1o stop all fighting for ten vears, during
which ume the people will live safely, restraining from animosities on
condition that in case anyvone goes to Muhammad without his guardian’s
permission. he will send him back to them; and in case that anyone of
Muhammad's followers gaes to the Quraysh they will not sengd him back
to him. We will not show hostility one to another and there will be no
theft or treachery. He who wishes to enter into a covenant and agree-
ment with Muhammad may do so and he who wishes to enter into a cov-
enant and agreement with the Quraysh mav do so.""

The Khuzd ah chose to enter into a bond and agreement with the Prophet
(pbuh), while Ban{i Bakr chose the Quraysh and said to the Prophet (pbuh),
"You should keep back from us this vear, not enter Makkah against our will.
As for the next year, we will leave it for you to spend three nights with your
Companions. Thereupon, you may bring with you nothing more than riders'
weapons ind swords in sheaths,”

While the Prophet (pbuh) and Subayl were writing the agreement, Abd
Jandal ibn Suhayl ibn "Amr suddenly showed up in fetters, having fled to
the Prophet (pbuh). The Prophet's Companions left and they did not doubt
the conquest of Makkah, for they depended on a vision (dream) which the
Prophet (pbuh) had seen. When they saw the talks for peace and withdrawal
taking place and what the Prophet (pbuh) had endured, they were extremely
depressed almost 1o the pomnt of death. When Suhayl saw Abil Jandal, he
slapped him on the face and gripped his collar, saying, "O Muhammad, the
issue between us was resolved before this man arrived to you." He agreed,
Suhayl pulled him violently by his collar and drew him away to send him
back to the Quraysh, while AbD Jundal yelled with all his strength, "O
Muslims! Am 1 1o be sent back o the polytheists to seduce me from iy
religion?” This augmented the people’s grief. The Prophet (pbuh) said,
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a dense surface which did not prevent the Prophet’s movements, bul
severely conlined the movements ol the Quraysh. The Prophet (pbuh)
hurried to the wuter. Getting to the proximal water of Badr, he settled down.

Al-Hubib ibpul-Mundhir said. "O Messenger of Allih, is this the Spot
which Allah has inspired you 10 occupy, so that we cannot move from it. or
is 1t @ matter of siratagem of war and the product of consulistion?" When
the Prophet (pbuh) smid that it was a stratagem of war and consultation.
Al-Hubib pointed out. "It is not & good place 1o stop in. Let us continue and
encamp by the nearest well of water and make a cistern full of water. and
destroy the other wells; then we can fight our enemy who will have nothing
to drink.

The Prophet (phuh) approved of his excellent plin which was
immediately carned out; the wells were destroyed: & cistern was constructed
and filled with water from which his men filled their drinking-vessels,

Su'd ibn Mu adh said, "0 Prophet of Allah, let us make a hut for Vou [0
stay in. having vour riding bessts await; then we will £o on fighting the
encmy and if Allah grants us vietory, that 18 what we wish: if it is defeat.
you could ride your camels and go back to Madinah to our people who are
lefl behind. for they love you as much as we do. If they knew thal you
would 20 1o war they would not have remamed behind. Allah will protect
vou with them: they will give you good advice and strive in the cause of
Allah with you.” The Prophet (pbuh) praised him and prayed to Allah for
his good. Then a trellis was built for the Prophet (pbuh) and he stayed there.

Having moved in the moriing. the Prophet (phuh) saw the Quraysh
approaching from the “Agangal dune into the valley, he excluimed,

O Allaby, heve is the Quraysh coming i their conceit und haughtingss
challenging You and belving Your Messenger. O Allah, grant me victory
which Yon have promised. O Alleh, destrov tiem this morning!”

When the Quraysh settled down, a number of them, among whom was
Hakim ibn Hizim, went to the Prophet's basin to drink. The Prophet (pbuh)
let them drink, but whoever drank of it on that day was slain with the
exception 10 Hakim who later became a devour Muslim and used to say.
when he was fervid in his oath, "By Him Who rescied mic on the Day of Badr,"
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The Prophet (pbub) told him the same words that he had said to those
who had come before him, namely, that he had not come to fight against
them. He left the Prophet (pbuh) after secing how the Muslims treated him.
Whenever the Prophet (pbuh) finished his ablution, they ran after him 1o
obtain the water he had wtilized; if he expectorated they hurmried to it and in
case a har fell from his head they rushed to pick it up. Hence he retumied to the
Quraysh saying, "l have been to Chosroes, Caesar, and Negus in their
kingdoms, but never have T seen a king among his people like Muhammad among
his Compamons. They will never leave him in any case, so muke up vour mind.”

The Prophet (pbuh} sent Khirdsh ibn Umayyah al-Khuzd'i o the
Quraysh in Makkah, and made him ride one of his camels called
Ath-Tha'lab, to tell their notables the reason for his coming. However, they
hamstrung the Prophet's camel and were about to slay the man, but the
blacks protected him and released him, so that he returned safely 1o the
Prophet i pbuh).

Afterwards when the Prophet (pbuh) summoned "Umar to convey the
same message 1o Makkah, "Umar told him he felt that they would Kill him,
especiully no one from Band “Adiyy ibn Ka'b was in Makkah to defend
him, and the Quraysh were aware of his animosity and rudeness towards
them. He recommended that he should dispatch a man who was dearer to
them than himself and he named “Uthmin ibn ~Affan. The Prophet (pbuh)
sent ~Uthnvdin to AbQ Sufyin and the celebrities of the Quraysh to inform
them that he had not come for war but only as a visitor to the Inviolable
House and to glorify its sanclity.

As he was about to enter Makkah, "Uthmin met Abdn ibn Sa’id
ibnul-"As who drove him in front of him. He further provided him with
protection until he reported the Prophet's message 1o them. After stating the
whole message, they said w him, “IT you wish (o circumambulate the
House, do s0.” He answered that he would not unul the Messenger of Alish
(phuhl could also do so. The Quraysh mmprisoned him and the Prophet
(pbuh) and the Muslims were told that "Uthmdn had been slain.

The Willing Covenant

Tbn Ishiiq saud that “Abdullih ibn Abi Bakr told him that when it reached
the Prophet (phuh) that “Uthmin had been killed, he said that they would
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Get up, hence, and call for your pact with them and the killing of your
brother." * Amir yelled, "Alas for* Amr! Alas for “Amr!” War was stirred up,
all were infuriated, the people held steudfastly to their cvil cause, while
"Utbah's advice was Jelt unheeded.

Al-Aswad ibn "Abdel-Asad al-Makhzimi, a fierce bad-tempered man,
stepped out swearing, "I swear by Allah that 1 will surely drink from their
cistern or demolish it or dic before reaching it.” Hamzah ibn
“Abdel-Muttalib engaged with him, and struck him, sending his foor with
half of his shank flying. He fell on his back and his foot was streaming with
blood towards his friends. He scrambled to the cistern and threw himself
arming to fulfil his vath, but with another blow Hamezah killed him in the cistern.

“Utbah ibn Rabi’ah came out between his son Al-Walid and his brother
Shaybah. from the lines of the Quravsh and called for a4 duel with the
Mushims, Three young men of the Angdr stood against him: “Awf and
Mu awwidh the sons of Al-Hirith and ~Abdulldh ibn Rawihah. When the
Quraysh knew that they were from the Ansdr, they said they had nothing to
do with them. Thereafter one of them heralded, O Muhammad! Let our
equals of our people come against us!" The Prophet (pbuh) said, "Come on,
O “Ubavdah ibnul-Hirith, come on, © Hamzah, and eome on O “AlL”

Coming closer to them, the Quraysh asked, "Who are you?" Afier each
had introduced himself, they said, “Yes, our equals and most honorable."
"Ubaydah, their eldest, dueled with "Utbah ibn Rabi‘ah while Hamzah went
agdinst Shaybah ibn Rabi™ah and “Ali against Al-Walid ibn “Utbah. It was
not long before Hamzah killed Shavbah and “AIl killed Al-Walid. Striking
cach other, "Ubaydah and “Utbah were seriously wounded. Then Hamzah
and “All struck "Utbah with their swords and slain him. They carried their
friend back to his people.

The two parties moved forward closer to each other. The Prophet (pbuh)
had commanded his Companions not to attack until he gave the order. and if
they were encircled by the enemy. they were 1o resist them with showers of
arrows, He limself remained in the hut with Abii Bakr, The baule of Badr
ok place on Friday moming on the seventh of Ramadin,

The Prophet (phuh) straightened the lines and then again stayed in the
hut with Abtt Bakr. The Prophet (pbuh) wus appealing to Allah for the
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ordered them o say. "We ask Allah's forgiveness and we repent to Him.™ After
they had done s0, he said, "By Allah, this is the (saving) ‘Forgive us’ which was
ordained on the Children of Israel, but they did not xay ir."

The Prophet (pbuh) gave orders to travel towards the right, through salty
growth, on the way leading to the spot of Thaniyyat al-Murdr onto the slope
of Al-Hudaybiyah below Makkah.

When the cavalry of the Quraysh noticed the dust of the Muslims' forces
and that they had averted them, they galloped back to their Quraysh, When
the Prophet (pbuh) reached Thaniyyat al-Murér, his she-camel knelt down.
The men believed that it would not get up. The Prophet (pbuh) commented,

It has never been stubborn, ax it is not its nature, but it has been with-
held by what restrained the elephan from Makkah. Today | shall accept
whatever plan through which the Quravsh ask me 10 confirm kindred
Hes.”

Then he told the people to descend. They hesitated at first, for there was
no water at which they could stop. Thus, the Prophet (pbuh) ook an arrow
from his quiver and gave it to one of his Companions to prod in the middle
of a water hole. The water thereafter gushed out until the men and their
camels had dnunk te their fill, They encamped there.

While the Prophet (pbuh) was staying there, Budayl ibn Wargd'
al-Khuzi'i came with some men of the Khuzi'ah asking him about the
reason for his coming. He told them that it was not for war but to visit and
venerate the Sanctuary. Then he repeated what he had said to Bishr ibn
Sufydn. When they conveyed his words to the Quraysh. they suspected them
and were rude to them, saying, "Even if he 15 not coming for war, by Allah.
he shall never enter it against our desire, nor shall the Arabs ever utter that
we have accepted it."

The Khuza'ah wtribe, Muslims and polytheists, were confidants of the
Prophet, always keeping him informed of everything that was taking place
it Makkah. When the Prophet (pbuh) saw Mikras ibn Hafls ibnul-Akhyaf
who was sent by the Quraysh, he said, "This is a treacherous man!" When he
approached and spoke to him, he answered him with the same words as he
had said to Buday! and his companions. Mikras returmned to the Quraysh
reporting what the Prophet (pbub) had said.
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among the corpses. [bn Mas ad cut off his head and brought it to the
Prophet (pbuh) sayving. "Here is the head of the enemy of Allah, Abi Jahl"
He said, "By Allah other than Whom there is wo god, s it?" “Yes," Ibn Mas'{id
sdid, throwing his head' before the Messenger of Allah (pbuh), who then
praised Allah the Almighty.

When the Prophet (phuh) commanded that the corpses should be ull cas
into & pit, all were thrown with the exception of that of Umayyah ibn Khalaf
which had swelled within his armor to the extent that it filled it. When they
tried to carry his corpse, it disintegrated, so they left it where it was und
heaped earth and stones on it

After throwing the corpses into the pit. the Companions heard the
Prophel (pbuli) at midnight saving. "0 people of the pis. “Utbah ibn Rahi ah,
Shavbah tha Rabi'ah, Umavvah ibn Khalaf, Abi Juhl, - and be counted out those
i the pit. - have you found trow what your Lord had promised vou, for | have in-
deed found true whar my Lovd had promised me?" His Companions said, "O
Messenger of Allah, are you 1alking 10 the dead? He said, "They can hoar me
mare than vou bud they cannot answer. "

Afterwards the Prophet (pbuh) ordered to bring together all the spoils of
war that had been collected in the camp. The Muslims disputed over them.
The group which had collected them thought they were theirs; the warmions
who pursued the enemy claimed that they were the cause for getting them;
while the guards who escorted the Prophet (pbuhi to defend him from the
enemy, claimed that they had wanted to collect the spoils but they feared
that the enemy might return, so they kepl their position with the Prophet
(phuh).

Thea the Prophet (pbuh) dispatched “Abdulliih ibn Rawahal with the
news of victory 1o the people of Upper Madinah. and Zayd ibn Harithah o
the people of Lower Madinah. Then the Prophet (pbuh) began his journey
back to Madinah with the disbelieving capives, among whom were “Ughbaly
ibn Abi Muit and An-Nudr iboul-Héarith,

Then the Prophet (pbuh) advanced until he reachied the pass of As-Safri’
where he stopped on the sand hill between the pass and An-Nizivah where
he equally divided the spoils which Alluh had granted to the Muslims. He
traveled to Ar-Rawhd' where the Muslims congritulated him and the
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separate themn, so they lived together as Muslim and disbeliever. until the
Prophet (pbuh) emigrated. Abul- As joined the Quraysh on the Day of Badr
but he was seized damong the captives and taken to Madinah with the
Prophet (pbuh). When the Quraysh sent to redeem their prisoners, Zaynab
sent money to ransom her husband and the money included a necklace
which her mother, Khadijuh, had given her on her wedding. When the
Prophet (pbuh) saw the neckluce his feelings became groatly tender and he
said (1o his Companmions), “If vou would think that you set her captive husband
[free and repav her money, do so.” They accepted and did so.

Thus, Abul-"As lived in Makkah, while Zaynab lived in Madinah with
the Messenger of Allah (pbuh), Abul-" As went to Syria as 4 merchant with
his wealth and that which the Quraysh had entrusted him with, as he was o
reliable man. On his way back. he was attacked by a Muslim raid which
took his merchandise, but he managed to run away, When the raiders went
away with their booty. Abul-"As went to Zaynab's house in the night,
seeking her protection as well ds the return of his property.

While the Prophet (pbuh) with the Muslims was performing the moming
prayer, Zaynab cried out from wmong the women, "O people, 1 have given
protection to Abul-"As ibnur-Rabi"." After the prayer. the Prophet (pbuh)
made sure that the people had heard Zaynab's declaration and added, "By
Him in Whose hands 15 Mihanmimad's seud, | had known nothing {about the matter)
before hearing whar vou hove heard. The Mushms can protect whoever is lower
than them.” He afterward headed for his daughter and said to her, "Make his

stav comfartable, but do not let kim touch vou, since you are not lawful for im"

According to “Abdullih ibn Abi Bakr, the Prophet (pbuh) sent to those
who raided Abul-As saving, “This man as vou know is our relative, and you
have taken his property. If vou do a charitable act and restore him his property, we
like you to: of not, it ix.a boory which Allah has bestowed on vou, and vou have the
better right te i They expressed their will 1o return it They were so keen 1o
restore everything and not to withhold anything. Abul-As went to Makkah
o pay all the dues to the Quraysh, making sure that no one had any further
clarm on him, "Ne," they suid, "May Allah reward you; you have been both
honest and generous.” "Thercfore”, said he, "I bear witness that there is no
god but Allah and that Mubhammad 1s His Servant and His Messenger. By
Allah, nothing delayed me from embracing Islam but that 1 feared you




Abu Bakr said, "Yes, by Allah, 1 love that Allah should forgive me!" He
returned 1o his custom of financially supporting Mistah, saying "I will never
prevent it from him."”




Sufyin returned to Makkah along with the vanguished Qurayshis from
Badr, he vowed that he would not bathe from sexual intercourse'!! untl he
had invaded the Prophet (pbub). Thereupon, he moved off with two hundred
Qurayshis to execute his pledge. He took the Najdiyyah route and halted at
an inlet of a canal 1o the Thayb meuntain, miles from Madinah Nightly he
set forth to Band An-Nadir heading for Huyayy ibn Akhtab. Knocking on
his door, Huvayy was feared to open the door, so AbG Sufvin went o
Sallim ibn Mishkam, the chicf of Banit An-Nadir and kecper of their public
wealth. Sallim hosted and acquamted him with secrets abowt the Muslims.
Back to his comrades at the end of the might, Aba Sufyin sent some
Qurayshis o Madinah. In a place called Al Urayd, they set fire to a bunch
of palm-trees and Killed a man from the Ansar with his ally while working
in the fields. People knew about them, so the Prophet (pbuli) pursued them,
leaving his place in Madinah 1o Bashir ibn "Abdel-Muondhir, He reached
Quargaratul-Kudr but refurned because Abd Sufyiin and his group had
escaped. They found that the raiders had discarded some of their items in
the fields to lighten their load so they could rum swiftly. On their return, the
Muslims asked the Prophet (pbuh), "O Messenger of Allah, do you think
that thuis will ‘be counted (to Allah) for us as an invasion?” "Ves", he
answered,

The Invasion of Dhd Amarr

After the As-Sawiqg invasion, the Prophiet (pbuh) remained in Madinah
for nearly the rest of Dhui-Hijjoh. and then he set forth 1o Najd, aiming w
Ghotafdn. This was the Invasion of Dhit Amarr, Spending nearly all the
month of Sufar in Najd he went back o Madinah without any fighting. He
stayed in Madinah almost all the month of Rabi ul-Awwal.

The Invasion of Al-Furu® of Bahran

Putting Tha Umm Maktdm in charge of Madinah, the Prophet (pbub)
went out for the Quraysh reaching Bahriin, a mine in Al-Furu® in the Hijaz.
He spent two months there then returned to Madinah without fighting.
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not. By Allah, T considered myselfl o insignificant and trivial that Allah
would reveal Qui'anic verses about me to he recited in the mosgues and
prayers.

(pbuh) recovered. sat upright, and began to wipe out sweat which were like
winter drops of water fulling from his brow: he said, ‘Be of good cheer.

The Expedition of Zayd ibn Harithah
to Al-Qaradah Across the Waters of Najd

The Quraysh were afraid to pursue their usual road to Svria after the
Battle of Badr, so they ook the road to Irag. Some of their tradesmen went
out. including Abll Sufydn, carrying a large amount of silver which
constituted most of their trade. They appointed Furdt ibn Hayyan from Band
Bakr ibn W'l as a guide to that route. At once the Prophet (pbuh) sent
Zayd, who intercepted them by the watering place of Majd and captured the
caravan with its goods. but the men fled. He hrought the booty to the
Prophet (pbuh).
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On our arrival at Madinah, | fell very ill, so | heard nothing about it. The
report had reached the Prophet (pbub) and my parents, but they concealed
the matter from me. Yet [ lost the Prophet's usual kindness 10 me, as when |
wis ill he used to be compassionate to me, but at this time he was not
attentive to me. When he visited me, while my mother'! was present to take
care of me, he said no more than, 'How is she? Thus I felt sad and asked him,
when I found his heedless amtitude, 'O Messenger of Allzh, would you
permit me o go o my mother so thal she could nurse me” 'OK.' he said. I
moved to my mother's unaware of what was taking place until alimost
twenty days had passed when I recovered from my illness. We Arabs did
not use the water closets used in the houses of the non-Arabs. Instead we
used to go out into the open yards of Madinah. For women they used to go
there at night, so one night T went in the company of Umm Mistah the
daughter of Abd Ruhm ibnul-Muttalib ibn “Abd Manif. As we were
strolling, she faltered over her robe and cried out, ‘May Mistah flounder!’ |
said, "That is a bad thing to say about a man of the Muhdjirin who
witnessed Badr." She wondered, 'Do you not know the news, O daughter of
Abt Bakr? | said, 'What is ™ She kept on relating what the slanderers had
said, and when | expressed my amazement, she assured me that all she said
had really happened.

By Allah, I could not even do what | was supposed to do and returned
crying imcessantly until I felt as if my liver would burst. 1 said to my mother,
‘May Allah forgive you! People were speaking ill of me and you mentioned
nothing of it She answered, "My little daughter, do not exaggerate the
matter. Rarely is there a pretty woman married (0 a loving man, while
having rival wives, and rumors circulate around her.’

The Prophet (pbuh) delivered a speech which 1 was unaware of. After
praising Allah he said,

O peaple, there are men who have hurt me by saving false things abour
my wife. By Allah, T know nothing but good of her. and they speak such
things about a man of whem, by Allah, 1 know only good, whe never
goes wrany of my houses bt with me.”

I According to Ibn Hishim, her name was Zaynah, the daughier of * Abd Dahmin.
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"Abdullih ibn Ubayy ibn Saldl supported the Prophet's (pbuh) opinion,
not 1o go owt 1o fight them. The Prophet (pbuh) did not like to fight ourside
Mudinah, but some Muslims whom Allah honered with manyrdom at Uhud
and others who did not attend Badr saud, "O Messenger of Allih, let us go
forth to our enemies, otherwise they will think that we are cowards and
weak to fight them.” Ibn Salil said, "O Messenger of Allah, stay in
Madinah. and do not turn 1o them. It has never been that we went {orth to
fight an enemy but we have heen defeated, and nong has come here dgainst
us but have been vanguished. Thus leave them in their place. If they stay, it
will be the worst entanglement, while if they enter Madinah, men will fight
them, women and children will hurl them with stones from the walls, and if
they retreat, they will be feeling disappoinied as they came,”

With the persistence of those who were eager o fight the Quravsh, the
Prophet (pbuh) went into his house and was armored. That was on Friday
after prayer. On that day, Milik ibn “Amr of the Ansiir from Band
An-Napir died. After offering prayer over the dead Ansiin, the Prophet
(pbuh) headed for war. Meanwhile, the people blamed themselves for
pressing on the Prophet (pbuh) to fight against his will, which they had no
right to do. so when he came out to them they admitted that if he wished 10
stay in Madinah they would not eppose him. The Prophet (pbuh) remurked,
T is mot appropriate for g Propher wiio has put on his armar 1o wake i off unal e
has fouyhr " He set forth with a thousand of his Companions, until they
reached Ash-Shuwt between Madinah and Uhbud, where ~“Abdulldh ibn
Ubayy seceded with a third of the wurriors, saving, "He (the Prophet) has
obeyed them and disobeyed me. We do not know why we should kill
ourselves here, O men.”

So he withdrew with his followers who. were hypocrites and doubters.
“Abdullih ibn " Amr ibn Hardm followed them saying, "0 people. I beseech
vou by Allah not 1o forsake vour people and vour Prophet while the enemy
is nearhy.” They answersd. "If there should be a fight we would not
relinguish but we do not think that there will be a war.” When they persisted
on withdrawal, he said. "Muay Allah deport you, you enemies of Allah, for
Allah will make His Prophet dispensable of you." On thut day the Ansir
nsked, "O Messenger of Allah, should we not seek the support of our Jewish
allies™ He sand."We have no need aof them.”
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something better than thar” She said, "What is it, O Messenger of Allah?” He
veplied, 7 will fulfil your debt and marry vor.”

From Yuazid ibn Rimin, the Prophet (pbuh) dispatched Al-Walid ibn
“Ughah ibn Abi Mu'ayt to them after they had embraced Islam, When they
heard that he was coming, they went out to meet him, but when he knew
that they were coming, he became frightened so he returned to the Prophet
(pbuh) telling him that they were going to kill him and thus had detained
their alms. The Muslims were indulged in talk to invade them until the
Prophet (pbuh) himself was about to do so. In the middle of this, a
delegation of thewrs went to the Prophet (phuh) saying, "O Messenger of
Allah. we heard of your envoy whom vou sent, so we went out to honor him
and to pay due alms, but he tumed back as rapidly as he could. Then we
were told that he alleged that we intended to slay him. By Allah, we did not
come out for that.” So Allah sent down on this incident,

The Prophet (pbuh) advanced in his journey until he approached
Maudinah, " A'ishah was with him when the liars brought forth the slinder.

The Slander during the Raid
on Bant Al-Mustaliq, 6 AH

*A'ishah ( may Allah be plessed with her) said, "Whenever the Prophet
(pbuh) wanted to set sut a journey, he used to draw lots between his wives,
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show pride at war, Whenever he wore a red band around his head, people
knew that he was gomg 1o fight. When he took the sword from the Prophet
(pbuhy, he banded his hesd and started to strut up and down between the
runks. Waltching him, the Prophet (pbuh) said, "This is & tread thar Allah de-
tests except in such sitwation (Le. war in the canse of Allah).”

Ab Sulyiin said to the standard bearers of Banil *Abdud-Dir, spurring
them to war, "0 Band “Abdud-Dir! You have been assigned to bear our
standard on the Day of Badr and you know what has happened. The
standard is the first thing that the enemy assails. Should it fall, we fall down
too. Therefore, either you guard its safety or leave it for us. and we will
certainly save you that task.” They got angry and threatened him. saying,
"Do you want us 1o deliver vou our standard? Tomormrow when we will be
engaged in the battle, you will be witness 10 our deeds.” Such i redction was
what Abil Sulvin had ammed al.

When the two parties drew closer 1o each other, Hind, the daughter of
“Uthah leading the Qurashi women tapped on tambounines behind the
wirriors to incite them,

On the Day of Uhud. the Prophet's Companions used “Kill, kill'" as a
slogan to call one another therewith. The people were engaged in fighting
until the battle grew fierce. AbO Dujénah fought until he 144M™t moved
forward through the enemy's rows. He killed whoever stood 1in his way of
the enemy. There wus a man among the polytheists was busy with finishing
off the wounded Muslims, During the fight Abt Dujinah drew closer to that
man; so they were engaged in combat, exchanging two sword-sirokes. The
polytheist struck Abl Dujanah, who warded off the blow with his shield.
AbQ Dujiinah struck him and killed him. His sword hovered over the head of
Hind. the daughter of “Uthah, but he spared it from her."!

Hamzalh ibn “Abdel-Muttalib kept on fighting until he slew Arta ah ibn
"Abd Shurahbil 1bn Hishom ibn “Abd Maniaf ibn “Abdud-Dir, one of the
standard bearers. When Sibd ibn “Abdel-" U225 al-Ghubshiini, dubbed Abi
Niyir, passed by him, Harmnzah said to him, "Conie on, you son of 4 female
circumgciser.”

When the Prophet (pbuh) was on his way back, Usayd ibn Hudayr met
him and greeted him saying, "O Prophet of Allah, you are moving off at a
bad time; you have never done that before.” The Prophet (pbuh) said, “Have
vou not heard of what your companion said?* He said, "Which companion?”
The Prophet (pbuh) said, " Abdulldh ibn Ubayy," He said, "What did he say "
The Prophet (pbuh) said, "He said that if he returned to Madingh, indeed the
mare honorable would expel the meaner.” He answered, "But you, O
Messenger of Allah, can expel him if you wish. By Allah, he is the mean
one and you are the honorable one!” He added, "0 Messenger of Allah, he
kind to him, for Allah brought you to us while his people were about 1o
crown him, and he believes that you have deprived him of a kingdom."

Then the Prophet (pbuh) having the men with him kept on walking all
through the day until the evening, then throughout the might until the
morming of the next day, so the sun harassed them.

“Abdullah ibn Ubayy.

Then the Prophet (pbuh) proceeded to & watering place known as Bag'&'
in Al-Hijiz a liude above Al-Nagi'. While on their journey during the night,
a very strong wind blew which terrified them. The Prophet (pbuh) soothed
them, declaring that this wind designated the death of one of the greatest of
the disbelievers. Back in Madinah, they discovered that the one who had
dicd that day was Rifi"ah ibn Zayd ibnut-Tébat of Bani Qaynuqf’, a great
figure among the Jews and a secret haven for the hypoerites.

Allah the Most High revealed a Sirak about the hypocrites, Ihn Ubayy
and the like. Thereupon taking hold of Zayd ibn Argam’s ear, the Prophet
(pbuh} said. “Thix is the one who devored his ear to Allah”,  Abdullih the son of
“Abdulldh ibn Ubayy heard of that and went to the Prophet (pbuh) saying, "1
knew that you intend to kill * Abdullih ibn Ubayy for what has reached you
about him. If Killing him is a must, then please let me do it and 1 will get
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His friends asked him why he did not finish him off. "He exposed his body
o me (as # sign of abject surrender) so the feeling of pity for the blood tie
prevented me and 1 knew that Allih would surely kill him,” be Sad,

“Asim ibn Thabit ibn Abel-Aglah killed Musaft’ 1bn Talhah and his
brother Al-Jullds by piercing both of them with a dart, Each came to his
mother, Suldfuh, laying his head on her lap. She asked, "Who has injured
you, my son”" "I heard a man while shooting me saying, Take 1{,'1 am Ibn
Abel-Aglah." he replied. She vowed to drimk wine in the skull of " Asim.

Hunzaldh ibn Abi “Amir. who was called ‘the Washed One’, and Abi
Sufyian mer in battle. When Hangzaloh had beaten Abi Sufydn. Shaddid
ihnul-Aswad, who was Ibn Shy'db, smote and killed him. The Prophet
(pbuh) said, "Yaur compamion (1.e. Hanzaluh) ts being washed by the Angels, so
ask hiy wite if theve was something (that happened) ro bim." When they inguired
his wife, she said that he rushed to the buttlefield when he heard the call for
wir while being 1 a state of jandbair.” Then Allah sent down His help 1o
the Muslims and fulfilled His promise. They uprooted their enemy with
their swords until they drugged them away from their camp. It was un
obvious defeal.

Az-Zuabayr said, "l saw the anklets of Hind, the daughier of " Utbah and
her friends because they were folding up theiwr dresses as they ran away.
Nothing prevented anyone from catching them when the archers turned to
the cumip 48 the encmy had been thrown out of it. Thus we were attacked
from behind by the cavalry. Someone cried oul. "Ha, Muhammad has been
killed." We retumed and the enemy pursued us after we had Killed the
standard bearers. so that none of them would dare take it. The standard
remained on the ground until "Amrah Al-Hanthiyyvah, the daughter of
“Algamah howsted v for the Quraysh to gather round; they did so. The
Muslims were beaten and the polytheists hod killed many of them. [t was o
day of tral and testing in which Alluh honored several with martyrdom,
until they reached the Prophet (phub) who wis hurt with stones so that he
fell on his side. one of his teeth was broken, his face wis hurt, and his hp
wils injured. The man who wounded him was “Uthah ibn Abi Wagqis. The
blood began to flow on his lace and he kept on wiping it away. wiile
saying, "How can a people succeedd when they have blowched the face of their
Praphet with Mood while he calls them 1o their Lord! So Allah sent down the

following verse,



Wagsh, Su'd ibn Zayd, Usayd ibn Zuhayr, “Ukdshah ibn Mihsan, Mubriz
ibn Nadlah, Ab Quatadah al-Hirith ibn Rib'i, and Abi “Aayyiish “Ubayd
ibn Zayd. When they had come together to the Prophet (pbuh), he appointed
Sa'd ibn Zayd over them and told them to head for the band until he himself
would follow them with the troops.

In the engagement, Abi Quuidah al-Harith ibn Rib'T killed Habib ibn
“Uyaynah ibn Hisn and covered him with his mantle: then he jomned his
foree. The Prophet (pbuh) procecded with Muslim warriors. As they saw
Habib covered with Abil Quidah's mantle, they exclaimed, "To Allah we
belong and to Him is our return! Abfi Qatidah has been slain” The Prophet
(pbuh) said that it was not Abll Qutadah but a man killed by him and
covered with his mantle in order to know that he was his prey.

“Ukishah reached Awbdr and his son " Amr who were mounling on one
camel, and killed the two of them with one stroke of his lance. Some of the
milch-camels were recovered. The Prophet (phuh) advanced until he
stopped and alighted at the mountain of Dhii Qarad. where the men joined
him, and spent there a day and a night. Sulamah ibnul-Akwa' asked for
permission to go with a hundred men 1o recover the rest of the camels and
hehead the band. The Prophet (pbuh) said, "New thev shewld be having their
evering milk-<dmnk among the Gharafan.” After the Prophet | phuh) had divided
the butchered camels, one for every hundred men, he returned 1o Madinah.
The wife of Al-Ghifiri canie riding on one of the Prophet’s she-camels, She
told him the whole story. Then she said. "O Messenger of Allah, I made o
vow to Allah that I would slay this she-camel if He rescued me on it.” The
Prophet (pbuh) snuled and said, "Whar a bad reward! Wil vour staughter it afier
Allah has mounted you on it and defivered vou by it! Verily, there is no v i dis-
obwdience to Allah nor concerning anvihing thar is not vours. The she-camel is
mine, so go back to vour family with Allah’s blessing."

The Raid on Bant Al-Mustaliq'h

The Prophet (pbuh) remained in Madinah during the later part of Jumida
al-Akhirah and Rajab. In Sha'bin 6 AH. he raided Bani Al-Mustalig of the
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When the Muslims recognized the Prophet (pbuh) they took him and
ascended 1o a mountain pass. He was in the company of Abii Bakr, *Umur,
Al Talhah ibn “Ubaydillah, Az-Zubayr ibnul-Awwim, Al-Harith
ibnus-Simmah, and others.

Reaching the glen, the Prophet (pbuh) was pursued by Ubayy ibn Khalaf
who said, "O Muhammad! Either you or I be will killed.” The people said,
"Shall any of us kill him?" The Prophet (pbuh) said, "Leave him alone "
Coming closer (o lim, the Prophet (phuh) took a lance from Al-Hérith
ibnus-Simmah. As I was told, He shivered violently in such a way that all of
them scattered in all directions at once. Facing him, the Prophet (pbuh)
stabbed him in'the neck so that he swayed and rolled off his mare over and
OVET,

Previously in Makkah, Ubayy ibn Khalal used to say o the Prophet
{pbuh). "0 Muhammad. 1 have got a mare called Al--Awdh which I Torage
every day with many quantities of com. T shall kill you, while riding it."
“Bur 1 will kil you if Allah wills,” was the Prophet's answer. When he returhied
to the Quraysh, he only had a small scratch on his neck. So when the blood
became congested he said, "By Allah, Muhammad has killed me." They
answered, "By Allah, you are afraid of death. By Allah, you are not hurt.”
He replied, "He told me when we were in Makkah that he would kill me.
and by Allah, had he spat on me, he would have killed me.” Eventually, the
enemy of Allah died at a place called Sarif, while they were tuking him back
1o Makkah,

When the Prophet (pbuh) arrived at the opening of the mountain pass.
“All went to fill his leather shield with water from the watering place of
Al-Mihrds and brought it to the Prophet (pbub) to drink, but he refused
because of its repulsive odor. Nonetheless, he used the water 10 wash the
blood from his face. Pouring it over his head he said, "Allah's Wrath is great
on he who has bloodied the face of His Prophet.”

The Prophet (pbuh) tried to mount a large rock on the mountain which
blocked his way. Being older and weaker besides wearing two armors, he
could not climb it. Talhah ibn “Ubaydillih squatted beneath him and
enabled the Prophet (pbuh) to stund on his back until he stood on 1. After
Talhah's act, the Prophet (pbuh) said, “Talhah is eligible (for Paradise),”
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said, "He has other carviers ay well. By Hine in Whose Hands is my seul, the an-
gels rejoiced at (receiving) the spirir of Sa*d and the Throne shook for hine.”

Three polytheists were slain: Munabbih ibn “Uthmin jbn “Ubayd who
was injured by an arrow and died in Makkah because of it. There was also
from BanQ Makhziim ibn Yagagzah: Nawfal ibn " Abdilldh ibnul-Mughirah,
who penietrated the trench and was entrapped in it and killed, so the
Muslims too hold of his body. His people asked the Praphet {pbuh) to sell
them his body but he (pbuh) said, "We have no use for his body nor the price
(which could be paid) for it", and he let them have it. And from Bund ~Amir
ibn Lu‘ayy. " Amr ibn " Abd Wudd was killed by " Ali ibn Abi Tilib,

On the Day of Bani Qurayzah, Khallid ibn Suwayd from the Muslims,
was martyred, when a millstone was thrown on him causing a shattering
wound. It was said that the Prophet (pbuh) said that he would he given the
reward of two martyrs. Abu Siniin ibn Mihsan ibn Hurthin died during the
sicge of Band Qurayzah and was buried in the burial ground of Bani
Qurayzah. As T was told, after finishing the trench affair, the Prophet (pbuh)
sard, “The Quravsh will ot iivade vou after this vear, bt vou will invade them,”
The Quraysh did not invade them afterward, but he (pbuh) invaded them
untd Allah the Almighty permitted that he conquered Makkah,

The Attack on Bana Lihyan

After raiding Banll Qurayzah the Prophet (pbuh) spent six months in
Madinah from Dhul-Hijjah to Jumida al-Ul4. He went out against Ban
Lihydn to take revenge for Khubayb ibn *Adiyy and his companions who
were killed ar Ar-Raji". He pretended that he was heading for Syria to attack
the people by surprise. He left Madinah'"' und set forth passing by Ghurib, a
mountain near Madinah at the road 1o Syria, then to Makhid. to Al-Barri',
and then he tomed leftward to réach the valley of Bin, then to
Sukhayritul-Yammam, then straightforward on the highroad to Makkah. He
hastened the pace until he arrived at Ghurlin, the location of Banii Libyén.

L. He dpbuh} left fon Umm Makiim in chanze of Mudinah,
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Hind, the daughter of "Uthah and somie women with her. halted 1o
mutilate the Muslim corpses. After they cut off their cars and noses making
them into anklets, necklaces. and pendants, Hind gave them to Wahshi, the
slave of Jubayr ibn Mut'tm. She even ripped open Hamzah's liver and
chewed i1, but she could not stand its taste zand spat it out,

Al-Hulays ibn Zabbin, who was the leader of the black warriors, passed
by Abfl Sufyin while he was hitting the side of Hamzah's mouth with the
edge of his spear saying, "Taste that, you insurgent." Al-Hulays exclaimed,
"0 Bani Kindnah, is this the leader of the Quraysh doing this to his cousin
while dead?” He said, "Confound you, keep it secret, for it was just a slip.”

Having decided 1o depart, AbQ Sufyfin climbed up the mountain yelling
il the top of his voice, "Good work! Victory in war goes by aiternate
suceess; this day for the day (of Badr). Be sublime Hubal (an idol)” “ie.
uphold your religion”. The Prophet (pbub) told “Umar to get up and answer
him saying, "Allah is more Sublime and Exalied. We are not equal, Our
dead are in Paradise, while yours are in the Hell-Fire." At this Abi Sufyin
summoned “Umar to go to him. The Prophet (pbuh) told Him to go and see
what he was up 0. When he came Aba Sufyin said, "I beseech you by
Allah. © "Umar, have we killed Muhammad?” "By Allah, you have not. he
1s listening (o your talk now,” he answered. He said. "I know you are more
truthful and reliable than Ibn Qami'sh who suid that he had killed
Muhammad.”

Then Abl Sufyin exclaimed, "Among your deud some are mutilated. By
Allah, 1 am neither sausfied, nor angry, and 1 neither forbade nor
commanded mutilation.” While departing with his companions, Abi Sufvin
called out, "Your mecting-place is Badr next year" "Yes, it is an
appointment for both of us,” answered one of the Prophet's Companions
acconding to the commund of the Propher (phuh).

Then the Prophet (pbuh) commanded “Alf, "Ge after them, to trace out
thetr movements ared intention. If they are dismounting their horses and rviding
their camels they will be heading for Makkah, whereas if they are viding their hors-
es and leadmg their camels they will be heading for it (Madinak), By the One in
Whase Hand is my seul, if they make for Mudinah | will march owr 10 them and
Jighe.” “Ali said that he pursued them and found thit they were mounting

verification of the truth of what Allah and His Messenger had promised
them. Then He said,
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ones. etc.). And endure you patiently (O Muhammad), your patience is
not bat from Allah. And grieve not aver them (polytheists and pagans,
etc.). and be not distressed because of what they plot. y

(An-Nahl: 126-127)

So the Prophet (pbub) forgave them and forbade mutilation. Then he
(pbuh) ordered that Hamzah be covered in a mantle; then he performed the
funeril prayer over him. saying, "Aliah is Greater" seven times. Then he
commanded that all the dead be brought beside Hamzah, and he offered
prayer over them. Prayers which he had performed over them reached
SEVEMY-IWO prayers.

Ibn Ishiq said, “Safiyyah, the daughter of * Abdul-Muualib came to see
Hamzah, who was her full-brother. The Prophet (pbuh) ordered her son,
Az-Zubayr ibnul- Awwam, "Meet her and hold her back so that she will not see
what hay happened 1o her brother.” He said 1o her, "O Mother, the Messenger
of Allah orders you to return.” She said, "Why? I have been informed that
they have mutilated him. But so long as it is for the sake of Allah, whatever
happens to him satisfies us. T will be calm and patient if Allah wills." Back
to the Prophet (pbuh), Az-Zubayr reported to him what she had said. He
told him 1o leave her wlone, She looked at Hamzah and said, “To Allah we
belong and to Him do we return”, and then she invoked Allah's forgiveness
for hin. Then the Prophet (pbuh) ordered his burial,

Some Muslims carried their dead to Madinah to bury them there,
However, the Prophet (phuh) prohibited this act saying that they should be
buried in the place where they had died. According to ~Ahdullah ibn
Tha'labah, while inspecting the martyrs of Uhud, the Prophet (pbuh) said,
A am @ witness over these, Whoever is wounded for the sake of Allah will be re-
vived on the Day of Resurvevtion with his wounds bleeding with the color of bload
and the smell of musk. Find out the one who collected (or kept by heart) the
Qur'an more (or better) than his companiony and make him ahead of them in the
grave." Two or three bodies were buried in one grave.

On his way to Madinah, the Prophet (pbuh) met Hamnah, the daughter
of Jahsh. As she met the army. they announced to her the death of her
brother, “Abdulldh ibn Jahsh. She said. "To Allah we belong and 10 Him do
we relurn. [ ask Allah's forgiveness for him.” Then she was told of the death
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Prophet (pbuh), offered prayers with him towards the two qblahs
(Jerusalem and then Makkah) and swore the fealty of women to him, asked
the Prophet to give her Rifd"ah ibn Samaw'al al-Qurayzi who was an adult
and who had resorted to her, as he knew them before that. She said that he
had professed that he would offer prayers and eat camel’s meat. The Prophet
(pbuh) accepted and she saved his life. Afterwards, the Prophet (pbuh) divided
the property, women, and children of Banl Qurayzah among the Muslims.

Then the Prophet (pbuh) sent Sa'd ibn Zayd al-Anséri the brother of
“Abdul-Ashhal w0 Najd to sell some of the captive women of Band
Qurayzah for horses and arms. The Prophet (pbuh) had selected from their
women for himself Rayhdnah the daughter of "Amr ibn Khunifah, who
remained under his power until he died. When the Prophet (pbuh) had
proposed to marry her and put the veil on her, she said, "O Messenger of
Allah, let me in your power, for that will be easier for me and you." Hence
he left her. She had refused to convert to Islam when she was seized and
adhered to Judaism. Being displeased with her affair, the Prophet (pbuh)
secluded her. One day while he was with his Companions, he heard the
sound of footsteps behind him, 5o he said, "This is Tha'labah ibn Sa’yah
coming o tell me the good news of Rayhanah's conversion to Islam.” He
proclaimed the fact, which pleased the Prophet (pbuh).

Alluh the Almighty revealed Qui'anic verses, concerning the Batitle of
the Trench und Band Qurayzah. These verses are in Shrar al-Alzab in which
He mentions the affliction that the Muslims suffered from, His grace to
them, and His help when He relieved them after the evil words said by the
hypocrites. Allah the Alrmighty says.

4 O you who believe! Remember Allal’s Favour to you, when there came
agatnst you hosts, and We senr apawmnst them a wind and forces that vou
saw not e troops of angels during the battle of Al-Ahzdb (the Con-
federates)]. And Allah ix Ever All-Seer of what you do. b

The hosts were the armies of the Quraysh, the Ghatafiin, and Band
Qurayzah,

pursuit. Likewise. their enemy would know that the Muslims were mighty
and that therr losses had not weakened them.

Leaving Iba Umm Makitm in charge of Madinuh, the Prophe (pbut)
reached a place called Hamed'ul-Asad. about eight miles from Madinah. He
spent. Monday, Tuesday. and Wednesday there and then retumed to
Madinah. Ma'bad ibn Abi Mu'bad al-Khuzd'| met him. Both the Muslims
aidd polytheists of the Khuzi'ah were confidants of the Prophet {phuh) in
Tihimah. as they agreed among themselves that they would never hide
anything from him of whiat was happening there. Though a polytheist,
Mu'bad swmd, "O Muhammad, by Allah, we are really sorry for what has
happened to you and wish that Allah would keep you safe among them.”

The Propher (pbuh) met Abl Sufyin with bis army @1 Ar-Rawha"",
They had determined to return to the Prophet and his Companions. They
thought that while they had Killed the best of the Muslims, leaders, and
nobles. they wanted to amrack their survivors 1o exterminate them, When
Abl Sufyiin suw Ma"bad, he said, "What is up?" He answered, "Muhammad
has headed off with his Companions to follow you with an army ‘which |
have never seen the like, flaming with fury ugainst you. Those who
previously  stayed back are now joining him, they deplore their
non-affendance and are vielently infuriated against you. Never have 1 seén
anything like it." He cried wonderingly, “Confound you. what are you
saymng?” He answered. "By Alluh. 1 do not think that yvou should depant
hefore examining the forelocks of the cavalry.” “But we have decided to
attack them and uproot their survivors.” Abl Sufvin confirmed. My bad
added. "But 1 forbid that you do it.” Eventually, Mabad could chunge the
mind of Ab{l Sufyin and his followers.

A caravan of - Abdul-Qays met him. Knowing that they were heuding for
Madinah for provisions, he sad, "Would you give a tessage to Mubammad
for me and 1 will load your caravan with raisins in the next forum of “Ukig,
when you arrive there?" They accepted. He said, "When see him, tell him
that we are determined 10 march out to him and his Compunions 1o
annihilate them.” When the riders conveyed Abfl Sufyin's message to the
Prophet (pbuh) while he was 1n Hamrii'ul-Asad, he exclaimed, "Allah (Alone)
i5 Sufficient for us, and He is the Best Disposer of affairs { for us)".

. Atown two nights sway from Mudinah
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In the mommg Bant Qurayzah succumbed 1o the Prophet's judgement
and the Aws were aroused saying, "O Messenger of Allah, they are our
allies, not the Khazrap's. You know=how you have recently treated theirs.”
Previously the Prophet (phuh) had besieged Banii Qaynugd', the ex-allics of
the Khazraj. As they had submitted to his judgement, “Abdullih ibn Ubayy
thn Salil asked to have them and the Prophet (pbuh) agreed. However,
when the Aws said those words to the Prophet (pbuh). he said. "Would vou e
sanisfied, O Aws, if one of your own tribe gives the judgement conceming them?”™

They agreed. so he suggested Sa™d ibn Mu'idh to be that man.

The Prophet (pbuh) had made Sa'd ibo Mu™adh stay m a tent. owned by a
woman from the Aslam called Rufaydah inside his mosque. She used 1o
nurse and take care of the wounded Muslims. When Sa'd had been injured
by an arrow at the Batle of the Trench. the Prophet (pbuh) oerdered that he
be put in Rufayda's tent until he would visit him later. When the Prophet
(pbui) selecied him to arbitraie on the 1ssue of Bani Qurayzah, s people
went to him and put him on & donkey a leather cushion, ds he was a
corpulent man. Bringing lum o the Prophet (pbul) they said, "Be kind
your friends, for the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) has appointed you to judge
for that very purpose.” When they kept on siying so, he said, "It is time for
Sa'd. in the cause of Allah, not to fear the blume of any blamer.” Hearing
his words, one of those who were in his company went to the household of
Bani " Abdul-Ashhal and preannounce to them the death of Banh Qurayzah
before the arrival of Sa'd to them because of the words that he had jusit
heard from the latter.

When Sa'd reached the Prophet (pbuhy and the Muslims, the Prophet
(pbuh) said, “Ge to vour Chief”. The Muhdjirin of the Quraysh said that the
Prophet (pbuh) meant the Ansér, while the latter thought that he addressed
all the Muslims, so they got up and said, O Abdl “Amyr (meaning Sa d), the
Prophet (pbuh) has put you in charge of your allies’ affair that you may
arbitrute concerning them." Sa'd asked, "Do you make a covenant with
Allah that you pass the judgememt that [ will pronounce on them?" They
sail. "Yes". He added, "And the one who is here?' (Turning) in the
direction of the Prophet (pbuh) without mentoning his name oul of
venerutnon. The Prophet (phuh} replied, “Yes”™. Sa'd smd. "Then my
judgement is that their men should be killed, wealth divided, and women
and children faken as prisoners of war,”
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Islam, so they needed some of his Companions to go with them (o instruct
them in religion, teach them how to recite the Qur'an, and 1o teach them the
Islamic laws, The Prophet (pbuh) sent six of his Companions: Marthad ibn
Abi Marthad: Khilid ibnul-Bukayr; “Asim ibn Thibit: Khubayb ibn
“Adiyy: Zayd ibnud-Dathinah ibn Mu dwiyah; and “Abdullah ibn Tarig, He
made Marthad as the leader.

When they reached Ar-Raji, a watering place of the Hudhayl towards
Al-Hijdz at the upper part of Al-Had'ah (between “ Asfin and Makkah), the
Muslims were betrayed so they called the Hudhayl to help them against
them. While they were off guard, they were suddenly anacked by men with
swords, so they started to fight them: but the men said that they were not
intending to kill them as they wanted to profit from delivering them to the
people of Makkah. They pledged that they would not kill them. As for
Murthad, Khilid, and ~Asim, they said, "By Allah, we will never accept a
covenant nor a pact from a polytheist.”

Thereupon a fight ok place and the three were killed. The Hudhayl
attempted to take " Asim's head to sell it o Suliifah, the daughter of Sa"d ibn
Shuhayd. who, when he killed her 1wo sons at Uhud, vowed that if she
could get his head, she would drink wine from his skull. When the Hudhayl
approached his body, some hornets came between it and them, so they
decided 1o leave him until nightfull when the horets would go away and
they would be able to take his head. Yet, Allah sent a flood in the valley 1o
carry “Agim's corpse away. “Asim had given Allah a pledge never to touch
nor be touched by a pni:fumm out of fear of impurity. When he heard about
the homets that pmh:u:tcd Asim, "Umar ibnul-Khattdb said, “Allah protects
His believing servant. ~Asim had vowed that no polytheist should touch him
nor he would ever touch a polytheist in his life-span, so Allah protected him
after his death just as he had protected himself (i.e. from being touched by a
polytheist) while he was alive."

Khubayb ibn “Adiyy, Zayd ibnul-Dathinah, and “Abdullih ibn Ting
softened and yielded to their desire to live so they gave up and were fettered
to Makkah to be sold there. In Az-Zahrin, “Abdulldh managed to unbind
himselfl from the rope with which he had been fettered and took hald of his
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Approaching their forts, the Prophet (pbuh) said, "0 vou brothers of mon-
keys, has Allah disgraced vou and sent His indignation on vou?" They answered,
"0 Abul-Qasim, you were never a barbarous person.”

When the Prophet (pbuh) reachied Banl Quravzah be stopped by one of their
wells, adjacent to their possessions, called the Annd Well, His Companions
followed him, and among them were men whose last prayer was of the
Ish@’, and they had not offered the “Asr prayer in accordance to the
Prophet's command not to do so except in Bani Qurayzah. They had been
much preoccupied with war ammangements, uawilling to offer the prayer
until they would be in Ban( Qurayzah, complying with his order. Thus they
offercd the “Asr prayer there after the "Ishd’ prayer. Yet they were not disgraced
because of this by Allah, in His Book, nor did the Prophet (pbuh) reproach them.
Ban( Qurayzah were put under siege by the Prophet (pbuh) for twenty-five
mights until they were fatigued and Allah cast terror into their hearts.

Huyayy ibn Akhtab had stayed with Banfl Qurayzah in their fons after
the withdrawal of the Quraysh dnd the Ghatafin, to preserve his word 10
Ka'b ibn Asad, It became evident for them that the Prophet (pbuh) was
persistent to fight themy, so Ka'b ibn Asad cried out, "O Jews, you can see
what has befallen you: I propose to you three alternatives. Take which you
like the best: to follow this man and believe in him, for by Allah, it has
become apparent o you that he is a Prophet with a Message and that it 1s he
who is mentioned in your Book; and then you will secure your lives, wealth,
women, and children.” They answered, "We will nevet violate the rules of
the Torah and never replace it with another.” He smd. "Then if you do not
take this proposal, kill your wives and children and then go out, men only
with their swords to fight Muliimmad and his Companions leaving no
burdens behind you, until Allah judges between us and Muhammad. If we
die, we die, without leaving children behind us 10 worry aboul. Iff we win, we
can marry other wives and have children.” They said, "To kill these poor
creatures? How can we live after them?" He said, "Then if you do not take
this proposal "Tonight is the eve of Saturday. Most probably Muhammad and
his Comipanions will feel safe, so why do we not come down and seize
Muhammad and his Companjons by surprise.” They suid, "Are we (o
corrupt our Saturday and do on it what our predecessors had done as it 18
well-known to you that they were tumed into apes? He answered, "None of
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prolonged my prayer,” Tt was then that Khubayb established the sunnah of
performing two rak ahs before being executed.

Then he was uplified onto a piece of wood on which they bound him. He
said, "Q Allah, we have delivered the message of Your Messenger, so tell
him tomorrow what is being done to us.” Then he said, "O Allah, count
them by number. kill them separately one by one. and leave none.” Then
they killed im, may Allah have merey on him.

Mu’awiyah ibn Abi Sufyiin said, "I was thire that dity with those who
were with AbG Sufydn, as he pushed me to the ground out of fear of
Khubayb's invocation.” They used to believe that if one was cursed, and
then slept on the side the curse would vanish. It was narrated that wien
“Umar Ibnul-Khaudb appointed Sa'id ibn “Amir ibn Hidhyam al-Jumahi
over a part of Syria. he suffered fainting fits while he was among the people,
and “Umar was told of this. During a visit 1o “Umar. “Umar asked him about
his problem, so he said, "1 have nothing to suffer from. but [ was among the
attendecs of Khubayb ibn “Adiyy's killing. 1 heard his invocation, and
whenever | remember it when | am in @ mesting 1 faint." This augmenfed
Umar’s admiration of him.

[bn “Abbis said, "When the expedition on which Marthad and “Asim
were altacked in Ar-Raji’. some of the hypocrites said, 'Alas for those
tempted fellows who died i such a way! They neither remained with their
families nor did they deliver the message of their Companion.' Then Alluh
the Almighty revealed concerning the saving of the hypocrites, & And of mankind

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message, Banll Qurayzah said. "Nu’aym had spoken the truth. The people
wint you to fight. In case they have the oppontunity they will make the best
of it; but in case they do not, they will flee o their own country and leave us
to encounter this man here. 50 convey our message 1o the Quraysh and the
Ghagafan, "By Allah, we will not fight Muhammad with them unless you
give us hostages.” They refused 10 do so. Allih sticred up distrust among
them. He sent a bitter storm against them on the extremely cold winter
nights, which overtumed their cooking-pots and vessels. Having leamed
about their disagreement and how Allah had dispersed their confederation,
the Praphet (pbuh) summoned "Hudhayfah ibnul-Yamién to send him to
them and find out what they had done that night.

Muhammad 1bn Ka'b al-Qurazi reported that a man from Kifah said
Hudhayiah, "Did you really see the Messenger of Alluh and accompany
him?" When he answered ves. he asked what they were doing. "We used to
live a hard hfe,” Hudhayfah said. He said. "By Allah, if we were with him,
we would not have left him to walk on the ground, but would have carried
iy on our shoulders.” Hudhayfah said, "0 nephew, by Allah, we were with
the Prophet (pbuh) at the trench. After he had offered prayers for a part of
the night, he tumed 1o us and asked, "Who will get up and go 1o find out for us
what the enemy is doing and then return, and I will invoke Allah the Almighty that
he be my comrade i Paradise ™ No one moved because of the extreme fear.
hunger and cold which prevailed. When no one responded, the Prophet
(pbuh) called me, and | had 1o go to him when he called me. 'Q Hudhavfuh,
go through the enemyv and investigate what they are doing. Do not do anything
felse) until vour come hack 1o ws,” sard the Prophet (pbuh). So I went through
the enemy while the wind and the soldiers of Allah were dealing with them
as they did, leaving neither pot. nor fire, nor tent standing in their place.
Abl Sulyin got up saying. 'O Quraysh, let every man see who is sitling
beside him." [ held the hand of the man at my side asking him who he was
and he said, 'so-und-so'!V

Then Abfl Sufyin said, 'O Quraysh, we are not staying in a permanent
camp;: the horses and camels have perished: Banl Qurayzah have broken

until he was granted martyrdom in the Bawle of the Trench, May Allah have
mercy on them all’!

“Amr ibn Umayyah Ad-Damri and an Anséri of Banfi “Amr ibn ~Awfb
were out on their grazing ground. They recognized the death of their
companions when they saw birds encircling their camp. Trving (o
investigate the mateer, they found the men lying dead, while their killers
were standing near by on their horses. “Amr suggested that they should
mform the Prophet (pbuh) about the news, but the Ansfri felt unable 1o
leave the place where Al-Mundhir had been killed, so he fought the group
until he was slain, “Amr was captured, but when he told them that he was of the
Mudar tribe, " Amir ibnut-Tufayl released him after he had cut his hair. Tt was
alleged that he did so to fulfil an oath taken by his mother to set a slave free,

"Amr reached Al-Qargarah at the opening of a canal when two men of
Bani " Amir joined him in the shade of a tree. “Anir did not know that these
was @ pledge of protection between the Prophet (pbuh) and Band " Amir.
When he knew that they belonged to Band “Amir, he killed them while they
were sleeping to avenge the killing of the Prophet’s Companions. Returning
to the Prophet (pbuh), he told him of his deed. " You have killed twe men whose
bload-maney | should fulfil," said the Prophet, "This is an outcome of Abii Bard’
I did not like and fearéd this (expedition).” When Abl Bard' heard the news he
wis exiremely annoyed by “Amir's violation of his pledge by killing the
Prophet’s Companions despite his promise of protection.

Among those who were slain, was *Amir ibn Fuhayrah. According to
Hishim ibn *Urwah, "Amir ibnut-Tufay! asked, "Who was the man among
them when he was killed, 1 saw him elevated between the earth and the
sky?" They answered, "It was *Amir ibn Fuhayrah.”

Allah described the Prophet (pbub) and his Companions being in fear
and difficulty when they were attucked by their enemy from above and
below. Nu aym ibn Mas'(id went to the Prophet (pbuh) telling him that he
had secretly embraced Islam, and his own people did not know i, and asked
him to command him 1o do anything he (pbuh) wanted. The Prophet (pbuh)
said, "You are only ane man among us, so go and incite disirust among the enemy
to ward them off us if vou can. for war is a stratagem."”

Immediately, Nu'aym headed for Banli Qurayzah with whom he had
been a comrade in his pre-lslamic days. After mentioning his good will
towards them and of their special relationship, they acknowledged that they
did not feel suspicious fowards him. He said, "The Quraysh and the
Ghatafdan are not like you! the town is yours which encompasses your
property, wives, and children; you cannot depart and go anywhere else. The
Quraysh und the Ghatafin are here to fight Muhammad and his
Companions, as you are supporting thém against him, but their land,
property, and wives are not here. so they are different from vou. If they find
an opportunity they will seize it; but if the situation goes bad, they will
return to their own land and let you confront the man whom vou will not be

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until he was granted martyrdom in the Battle of the Trench. May Allah have
mercy on them all!

“Amr ibn Umayyah Ad-Danmid and an Ansérd of Banl “Amr ibn " Awfi!
were out on their grazing ground. They recognized the death of their
compunions when they saw birds encircling their camp. Trying to
investigate the matter, they found the men lying deud, while their killers
were standing near by on their horses. “Amr suggested that they should
mform the Prophet (pbuh) about the news, but the Ansfiri felt unable to
leave the place where Al-Mundhir had been killed, so he fought the group
until he was slain. " Amr was caprured, but when he told them that he was of the
Mudbr tribe, *Amir ibnut-Tufayl released him after he had cut his hair. Tt was
alleged that he did so to fulfil an oath taken by his mother to set a slave free,

“Amr reached Al-Qarqarah at the opening of 4 canal when two men of
Banil * Amir joined him in the shade of a tree. *Amr did not know that there
was a pledge of protection between the Prophet (pbuh) and Banh ~Amir.
When he knew that they belonged to Bandi *Amir, he killed them while they
were sleeping to avenge the killing of the Prophet's Companions. Retuming
to the Prophet (pbuh), he told him of his deed. "You have killed two men whese
blocd-money | should fulfil," said the Prophet, "This is an outcome of Abii Bard'
I didd net like and feared this (expedition).” When Abil Bard' heard the news he
was extremely annoyed by “Amir's violation of his pledge by killing the
Prophet’s Companions despite his promise of protection.

Among those who were slain, was *Amir ibn Fuhayrah. According to
Hishdm ibn *Urwah, *Amir ibnut-Tufay! asked, "Who was the rman among
them when he was killed, T saw him elevated between the earth and the
sky?" They answered, "Tt was *Amir ibn Fuhayrah."

The Prophet Expludes Bana An-Nadir, 4 AH
The Prophet (pbuh) went to Banfi An-Nadir seeking their help to pay the

bleod-money for the two men of “Amir whom “Amr ibn Umayyah ad-Damri
killed after he (the Prophet) had given them a pledge of protection. There

L Al-Mundhir ibn Muhamoud ibn *Ligbah
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message, Banh Qurayzah said. "Nu'aym had spoken the truth. The people
want you to fight. In case they have the opportunity they will make the besi
of ity but in case they do not, they will flee w their own country and leave us
ta encounter this man here. So convey our message (o the Quraysh and the
Ghatafdn, 'By Allah, we will not fight Muhammad with them unless you
give us hostages.” They refused 1o do so. Allah stirred up distrust among
them. He sent @ bitter storm against them on the extremely cold winter
nights, which overturmned their cooking-pots and vessels. Having leamed
about their disagreement and how Alluh had dispersed their confedetation,
the Prophet (pbub} summoned "Hudhayfah ibnul-Yamén 1o send him 1o
them and fimnd out what they had done that might,

Muhammad 1bn Ka'b al-Qurazi reported that a man from Kifah said w
Hudhayfah, “Did you really see the Messenger of Allah and sccompany
him?" When he answered yes, he asked what they were doing. "We used to
live a hard life,” Hudhayfah said. He said, "By Allah, if we were with him.
we would not have left him to wilk on the ground, but would have carried
him on our shoulders,” Hudhayfah said, “O nephew, by Alluh, we were with
the Prophet (pbuh) at the trench. After he had offered prayers for a part of
the night, he turned o vus and asked, Who will get up und go 1o find out for us
whar the enemy 1s doing and then rerura, and I will invoke Allah the Almighty that
fie be mv comrmde in Paradise?” No one moved because of the extreme fear,
hunger and cold which prevailed. When no one responded, the Prophet
(phuh) called me, and I had 10 go to him when he called me. 'O Hudhavfuh.
go through the enemy and mvestigate what they are doing. Do nor do anything
felse) until you come back 1o ws,” said the Prophet (pbuh). So I went through
the cnemy while the wind and the soldiers of Allah were dealing with them
as they did, leaving neither pol. nor fire, nor tent standing in their place.
Abii Sufydn got up saying, 'O Quraysh, let every man see who is sitting
beside him." I held the hand of the man at my side asking him who he was
and he said, ‘so-und-so’'"

Then Abd Sufyan said. 'O Quraysh. we are not staying in a permanent
camp; the horses and camels have perished: Banl Qurayzah have broken

Then he was uplified onto a piece of wood on which they bound him. He
said. "0 Allah, we have delivered the message of Your Messenger, so (el
tim tomorrow what is being done to us.” Then he said, "O Allah. count
them by number, Kill them separately one by one. and icave none.” Then
they killed him, may Allah have mercy on him.

Mu"dwiyah ibn Abi Sufyan said. "l was there that day with those who
were with Abl Sufydn, as he pushed me 1o the ground owt of fear of
Khubayh's invocation.” They used 10 believe that if one was cursed, and
then slept on the side the curse would vanish. It was narrated that when
“Umar Ibnul-Khagdb appointed Sa'id ibn “Amir ibn Hidhyvam al-Jumahi
over a part of Sy, he suffered Fainting fits while he was among the people,
and " Umar was told of this, During a visit to *Umar, "Umar asked him about
his problem, so he said. "1 have nothing to suffer from, but | was among the
atiendees of Khubayb ibn “Adiyy's killing. | heard his invocution, and
whenever [ remember it when | am in a meeting 1 faint.” This augmented
"Umar's admiration of him.

Ibn “Abbis said. "When the expedition on which Marthad and *Asim
were attacked in Ar-Raji”, some of the hypocrites said. ‘Alas for those
tempted fellows wh died in such a way! They neither remained with their
tamilies nor did they deliver the message of their Companion.’ Then Allah
the Almighty revealed concering the saving of the hypocrites, & And of marnkind
there 1y he whose speech may please vou [ O Muhammad), in this worldly life | e
he muy use his tongue to say words with which he pretends that he is Mus-
lim & asid he calls Allah 1o \witness as to thar whick is in his heart & although this
contradicts that which he says € ver e is the most quarrélvome of the opponents &
e e is argumentative when he speaks with you. & And when he turns awav ( from
vou "0 Mubammad™) % i.¢. when he leaves you &his effort in the land ix to muke
mixchict therein and to destroy the crops and the cattle, and Allak Fkes not mis-
¢liefe i.e. He does not like that it should be made or spread, & And when it is said
w him, Fear Allalt', e is led by arrpgance 1o (mare) erime, So enough for him is
Hell, and worst indeed is that place 1o rest! And of mankind is he who would sell
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Approaching their forts. the Prophet (pbuh) said, "O vou brothers of mon-
kevs, has Allah disgraced vou and sent Hix indignation on you?" They answered,
"0 Abul-Qisim, you wer¢ never a barbarous person.”

When the Prophet (pbuh) reached Bandl Quirayzah he stopped by one of their
wells, adjacent 1o their possessions, called the Annd Well. His Companions
followed him, and among them were men whose last prayer was of the
Ishd’, and they bad not offered the “Asr prayer in accordance 1o the
Prophet's commund not to do so except in Bani Qurayzah. They had been
much preoccupied with war amangements, unwilling to offer the prayer
until they would be in Band Qurayzah, complying with his order, Thus they
offered the "Asr prayer there after the “Ishil' prayer. Yet they were not disgraced
because of this by Allah, in His Book, nor did the Prophet (pbuh) reproach them.
Banid Qurayzah were put under siege by the Prophet (pbuh) for twenty-five
nights until they were fatigued and Allah cast terror into their hearts.

Huyayy ibn Akhiab had stayed with Ban( Qurayzah in their forts after
the withdrawal of the Quraysh and the Ghatafiin, to preserve his word to
Ka'b ibn Asud. It became evident for them that the Prophel (pbuh) was
persisient to fight them, so Ka'b ibn Asad cnied out, "0 Jews, vou can sce
what has befallen vou: I propose to you three alternatives. Take which yvou
like the best: to follow this man and believe in him, for by Allah, it has
become apparent to yvou that he 1s a Prophet with a Message and that 1t 1s he
whio is mentioned in your Book: and then you will secure your lives, wealth,
women, and children." They answered, "We will never violate the rules of
the Torah and never replace it with another.” He said, "Then if you do not
take this proposal, kill your wives and children and then go olt, men only
with their swords w Oght Muhammad and his Companions leaving no
burdens behind you, until Allah judges between us and Mubammad. It we
die, we die, without leaving children behind us 1o worry about. If we win, we
can marry other wives and have children.” They said, "To kill these poor
creatures? How can we live after them?” He siid, "Then if you do not take
this proposal "Tonight is the eve of Saturday. Most probably Mubammad and
his Companions will feel safe, so why do we not come down and seize
Muhammad and his Companions by surprise.” They smd, "Are we to
corrupt our Saturday and do on il what our predecessors had done as 1t is
well-known 10 you that they were tumned into apes?” He answered, "None of
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Islam, so they needed some of his Companions to go with them to instruct
them in religion, teach them how to recite the Qur'an, and 1o teach them the
Islamic laws. The Prophet (pbuh) sent six of his Companions: Marthad ibn
Abi Marthad: Khilid ibnul-Bukayr; ‘Asim ibn Thibit: Khubayb ibn
“Adiyy; Zayd ibnud-Dathinah ibn Mu"dwiyah: and *Abdullah ibn Tériq. He
made Marthad as the leader.

When they reached Ar-Raji’, a watering place of the Hudhayl towards
Al-Hijaz at the upper part of Al-Had'ah (between " Asfin and Makkah), the
Muslims were betrayed so they called the Hudhayl to help them agains(
them. While they were off guard, they were suddenly attacked by men with
swords. so they started to fight them; but the men said that they were not
intending to kill them as they wanted to profit from delivering them to the
people of Makkah, They pledged that they would not kill them. As for
Marthad, Khalid, and *Asim, they said, "By Allah, we will never accept a
covenant nor a pact from a polytheist.”

Thereupon a fight took place and the three were killed. The Hudhayl
attemnpted to take "Agim's head to sell it to Suldfah, the daughter of Sa'd ibn
Shuhayd, who, when he killed her two sons at Uhud, vowed that if she
could get his head, she would drink wine from his skull. When the Hudhayl
approached his body, some hornets came between it and them, so they
decided to leave him until nightfall when the hornets would go away and
they would be able to take his head. Yet, Allah sent a flood in the valley 1o
carry *Asim's corpse away. “Asim had given Allih a pledge never to touch
nor be touched by a polytheist out of fear of impurity. When he heard about
the harnets that protected “Asim, *Umar ibnul-Khagdb said. “Allah protects
His believing servant. *Asim had vowed that no polytheist should touch him
nor he would ever touch a polytheist in his life-span, so Allah protected him
after his death just as he had protected himself (i.e. from being touched by a
polytheist) while he was alive.”

Khubayb ibn “Adiyy, Zayd ibnul-Dathinah, and “Abdulldh ibn Térig
softened and yielded to their desire to live so they gave up and were fettered
to Makkah 10 be sold there. In Az-Zabrin, “Abdullih managed 1o unbind
himself from the rope with which he had been fetrered and took hold of his
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In the morning Banl Qurayzah succumbed to the Prophet's judgenient
and the Aws were aroused saying, "0 Messenger of Allah, they are our
allies, not the Khazraj's, You know=how you have recently treated theirs.”
Previously the Prophet (pbuh) had besieged Banti Qaynuqga’, the ex-allics of
the Khazraj, As they had submitted to his judgement. ~Abdullih ibn Uhayy
ithin Salill asked to have theém and the Prophet (pbuh) agreed. However,
when the Aws said those words to the Prophet (pbuh). he said. "Would vou be

Satisfied, O Aws, if one of your own tribe gives the judgement concerning then™"
They ugreed, so he suggested Sad ibn Mu™fidh to be that man,

The Prophet (pbuh) had made Sa'd ibn My Gdh stay in a tent owned by a
woman from the Aslam called Rufaydah inside his mosque. She used 1o
nurse and take care of the wounded Muslims. When Sa'd had been injured
by an arrow at the Battle of the Trench, the Prophet (pbuh) ordered that he
be put in Rufavda's tent until he would visit him' laer. When the Prophet
(phuny selected him to arhitrate on the issue of Banl Qurayzah. his people
went 0 him and put him on a donkey a leather cushion. as he was a
corpulert man, Bringing lum to the Propher (pbuh) they suid, "Be kind 10
your friends, for the Messenger of Allah (phuh) has appointed you to judge
for that very purpose.” When they kept on saying so, he said, "It is time for
Sa'd. in the cause of Allah, not to fear the blame of any blamer.” Hearing
his words, ong of those who were in his company went 1o the houschold of
Band " Abdul-Ashhal and preannounce to them the death of Band Qurayzah
hefore the arrival of Sa'd to them because of the words that he had just
heard from the latter.

When Sa'd reached the Prophet ipbuh) and the Muslims, the Prophet
(pbuh) said, "Go to vour Chief”. The Muhijirin of the Quraysh suid that the
Prophet (pbuh) meant the Ansdr, while the Latter thought that he addressed
all the Muslims, so they got up and said, "O Abd “Amr (meaning Sa"d), the
Prophet (pbuh) has put you im charge of your allies' affair thar you may
arbitrate concerning them.” Sa'd asked. "Do you make a covenant with
Allizh that vou pass the judgement that T will pronounce on them?" They
siid, "Yes". He ndded., "And the one who is here™ (Tuming) in the
direction of the Prophet (pbuh) without mentonmg his name oul of
veneration. The Prophet (pbuh) replied, “Yes™. Sa'd said, "Then my
judgement is that their men should be Killed, wealth divided, and women
and children taken as prisoners of war."
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pursuit. Likewise. their enemy would know that the Mushims were mghty
and that their losses had not weakened them.

Leaving [bn Umm Maktdm in charge of Madinah, the Prophet (pbuh)
reached o place called Hamri'ul-Asad. about eight miles from Madinah. He
spent. Monday, Tuesday, and Wednesday there and then returned 1o
Madinah. Ma'bud ibn Abi Mabad al-Khuzi'i met Him. Both the Muslins
and polytheists of the Khuzd ah were confidunts of (he Prophet (pbuh) in
Tihamah, as they agreed among themselves that they would never hide
anything from him of what was huppening there. Though a polytheist.
Ma'bad smd. "O Mubammad. by Allsh, we ate really sorty for what has
happened to you and wish that Allah would kesp vou safe among them.”

The Prophet (pbuh) met Abf Sufyin with his army at Ar-Rawha'",
They had determined 1o return to the Prophet and his Companions. They
thought that while they had killed the best of the Muslims, leaders, and
nobles. they wanted to atack their survivars 1o exterminate them. When
Abi Sufyin suw Ma'bad. he said. "What is up?" He answered. "Muhammad
has headed off with his Companions 1o follow you with an army which |
have never seen the [iKe. flaimng with fury against you., Those who
previously stayed back ure new joming him; they deplore their
non-attendance and are vielently infuriated aguinst you. Never have 1 scen
anything like it." He cried wondenngly. "Confound you, what are you
saying?" He answered, "By Allah, 1 do not think that you should depart
before examining the forelocks of the cavalry.” "But we have decided to
attack them and uproot their survivors," Abi Sufyin confirmed. Ma bud
added, "But | forbid that you do it." Eventually. M bad could chunge the
mind of Abfi Sufyin and his followers.

A caravan of “Abdul-Qays met him. Knowing that they were heading for
Madinah for provisions, he said, "Would you give a message 10 Muhammad
tor me and I will load your caravan with raisins in the next forum of “Ukagz,
when you arrive there?" They accepted. He said, "When see him, tell him
that we are determined o march owt o him and his Companions fo
annitilate them.” When the riders conveyed Abl Sufyin's message to the
Prophet (pbub) while he was in Hamrd'ul-Asad, he exclaimed, "Allah (Alorne)
oy Sufficient for us, and He iy the Best Disposer of affairs (for us)",

LA town bwo tighis away Trome Madingah
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Prophet (pbuh), offered prayers with him towards the two qiblahs
(Jerusalem and then Makkah) and swore the fealty of women to him, asked
the Prophet to give her Rifd"ah ibn Samaw'al al-Qurayzi who was an adult
and who had resorted to her, as he knew them belore that. She said that he
had professed that he would offer prayers and eat camel's meat. The Prophet
(pbuh) accepted and she saved his life. Afterwards, the Prophet (pbuh) divided
the property, women, and children of Ban Qurayzah among the Muslims,

Then the Prophet (pbuh) sent Sa'd ibn Zayd al-Anséri the brother of
"Abdul-Ashhal to Najd to sell some of the captive women of Banl
Qurayzah for horses and arms. The Prophet (pbuh) had selected from their
women for himself Rayhiinah the daughter of "Amr ibn Khunifah, who
remained under his power until he died. When the Prophet (pbuh) had
proposed to marry her and put the veil on her, she said, "O Messenger of
Allah, let me im your power, for that will be easier for me and you." Hence
he left her, She had refused to convert to Islam when she was seized and
adhered to Judaism. Being displeased with her affair. the Prophet (pbuh)
secluded her. One day while he was with his Companions, he heard the
sound of footsteps behind him, so he said, "This is Tha'labah ibn Sa’yah
coming to tell me the good news of Rayhinah's conversion o Islam." He
proclaimed the fact, which pleased the Prophet (pbuh).

Allah the Almighty revealed Qur'anic verses, concerning the Battle of
the Trench and Band Qurayzah, These verses are in Sarar al-Ahzdab in which
He mentions the affliction that the Mushims suffered from, His grace to
them, and His help when He relieved them after the evil words said by the
hypocrites. Allah the Almighty says,

& O you who believe! Remember Allah’s Favour 1o you, when there came
against you hosts, and We sent against them a wind and forces that you
saw nat [Le roops of angels during the banle of Al-Ahzdb (the Con-
federates)]. And Allah is Ever All-Seer of what you do. %

The hosts were the armies of the Quraysh, the Ghatafin, and Band
Quravzah.
¢ When they came upan you from abave you and from below yeou, and

when the eves grew wild and the hearts reached to the throats, and you
were harbouring doubis abour Allah, }
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ones, ete.). And endure you patiently (O Muliummad), vour patience is
not but from Allah. And grieve not over them (polvtheists and pagans.

S0 the Prophet (pbub) forgave them and forbade mutilation. Then he
(pbuh) ordered that Hamzah be covered in o mantle; then he performed the
funeral prayer over him, saying, "Allah is Greater” seven times. Then he
commanded that all the dead be brought heside Hamzah, and he offered
prayer over them. Prayers which he had performed over them reached
SEVENLY-IWo prayers.

Ibn Ishiiq said, "Safivyah, the daughter of ~Abdul-Muttalib came to see
Hamzah, who was her fuli-brother. The Prophet (pbuh) ordered her son,
Az-Zubayr ibnul-" Awwim, "Meer her and hold her back xo that she will nor see
what has happened to her brosher.” He said to her, "O Mother, the Messenger
of Allah orders you to return.” She said, “Why? | have been informed that
they have mutilated him. But so long as it is for the sake of Allah, whatever
happens 1o him satshies us, 1 will be calm and patient if Allah wills.” Back
o the Prophet (pbuh). Az-Zubayr reported to him what she had sud. He
tald him to leave her alone. She looked at Hamzah and said, "To Allah we
belong and 1o Him do'we return”, and then she invoked Allal's forgiveness
tor hum. Then the Prophet (pbuh) ordered his burial.

Some Muslims carried their dead to Madinah 10 bury them there.
Howcver, the Prophet (pbuh) prohibited this act saying that they should be
buried in the place where they had died. According to “Abdullih ibn
Tha’labah, while inspecting the martyrs of Uhud, the Prophet (pbuh) said,
"I am a witness over these. Whoever iy wounded for the sake of Allah will be re-
vived e the Day of Reswrrection with his wounds bleeding with the color of bleod
and the smell of musk. Find out the one who collected (or kept by heart] the
Qur'an more (or better) than his companions and make him ahead of them in the
grave,” Two or three bodies were buried in one grave.

On his way to Madinah, the Prophet (pbuh) met Hamnah, the daughter
of Jahsh. As she met the army, they announced to her the death of her
brother, "Abdullih ibn Jafish. She said, "To Allsh we belong and to Him do
we return. | ask Allah's forgiveness for him." Then she was told of the death
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they (themselves) come not to the battle except a little. ®

She even ripped open Hamzah's hiver and
chewed it, but she could not stand 1ts taste and spat it out.

Al-Hulays 1bn Zabban. who was the leader of the black warriors, passed
by Abd Sufyian while he was hitting the side of Hamzah's mouth with the
edge of his spear saying, "Taste that, you insurgent.” Al-Hulays exclaimed.
'O Banii Kininah, is this the leader of the Quraysh doing this to his cousin
while tead?"

Al this Abd Sufyiin
summoned ~Umar to go to him. The Prophet (pbuh) told lim 10 go and see
what he was up . When he came AbG Sufydn said, "I beseech you by
Allah, O "Umgr, have we killed Muhammad?" "By Allah. you have not. he
is listening to your talk now." he answered. He saidl. "1 know you are more
truthful and reliable than Ibn Qami'ah who said that he had killed
Muhamniad.”

Then Ab( Sufyin exclaimed, "Among your dead some are mutilated. By
Allah, [ am neither suisfied, nor angry., and | neither forbade nor
commanded muiilation.” While departing with his companions, Abd Sufyin
called out. "Your meeting-place is Badr next year." "Yes, it is an
appointment for both of us,” answered one of the Prophet's Companions
according to the command of the Prophet (phuh),

Then the Prophet (pbuh) commanded “AlL, "Go after them, to trace out
therr movements and wention. If they are dismoanting their hovses and riding
their camols they will be heading for Makkah, whereas if they are riding their hors-
ex and leading their camels. ey will be heading for it (Madinah). By the One in
Whase Hand ix my-soul, if they make for Madinah | will march out 1o them and
Sight" “AR said that he pursued them and found that they were mounting
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Sawd, "He has other carriers as well. By Him in Whose Hands is my soul, the an-
gels rejoiced at (receiving) the spirit of Sa’d and the Throne shook for him."

Three polytheists were slain: Munabbih ibn *Uthman ibn “Ubayd who
was injured by an arrow and died in Makkah because of it. There was also
from BanG MakhzGm ibn Yagagzah: Nawfal ibn ~Abdillih tbnul-Mughirah,
who penetrated the trench and was entrapped in it and killed. so the
Muslims too hold of his body. His people asked the Prophet (pbuh) to sell
them his body but he (pbuh) satd, “We have no use for his body nor the price
(which could be paid) for it”, and he let them have it And from Band ~ Amir
ibn Lu'ayy, "Amr ibn ~ Abd Wudd was killed by “Ali ibn Abi Tilib.

On the Day of Bani Qurayzah. Khalldd ibn Suwayd from the Muslims,
was martyred, when a milistone was thrown on him causing a shattering
wound. It was said that the Prophet (pbuh) said that he would be given the
reward of two martyrs, Abll Sindin ibn Mihsan ibn Hurthin died during the
sicge of Bunl Qurayzah snd was buried in the burial ground of Bani
Qurayzah. As [ was 1old, after finishing the trench affair, the Prophet {pbuh)
said, “The Quraysh will not invade vou after this year, but you will invade them. "
The Quraysh did not invade them afterward, but he (pbuh) invaded them
untl Allah the Almighty permitted that he conguered Makkah.

The Attack on Banfi Lihyan

After raiding Band Qurayzah the Prophet (pbuh) spent six months in
Madinah from Dhul-Hijjah to Juméadd al-Uld. He went out against Band
Lihydn to take revenge for Khubayb ibn “Adiyy and his compunions who
were killed at Ar-Raji’. He pretended that he was heading for Syria to attack
the people by surprise. He left Madinah!!' and set forth passing by Ghurib, a
mountain near Madingh at the road 1o Syna, then to Makhid, to Al-Butrd',
and then he turmed lefiward 10 reach the valley of Bin, then 10
Sukhayritul-Yammam, then straightforward on the highroad 1o Makkah, He
hastened the pace until he arrived at Ghurdn, the location of Banfl Lihyin.
Ghurdn is a valley between Amaj and “Usfin up to a village called Sayah.

L. He(phub) lefi Iba Umm Muktio in charge of Madinah
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When the Muslims recognized the Prophet (pbub) they took him and
ascended 10 a mountain pass. He was in the company of Ab( Bukr, * Umar,
“Ali. Talhab ibn “Ubaydillah, Az-Zubayr ibnul-" Awwilm, Al-Hirith
ibnug-Simmah, and others.

Reaching the glen, the Prophet (pbuh) was pursued by Ubayy ibn Khalaf'
who said, "0 Muhammad! Either you or 1 be will killed.” The people said,
"Shall any of us kil him?" The Prophet (pbuh) said, "Leave him alone.”
Coming closer to lhim, the Propbet (pbuh) took a lance from Al-Hirith
ibnus-Simmah. As T was told, He shivered violently in such a way that all of
them scattered in all directions at once. Facing him, the Prophet (pbuh)
stabbed him in the neck so that he swayed and rolled off his mare over and
over.

Previously in Makkah, Ubavy ibn Khalal used to say to the Prophet
(pbuh), "0 Muhammad. | have got a mare called Al-" Awdh which 1 forage
every day with many quantities of corn, | shall kill you, while riding it."
"Bur I will Rill you of Allah wills,” was the Prophet’s answer, When he returned
to the Quraysh, he only had a small scrateh on his neck. So when the blood
became congested he said, "By Alluh, Muhammad has killed me." They
answered, "By Allah, you are afraid of death. By Allah, you are not hurt.”
He replied. "He old me when we were in Makkah that he would kill me.
and by Allah, had he spat on me, he would have Killed me." Eventually, the
enemy of Allah died at a place called Sarif, while they were tuking him back
10 Makkah.

When the Prophet (pbuh) arrived at the opening of the mountain pass,
“Ali went to fill his leather shield with water from the watenng place of
Al-Mihris and brought it to the Prophet (pbuh) 1o drnk. but he refused
because of its repulsive odor, Nonetheless, he used the water to wash the
blood from his face. Pouring it over his bead he said, "Allah's Wrath 1s great
on hie who has bloodied the face of His Prophet.”

The Prophet (pbuh) tried to mount a large rock on the mountain which
blocked his way. Being older and weaker besides wearing two armors, he
could not ¢limb it. Talhab ibn "Ubaydillih squatted beéncuth him and
emithled the Prophet (pbuh) to stand on his back until he stood on it. Afrer
Talhah's act, the Prophet (pbuh) said, "Talkah is eligible {for Paradise).”
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Wagsh, Sa'd ibn Zayd, Usayd ibn Zuhayr. *Ukashah ibn Mihsan, Muliriz
ibn. Nadluh, Ab0 Qatdduh al-Hirith ibn Rib'i, and Ab( “Aayyish “Ubayd
ibn Zayd. When they had come together 1o the Prophet {pbuh), he appointed
Sa'd 1bn Zayd over them and told them to head for the band until he hitnself
would follow them with the troaps.

In the engagement, Abil Qatddah al-Harith ibn Rib'i killed Habib ibn
“Uyaynah ibn Hisn and covered him with his mantle: then he joined his
force. The Prophet (pbuh) proceeded with Muslim warriors. As they saw
Habib covered with Abi Qatddah’s mantle, they exclaimed, "To Allah we
belong ind to Him is our return! Ab Queiddah has been slain.* The Prophet
(pbuh) said that it was not Abll Qutddah but 3 man killed by him and
eovered with his mantle in order to know that he was his prey.

“Ukdishah reached Awbir and his son “Amr who were MOUHINg on ong
camel, and killed the two of them with one stroke of his lance. Soime of the
milch-camels were recovered. The Prophet (pbuh) advanced until he
stopped and alighted at the mountain of DHO Qarad, where the men joined
him. und spemt there a day and a night. Salamah ibnul-Akwa® asked for
permission o go with a hundred men 1o recover the rest of the camels and
behead the band. The Prophet (pbuh) said, "Vow they should be having their
evening mitk-drink among the Gharafan. ™ After the Prophet {pbuh) had divided
the butchered camels, one for every hundred men., he returmed to Madinah.
The wife of Al-Ghifiri came riding on one of the Prophet's she-caniels, She
told him the whole story. Then she said, "O Messenger of Allah, [ made a
vow to Alluh that T'would slay this she-camel if He rescued me on it." The
Prophet (pbuh) smiled and said, "Whar a bad reward! Will vou slaughter it after
Allaly has mownted vou on it and delivered vou by it! Venly, there is no vow in dis-
whedience fo Alluh nor concerning anyehing that is not vours. The she-camel is
mitte, 5o ge back 1o vour family with Allah's blessing.*

The Raid on Bana Al-Mustaliq'!

The Prophet (pbuh) remained in Madinah during the later part of Jumada
al-Akhirah and Rajab. In Sha'bin 6 AH, he ruided Banti Al-Mustalig of the

[ s s called "The Ruid i ARMurays™
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His friends asked him why he did not finish him off. "He exposed his hody
to me (a8 a sign of abject surrender) so the feeling of pity for the hlood tie
prevented me and | knew that Allah would surely kill Bim.” he said.

'ﬁ;iim ibn Thabit ibn Abcl-Aglah killed Musafi” ibn Talhah and tus
brother Al-Jullis by piercing both of them with o durt. Each came to his
mother, Suldfih, living his head on her Jap. She asked, "Who has injured
you, my son?" " heard a man while shooting me saying, Take it, [ am Ibn
Abel-Aqglah.” he replied. She vowed to drink wine in the skull of *Asim,

Haunzalah ibn Abi “Amir, who was called 'the Washed One’, and Abo
Sufyiin' mer in baule. When Hangalah had beaten Abd Sufyin, Shaddid
ihnul-Aswad, who was lbn Sha'ob, smote and killed him. The Prophet
(pbuh) said, "Your companion (l.e. Hanzaluh) is being washed by the Angels, 5o
sk hix wife if there was something [ thar happened) 1o him.” When they inquired
his wile, she said that be rushed to the battlefield when he heard the call for
war while being in a stme of jandbah.” Then Allah seni down His help to
the Muslims and fulfilled His promuse. They uprooted their enemy with
their swords until they dragged them away from thewrr camp. It was an
obvious defeat.

Az-Zubavr said, "1 saw the anklets ol Hind, the daughrer of “Uthah and
her [riends becuuse they were folding up their dresses as they ran away.
Nothing prevented anyone from catching them when the archers turned 10
the camp as the enemy had been thrown out ol 1t. Thus we were attdcked
from behind by the cavalry, Someone cried out, "Ha, Muhammad has been
killed.,! We retumed and the encmy pursued us after we had Killed the
standard bearers, 50 that none of them would dare ke it. The stundard
remained on the ground until “Amrah Al-Harithiyvab, the danghter of
“Algamah hoisted it for the Quraysh to gather round; they did so. The
Muslims were beaten and the polytheists had killed many of them. It wis a
day of tnal and testing in which Allah honored several with martyrdom,
until they reached the Prophet (phuh) who was hurt with stones so thut he
fell on s side, one of his 1eeth was broken, his face was hurt, and his lip
wits injured. The man who wounded him was “Uthah thn Abi Waqqgis. The
blood began to flow on s face and he kept on wiping it awiy, while
saying, “Hew can a people succeed when they have bloiched the face of their
Propher with Mood while he calls them to their Lord!” So Allah sent down the

following verse,

honorable man among his tribe so the Angdr who were there with the
Prophet (pbuh) tried to sympathize with Thn Ubayy saying, "O Messenger of
Allah, it may well be that the boy imagined what he said, and did not
remember exactly the werds uttered by the man."

When the Prophet (pbuh) was on his way back. Usayd ibn Hudayr met
him and greeted him saying, "O Prophet of Allah, you are moving off at a
bad time: you have never done that before-" The Prophet (pbuh) said, "Have
yaui not heard of whar your companion said?” He said, "Which companion?"
The Prophet (pbuh) said, " Abdullah ibn Ubayy.” He said, "What did he say?"
The Prophet (pbuh) said, "He said that if ke returned 1o Madinah, indeed the
mare honorable would expel the meaner.” He answered, "But you, O
Messenger of Alluh, can expel him if you wish, By Allah, he is the mean
one and you are the honorable one!” He added, "0 Messenger of Allah, be
kind to him, for Allah brought you to us while his people were sbout 1o
crown him, and he believes that you have deprived him of a kingdom."

Then the Prophet (pbuh) having the men with him kept on walking all
through the day untl the evening, then throughout the night until the
morning of the next day, so the sun harassed them. Then he stopped 1o
alight. Once they were on the ground they fell asleep. He (pbuh) was
defiberate in doing this, so us to divert their thoughts from the affair of
“Abdullih ibn Ubayy,

Then the Prophet (pbul) proceeded to a watering place known as Bag'a'
in Al-Hijiz a little above Al-NagT™. While on their journey during the night,
& very strong wind blew which temified them. The Prophet (pbuh) soothed
them, declaring that this wind designated the death of one of the greatest of
the disbelievers. Back in Madinah, they discovered that the one who had
died that day was Rifiah ibn Zayd ibnut-Tabdt of Bani Qaynuqgd’, a great
figure among the Jews and a secret haven for the hypocrites.

Allah the Most High revealed a Stirah about the hypocrites, Tbn Ubayy
and the like. Thereupon taking hold of Zayd ibn Arqam's ear, the Prophet
(phuh) said, “This is the one who devered his ear to Allah”, ~ Abdullah the son of
“Abdulldh thn Ubayy heard of that and went 1o the Prophet (pbuh) saying, "1
knew that you intend 1o kill *Abdulldh ibn Ubayy for what has reached you
about him, If killing him is a must, then please let me do it and 1 will gel
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show pnde al war, Whenever he wore @ red band around his head, people
knew thut he was going to fight. When he took the sword from the Prophet
(phbuh), he banded his head and started to stmt up and down between the
ranks, Watching him, the Prophet (pbuh) siud, “This is a rread thar Alluh de-
tests except in such sitation (Le. war in the cause of Allah).”

Abl Sufyin said 1o the stindard bearers of Bani “Abdud-Dar, spurring
them 1o war, "O Bani "Abdud-Dér! You huve been assigned 1o bear our
standard on the Day of Badr and vou know what has happened. The
standard is the first thing that the enemy assails. Should it fall. we fall down
too. Therefore, either you guard s safety or leave it for us, and we will
certainly save you that task.” They got angrv and threatened him, saying,
"Do you want us to deliver you our standard? Tomorrow when we will be
enguged in the buttle, you will be witness to our deeds.” Such a reaction was
what Abfl Sufyin had aimed a1,

When the two parties drew closer 10 each other, Hind, the daughter of
“Uthah leading the Qurashi women tapped on tambourines behind the
warnors o incite them,

On the Day of Uhud, the Prophet's Companions used "Kill, kill!'" as a
slogan to call one another therewith. The people were engaged in fighting
until the baule grew hérce. Abll Dujidnah fought until bel4dM™t moved
forward through the enemy's rows, He killed whoever stood in his way of
the enemy. There was a mun among the polytheists was busy with fimishing
off the wounded Muslims, During the fight Abli Dujamuh drew closer to that
man; so they were engaged in combat, exchanging two sword-strokes. The
polytheist struck Abit Dujinah, who wanded off the blow with his shield.
Ab( Dujinah struck him and killed him. His sword hovered over the head of
Hind. the daughter of “Uthah, but he spared it from her.!"

Hamzah ibn ~Abdel-Muttalib kept on fighting until he slew Arta’ah ibn
“Abd Shurahbil ibn Hishim ibn "Abd Mandf ibn “Abdud-Dir. one of the
standard bearers. When Sib&" ibn “Abdel-"Uzzé al-Ghubshini, dubbed Abi
Nivir, passed by him, Hamzah said to him, "Come on, you son of o female
circumciser.”

I, Abiy Dugdnah said, 71 sow @ person severely Ineiting the enemy wpninst the Muslims and when |
rushied to kill bim, he shricked! Tt was o woman, T relused o kil b womaen with thé honorable
sword of the Prophet (pbuh).”
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something hetter than that” She said, 'What is it O Messenger of Allah?” He
replied, T will fulfil vour debt and marry vouw" She said yes and they were
marnied. When the people heard that the Prophet (pbuh) had murried
Juwayrivah, Band Al-Mustalig became the Propher’s relatives by marriage,
50 they emancipated those they held. Hence, a hundred families were set
free by this marriage. [ have never known a womin who o great a blessing
to her people thin she was."

From Yuzid ibn Riimén, the Prophet (pbub) dispatched Al-Walid ibn
“Ughih ibn Abi Mu"ayt 1o them after they had embraced Islam. When they
heard that he was coming, they went out to meet him, but when he knew
that they were coming. he became frightened so he returned 1o the Praphet
(pbuh) telling him that they were going to kill him and thus had detained
their alms. The Muslims were indulged in twlk to invade them unnil the
Prophel (pbuh) himself was about to do so. In the middle of this, a
delegation of theirs went to the Prophet (phuh) saying, "O Messenger of
Allih, we heard of your envoy whom you sent, so we went out to honor him
and to pay due alms, but he turned back as rapidly as he could. Then we
were 1old that he alleged that we intended to slay him. By Allah, we did not
come out for that." So Allah sent down on this incident,

€ O you who believe! If a rebelliaus evil person comes 1o vou with a
news. verifv i, lest vou harm prople in {gnorance, and afterwards vou
beceme regretful to what vou have done. And know that ainong vou there
15 the Mexsenger of Allah. If ke were 1o obey you (1.e: follow vour OPIR g
and desires) in much of the matter, vou would surely be in trouble... »

(Al-Hujurdt: 6-7)

The Prophet (pbuh) advanced in his journey until he approached
Madinah. " A'ishah was with him when the liars brought forth the slander.

The Slander during the Raid
on Bani Al-Mustaliq, 6 AH

“Aishah (may Allah be pleased with her) said. "Whenever the Prophet
(phuh) wanted 1o set out a journey, he used to draw lots between his Wives,
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“Abdullih ibn Ubayy ibhn Suliil supported the Prophet's (pbuli) apinion,
not to go out to fight them. The Prophet (pbuh) did not like ro fight owside
Madinah, but some Muslims whom Allah honored with manyrdom &t Uhud
and others who did not attend Badr said. "0 Messenger of Allah, let us go
forth to our enemes. otherwise they will think that we are cowards und
weak 1o fHight them.” Ibn Saliil said, "O Messenger of Alluh. stay
Madinah, and do not tumn to them. It has never been that we went forth 1o
fightan enemy but we have been defeared, and none has come here aguinst
us but have been vanquished. Thus leave them in their place. 16 they stay, it
will be the worst emanglement, while if they enter Madinah, men will fight
them, women and children will hurl them with stones from the walls, and if
they retreal, they will be feeling disappointed as they came,”

With the persistence of those who were eager 1o fight the Quraysh, the
Prophet (pbuh) went into his house and wis armored. That was on Friday
after prayer, On that day, Milik ibn “Amr of the Ansér from Bund
An-Napar died. After offering pruver over the dead Ansiiri, the Prophet
(pbuh) headed for war. Meanwhile, the people blamed themselves for
pressing on the Prophet (pbuh) to fight against his will, which they had no
right to do. so when he came out to them they admitted that if he wished 1o
stay in Madinah they would not oppose him, The Prophet (pbul) remarked,
"lris nor appropriate for o Prophet who fues pur on bis armor to take @ off witif e
has fought,” He set forth wath a thousand of his Companions. uniil they
reached Ash-Shawl between Madinah and Uhud, where “Abdullih ibn
Ubayy seceded with a third of the warriors, saying, "He (the Prophet) has
obeyed them and disoheved me. We do not know why we should kill
ourselves here, O men.”

S0 he withdrew with his followers who were hypoerites and doubters.
“Abdullih ibn " Amr ibn Hardm followed them saying, "0 people. [ beseech
you by Allih not to forsake vour people and your Prophet while the enemy
i1s nearby.” They answered. "If there should be a fight we would not
relinguish but we do not think that there will be a war.” When they persisted
on withdrawal, he suid, "May Allah deport you, you enemies of Allah, for
Allah will make His Prophet dispensable of you." On that day the Ansir
asked. "O Messenger of Allah, should we not seck the support of our Jewish
alhes?" He said.”We have no need of them."
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On our arrival at Madinah, I fell very ill, so I heard nothing aboul it. The
report had reached the Prophet (pbuh) and my parents, but they concealed
the matter from me. Yet [ lost the Prophet's usual kindness to me, as when 1
was ill he used o be compassionate to me, but at this time he was nol
attentive to me. When he visited me, while my mother" was present to take
care ol me, he said no more than, 'How is she? Thus 1 fell sad and asked him,
when 1 found his heedless attitude. 'O Messenger of Allsh, would you
permit me to go to my mother 50 that she could nurse me? 'OK.' he said. I
moved to my mother’s unaware of what was taking place until almost
twenty days had passed when [ recovered from my illness. We Arabs did
not use the water closets used in the houses of the non-Arabs. Instead we
used 10 go out into the open yards of Madinah. For women they used to go
there ar night, so one night | went in the company of Umm Mistah the
daughter of Ablt Ruhm ibnul-Muualib ibn “Abd Mandf, As we were
strolling, she faltered over her robe and cried out, ‘May Mistah flounder!' [
said, "That is a bad thing to say about a man of the Muhdjirin who
witnessed Badr.' She wondered, ‘Do you not know the news, O davughter of
Abil Bakr?' I said. "What is it? She kept on relating what the slanderers had
suid. and when I expressed my amazement, she assured me that all she said
had really happened.

By Allah, T could not even do what T was supposed to do and returmned
crying mcessantly until I felt as if my liver would buist. | said to my mother,
‘May Allah forgive you! People were speaking ill of me and you mentioned
nothing of it' She answered, 'My little daughter, do not exaggerate the
malter. Rarely 15 there a pretty woman married to & loving man, while
having rival wives, and ramors circulate around her.'

The Prophet (pbuh) delivered a speech which 1 was unaware of. After
praising Allah he said,

O peaple, there are men who have hwrt me by saying false things about
my wife. By Allah, T know nothing but good of her, and they speak such
things abowr @ man of whom, by Allah, 1 know only good, who never
goes to any of my houses but with me.'

I Acconding wo fbn Higshim, her name was Zaynab, the daughter of * Abd Dahmin,
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them. Verily. Allah guides nat those peaple who are the Zilimin (pol-
vihelsts and wrong-doers and unjust). And vou see those in whose hearts
there is a disease (of hypocrisy), they hurry to their friendship, seving:

The Expedition of Zayd ibn Harithah
to Al-Qaradah Across the Waters of Najd

The Quraysh were afraid to pursue their usual road 1o Syria after the
Battle of Badr, so they took the road o Trag, Some of their tradesmen went
out. including Abd Sufyin, camying a large amount of silver which
constituted most of their trade. They appointed Furat ibn Havyin from Ban(
Bakr itbn Wa'il as a guide to that route. Al once the Prophet (phuh) sent
Zayd, who intercepted them by the watering place of Najd and captured the
caravan with its goods, but the men fled. He brought the booty to the
Prophet (pbuh).
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not. By Allah. I considered myself o insignificant and trivial that Allah
would reveal Qur'anic vesses ubout me 1 be recited in the mosques and
prayers. Yet, | hoped that the Messenger of Allah would sce a vision in his
sleep by which Allah would free me from such a lie. for He knows about my
innocence, or that there would be some sort of report.

And by Allah. the Prophet (pbuh) was still in his place when a revelation
came 10 him from Allah. He was wrapped in his robe. whereas I put a
leather pillow under his head. When 1 saw this [ did not feel frightened, as |
was sure of my innocence and that Allah (Glornified and Exalted be He)
would never be unjust 10 me. As for my parents, by Whom “Aishal's soul is
in His Hands; once the Prophet (pbuh) recovered [ thought that they were about
o die of fear that Allah would confirm what had been said. Then the Prophet
(pbuh) recovered, sat upright, and began 1o wipe out sweat which were like
winter drops of water falling from his brow; he said, ‘Be of gond cheer,
‘Avishah! Allak hias sent down your acquittal.” 1 said, "Praise be to Allah,’

He went to the people and spoke to them, reciting the Qur'anic verses which
Allih had revealed to him concerning the issue. Afterwards, he commanded
that Mistah ibn Uthéthah, Hassan ibn Thabit, and Hamnah the daughter of
Jahsh, the most express slanderers be flogged with the ordained stripes.”
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Sufyin returned to Makkah along with the vanquished Qurayshis from
Badr, he vowed that he would not bathe from sexual intercourse'! urnl he
hud mvaded the Prophet (pbuh). Thereupon, he moved off with two hundred
Quruyshis o excecute his pledge. He took the Naydivyah route snd balied
an inket of 4 canal to the Thaybh mountain, miles from Madinah. Nightly he
sel forth to Banll An-Nadir heading for Huyayy ibn Akhub. Knocking on
his door, Huvayy was feared 10 open the door, so Abd Sufvin went 1o
Sullam ibn Mishkam, the chief of Ban( An-Nadir and keeper of their public
wealth, Sallim hosted and scquamted lnm with secrets about the Mushims.
Back to his comrades al the end of the might, Abfi Sufyin sem some
Qurayshis o Madinah, In a place called Al-"Urayd, they set fire to 4 bunch
of palm-trees and killed a man from the Ansar with his ally while working
in the fields. People knew about them, so the Prophet (pbuh) pursued them,
leaving his place in Madinah o Bashir ibn ~Abdel-Mundhir, He reached
Qargaratul-Kudr but retumed because Abl Sufyvan amd his group had
esciped. They ound that the risders had dscarded some of thelr items in
the fields w highten their Toad so they could run swiftly, On their return, the
Muslims asked the Prophet (phuh), "O Messenger of Allah, do you think
that this will be counted (to Allah) for us as an invasion?” "Yes™, he
answered.

The Invasion of Dhi Amarr

After the As-Sawiq invasion, the Prophet (pbuh) remaned in Madinah
for nearly the rest of Dhul-Hijjah, and then he set forth o Najd, aiming at
(ihatafin, This was the Invasion of Dhil Amam. Spending nearly all the
month of Safar in Nagd he went back to Madinah without any fighting. He
stayed in Madinah almost all the month of Rabi ul-Awwal.

The Invasion of Al-Furu® of Bahran

Putting Ibn Umm Maktdm in charge of Madinah, the Prophet (pbuh)
went out for the Quraysh reaching Bahriin, a mine in Al-Furt® in the Hijaz,
He spent two months there then retumed to Madinah withourt fighting.

returned to his custom of financially supporting Mistah. saving "I will never
prevent it from him."



separate them, so they lived wgether as Muslim and disbeliever, until the
Prophet {pbuh) emmgrated. Ahul-‘ﬁajnined the Quriysh on the Day of Badr
but he was seized among the capuves and taken to Madinah with the
Prophet (pbuh). When the Quraysh sent to redeem their prisoners, Zaynab
sent money to ransom her hushand and the money included a necklace
which her mother, Khadijah, had given her on her wedding. When the
Prophet (pbuh) saw the neckluce his feelings became greatly tender and he
said (o s Compuanions), “If vou would think thar vou ser her caprive husbarnd
free and repay her money, do so.” They accepted and did so.

Thus, ﬂhul-‘ﬁg lived in Makkah, while Zaynub lived in Madinuh with
the Messenger of Allah (pbuh), Abul-"As went to Syria as a merchant with
his wealth and that which the Quraysh had entrusted him with, as he was o
reliable man. On his way back. be was attacked by a Muslim raid which
ook his merchandise, but he managed to run away. When the raiders went
away with their booty, Abul-"As went to Zaynab's house in the night,
seeking her protection as well as the return of his property.

While the Prophet {pbuh) with the Muslims was performing the moming
prayer, Zaynab cried out from among the women, "O people. I have given
protection to Abul-" Az ibnur-Rabi*" After the prayer. the Prophet {phuh)
made stire that the people had heard Zaynab's declaration and added, "By
Him in Whose hands 15 Muhammad's soul, 1 had known notlting (about the marter})
before hearing what vou have heard. The Muslims can proteéct whoever is lower
than them.” He alterward headed for his daughter and said w her, “Make his
stav comfortable, hur do not let him touch you, since you are not lawful for him."

According to "Abdulldh ibn Abi Bukr, the Prophet (pbuh) sent 1o those
who raided Ahu!-ﬁﬁ saying, "This man ax you know is our relative, and you
have tken his propertv. If vou do a charitable act and restore him his property, we
like vou to; i not, it iy ¢ boory which Allah has bestowed on yow and you have the
better vight to it." They expressed their will to return it. They were so keen to
restore everything and not to withhold anything. Abul-As went 1o Makkah
o pay all the dues to the Quraysh, making sure that no one had any further
claim on him. "No," they said, "May Allah reward you; you have been both
honest and generous.” "Therefore”, said he, "T bear witness that there is no
god but Allah and that Muhammad is His Servant and His Messenger. By
Allah, nothing delayed me from embracing Islam but that I feared you
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among the corpses. Tbn Mus™0d cut off his head and brought it to the
Prophet (pbuhi saying. "Here is the head of the enemy of Allah, Abd Jahl "
He suid, "By Allah other than Whom there is no godd, ix 1?" "Yes," Ibn Mas™0d
suid, throwing his head before the Messenger of Allah (pbuh). who then
praised Allah the Almighty,

When the Prophet (pbuh) commanded that the corpses should be all cast
into a pit, all were thrown with the exception of thit of Umayyah ibn Khalaf
which had swelled within his armor to the extent that it filled it. When they
tried to carry his corpse, it disintegrated. so they left it where it was and
heaped earth and stones on it

After throwing the corpses into the pit, the Compunions heard the
Prophet (pbub) at midnight saving, "0 people of the pit, “Uthah ibm Rubiah,
Shravbah sbn Rabi“ah, Umavvah ibn Khalaf, Abll Jahi, = and he counted out those
in the pit. - have you foud true what your Lord had promised vou, for § have in-
deed found true what my Lored had promised me?" His Compuanions said, "0
Messenger of Allsh. are you tlking 1o the dead?” He suid, "Thev can fieur ine
muore than sou bt they cannor answer.”

Afterwards the Prophet (pbuh) ordered to bring together all the spoils of
war that had been collected in the cump. The Muslims disputed over thes,
The group which had collected them thought they were theirs: the warriors
who pursued the enemy claimed that they were the ciause for getting them:
while the guards who escorted the Prophet (pbuh) to defend him from the
enemy. claimed that they had wanted (o collect the spoils but they feared
that the enemy miglt return, so they kept their position with the Praphet

{pbuh).

Then the Prophet (pbuh) dispatched “Abdullih ibn Rawihabh with the
news of victory 1a the people of Upper Madinah, and Zayd ibn Hirithah to
the people of Lower Madinah. Then the Prophet (pbuh) began his journey
biuck to Madinah with the disbelieving captives, among whom were ~Ugbah
ibn Abi Mu'it and An-Nadr ibnul-Hérith.

Then the Prophet (pbuh) advanced until he reached the pass of As-Safrd
where he stopped an the sand hill between the pass and An-Niziyah where
he equally divided the spoils which Allah had granted to the Muslims. He
traveled to Ar-Rawhd' where the Muslims congrawlated him and the
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ordered them to say, "We ask Allah's forgiveness and we repent 1o Him." Alter
they had done so, he said, "By Allah, this is the (saving) Forgive us’ which was
ordained on the Children of lsrael, but they did not say ir."

The Prophet (pbuh) gave orders to travel towards the right, through salty
growth, on the way leading to the spot of Thaniyyat al-Murdr onto the slope
of Al-Hudaybiyah below Makkah.

When the cavalry of the Quraysh noticed the dust of the Muslims' forces
and that they had averted them, they galloped back to their Quraysh. When
the Prophet (pbuh) reached Thaniyyat al-Murir, his she-came! knelt down.
The men believed that it would not get up. The Prophet (pbuh) commented,

It has never been stubborn, as it is not its nature, but it has been with-
held by whiat restrained the elephant from Makkah. Teday 1 shall accepr
whatever plan through which the Quraysh ask me 1o confirm kindred
nes.”

Then he 10ld the people to descend. They hesitated at first, for there was
no water at which they could stop. Thus, the Prophet (pbuh) took an arrow
from his quiver and gave it to one of his Companions to prod in the middle
of a water hole. The water thereafter gushed out until the men and their
camels had drunk to their fill. They encamped there,

While the Prophet (pbuh) was staying there, Budayl ibn Wargd'
al-Khuzd't came with some men of the Khuzd“ah asking him about the
reason for his coming. He told them that it was not for war but to visit and
venerate the Sanciuary. Then he repeated what he had said to Bishr ibn
Sulydn. When they conveyed his words to the Quraysh, they suspected them
and were rude to them, saying, "Even if he is nol coming for war, by Allah,
he shall never enter it against our desire, nor shall the Arabs ever unter that
we have accepted it."

The Khuziah tribe, Muslims and polytheists, were confidants of the
Prophet, always keeping him informed of everything that was taking place
in Makkah. When the Prophet (pbuh) saw Mikras ibn Hafs ibnul-Akhyaf
who was sent by the Quraysh, he said, "This is a rreacherous man’" When he
approached and spoke to him, he answered him with the same words as he
had said to Budayl and his companions. Mikras returned to the Quraysh
reporting what the Prophet (pbuh) had said.
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Gel up, hence, and call for your pact with them and the killing of your
brother.” * Amir yelled, "Alas for * Amr! Alas for “Amr!” War wits stirred up,
all were infuriated, the people held steadfastly to their evil cause. while
"Utbuli's advice was left unheeded,

Al-Aswad ibn “Abdel-Asad al-Makhziimi. a fierce bad-tempered man,
stepped out sweanng. "l swear by Allah that I will surely drink from their
cistern  or demolish it or die before reaching it." Hamzah 1bn
“Abdel-Muttalib engaged with him. and struck him, sending his foot with
half of his shank flying. He fell on his back and his foot was streaming with
blood towards his friends. He scrambled to the cistern and threw himself
aming 1o fulfil his oath, but with another blow Harnzah killed him in the cistem,

“Utbah ibn Rabi’ah came out between his son Al-Walid and his brother
Shaybah, from the lines of the Quraysh and cilled for a duel with the
Muslims. Three young men of the Angir stood against him: “Aw( and
Mu awwidh the sons of Al-Harith and "Abdulldh ibn Rawidhah. When the
Quraysh knew that they were from the Angdr, they said they had nothing to
do with them. Thereafter one of them heralded, "0 Muhammad' Let our
cquals ol our people come aguinst us!™ The Prophet (pbuh) said, “"Come an,
O “Uhavdah ibnwi-Hdrith, come an, O Hamzah, and come on O "Ali"

Coming closer to them, the Quraysh asked. "Who are you?" Afier each
had introduced himself, they said, "Yes, our equals and most honorable "
“Ubaydah, their eldest. dueled with "Utbah ibn Rabi’ah while Hamzah went
againsl Shaybah ibn Rabi ah and ~Alf against Al-Walid ibn “Utbah. It was
not long before Hamzah killed Shaybah and *Alf killed Al-Walid. Swriking
each other, "Ubaydah and “Utbah were seriously wounded. Then Hamzah
and "Ali struck “Utbah with their swords and slain him, They carried their
friend back to hus people.

The two parties moved forward closer to each other. The Prophei (pbuh)
had commanded his Companions not to attack until he gave the order. and if
they were encircled by the enemy, they were 1o resist them with showers of
arrows. He himselfl remained in the hut with Abii Bakr. The battle of Badr
took place on Friday morning on the seventh of Ramadin.

The Prophet (pbuh) straightened the lines and then again stayed in the
hut with Ab Buakr. The Prophet (pbuh) was appealing to Allah for the
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Thie Prophet (pbuh) told him the same words that he had said to those
who had come before him, namely, that he had not come to fight against
them. He left the Prophet (pbuh) after seeing how the Muslims treated him
Whenever the Prophet (pbuh) finished his ablution, they ran afier him 1
obtain the water he had wilized; if he expectorated they hurried 1o it: and in
case a hair fell from his head they rushed 1o pick it up. Hence he returned to the
Quraysh saying. "l have heen to Chostoes, Caesar. and Negus in their
kingdoms, but never hive | seen a king among his people like Muhammad among
his Companions. They will never leave him in any case, so make up your mind."

The Prophet (pbuh) sent Khirish ibn Umayyah al-Khuzi'i 10 the
Quraysh in Makkah, and made him ride one of his camels called
Ath-Thalab. 1o tell their notables the reason for his coming. However. they
hamstrung the Prophet’s camel and were about 1o slay the man, but the
blacks protected him and released him, so that he returned safely to the
Prophet (pbuh),

Alterwurds when the Prophet (pbuh) summoned “Umar to convey the
sdme message to Makkah, "Umar told him he felt that they would kill him,
especially no one from Bandl “Adivy ibn Ka'b was in Makkah to defend
him, and the Quraysh were aware of his animosity and rudeness towards
them. He recommended that he should dispatch a man who was dearer to
them than himsell and he named “Uthman ibn “Affan. The Prophet (pbuh)
sent “Uthmin to Abd Sufyin and the celebrities of the Quraysh to inform
them that he had not come for war but only as a visitor to the Inviolable
House and 1o glonfy its sanctity.

As he was about to enter Makkah, “Uthmfin met Abin ibn Sa’id
ibnul-"As who drove him in front of him, He further provided him with
protection until he reported the Prophet's message to them. After stating the
whole message. they said to him, "If you wish to circumumbulate the
House, do so.” He answered that he would not until the Messenger of Allah
(pbub) could also do so. The Quraysh imprisoned him and the Prophet
(pbuh) and the Muslims were told that *Uthmin had been slain,

The Willing Covenant

Ibn Ishaq said that " Abdulldh ibn Abl Bakr told him that when it reached
the Prophet (pbuih) that “Uthmin had heen killed, he said that they would
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a dense surfuce which did not prevent the Prophet's movements, but
severely confined the movements of the Quraysh. The Prophet (pbuh)
hurned to the water. Getting 1o the proximal water of Badr, he seitled down,

Al-Hubib ibnul-Mundhir said, "O Messenger of Allah, is this the spot
which Allah has inspired you to accupy. so that we cannot move fron it, or
15 it a matter of stratagem of war and the product of consultation?” When
the Prophet (pbuh) swd that it was a stratugem of war and consultation,
Al-Hubiib pointed oat, "TUis not a good place (o stop in. Let us continue and
encamp by the nearest well of water and make a cistern full of water, and

destroy the other wells: then we can fight our enemy who will have nothing
to drink.

The Prophet (pbuh) approved of his excellent plan which was
mmmediately carmed out: the wells were destroyed; a cistern wis constructed
and filled with water from which his men filled their drinking-vessels,

Su’'d ibn Mu'idh said, "O Prophet of Allah, let us make a hut for vou to
stay 1, having your riding bessts await; then we will 2o on fighting the
enemy and 1if Allah grants us victory, that s what we wish: if it is defeat.
you could ride your camels and go back to Madinah to our peaple who are
left behind. for they love you ax much as we do. If they knew that you
would go to war they would not have remained behind. Aliah will protect
you with them: they will give you good advice and strive in the cause of
Allah with you." The Prophet (pbuh) praised him and praved to Allah for
his good. Then a trellis was built for the Prophet (phuh) and he stayed there.

Huaving moved in the morning, the Prophet (pbuh) saw the Quraysh
approaching from the “Agangal dune into the valley, he excluimed.

"0 Allah, here is the Quravsh coming in their concert and hanghtiness
challenging You and belving Your Messenger. O Allah, grant me victary
which Yo have promised. O Allah, desirov them this morning!”

When the Quraysh settled down, a number of them. among whom was
Hakim 1bn Hizim, went to the Prophet’s hasin to drink. The Prophet (pbuh)
let them crink, byt whoever drank of it on that day was slain with the
exception to Hakim who later became a devout Muslim and uvsed 1o say.
when he was fervid in his oath, "By Him Who rescued me on the Day of Badr."
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know this. Write instead "In Your name, O Allah.” The Prophet (pbuh) agreed
to write that. Then he said, "Write down This is what Muhammad, the Mes-
senger of Allah has. reconciled with Suhayl ibn “Amr." Suhyal objected, "If |
witnessed that you are Allah's Messenger, | would not fight you. Write your
own name and your [ather's." The Prophest (pbuh) said,

"Write This is whar Muhammuad ibn "Abdulldh hay reconciled with Su-
hayl ibn “Amr. They have agreed to stap all fighting for ten vears. during
which time the people will live safely, restraining from animosities on
condition that in case anvone goes to Muhammad withour kis guardian’s
permission, he will send him back to them; and in case that anyone of
Muhammad’s followers gors to the Quravsh they will not sengd him back
to him, We will not show hosility one to another and there will be no
theft or treachery, He who wishes 1o enter into a covenant and agree-
ment with Muhammud may do so and e who wishes to enter into a cov-
enant and agreement with the Quraysh mav do so.""

The Khuziah chose to enter into a bond and agreement with the Prophe!
(pbub), while Banii Bakr chose the Quraysh and said 1o the Prophet (pbuh),
"You should keep back from us this year, not enter Mikkah against our will,
As for the next year, we will leave it for you to spend three nights with your
Companions. Thereupon, you may bring with you nothing more than riders’
weapons and swords in sheaths.”

While the Prophet (pbuh) and Suhayl were writing the agreement, Abi
Jandal ibn Suhayl ibn “Amr suddenly showed up in fetters, having fled to
the Prophet (pbuh). The Prophet's Companions left and they did not doubt
the conguest of Makkah, for they depended on a vision (dream) which the
Prophet (pbuh) had seen. When they saw the talks for peace and withdrawal
taking place and what the Prophet (pbuh) had endured, they were extremely
depressed almost to the point of death. When Suhayl saw Abd Jandal, he
slapped him on the face and gnipped his collar, saying, "O Muhammad, the
15sue between us was resolved before this man arrived to youw." He agreed.
Suhayl pulled him violently by his collar and drew him away to send him
back 1o the Quraysh, while Ab JYandal yelled with all his strength, "0
Muslims! Am 1 to be sent back to the polytheists to seduce me from my
religion?" This augmented the people's grief. The Prophet (pbuh) said,

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Then the Prophet (pbuh) halted near Badr, He rode on with one of his
Companions until he met an old Bedouin. He asked him abour the Quraysh
as well as about Mubammad and his Companions, and whether he had any
information about them. The old man stated, "I will aot tell you until vou
tell me which of the twe you are.” The Prophet (pbuh) retorted. Iy vou an-
swer us, we will rell vour” He sad, "Tit for tat?" "Yes", he replied. The
Bedouin said. "l have heard that Muhammad and his Companions moved on
such-and-such a day. If that is npht, they today should have reached
such-and-such a piace. (referring to where the Prophet (pbuh) actually was),
Also I heard that the Quraysh marched out on such-and-such a day. so today
they should have been in such-and such a place,” where they actually were.
When he had finished be said, "“Where did you come from?" The Prophet
(pbuh) said, "We wre from ma*"." Then he departed, while the old man was
saying, "What does this mean? Is he from the M&' of Iragq™"

Then the Prophet (pbuh) went back 1o his Companions. In the evening,
he sent "Ali ibn Abi Tilib. Az-Zubayr ibnul-" Awwim, and Sa'd ibn Abi
Wagqis with a number of the Companions to the well at Badr in search of
news, where they seized some of the Quraysh water-men, among whom
were Aslam of Band Al-Haijjij. and "Arid AbG Yasir of Banli Al-"As ibn
Sa'id. They caught them and inguired of them while the Prophet (pbuh) was
performing prayer. They smd, "We are the water-men of the Quraysh; they
sent us to bring them water.” The people did not like their answer, as they
hoped that they belonged to AbG Sufyin, Thus, they beat them severely
until the two claimed that they belonged o Abd Sufyiin. So they released
them. When the Prophet (pbuh) finished his prayers, he said. "When they rold
vert the truth ven beat them: and when they led your released them? They spoke the
triith for thexy befong to the Quravsh. Inform me (vou two) what abour the Qu-
ruysh?" They retorted, "They are behind this dune which you see on the
remotest embankment.” The Prophet (pbuli) asked thém about their number
and they said that they were many but they did not know their exact
number; hence he inguired of them about the number of beasts they
sacrificed cach day. When they said nine or ten, he said, "The people are be-

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Az-Zuhri said that no previous viclory was greater than this, It was only
fighting when people mel; however, when there was an armistice instead of
war, people felt secure, sat together, and negotiated to settle disputes. Thus,
none rationalized what was said concerning 1slam but embraced it, In those
Iwo years as many embraced Islam as ever before, perhaps more !

The March to Khaybar in Al-Muharram, 7 AH

After his return from Al-Hudaybiyah, the Prophet (pbuh) spent
Dhul-Hijjah and part of Al-Muharram in Madinah, while the polytheists
were in charge of pilgnmage. Then in the remainder of Al-Muharram he set
forth against Khaybar. Ab Mu'attib ibn "Amr related, "When the
Messenger of Allah oversuw Khaybar he said to his Companions, while 1
was among them, 'Srop’, Then he suid, 'O Allah, Lord of the heavens and what
they overshudow, Lord of the lands and what they make to sprowt, Lord of the dev-
ils and what they lead astray. Lord of the winds and what they winnow! We usk
You the goadness of thix town, the gandness of its people. und the govdness of what
isin ir. We seek Your refuge from its evil, the evil aof its people, and the evil of what
is init. Proceed in the name of Allah.” That was what he used to say on entening
every town.”

Anas ibn Malik related, "The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) used to make
his raids in the morning. If he heard the call to prayer he would not advance,
and if he did not hear it he would raid. We reached Khaybar at night, and
the Prophet (pbuh) spent the night there. In the moming as he did not hear the
call to prayer, he rode and we rode with him, and 1 was riding behind Abd
Talhah with my foot touching the Prophet's. We met the laborersof Khaybar
in the morning with their spades and baskets. On seeing the Prophet (phuh)
and the army they yelled, "Muhammad with his army," and turned tail and
escaped. The Prophet (pbuh) said, "Alléhu Akbar! Khavbar is destroved, When
we alight in a people's vard, it is a bad morning for those who are warned.' "

bn Ishdq said, "The Prophet (pbuh) stepped out from Madinah to
Khaybar throughout “1sf'®, where a mosgue was constructed for him: then

A few mights Bad passed of the month of Ramadin, when the Prophet
(phuhy went to war. He charged "Amr ibn Umm Makidm to lead the peaple
in prayers and called Abé Lubdbah from Ar-Rawhd' to superiniend
Madinah, He gave the wliite standard 1o Mug ab ibn Umayr. Two black
flugs were in front of the Prophet (pbuh), one with *Ali ibn Abi Talib culled
Al-'lgib and the other with one of the Ansir. Only seventy cumels were
owned by his Companions who rode on each allematively: the Prophet
(pbuth) with “All and Marthad ibn Abi Murthad al-Ghanawi on one camel:
Hamzah ibn “Abdel-Muttalib, Zayd ibn Hianthah, and Abi Kabshah and
Anasah, two mawlds of the Prophet on one; and Abdl Bakr, "Umar, und
“Abdur-Rahman 1bn " Awf on one camel.

He marched out the road 1o Makkah by the upper course from Madinah.
going through Al-Agig, Dhul-Hulayfuh, and Ulitul-Jaysh, passing by
Turban, Malal, Ghamisul-Hamim, Sukhayritel-Yamim, and As-Sayilah;

The Prophet (pbub) halted at Sajsaj. the well of Ar-Ruwhi's then traveled
to Al-Mungaraf, departing from the road of Makkah leftward, turning to the
right w An-Naziyah heading for Badr. Proceeding in that ditection, he
crassed o valley called Ruhgéin between An-Néziyah and the stran of
Ax-5afrd’; then along the strait 1o pear As-Safrd’. He then sent Basbas ibn
“Amr al-Juhuni and "Adiyy ibn Abi uz-Zaghbil' al-Juhani to Badr to find oul
news aboul Abd Sufyin and his caravan. Having sent them on ahead he
departed.

Reports came to him that the Quravsh had marched to defend their
caravan. He consuited his people. Abl Bakr got up and spoke well. Then
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to death. On Marhab's death, his brother Yasir arose to ducl. Hishiam iba
“Urwah sad that when Az-Zubayr ibnul- Awwim emerged to fight Yasir,
his mother Safiyyah, the daughter of " Abdul-Mugtalib said, "(Will you let
him) kill my son, O Messenger of Allah?" He answered, "But your son will
kill him., if Allah wills." Az~Zubayr went out and killed Yasir.

Salamah ibn * Amir ibnul-Akwa® related, "The Prophet (phuh) sent Abii
Bakr with the standard against some of the Khaybar strongholds. He fought
until he became exhausted and returned without a conguest. Afterwards, he
sent ~Umar but with the same results. The Prophet (pbuh) said, "Temorrow |
will give the banner 1o u man who loves Allah and his Messenger. Allah will aver-
come it with his hands, and he never escapes." Hence the Prophet (pbuh)
summoned “All who had had a problem in his cye at that time, so he (phuh)
spat in his eye and said. "Toke this stendard and proceed with w1, until Allah
grants you victory."

Salamah said, "Alfl harried away with 1t, gasping as he rushed, while we
were behind him following his traces until he fixed the standard in 4 pile of
stones under the fortress, From the topmost part of the fortress, a Jew
looked down at im and asked, "Who are you?" He rephied, "l am “Ali ibn
Abi Talib.” The Jew continued, "You will be granted victory, by what was
sent to Ms4!" He did not return until Allah had made the conquest through
his hands. The two strongholds of Khaybar. Al-Warih and As-Sulilim were
besieged by the Prophet (pbuh) until the Jews there were sure of their death
so they sdsked him w let them leave and spare their lives, and he (pbuh)
accepted. He {pbuh) had taken control of all their property, Ash-Shaqgq,
Natdh, and Al-Katibah and all their fortresses except those two strongholds.
When the people of Fadak knew that they had done so, they sent to the
Prophet and asked him to treat them in the same way.

Muhaysah 1bn Mas Gid, the brother of Banid Hinthah, was among the
mediators. The people of Khaybar asked for surrender and that the Prophet
(pbuh) would let them undertake their property against o half share of the
output, saying. “We know it better than you and we are better growers.” The
Prophet (pbuh) accepted their proposal but stipulated that "If we wish to exile
vou, we will do it.,” He made a similar reconciliation with the people of
Fadak. Thus. Khaybar conceded to the Muslims. while Fadak was fully for
the Prophet (pbuh), since they made no expedition with either cavalry or
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them that Muhammad and his Companions were waiting for it. Damdam
rapidly headed for Makkah.

The Arrival of Ja'far ibn Abi Talib from Abyssinia
(And a Report on the Migrants to Abyssinia)

Ibn Hishim said from Ash-Shu abi. “Ja' far ibn Abi Tilib came 1o the
Prophet (pbuh) on the day when he conquercd Khaybar. The Prophet (pbuh)
kissed Tis forehead and hugged him saying, ' do not know which makes me
happier, the conguest af Khavbar or the arrival of Ja’far.""

Ibn Ishilg said, "Some of the Prophet’s (pbuh) Companions remained in
Abyssima until he dispatched " Amr ibn Umavyah ad-Damiri 1o the Negus to
bring them back in two ships. They arrived while he was in Khaybar after
Al-Hudaybiyah. Their names were as follows:

From Buanl Hishim: la'far thn Abi Talib with his wife Asmi' the
diaughter of "Umays and his son " Abdullih who was born in Abyssinia.

From Banii “Abd Shams ibn Manif: Khalid ibn Sa'id ibnul-"As ibn
Usmayvah ibn “Abd Shams with his wife Aminah the daughrer of Khalaf ibn
As ad; his two children Sa’id and Amah, who were born in Abyssinia, and
his hrother “Amr. There were also Mu aygib ibn Abi Fatimah. who became
guardian of the Muoslims public treasury under the rule of “Umar
ibnul-Khattdb, and Abl Misi al-Ash’ ari.

From Bang Asad ibn “Abdel- Uzzd; Al-Aswad ibn Nawfal ibn

The Invasion on Al-"Ushayrah

The Prophet (pbuh) invaded the Quraysh through the path of Band
Dindir, Fayfi'ul-Khabir, and stopped under a tree at the vailey of Ibn Azhir
where he offered prayer and founded his mosque. Food was prepared and he
ate accompanmicd by those who were with him. The site of the stones of his
cooking-pot is still known. He drank from the water of a place called
Al-Mushtarab. Then he departed Al-Khali'ig leftward in the direction of 4
glen calied Shi'bat " Abdullh; then to the left again until he wem down 1o
Yalyal and stopped at its crossing with Ad-Dabu”ah. He drank from the well
at Ad-Dabu ah traversing the pliun of Malal until ke met the track in
Sukhayrat al-Yamam strmight 10 Al-"Ushayrah in the valley of Yanbu
where he stayed throughout the month of Jumada al-Ula and some days of
the following month. He made a pact of peate there with Bant Mudlij and
their allies Bani Damrah, and retumed to Madinah without a fight,

The Expedition of Sa’d ibn Abi Wagqgas

Al the sume time, the Prophet (pbuli) sent Sa'd ibn Abi Wagqas with
cight men of the Muhdjirin, who reached Al-Kharrér in Al-Hijdz. They too
returned without fighting.

The Invasion on Safawan,

the First Invasion of Badr
After the invasion on Al-"Ushayrah, the Propbet (pbuh) had stayed less
than ten mights in Madinah when Kurz ibn Jabir al-Fihri raided the grozing
camels of Madinuh. The Prophet (pbuh) pursued him, until he reached a

valley called Safawin, in the direction of Badr. Kurz fled and could not be
caught. This was the first invasion of Badr. Afterwards, the Prophet (phuh)
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with 1t until when he was in the heart of the battle with no way out, he
alighted hus roan horse, hamstrung it, and resumed fighting until he was killed.

Ibn Hishim said, "A scholar whom | trust told me that Ja far held the
stunidard first in his right hand, but it was cut off, so he seized it with his lefi
hand which was also cut off. Then he clasped it to his bieast with his arms
until he was killed. He was thirty-three vears of age. Consequently, Allah
rewarded him with two wings in Paradise with which he flew wherever he
wished. It was said that a Roman warrior struck him, cutting him a sunder. "

Ibn Ishiq said that after the killing of Ju'fur, “Abdullih ibn Rawihah
held the standard and stepped forward with it while riding his horse. He had
to repress himself as he felt hesitant to proceed. but he blamed himself and
got ofl. Then his cousin offered him a meat hone, saying, "Suppont yourself
with this, for you have suffered a lot in these difficult days.” He took a little
bite, but when he heard the sounds of disorder and crowd in the army, he
hurled it away, saving to himself, "Are vou (still living) in this world? He
-gripped his sword, advanced. and fought until he was killed, Then Thabit
ibn Agram the hrother of Band Al-Ajlin took the standard. He cried out,
"O Muslims, come together round a man of you." They said, "You (be this
man).” But he objected so they rallied to Khilid ibnul-Walid. As he ook the
standard, he parried the enemy to avoid an encounter. Then he withdrew and
the enemy averted from him until he retreated with the arimy.

According to what has reached me, when the army was crushed the
Prophet (pbuh) said, "Zavd held the siandard and fought with it until he was
killed as @ martyr; then Ja'far ook it and fought with it wntil he was killed as o
martyr.” Then he (pbuh) kept silent, o the faces of the Ansir changed color
for they thought that some mischiel had happened to “Abdullih ibn
Rawihah. Yet he continued. "Then "Abdulfdh ibn Rawdhak held it and fought
with it until he was killed as a marntye” Then be said, "They were carried up to
me in Paradice, as I saw in a vision, on beds of gold. 1 saw "Abdullih's bed tirning
aside from the beds of his twa fellows (Le. Zayd and Ja' far). When | asked for the
reason, I wag told that they moved on (without hesitation) but he wavered before
he moved on.”

Khilid ibnul-Walid with the army, was getting close to Madinah when
the Prophet (pbuh) went out 1o welcome them together with the Muslims
and the boys who went running whereas the Prophet (pbuh) was mounted on
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revenge. By my life, you rob in the inviolabie area, will you not then avenge
in it

When they attacked them at Al-Watir at night they killed Munabbah. a
man who had a weak heart. He told Tamim ibn Asad who accompanied
him, to flee for he was sure that he would die, whether they killed him or set
him [ree, since he had a problem in his heart. Hence, Tamim managed 10
escupe, while Munabbah was caught and killed. On entering Makkah the
Khuzd'ah resorted to the house of Budayl ibn Wargd' and that of an ally of
theirs called Rafi"

With the attacks of the Quraysh and BanQ Bakr against The Khuzi ah
Killing some of them. they were in fact violating their treaty with the
Prophet (pbuh) through their aggressive attitude towards the Khuzi'ah who
were in bond with him. Under this situation, " Air ibn Salim al-Khuzd'i and
one of Banii Ka'b went 1o the Prophet (pbuh) in Madinah. That was among
the causes of the Conquest of Makkah, “Amr stood by him while he was
sitting with the people in the mosque, told him about the breach of the
pledge, and asked for help. The Prophet (pbuh) said, “You will ger help, O
Amr ibn Salim!” When a cloud appeared in the sky to him, he said, "Verily,
this elad will pour dewn with the victory of Bani Ka'b."

Together with a band of the Khuzi ah, Budayl ibn Warga' went to the
Prophet (pbuh) in Madinah to inform him of their affliction and how the
Quraysh were supporting Ban{i Bakr against them. After mesiing him they
returned to Makkah. The Prophet (pbuh) had said to them, "It seems thar vou
will see Abit Sufydn coming to reinforce the treaty and extend its term.” When
Budayl and his companions had reached “Usfin they met Abi Sufydin ibn
Harb, who had been dispatched by the Quraysh to reinforce the treaty with
the Prophet (pbuh) and to make an exiension, as they feared the outcome of
what they had done. When Abl Sufyin saw Budayl, he asked him from
where he was coming, as he suspecied that he had been to the Prophet
(pbuh). He unswered that he had been moving with the Khuzi' ah along that
coast and at the bottom of that valley, while he denied that he had been 1o
Muhammad (pbuh), when he had asked him so. Buday]l had continued to
Makkah. and Abd Sufyiin did not believe him as he said to himself. “In case
Budayl went to Madinah he would have foddered his camels date-seeds to
eat there.” He went to the place where camels had rested, split up therr dung,
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asked whether Muhammad had permitted it. He said no. Thus, they
suspected that " AlT might have been fooling him and all what he had done
wiss useless, He said, "By Allah. | found nothing else to do."

The Prophet (pbuh) gave orders to the Muslims 1o prepare for an
invasion. Abfl Bakr was visiting his duughter A'ishah who wis miking the
preparations. When he asked her about the place they were to go, she told
umy thiit she did not know. Later the Prophet (pbuh) announced that he was
going to Makkah and ordered them to be ready. He said, "0 Allah. 1ake away
the spies and news from the Quravsh so that we may take them by surprise in their
land " The army got ready.

When the Prophet (pbuh) determined 1o march to Mukkah, Hatib ibn Abi
Balu'ah wrote a message 1o the Quraysh to tell them about the Prophet's
decision to raid them. He gave it 1o o woman to whom he paid some money
o convey it to the Quraysh. She put it on her head, then plaited her braids
over it and left. The Prophet (pbuh) received 1 report from heaven of Hayib's
deed. Thus, he summoned “Ali ibn Abi Talib and Az-Zubayr ibnul-" Awwim
and said, "Go after a woman with whom there is a letter from Hitib ibn AT Bal-
ta-ah 1o the Quraysh waming them of our decision agamnyi them.” They overtook
her in Al-Khaligah of Banii Abd Ahmad. Making her get down, they looked
nto her baggage but found nothing, “Ali swore by Allalt 1o her that the
Prophet was never o be misinformed nor were they, and that if she did not
give the letter they would strip her. When she found him serious, she told
them to turn aside. She undid her braids and gave the letter to him. When
the Prophet (pbuh) got the letter from him, he called Hatib and asked himn.
"What induced vau to do se”" He said, "By Allah, I believe in Allah and His
Messenger and my belief has never changed, But 1 am 2 man of no posiLion
among the Quraysh and I have children and a family there so | had to do
something for their sake."

On seeing him. he said, ‘Woe to vou Abi Sufvan, is it not time
that you know thar there is no god but Allah?" He answered. 'l ransom you with

Establishing Brotherhood
between the Muhajirin and the Ansar

Ibn Ishiq said, "The Prophet (pbuh) established mutual brotherhood
between s Companions of the Muhdjirin and the Angir. According to
what has reached me. and | seek Allab’s protection from attributing to him
words that he did not say, he said, *Be brothers in Allah, pair by pair.” He held
the hand of “Ali ibn Ab1 Talib and said. "This is my brother,” The Messenger
of Allub, was the muster of the Messengers and Imam of those who are
conscious of Allah. the Messenger of the Lord of the Worlds, and the
peerless and incomparable. He and "Ali ibn Abi Talib became brothers.
Hamzah thn " Abdel-Mugtalib, the lion of Alldh and His Messenger, and the
uncle of the Prophet, became the brother of Zayd ibn Harithah, the Prophet’s
mawlil. Hamzah bequeathed 10 Zuyd on the Batle of Uhud, in case of his
death. Ja far ibn Abi Talib "the one of the two wings, and the flier {in
Paracise)” and Mu adh ibn Jabal the brother of Ibn Salamah became
hrothers,

The pairs were as follows:

Abfl Bakr and Khirijah ibn Zuhayr; “Umar thnul-Khattdb and “libdn ibn
Milik; Abii “Ubaydah ibnul-Jarrih and Sa'd ibn Mu'ddh; " Abdur-Rahmién
ibn "Awf and Sa'd ibn ar-Rabi; Az-Zubayr ibnul- Awwim and Salamuh
ibn Salamah hn Wagsh: “Uthmén ibn "Affin and Aws ibn Thabit
ibnul-Mundhir; Talhah ibn *Ubaydillah and Ka'b ibn Malik; Sa’id ibn Zuyd
ibn “Ame ibn Nufayl and Ubayy ibn Ka'b: Mus'ab ibn "Umayr and Abg
Ayvub Khilid ibn Zayd: Abit Hudhayfah ibn ~Utbah and “Abbid ibn Bishr:
“Ammir ibn Yasir and Hudhayfah ibnul-Yaméan: Abd Dharr al-Ghifdn and
Al-Mundhir ibn “Amr; Hitib ibn Abi Balta ah and “Uwaym ibn Si idah;
Salmiin the Persian and Abud-Dardd'; und Bildl the mawli of Abii Bakr and
the Prophet's Mu'adhdhin (caller1o prayer) and Abd Ruwayhah.

These were the men who have been mentioned to us as the Prophet’s
Companions with whom he cemented ties of mutual brotherhood.”
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continued, ‘And he who shuts his door is safe, and he who enters the
Mosque is safe’. Then the people diffused 1o different directions, to their
houses and the Mosque.”

“Abdullih ibn Abi Bakr related that when the Prophet stopped at Dh
Tuwi, he was riding his beast wearing a turban of red Yemeni cloth. When
he saw how Allah had honored him with victory, he lowered his head in
humility 1o Allah until his beard almost touched the middle of the saddle.
Asmd’ the daughter of Abl Bakr related that when the Prophet (pbuli) halted
in Dhit Tuwa. AbQ Quhifuh asked one of his youngest daughters, 1o take
him up to Ab@ Qubays (a mountain in Makkah). He had almost lost his
sight, so when they ascended lie asked her what she could see. "A block of
blackness.” she said. "It is the cavalry,” he said. Then she told hum that she
Witk secing a man running up and down in front of them. He sdid, "0
daughter, it is the adjutant,” i.e. the one who gives and forwards the orders
to the cavalry. Then she said. "By Allah, the blackness has diffused.” He
said, "Therefore the cavalry has been sel free, so burry and escort me to my
house.” While she was taking him down, the cavalry met them before
reaching his house. As the girl was wearing a silver necklace, a man
encountered her and tore it from her neck. When the Prophet (pbuh) entered
the Mosque. Abi Bakr went 1o him leading his father. On seeing him the
Prophet (pbub) said, “Why did vou not leave the old man in his house and ler me
g0 1o hum there™ Abli Bakr replied, "It is he who should come to you", He
made him sit before him and stroked his breast and asked him (o embrace
Islam and he did so. When Ab{i Bakr accompanied his father who was
white-haired, the Prophet (pbuh) told them to change that grayness of the
hair for hum. Then Abdi Bakr got up, held his sister's hand, and said, "I
implore by Allah and Elam for my sister's necklace”. No one answered him,
s0 he said, "O little sister, save the reward for your necklace with Allah, for
honesty is rare among people nowadays.”

The slogan of the Prophet’s Companions on the days of Makkah,
Hunayn, and AT for the Muhijiriin was "O Band "Abdur-Rihman”, for
the Khazraj, "O Bani “Abdullih”, and for the Aws. "O Banil “Ubaydillah",
The Prophet (pbuh) gave instructions to the Muslim leaders when entering
MakKih aot 1o fight, except cenain individuals who must be killed even if
they were found under the cunains of the Ka hah. Among them was
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‘ Abdullah ibn Sa'd, the brother of Band *Amir ibn Lu'ayy. The Prophet
(pbuh) ordered that he should be killed because he wits @ Muslim who used
1o write down the Revelation for the Prophet (pbuh), but he apostatized and
returned to the Quraysh. He resorted to “Uthmin ibn *Affin who was his
foster-brother, He concealed him until the conditions in Makkah settled and
then he brought him to the Prophet (pbuh), asking if he might be grinted
safety. Some said that the Prophet ( pbuh) kept silent for a long time untl
finally he suid yes. When *Uthmin had gone he said to his Companions who
were there, "I remained silenr so that one of you mivht rise and behead him!”
One of the Ansér said. "Then why did you not give me 4 hint, O Messenger
of Allah?" He said, "A Prophet doey not kill by gestures.!!

Another one 1o be killed was ~Abdullih ibn Khatal of Banil Tayyim ibn
Ghalib. He was a Muslim and once the Prophet (pbuh) sent hit with a mun
to collect Zakah. Ton Khatal had with him 3 mawld of his to serve him.
When they alighted, he usked him to sluughter a goat for him and prepare
some food. and then he slept. When he awoke the mawld had done nothing,
<o he killed him and apostatized. He had two female singers Fartund and ber
friend who used 1o sing sarcaslic songs aboul the Messenger of Alldh
(pbuh), so he commanded that they should be killed with him.

Al-Huwayrith ibn Nuquydh was 1o be killed for maltreating the Prophet
(pbuh) in Makkah. The Prophet (pbuh) ordered that Migyus ibn sublibih be
killed since he had slain an Angdri who formerly killed his brother by
accident. and went to the Quraysh as an apostate. Also. Sirah who had
insulted him in Makkah was a mawlih of Band * Ahdul-Mttalib. " Tkrimah
ibn Abi Jahl was mentioned to be killed, but he escaped 1o Yemen. His wife
Umm Hakim the daughter of Al-Hirith ibn Hishdm embraced Islam. She
asked safety for him and the Prophet (pbuh) accepted, so she went after her
husband in Yemen and brought him to the Prophet (pbuh) and he became a
Muslim.

“Abdullih ibn Khatal was slain by Sa'id ibn Hurayth al-Makhz{imi

together with Abll Barzah al-Aslami. Miqyas ibn Subdbah was killed by
Numaylah ibn “Abdilldh, one of his clan.

| Thn Hishien sad. “He laser becamae a Mushim and was in chize of sime tasks during the Tule of
“Ugmar ibpul-Khaiih and that of *Uthunds after him
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As for Ibn Khatal's two female singers, one was killed and the other fled
until the Prophet gave her safety. The same happened to Sérah, who lived
until the rule of “Umar when she was killed down in the vatley of Makkah,
Al-Huwayrith ibn Nugaydh was killed by "Ali ibn Abi Talib.

Umm Hini' the daughter of Abil Talib said, “When the Prophet (pbuh)
stayed in the upper part of Makkah, two of my brothers-in-law of Banf
Makhziim escaped and hid in my house.” She was the wife of Hubayrah ibn
Abi Wahb ul-Makhz(mi. She continued, "My brother, “All ibn Abi Tilib,
came in avowing that he would kill them, so 1 Jocked the door of my house
on them and directed 1o the Prophet (phub). He was having a bath, while his
daughter Fatimah was covering him with his robe. When he finished. he
wrapped himself in his robe and offered eight rak’ahs for the Daka prayer.
Then he tumed to welcome me and asked me about the reason for my visit,
<0 1 recounted to him what had happened concerming the two men and “Ali.
He said, 'We give protection and safety 1o those you huve given protection. He
shall not kill them.”

Safiyyah the daughter of Shaybah related that, being in Makkah after the
people had settled down, the Prophet (pbul) went 10 circumambulate the
Kahah seven times on his camel touching the Comer with his rod.
Afterwards he called 'Uthmén ibn Talhah to take the key ol the Ka'bih
from him. When the Ka bah was openad for him, he found a wooden pigeon
which he broke with his hands and hurled it away. Standing by the gate of
the Ka bah. the people were assembled with him in the Mosque.

Ibn Ishiq said, "Some scholars told me that the Prophet (pbuh) was
standing by the gate of the Ka'hah when he said, 'There is no god but Allak
alone with no assaciate. He has been Sincere in His promise and has given victory
ro His servant. He alone hay vanguished the Confederates. Behold! Every pre-
tension of privilege, blood. or property is now under these two feet of mine with the
exception of serving the House and giving water fo the pilprims. Behold! (Con-
cerning) the oné who is slain by mistake and semi-intentionally by a whip ar stick,
(his family) should receive the solemn blood-money, (which is) a hundred camels.
among which forty should be pregnani. O people of Quraysh, Allah has faken away
from vou the arrogance of ignorance (pre-Tslam) and veneration of the forefathers.
Man is from Adam and Adam is from dust’ Then he recited the Quranic




verse,é O man kind' We have created you from a male and @ female. and made you
inro nations and reibes, that you may knaw one another. Verily, the most honour-
able of vou with Allah is that (believer] who hay At-Tagwé (i.e. piery and con-
sciousness of Allah).... % (Al-Hujurat: 13} Then he (pbuh) continued. 'O people
of Quraysh, what do you shink thar I will do with vou? They answered, 'Good,
for you are an honored brothef, and the son of an honored brother.” He saicl.
'Go, for vau are free.”

The Prophet (phuh) was sitting in the Mosque, when ~Ali ibn Abi Tilib
came with the key of the Kabah, He asked the Prophet (pbub) to charge his
clan the task of guarding the Ka'bah as well as giving water to the pilgnms.
Nevertheless the Prophet (pbuli) summoned “Uthmén ibn Talbah and sad,
" Here is vour key, @ "Uthmdn. Today ix a day of rightemisness and lovalmy.”

Ihn Hishém said. "Some scholars told me that the Prophet {(pbuh) entered
the House on the Day of the Conguest. He saw the pictures of the angels and
a picture of Prophet [brdhim holding the azldm. "May Allak’s Curse he upan
them!" he said, 4 They have mude our Sheikh cast azlim. What has Ibrihim to do
with such things!' Then he recited, “hréhim (Abraham) was neither a Jew nor a
Christian, but he was @ tre Muslim hanifa (Islamic Monotheism - to worship none
but Allah Alone) and he was not of Al-Mushrikin (polyvifieists and the like). b (Al
“Imein: 67) He (pbuh) then ordered 1hait all these pictures should he destroyed.

On the ycar of the Conquest, when the Prophet (pbuh) entered the
Ka bah, he was accompanied by Bilal whom he asked to call the people to
prayer. Meanwhile, Abd Sufyn ibn Harb, "Attib ibn Asid and Al-Hdrith
ibn Hishim were resting in the yard of the Ka'bah. “Audb ibn Asid said,
"Allah has honored Asid in not hearing this., otherwise it would have
infuriated him." Al-Harith said, "By Allah, if 1knew that he 1s right [ would
have followed him." Abd Sufyin said, "1 will not say anything. If 1 were to
utter, these pebbles would inform of it.” Thereupon the Prophet (pbuh) went
to them and said, " Enew what yon hava said” and repeated their sayings.
Al-Harith and " Auab said, “We testity that you are the Messenger of Allah.
Nobody was with us who could have heard our talk so that we could say
that he had informed you."
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Ibn Hishim swmd, "Ibn "Abbis related that when the Prophet (pbuh)
entered Makkah on the Day of the Conguest, on his camel, he
circumambulated the Ka bah which was surrounded by idols set in lead. so
he kept on pointing at them with his rod, saying, "Truth (Le. Islanuc
Monotheism or this Qur'an or Dihad against polytheists) has come and Batil
(fulsehood, i.e. Satan or polytheism, sic.) has vanished. Surely! Bigil is ever
Bound 1o vanish™'Y Whenever he (pbuh) pointed to an idol it fell onto s
back and whenever he pointed to its back it fell onto its face. until all fell
down.

Fadilah ibn “Umayr al-Laythi intended to kill the Prophet (pbuh) while
he was circumambulating the Ka'bah in the year of the Conguest. When he
approached him. the Prophet (pbuh) said, "Are you Fuddlah?" He answered,
“Yes, | am Fadilah. O Messenger of Allah.” The Prophet (pbub) asked him,
“Whar were vou suittering?” He said, "Nothing, just mentioning Allah!™ The
Prophet (pbuh) [nughed and said, "Ask Allah w forgive you,” then he put his
hand on the man's breast und his heart became composed. Fadilah used to
sav, "As soon as he removed his band from my breast nothing of Allah's
creation was dearer to me than him." Afterwards Fadilah retumned to his people.

Ibn Ishiq said, "The total number of Muslims who witnessed the
Conguest of Makkah was ten thousand: Banti Sulaym seven hundred. and
some said one thousand, Bandl Ghifir four hundred. Aslam four hundred,
Muzaynah one thousand and three, and the rest were from the Quraysh, the
Angiir and their allies, and other Arab tribes from Tamim. Qays. and Asad.

The Day of Hunayn, 8 AH after the Conquest

When the Hawfizin heard that the Prophet had conquered Makkah, Malik
ibn " Awf an-Nusri held a meeting which was attended by all the Hawdizin of
Thagif, all the people of Nasr and Jusham, Sa’d ibn Bakr, and & few [rom
Banf Hildl. No others were there from the Qays of “Aylin. Ka'b and Kilib
of the Hawdzin stayed away and no one of special standing atended.
Among Bani Jusham was Durayd ibns-Simmah, an aged and experienced
man who was known for his valupble advice and lis experience of war.
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Thagif had wwo chiefs: Qdrib ‘bnul-Aswad ibn Masi'd ibn Mu'attib led the
Ahlaf, and Dhul-Khimar Subay” ibnul-Harith ibn Mélik and his brother
Ahmar led Ban Milik. Overall, the affuirs were in the hands of Milik 1bn
* Awf an-Nadri. He decided to march to the Prophet (pbub) with their wives
and children, When he stopped a1 Awtis, the men gathered to him, among
them was Durayd tbns-Simmah sitting in some thing like a howdah in which
he was carried. As soon as he alighted he asked whal valley they were in
and when he knew that it was AWEES he said that it was suitable for the
cavalry. "Not a rocky mount, nora dusty plain; but why these sounds of
camels. asses, children, and sheep?” They told him that Milik had taken
thern with the army. He at once summoned him and said, "O Malik, you
have become the leader of your people and this is o day which will be
ensued by events.” He then questioned him about the sounds he was
hearing, and Milik explained his point in bringing them (o stay hehind the
warriors so that they would fight without thinking af retredat. With a sound
of deniul. he said, "You shepherd, by Allah do you think that anything will
¢hange the state of a defeated man? In case things go well nothing will help
but a man with a sword and a spear; in case it goes against you, you will be
debased in your family and property.” Then he asked about Ka'b and Kilib;
when he knew of their absence, he said, "Boldness and might are absent; if
it were a day of sublimity, Ka'b and Kilib would not have kept away. 1 wish
that you had acted the same a5 they did. Whom of your clans are wilnessing
it? They 1old him they were “Amr ibn *Amir and “Awf ibn *Amir and he
said. "Those two weak branches of - Amir whao can neither benefit nor harm.
You have erred, Milik. when you advanced the mass. he mass of the

Hawfzin, to encounter the cavalry. Let them ascend to @ high and
inaccessible pant of their land and meet the apostates (i.e. Muslims) nding
your horses. In case the fight is in your advantage, those behind can proceed
and join you. and in case it is against you, you will have rescued your
families and property.” Milik said, "By Allah. T will not do what you have
said. It seems that you have become 1o old as well as your thinking. O
people of Hawézin, you will either follow me. or T will kill myself with this
cword." He could not stand Durayd's having any position in the mafler. As
the Hawizin said that they would obey Malik, Durayd said, “This is a day
which T will not witness nor miss". Malik said to his warriors, "On seeng
themn, hreak vour scabbards and assail them as one man”
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When the Prophet (pbuh) heard about their plotting. he dispatched
*Abdulldh ibn Abi Hadrad al-Aslami to stay among them until he could
learn about their plans, and return to him with the news. “Abdullah did as
the Prophet (pbul) had ordered him and returned and told him about their
decision to Night him.

As the Prophet (pbuh) began to prepare for the war against the Hawazin,
he was told that Safwiin ibn Umayyah, then a polytheist, had some armors
and weapons. He (pbuh) summoned him and said, "0 Akt Umayyah, lend s
VOUF Wedpons so we may encounter onr enemy tomorrow.” Safwin asked, "Do
you want them by force, Muhammad?" He said, "No, they are a warranted
loan until we give them back to you" He accepted and lent him a hundred coats
of mail with their equipment. It was said that the Prophet (pbuh) asked for
transport 1o convey them and he provided him with it.

Then the Prophet (pbuh) left with rwo thousand from the people of
Makkah and ten thousand of his Companions who accompanied him in the
Conguest of Makkih, thus totaling twelve thousand men. The Prophet
(pbuh) appointed “Attdb ibn Asid ibn Abel- ‘Is 1tbn Umayysh ibn “Abd
Shams in charge of the affairs of Makkah. Then he went ahead to confront
the Hawdazin.

Al-Harith ibn Malik said, “We accompanied the Prophet (pbuh) 1o
Hunayn as fresh Muslims. The disbelievers of the Quraysh and other Arab
tribes had a great green tree called Dhitu Anwit (the one with suspenders)
to which they used to go every year, suspend their arms on i, slaughter
heasts beside it, and stay there for a day. While we were marching with the
Prophet (pbuh) we found a great lote tree so we called out to the Prophet
(pbuh) from the sides of the road, 'O Messenger of Allah, Make a tree for us
1o be like their Dhitu Anwit' He said, ‘Alldhu Akbar! By Him Who hoids my
soul in His hands, vou have said tlike) thar which the people of Miisa said 10
him, & Make for us an ilih (a god) as they have dlihah (gods)." He said, 'Verily, you
are a peaple who know noty.\V) It is customs! Surely, you will comply with the cus-
toms of those who preceded you," ™

Jabir ibn “Abdillah said, “Approaching the valley of Hunayn we
descended through a spacious and sloping valley of Tihimah. The enemy
had preceded us to the valley, lurked in its glens, sidetracks, and straits, and
prepared themselves well. We were moving downward gradually in the
morning twilight, when suddenly their battalions atiacked us as one man.
The Muslims started to reweat in disorder. The Prophet (phul) went
rightward and said, “Where are you (going). O people? Come here 1o me. I am
the Messenger af Atlah! I am Muhammad ibn ‘ABdillah!* The camels bumped
one into the other and the people went off but a band of the Muhdjirin. the
Ansir, and the Prophet's family stayed with him (pbuh).”

Ibn Ishiiq said that when the men ran away and the rude among the
people of Makkah who were with the Prophet (pbuh) saw that they hud been
defeated, some of them spoke in a way that showed their animosity. Abl
Sufyin ibn Harb samd, "Their defeat will not cease before they get to the
sea!" He carried his azldm in his sheath. Jabalah ibnul-Hanbal eried out,
‘Certainly sorcery is annulled today.! Shaybah ibn “Uthmiin said, ‘1 said,
“Today | will avenge on Muhammad.'"" Today | will kill Muhammad.’ [
wurtied towards the Messenger of Allah to kill him but something happened
that 1 could not stand doing it and I knew that he was preserved from me.

Tbn Ishdq also said one of the people of Makkah told him that when the
Prophet (phuh) departed Makkah heading for Hunayn and saw the great
numbers of Allah's soldiers he said, "We will not be heaten taday for want of

mumbers,

Al- Abbiis ibn “Abdel-Muttalib said, "I"was with the Praphet (phuh)
seizing the rein of his white mule which | had put between its jaws. ['was a
Jarge man with & SODOFOUS VOICE. The Prophet (pbuh) said to his army, as i
was in chitos, "Where are you (going), @ people? but none of them scemed 10
have heard. He asked me to cry out loudly, 'O Angir, O € ompanions of As-

to reverse his camel, but he could not do it, so he would take his armor, casl
it on its neck. take his sword and shield, dismount it, setting it free while he
followed the voice until he reached the Prophet (pbuh)., Eventually a
hundred warriors gathered around him, proceeded. and fought,

were firm in the battlefield, while the Prophet (pbub) stood in his stirrups
watching the fight us they were challenging and said, 'Now the battle has
grown fierce.' "
Jabir ibn ~ Abdillah related, ™ Al ibn Abi Talib and an Ansdn attucked the
man who was carrying the banner of the Hawizin on his camel. "All came
on him from the back and hamstrung his camel so it fell upon its rear end;
the Ansdn jumped upon him and struck him a blow which made his foot fly
with half of his shank and he dropped from his saddle. The warriors did
their best in the fight. By Allah, when those who had withdrawn came back,
they found prisoners fettered with the Prophet {phuh).”

The Prophet (pbuh) directed to AbO Sufyin ibnul-Hirith ibn
“Abdel-Matalib, who was among those who stood firm with him (pbuh)
that day, and he had become a good Muslim after embracing Islam. Abd
Sufyin was holding to the posterior of the saddle of the Prophet's mule. He
asked who it was. He said, "It 15 me, the son of vour mother, O Messenger
of Allah.”

"Abdulldh ibn Abi Bakr related that the Prophet (pbuh) found Umm
Sulaym the daughter of Milhin with her husbund Ab{ Talhah. She was
banding a girdle as she was pregnant with her son " Abdullih ibn talhah. She
was riding her husband's camel and in order to control it she brought its
head close o her, putting her hand in the nose ring of hair along with the
nose bridle. After the Prophet (pbuh} had recogmzed her, she said, "O
Messenger of Allah, kill those who fed from you as you kill those who
combat you, for they deserve that!" The Prophet (pbuh) said, “Is it not thar
Allah suffices (me) for them, O Umm Sulavm?" She had a dagger with her so
when Abil Talhah asked her why she carried it, she said, "1 took the dagger
in case a polytheist comes close to me I can rip hum up with it." He said,
"Do you hear, O Messenger of Allah, what Ar-Rumaysd’ (who had a
problem in her eyes) is saying!”

Abfi Qatadah said, "On the day of Hunayn I saw a Muslim and a
polytheist fighting. Another polytheist came to help his companion against
the Muslim, so I made for him and cut off his hand, but he griped me with
the other hand; and by Allah if it was not for his bleeding, he would have
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killed me. but he fell down and 1 killed him: I was too indulged in the battle
1o pay any more heed to him. One of the people of Makkah passed by and
tooted Him, When the war was over, the Prophet (pbuh) said, Ler whoever
killed @ person take his booty." 1 said, 'O Messenger of Allah (pbuh) I have
slain a person who was worth looting but | was extremely occupied in the
hattle at the time so 1 did notsee who had spoiled him.’ One of the people of
Makkal admitted that 1 had spoken the truth and said that the booty was
with him and asked the Prophet (pbuh) to pay me to my satisfaction on his
hehdlf from my spoil. Abi Bakr said, "No, by Allah, he shall not give lum
from it to his satisfuction. Do you want to make one of Allah's lions who
fought for His religion share you in his booty” Give him back the spoils of
the ofie he had killed! The Prophet (pbuh) said that AbQ Bakr's had said the
truth. and ordered that man to give me my booty back. | took the booty, sold
il, and purchased with the money a small palm-grove. It was the first
property I ever owned.”

Ibn Ishiq said that when the Hawizin were defeated. many of the men of
Thagif among Bani Malik were killed, and seventy of them were killed
under their standard, amang whom were *Uthmdn ibn ~Abdilldh ibn Rabi"ah
ihpel-Hirith ibn Lahib. Their standard was first with a man known as
Dhul-Khimar'!". When he was slain, "Uthmin ibn ~Abdillih took it unul he
was also killed.

As the polytheisis were beaten they went 10 AL-Ta'if, accompanied by
Malik ibn “Awf: while some encamped in Awlis, and only Bani: Ghiyarah
from Thaqif made for Nakhlah, The Muslim cavalry pursued those who had
headed for Nakhlah, but they did not chase those who had gone o the hillocks.

The Prophet (pbuh) dispatched Abd “Amur al-Ash’ari to follow the
iraces of those in Awtis and he caught some of them running away. In the
engagement Abd Amir was speared with an arrow and died so his cousin,
Abi Milsi al-Ash ari, ook the standard, and kept on fighting until Allah
granted him victory.

During their flight, Mitik ibn ~Awf with some of his horsemen stopped
at a hillock on the way to wait for their weak to pass and those in the back to
join them. The Prophet (pbuh) was passing by when he found the men

1. Dhul-Khimdr was " Awi ibmur-Rabi'.
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gathered around a woman whom Khilid ibnul-Walid had killed, He at once
sent a message o Khillid saying "The Messenger of Allah forbids vou from kill-
ing a baby, woman, or a hired slave.”

The Prophet (pbuh) said that day, "If you can carch Bijad - a man of Bani
Sa'd ibn Bakr - do not let him riin away from yor,” for he had made some evil
act, When the Muslims seized him they 100k him away with his family and
Ash-Shaymd' the doughter of Al-Harith who was a foster-sister of the
Prophet (pbuh). They were tough with her on their way. When she told them
that she was a foster-sister of the Prophet (pbuh), they did not believe her.
They took her to the Prophet,

When she told the Prophet (pbuh) that she was his foster-sister, he asked
her to prove her claim. She said that he bit her in the back when she was
carrymg him on her hip. The Prophet (pbul) remembered that. so he
stretched out his mantle for her to sit on. He made her choose between
living with him in endearment and honor or returning to her people with
presents, and she preferred the latter. Banii Sa'd claimed that he also gave
her a bondman of his called Makhil, and a bondwoman whom she gave to
the former in marriage and their progeny continued.

[bn Hisham said, "Allah revealed concerning the Day of Hunayn,

4 Truly Allah has given you victary on many battle fields, and on the
Day of Hunavyn (hattle) when you rejoiced at your great number but it availed vou
naught and the earth, vast as it is, was straitened for you, then you rurned back mn
flight, Then Allah did send down His Sakinah (calmness, anquillity and re-
assurance, efc.} an the Messenger (Muhammad), and on the believers, and sen
down forces (angels) whicl you saw not, and punished the dishelievers. Such is the
recompense of dishelievers. &

(At-Tawbah: 25-26)

Tbn Ishiq said, “The captives and spoils of Hunayn were collected to the
Prophet (pbuh), Mas'Qid ibn “Amr al-Ghifiiri was in charge of the spoils’
affairs. The Prophet (pbuh) ordered that all the captives and spoils be kepl in
Al-Ji"arinah.”
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The Invasion of Ar-Ta'if, 8 AH

When the defeated subjects of Thagif arrived at AL-Ti'f, they closed the
gates of the city and prepared themselves for war. "Urwah ibn Mas 6d and
Gaylin ibn Salamah did not witness the Battle of Hunayn nor the siege of
At-TA'if, for they were training in Jirash on how to use the testudo, the
catapult, and other equipment.

After finishing with Hunayn, the Prophet (pbuh) made for Atr-Taif. He
marched and passed by Nakhlat al-Yaméniyyah, Qarn, Al-Mulayh, and by
Bithrat ar-Rughd' of Liyyah, where he built a mosgue offered prayer therein.
Then he procesded on the Ad-Daygah road to Nakhb until he stopped under
4 lote tree called As-Sidirah close to the property of @ man of Thaqif. The
Prophet (pbuh) sent him a message asking him whether 1o surrender or he
would destroy his garden. He refused to surrender so the Prophet (pbub)
gave orders to demolish it.

The Prophet (pbuh) continued until he stopped near AL-Taf where he
encamped. Yet the Mushims camps were (00 close to the wall of At-TA so
some of the Companions were killed by arrows which reached them from
the wall. and the Muslims could not enter the wall because the encmy had
fortified themselves behind it, When those Muslims died, the Prophet
(pbuh) moved the camp to where his Mosque at AL-T'if is today. He (pbuh)
besieged Ap-Ta'lf for more than twenty nights,

Two of the Prophet's wives accompanied him, one of them was Umm
Salamah the daughter of Abi Umayyah. He pitched for them two tenis
hetween which he offered prayers. He remained there until  Thagif
surrendered, so “Amr ibn Umayyah ibn Wahb constructed a mosque over
the site where he (pbuh) used 1o perform prayer. It was said thal there was a
pillar in the mosque that made a sound every time the sun rose over it
During the siege, the fight was bitter and the two parties exchanged arrows,
until A-Ta%f Wall was attacked by a band of the Companions who
penetrated under a testudo encroaching to the wall to bumn it. Thaqif threw
on them molten hot iron so they stepped out from under it and were shot by
arrows which killed some of them, The Prophet (pbuh) commanded that the
vineyards of Thagif be cut down.
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I was told that the Prophet (pbuh) said to Abl Bakr during the siege of
AL-TA1f, that he had seen (in a vision) that he was given a bowl of butter
and a cock pecked at it and split its contents. Abdl Bakr commemed that he
did not think that the Prophet {pbuh) would achieve what he desired from
them that day. He (pbuh) said that he did not think that either. Then
Khuwaylah the daughter of Hakim of Sulaym and the wife of "Uthmdn ibn
Maz (in, went to the Prophet (pbuh) and asked him to give her the jewelry
of Badivah the daughier of Ghayldn, or that of Al-Firi'ah the daughter of
“Ugayl, in case Allah granted him victory over AL-T&f, for both were from
the most bejeweled women of Thagil. Some told me that the Propher's
answer was, "What if Thagif is not permitted 1o me. O Kfuovaviah? She went ot
and repeated the Prophet’s words to "Umar, who went to the Prophet (pbuh) to
mike sure that he had said so. Knowing that he had, he asked if they should
depari. The Prophet (pbuh) gave him permission to give orders to break
camp, and he did so.

When the woops moved off Sa'id ibn "Ubayd cried our, "The clan 1s
staying.” “Uyaynah ibn Hisn said, "Yes, with glory and honor™. One of the
Muslims suid to him, "May Allah's Curse be upon you, O "Uyaynah! Do
you glorify the polytheists for holding out against the Messenger of Allih
although vou have joined him to fight with him?" "I did not come with you
o be against Thagif,” he answered. "but 1 wanted Muhammad to control
AL-TA'If so that 1 might get a Thaqif girl who might give birth to a son of
mine, for the people of Thagif are imelligent and clever.”

During the Prophet's stay, some slaves who were under siege in Ap-T&1f
went to him and embraced Islam and he emancipated them. When the
people of Af-T4'If accepted Islam, some of them like Al-Harith ibn Kaladah
asked for these slaves;, but the Prophet (pbuh) said that they were Allah's
freed men. Twelve of the Prophet's Companions were Killed as martyrs af
At-Ta'if: seven from the Quraysh, four from the Anglr, and one from Bana
Layth. The Prophet (pbuh) departed AL-T&'1f after the battle and the siege.

The Property and Captives of the Hawazin
and the Division of the Spoils

Moving off from A{-Taf, the Prophet (pbuh) with his army went
throngh Dhnd until he halted at Al-Ji'rinah, where a large number of the
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Hawizin captives were kepl. One of his Companions, on their departure
from Thaqif asked the Prophet (pbuh) to supplicate against them but he said,
“0 Allah, guide Thagif and bring them (i.c. 1o Islam or © o), "

A deputation from the Hawdzin went 10 him' ut Al-Ji"rinah where he
retained six thousand women and children, and a countless number of sheep
arid camels. They suid they were an established clan bul affliction had
befallen them. as was well known, and implored him to pity them for
Allah's sake. One of the Hawdzin from the clan of Ban( Sa'd ibn Bukr
narmed Zuhayr and dubbed Ab{l surad said, "O Messenger of Allah, in the
pens are your paternal and maternal aunts and your foster mothers.'" Had it
heen that we suckled Al-Hirith ibn Abi Shamir or An-Nu'min
ibnul-Mundhir (two high personalities) and they were in your position now,
we would hope for their pity und generosity, but sull you are the best of
entrusted men.”

The Prophet (pbub) gave them the choice between their families and
property. When they chose their families, the Prophet (pbuh) said, “Whar is
for we and for Bani ‘Abdul-Minalib is yours, When | finish the Zithr praver with
the peaple, get up and say. 'We ask the intercession of the Messenger af Allah with
the Muslims; and that of the Muslims with the Messenger of Alluh for our children
and wives®. I will than give you (what vou ask for) and appeal on your behalf.”

The Prophet (pbuh) having finished the Zuhr prayer. they did as he
instructed them and he said, "Whar is for me and for Bami "Abdul-Mutalib is
yours." The Muhfjiriin suid “And what is ours is for the Prophet™; and the
Ansir said the same. However, Al-Agra” ibn Hibis said. "What is mine und
that of Band Tamim are not (i.c. are ours not for the Prophet).” "Uyaynah
ibn Hisn said the same about what was his and that of Ban(i Fazirah. When
*Ahbiis ibn Mirdis said the same about what was his and that of Bani
Sulaym. the later said, “What is ours is for the Prophet”. Thereupon,
*Abbiis said to Banit Sulaym “You have belittled me." Then the Prophet
(pbuh) said, “He who sticks to his right to these prisoners will have six camels for
every person from the first booty | get. Then let the men have their wives and chil-
dren back.”

The Prophét (pbuh) inquired of the Hawizin deputation about Mahk ibn
“Awl. When they told him that he was in AL-Taf with Thaqif. the Prophet

| “The nure or fosier miother of the Prophet (pbal) was from Band Sa°d ibn Bakr from the Hawdizn.
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(pbuh) told them to inform Malik that in case he came to him as a Muslim,
he would give him back his family and property plus a hundred camels,
Milik aceepted the proposal and left A-T&if. Yet he was apprehensive that
Thagif wouold detain him on knowing what the Prophet (pbuh) had said. so
he ordered that his camel should be prepared for him as well as his horse be
brought to him in A{-TRil. At night he departed on his horse, and galloped
until he reached the location where his camel was tied, and then he rode off
and joined the Prophet (pbuh) in Al-Ji'rinah or Makkah, The Prophet
(pbuh) retumed his family and property to him and provided him with a
hundred camels. He embraced Islam and became a good Muslim.

The Prophet (pbuh) appoeinted him as & commander over those who had
embraced Islam from his people. namely, the ribes of Thumilah, Sulamah,
and Fahm. He kept on fighting and raiding Thagif with thern unti] they became
in sore circumstance. Ab{l Mibjan ath-Thagifi condemned Milik for this.

The people followed the Prophet (pbuh) saying, "O Messenger of Allah,
distribute our booty of camels and herds among vs”, until they drove him
back against a tree. His mantle was snatched from him, so he said, "0 peo-
ple! Return to me my mantle, by Allah if vour sheep were as many as the frees of
Tihdamah I would divide them among vow. You have never found me @ miser, cow-
ard. er a liar”. He picked a hair from his camel's hump and held it high
between his two fingers, saying, "0 people. | have nothing but a fifth of your
spoils even to this hair, and the fifth will go back 10 you. So return (even) threads
and needles, for betraval (with regard to spoils) will be a shame and a fire and ut-
ter disgrace to those who practice it on the Day of Resurrection,” One of the
Ansér appeared with a ball of camel hair, saying, "O Messenger of Allah, |
have taken this ball to make a cushion for an injured camel of mine.” He
replied, “As for my share from ir, it is yours!" "I{ it has come to that, I do not
need it,” he said and threw it away.

The Prophet (pbuh) provided booty to the new converts to Islam, who
were celebrities and chiefs, to win their hearts and win their people through
them. The following got one hundred camels each: Abl Sufyiin ibn Harb:
his son My dwiyah; Hakim ibn Hizdm; Al-Harith ibnul-Hirith ibn Kaladah;
Suhayl ibn-"Amr; Huwaytib ibn ~Abdei-Uzzi: Al-Al& ibn Jariyah
ath-Thaqafi; "Uyaynah ibn Hisn; Al-Agra’ ibn Hibis at-Tamimi: Malik ibn
" Awf an-Nasri; andSafwin ibn Umayyah.
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Each of following men of the Quraysh were given less than one hundred
camels: Makhramah ibn Nawfal az-Zuh, Umayr ibn Wahb al-Jumahi: and
Hishim ibn ~Amr the brother of BanG *Amir ibn Lu'ayy. I do not memorize
what he (pbuh) gave them exactly but I knew that he gave them less than
one hundred camels. The Prophet (pbuh) gave fifty camels to Sa’id ibn
yarbi® ibn “Ankathah and 0 As-Sahmi He gave “Abbas ibn Mirdas few
camels. so he became disappointed and blamed the Prophet (pbuh).

The Prophet (pbuh) said, "Take him away from me and c aff his tongue,”
so he was given (camels) until he was pleased; that was what the Prophet
(pbuli) meant by cutting his tongue off.'"

Abil Sa'id al-Khudri said, "As the Prophet (pbuh) divided this booty
among the Quraysh and the Arb tribes, and nothing went to the Ansér, so
they took the matier o heart and talked badly about it, until one of them

uid, 'By Allah, the Prophet (pbuh) has satisfied his own people’. Sa'd ibn
* Ihidah went to the Prophet (pbuh) and tofd him about the feelings of the
Ansir. He asked him, 'Whar is your stance it this matter, O Sa'd? He said, 'l
am one of them’. ‘Then assemble votir people in this hureh,” he (pbuh) said.
When Sa'd did so, he permitted some of the Muhdjirin to attend, and
prevented others, On their gathering, he went and told the Prophet (pbuh).

The Prophet (pbuh) went to them, praised and thanked Allah, and then
he fuced them saying, 'O peaple af the Angdr. | have been told bad wards about
vou und that you are angry with me! Did net [ come to you when you were straying
and Allah giided you; i want and Allah enriched vou: enemies and Allah brought
vour hearts together? They answered, 'Yes, indeed, Allah and His Messenger
are most gracious and benevolent.” "Why deo you not then answer me, O people
of the Angir? he continued. They said, "What answer do you want from us, O
Messenger of Allah? To Allash and His Messenger belong grace and
henevolence! Then he said, 'By Allah, if you wished you could have spoken

The
people wept unil their tears rolled down their beards as they said, “We are
satisfied with the Messenger of Allah as our lot and share.” Then the
Prophet (pbuh) left and they dispersed.

The Prophet (pbuh) Performs ‘Umrah From
Al-—_]l‘rﬁ.nah

The Prophet (pbuh) left Al-Jitranah 1o perform "Umrah. He ordered that
the remaining booty be kept in Majannah near Mirr az-Zahrin. Having
finished the “Umrah he went back to Madinah. He appointed “Attdb ibn
Asid to be in charge of Makkah. Along with “Audb, he assigned Mu' ddh ibn
Jabal 1o teach the people their religion and help them leam the Quran. The
Prophet (pbuh) himself was followed by the remainder of the booty.!"!

The Prophet’s "Umral was in Dhul-Qa’dah as he returned to Madinah
toward its end or in the beginning of Dhul-Hijjah. Ibn Ishiq said that the
people performed the pilgrimage of that year as the Arabs used 1o perform
it "Attdb led the Mushims in the pilgrimage of that year. 8 AH. Yet, the
people of ApR-Ta'if remained mn therr polytheism and stubbornness in their
town from the time the Prophet (pbub) went off in Dhul-Qa’dah of the year
8, until Ramadin of the following vear.

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The Story of Ka b ibn Zuhayr after the Departure
from At-Ta'if

The Prophet (pbuh) was in Madinah after finishing with AL-T#'if, when
Bujayr ibn Zuhayr ibn Abi Sulmd sent a letter to his brother Ka'b warning
him that the Prophet (pbuh) had killed some men in Makkah who had
sativized and insulted him, while the Qurayshi poets who were still alive like
Ibnuz- Zib ard and Hubayrah ibn Abi Wahb had escaped in all directions.
"If you are still keen about your life, then hurry to the Prophet (pbuh), for he
does not kill those who go to him repentant. If you will not do that, rescue
yourself to any place on earth in which you feel safe.” Ka™b had smd,

Give Bujayr @ message from me:

Do you accept what I said? Confound you!

Tell us plainly if you do not accept what [ say

For what reason other than that has led you

To a religion | cannot find his fathers ever held

And you cannot find that your brother followed?

If you do not accept what | say, I shall not grieve
Nor say 1f you stumble: Allah help you!

Al-Ma'mdn (the safe) has given you full cup 1o drink
And added a second draught of the same.

He sent these poetic verses o Bujayr who felt that he should recite them
to the Prophet (pbuh). On hearing the words "Al-Ma'mln (the safe) has
given yvou a full cup” he said, "That is right. although he i surely a liar, | am
Al:Ma'min." Commenting on the words “to a religion 1 cannot find his
futhers ever held,” the Prophet (phuh) said, "Sure, neither his futher nor mother
held iv.”

Ibn Ishiq said thar when Kia'b received the message he was deeply
frightened and worried about his life. His foes around him spread rumors
that he would definitely be slain. Being in an inescapable situation, Ka'b
wrote a poem praising the Prophet (pbuh) and referring to his feur and the
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disturbing rumors of his enemies. Afierwards, he headed for Madinah and
stayed with a man of Juhaynah whom he knew, as it was mentioned to me.
Iy the morning, he wok him to the Prophet (pbuh) at the time of the morning
prayer and offered praver with him. The man pointed out the Prophet (pbuh)
to him and wold him w0 go and ask for safety. He got up, walked to the
Prophet (pbuh), sal before him, and put his hand in his, while the Prophet
(pbuh) did not know him. Ka'b said, "0 Messenger of Allah, if Ka'b ibn
Zuhayr comes 1o ask you for safety as a repenting Muslim, will you accept
m?" The Prophet (pbuh) said yes 5o he declared that he was Ka'b ibn
Zuhayr,

Ibn Ishiq said that “Asim ibn *Umar ibn QatAdah told him that one of the
Ansir jumped on hum asking the Prophet (pbuh) to permit him ro cut off his
head calling him the enemy of Allah. The Prophet {(pbuh) drew him away
saying that Ka'b had come repentant, and detiched from his past. Ka'b was
annoyed at the clan of this Angari for what the latter had done. As for the
Muhéjiriin, they only spoke well of him. He recited a poem of his starting
with “Su”ad is gone, and today my heart is love-sick”, when he cume 1o the
Prophet (pbuh), in which he praised him (pbuh) as well as the Muhijirin.

*Asim ibn “Umar ibn Qatadsh suid, "When Ka'b said (in a part of this
poem), 'When the short black men take to flight,” he was denoting us. we the
Ansir, because of the way that man of us had treated him. He praised the
Muhdjirin only among the Prophet's Companions. This infuriated the Ansir
against him. Later when he had embraced Islam, he praised the Ansdr,
mentioning their trials with the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) and their status
among the Yemeni tribes.”

According to Thn Hisham, it is suid that afier Ka™b had recited to him the
poem starting with "Su’ad is gone, and today my heart is lovessick”, the
Prophet (pbuh) said to him, "/ wish you spoke well of the Angdr, for they deserve
i Thus Ka b said these verses (of the second poem). Ibn Hishim also said
that “Ali ibn Zayd ibn Jud'in said that Ka'b recited the poemn (starting with
“Su’id 1s gone") to the Prophet (phuh) in the Mosque,
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The Invasion of Tabik, 9 AH

The Prophet (pbuh) spent the months from Dhul-Hijjah to Rajab in
Madinah, and then ordered the people to prepare to invade the Byzantines.
The events of Tabilk are based on narrations from Az-Zuhri, Yazid ibn
ROman, “Abdulldh ibn Abi Bakr, *Asimt ibn “Umar ibn Qatidah, and other
scholars. Each narraied what he was informed about this invasion, and the
narrations of some of them contained information thiat was not contained by
those of the others.

The Prophet (pbuh) ordered his Companions to prepare to fight the
Byzantines at i time of hardship. The weather was extremely hot and there
was a drought. Fruit had ripened and the men wished to sit under the shade
of their fruit and hated the thought of traveling at that time, Almost the
Prophiet (pbuh) referred indirectly to the place of any invasion and declared
that he would head for a place. which was other than that which he had
actually intended. Tubiik was an exception, as he said clearly that he would
£0 10 the Byzantines, That was because of the long distance. the hot season,
and the potency of the enemy, and so that the men could prepare themselves
well: thus he gave orders for preparations.

One day while making his arrangements, the Prophet (pbuh) said 10
Al-Jadd ibn Qays of Bani Salamah, "0 Jadd, do you like to fight Banii Al-Agfar
(Byvzantine) this vear?” He answered, "0 Messenger of Allah. exempt me
from fighting und do not put me into trial. for everyone knows that T am
strongly addicted to women and 1 fear that | can not control myself il 1 see
the women of Ban Al-Asfar.” The Prophet (pbuh) turned away from him
and gave him permission to stay behind. Regarding Al-Jadd ibn Qays, the
following verse was revealed,

& And among them is he who savs: "Grant me leave (1o be exempted
from Jihdd) and put me not inte trial,” Surely, they have fallen into trial.
And verily, Hell is surroinding the disbeltevers. 3

( At-Tawhah: 49)

The meaning of this was not that he feared the temptation of the women
of Banfi Al-Asfar, for he had fallen into a greater trial by lagging behind the
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Prophet (pbubi) and choosing to satisfy himself tather than the Prophet
(pbuh). Vealy, hell is behind him.

Some of the hypocrites said to one another, "Do not march forth in the
heat.” detesting war, doubting the Truth, and spreading rumors about the
Prophet (pbuh). Allah sent down concerning them,

4 ..and they saud, ‘March not forth in the hear”. Sav, The Fire of Hell is
mare mtense in hear', if aniy they could wnderstand’ye let them langh a
lirtle and (they will) erv much as a recompense of what they used 1o vars

(by committing sins). @
(AT-Tawbah: 82-83)

[bn Ishig sawd that the Prophet (pbuh) proceeded actively with his
preparations and communded the men to hasten while urging the rich to help
in providing expenses and mounts in the way of Allah. The wealthy men
provided mounts and so stored a reward with Allah. Uthman ibn “Affn
spent the largest sum,'"

Seven Muslims from the Ansdr and Bani "Amr ibn “Awf, who were
referred to as the Weepers, went to the Prophet (pbuh) and asked him 10
supply them with mounts for they were impoverished. The Weepers were:
Séitim ibn "Umayr, "Ulbah ibn Zayd. the brother of Band Harithah, Abf
Layia “Abdur-Rahmin ibn Ka'b, the brother of Bunii Mizin ibn An-Najjar;
“Amr ibn Humam ibnul-Jamah, the brother of Band Salima; ~“Abdulldh
ibnul-Mughalfal al-Muzani, and some said he was “Abdullih ibn ibn "~ Amr
al-Muzani; Harami ibn " Abdillah, the brother of Band Wigil; and "Irbad ibn
Sarivali al-Fazdrd, The Prophet (pbuh) said, “1 do not find whercon to
transport you.” They turned away, their eyes overflowing with tears, grieved
that they did not find anything to expend for the expedition

Someone told me (the author) that Tbn Yimin ibn "Umayr ibn Ka'b
an-Nadri saw AbQ Layla and “Abdullih ibnul-Mughaffal while they were
weeping. When he asked them for the reason, they told him that they had
gone 10 the Prophet (pbuh) to obtain 4 ride, but he hud none to provide them
with and they could afford nothing. At once he provided them with a
watering camel which they saddled and he further supplied them with some
dates so they were able to leave with the Prophet (pbuh).

. Ibti Hishiim suid that ~Uthmén equipped the pding aemy with o thousand dinars, so the Prophet
iphuh) satd, " Alfuk, be pleased with Utlundn, for § am pleased with him.”
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Some bedouins came with ready excuses that they might be permitted to
stay at home, but Allah did not accept their excuses. | heard that they were
from Band Ghifir. Then the Prophet (pbub) became ready to travel, o he
decided o march out.

A band of Muslims, including Ka'b ibn Malik ibn Abi Ka'b: Marirah
tbn Rubi'; Hildl ibn Umayysh: and Abl Khaythamah, hesitated in making
up their minds until they lageed behind. Nevertheless, they did so withoul
any doubt or misgivings, and they were truthful and no one accused them of
anything concerning their being Muslims.

The Prophet (pbuh) encamped by Thuniyyatul-Wadd' M Abdulldh ibn
Ubayy cumped out separately below the Prophet's encampment toward
Dhubib.2! It was said that it was not the smaller of the two camps. While
the Prophet (pbuh) proceeded. ~Abdulldh ibn Ubayy withdrew and remained
behind with the hypocrites and those who doubted.

The Prophet (pbuh) ordered “Al ibn Abi Télib to stay behind with his
family 1o look after them. The hypoerites spread out rumors that the Prophet
(pbuh) had left him behind because of being a burden on the Prophet (pbuh)
who wanted 10 be rid of him. When he heard these words “Ali seized his
weapons and overtook the Prophet (pbuh) while stopping at Al-Jurf*?
When he repeated to him the hypocriles’ sayings. the Prophet (pbuh)
answered, "They lie. | let you stay for what | had left behind, so réturn and repre-
sent me in my family and yours. Would you not be pleased, O "Ali 10 hold with me
the posution that Hariin held with Misa, expect that there is no Prophet after me?”
Thus, “Ali returned to Madinah and the Prophet (pbuh) continued in s
travel.

On a hot dav, Abil Khaythamah returned to his family. days after the
Prophet {(pbuh) had departed. His two wives were in their huts in his garden.
Each had made her hut cool by sprinkling water and they had prepared food
for him. Standing at the door of the hut, he looked ar his wives and what
they had prepared for himy, and said, "The Prophet (pbuh} is out in the sun,
wind, and heat, while Abdl Khaythamah is in a cool shade, food had been

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prepared for him, resting in his propenty with a beautiful woman. This is not
fair. By Allah, I will not enter either of your huts, but I will join the Prophet
(pbuh), so prepare some provision for me.” They did so. He went to his
watering camel, saddled it, and directed to the direction of the Prophet
(pbuh) until he caught up with him and the army in Tab{k. Eaclier on his
way, Ab( Khaythamah met "Umayr tbn Wahb al-Jumaki who was also
searching for the Prophet (pbuh), so they accompanied cach other until they
joined the troops. Approaching Tabik, Abi Khaythamah said 1o “Umayr, "I
have done a sin, so it 1s better that you stay behind me until 1 meet the
Prophet (pbuh),” and he did so. When he went closer to the Prophet (pbuh)
as he alighted in Tabik, the army observed a nder coming towards them.
The Prophet (pbuh) said, "Be Abii Khaythamah”, and the Muslims said that it
was he. He dismounted and greeted the Prophet (pbuh), who said, “You were
close to destruction, Abf Khaythamah!™ After telling him what had happened,
the Prophet (pbuh) said good words to him and invoked Allal on his behall

The Prophet (pbuh) halted at Al-Hiyr'", where his men drew water the
well therein. The Prophet (pbuh) said to them, "Do nor drink any of its water
nor use it for ablutions; forage to the camels whatever dough you have used its wa-
ter for making if, and do not eat any of w1, and let no one of vou go out tonight with-
out @ companion.” The men obeyed him, but two of Band Si'idah went out
alone. One went out to rehieve himself and collapsed n his place, while the
other was searching for his camel and a wind carried him away and cast him
on the two mountains of Tayyi'. When the Prophet (pbuh) was told of this,
he said, "Did [ not forbid you not 1o go out alone?" Then he prayed for the man
who collapsed and he recovered. As for the other who fell between the two
mountains of Tayyi', he was later brought back to the Prophet (pbuh) in
Madinah by the people of Tayyi'.

In the morning when the men complained 1o the Prophet (pbuh) of
having no water, he supplicated Allah for help, and He sent a cloud that
pourcd so much rain that they were satisfied and carried the water they
needed. While traveling on their wiy, the camel of the Prophet (pbuh) was
lost and his Compamons went out 1o search for 1t. The Prophet (pbuh) had

By Allah, 1 know only what Allah has made
e know and Allak has guided me io its place. It is in this valley in such-and-such
a mounidin pass. A tree has hold it back with its bridle: so go and bring it 1o me.”
They went and brought it

When he returned to his camp, “Umdrah said, "By Allah, the Prophet
(phuh) has just told us & wonderful thing abow what was said by someone
which Allah had informed him." Then he repeated the story. One of those
who was in “Umirah's camp and not with the Prophet (phuh) exclaimed,
"By Allah, it is Zayd who had said this before you came in." “Umidrah
rushed to Zayd pricking him in the neck and saying, "Come on, servants of
Allak! | had in my camp a deceiver whom T knew nothing of. Get out, you
enemy of Allah, and do not accompany me."” Some people said that Zayd
later repented, while others claimed that he was accused of evil until he
died.

Then the Prophet (pbuh) continued on his travel, whereas other men
began to linger behind. When the Prophet (pbuh) was told that so-und-so
had lingered he said, "Leave him alone: if there is good in him; Allah the Al-
mighte will make him join you, and if not, Allah has relieved you af him.”

Abi Dharr had dropped behind because of his camel, so he ook the load
on his back and walked to catch up with the Prophet (pbuhj. The Prophet
(pbuh) alighted at one of the stopping-places when a Muslim drew his
attention 1o a man walking on the road alone. The Prophet (pbuh) said, “Be
Abii Dharr?” Looking carefully, the people said that it was he. The Prophet
(phuth) said, "May Allak have mercy on Abie Dharr, He walks alone, will die
alone, and will be raised alone.”
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According to “Abdullih ibn Mas'0d, when Uthmin exiled Ab Dharr
(when the former was a Caliph) to Ar-Rabidhah where he died, no one was
with him but his wife and his slave. He bequesthed them to wash him (after
death), put him in his shroud, lay him at the middle of the road. and say o
the first curavan, “This 15 AbQi Dhirr, the Prophet's (pbuh) companion, so
help us bury him". On his death, they did so. " Abdullilh ibn Mas™(d came up
with @ band of Iraqi men on a* Umrah, when they suddenly found the bier in
their way. The camels were about o step on it. The slave went to them
sayinig, "This is AbQ Dharr, the Prophet's Companion. Help us bury him."
“Abiulldh ibn Mas™lid wept and said. “The Prophet (pbuh) was right (as he
said that) you walk alone, die dlone, and will be raised alone.” Then he and
those who were with him dismounted and buried Abfi Dharr. Afterwards
“Abdulldh narrated to them his story and what the Prophet (pbuh) said about
him during the march to Tabiik.

When the Prophet (phuh) reached Tabilk, Yuhanad ibn Ru'bah the head
of Aylah came to him and a reconciliation was made and he paid him the
tribute. The people of Jarhd’ and Adhruh also did the same, The Prophet
(pbuh) wrote & letter of guarantee. He (pbuh) wrole 1o Yuhanna ibn Ru'bah,

“In the name of Alluh, the All-Merciful, the Ever-Merciful. This is a
guarantee fram Allah and Muhammad the Prophet, the Messenger of Al-
tat, to Yuhanna ibn Ru'bah and the people of Aylah, for their ships and
caravans on land and sea. They and all those people with them of Syria.
Yemen, and the seamen, all have the protection of Allah and the pro-
tectient of Muhammad the Prophet. Whosoever breaks this pledye, his
praperty shall not save him, and ir (the property) is good for whoever
tukes it from peaple, It is nor allowed that they be prevented from a we-
tering place they need nor from a road they want 1o pass through) by
land or sea.”

Khalid ibnul-Walid is Dispatched
to Ukaydir at Damah

The Prophet (pbuh) dispatched Khilid ibnul-Walid to Ukaydir at Dimah,
Ukaydir ibn * Abdel-Malik of Kindah was the king of Diimah and he was a
Christian. The Prophet (pbuh) told Khilid that he would find him hunting
cows, Thus, Khilid set out until he was within sight of his fortress. It was 4
moonlit summer night when Ukaydir was with his wife on the roof. The
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cows were rubbing their homs against the castle gate. His wife urged him to
go afier the cows. He ordered that his horse be saddled then he went off
with a band of his family, among them was his brother Hassan. During therr
ride. the cavalry of the Prophet (pbuh) attacked them, captured the king, and
killed his brother. Ukaydir was dressed in a brocade gown covered with
gold. Khalid took the gown away from him and sent it to the Prophet (pbuli)
before bringing bim in person.

Anas ibn Malik said, "I saw the gown of Ukaydir when it was delivered
to the Prophet (pbuh). The Muslims kept on touching it with their hands and
wondering, but the Prophet (pbub) said, "Do you wonder at this? By Him in
Wiose Hand is my soul the napkins of Sa’d ibn Mu'ddh in Paradise are hetter than
thix.” Tbn 1shiq said thist Khalid brought Ukaydir to the Prophet (pbuh) who
spared his life and reconciled him on condition that he pays the tribute.
Then he set Him free and he returned to his town.

The Prophet (phul) spent more than ten nights in Tabdk. Then he
returned to Madinah. On the way back, there was water flowing from & rock
in the valley of Al-Mushagqaq that could be used by only two or three
riders. The Prophet (pbuh) gave orders that whoever preceded there should
fot take water from it until the others arrived. A number of hypocrites wenl
there first and used the water. When the Prophet (phuh) arrived there he
found no water. He asked about who had done so and he was told about
their names, He said, "Did [ nor prohibit them fram drawing any {warer) from it
witil | avrived?” He cursed them and invoked Allah against them. Then he
dismounted and put his hand under the rock, and water began to flow into
his hand as Allah willed. Then he sprinkled the rock with the waler and
rubbed it with his hand and supplicated Allah with the words He willed.
Then water was tjected, as those who heard it said. making a sound like
thunder, The people drank and met their needs with it, and the Prophet
(pbuh) said. “If you swrvive, or those of you who will survive, you will hear about
this valley when it will have made the (whole) area hefore and around it fertde.”

Ibn Ishig said that Ibn Shihdb az-Zuhri reported from Ibn Ukaymah
al-Laythi from the nephew of Abi Ruhm al-Ghifiri that he heard Abd
Ruhm Kulthim ibnul-Husayn, who was one of the Companions who swore
allegiance to the Prophet (pbuh) under the Tree, say, "On the journcy of
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Tabik with the Prophet (pbuh), one night while we were at Al-Akhdar'!
near the Prophet (pbuh) we fell into deep sleep. 1 started to wake up when
my camel went closer to the Prophet's camel. 1 feared that if it went too
close to his foot he would be injured in the stirrup. | kept on drawing my
camel away from him until sleep swayed me. Then during the night my
camel bumped against his until his foor was in the stirrup and | was roused
by his voice saying, I am pained'. | asked him 1o ask Allah 1o forgive me
and he ordered me to go on. The Prophet (phuh) began 10 ask me about
those who had lagged behind from Banii Ghifar and 1 told him. He
questioned me about the tall men with little hair on their beards and
eyebrows and I told him that they had lingered. Then he asked me about the
short black men whom at first I did not remember until he reminded me that
they owned camels in Shabakat Shadakh. Thereupon | recalled that they
were a clan of the Aslam who were our allics. When T told him this he said.
"What prevented {any) one of these when he withdrew from providing one of his
camels as a mount 1o a zealous man in the way of Alluh? The most saddening thing
ter e 15 thar the Muhdjirdn from the Quravsh, the Ansar, Ghifdr, and Aslam stav
behind. ™

The Deputation of Thaqif Embraces Islam
in Ramadan of the year 9 AH

Ibn Ishiq said that it was Ramadin when the Prophet (pbuh) returmed
from TabQk. In that month the deputation of Thagif came to him. As the
Prophet (pbuh) tumed away from them, "Urwah ibn Mas iid ath-Thaguafi
followed him until he overtook him before his arrival in Matlinah, and
embraced Islam, He requested from the Prophet (phuh) that he might return
ta his people with Islam, but, as his people said, he (pbuh) said to him, "They
will kdl you", for the Prophet (pbuh) knew how stubborn they were.
However, "Urwah said they cherished him more than their firstborn. Being
loved and obeyed, he went out and called his people 1o Islam, hoping that
they would not oppose him because of his position among them. He
ascended to a high room showing himself to them after inviting them 1o
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Islam which he had declared as his religion. At once, they shot arrows at
him from all directions until he was killed.

Banfl Malik claimed that one of their men killed him, who was known as
Aws ibn “Awf, the brother of Banfl Salim ibn Malik, while Al-Ahlaf alleged
that Wahb ibn Jabir of their men from Band “Auab ibn Malik killed him.
While breathing his last, *Urwah was asked. "“What do you think of your
death?" He said, "It is an honor which Allah has bestowed on me and a
martyrdom which Allah has led me to. I am like the martyrs who were slain
with the Prophet (pbuh) before he left you, so bury me with them.” Thus he
was buried with them. It was said that the Prophet (pbuh) said that “Urwah
was among his people like the man of Yisin'" among his people.

Some months after the killing of “Urwah, Thaqif made deliberations
among themselves and concluded that they could not fight the Arabs all
arotnd them, who had given fealty to the Muslims and embraced Islam. So
after consultation they decided to dispatch a man to the Prophet (pbuh).
They proposed this idea to “Abd Yalil ibn " Amr, one of “Urwah's peers, but
he refused, fearing that “Urwah's story would be repeated. He made a
condition that he would not go unless accompanied by some men. Hence,
they agreed to send two men from Al-Ahlaf and three from Banf Milik.
These six were: “Abd Yalil; Al-Hakam ibn "Amr ibn Wahb ibn Mu"attib;
Shurahbil ibn Ghaylan ibn Salamah ibn Mu'attib, and from Banii Malik.
Uthman ibn Abel-"As ibn Bishr ibn “Abd Duhmin, the brother of Band
Yasisr. and Aws ibn “Awf, the brother of Ban( Sdlim, and Numayr ibn
Kharashah ibn Rabi“ah, the brother of Band Al-Harith. "Abd Yilil led the
group, as he accompanied them only lo avoid what had been done to
*Urwah and so that each man on his retumn to AL-T&if could secure the
attention of his clan,

Approaching Madinah, they stopped at Qanit where they et
Al-Mughirah ibn Shu'bah whose tumn it was to graze the camels of the
Prophet's Companions, for the Companions took this task in turns, On
seeing them, he left the camels with the Thaqifis, and ran at full speed to tell
the Prophet (pbuh) about their arrival. Ab{i Bakr met him before he could
enter to the Prophet (pbuh). He informed him about the caravan of Thaqif

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who had come to puy homage and embrace Islam on the conditions of the
Prophict (pbuh) provided that they could get a letter guarantecing their
people. land. and property. Abl Bakr swore that Al-Mughirah should let
him tell the Prophet (pbul) the news and he accepted. Thus Abf Bakr told
the Prophet (pbuh) while Al-Mughirah went back to the people of Thagqif
and brought the camels back. Although Al-Mughirah taught them how to
greel the Prophet (phuh), they greeted him with the pre-Isfamic salutation. It
wis said that when they reached the Prophet (pbuh), a tent was pitched for
them near his Mosque. Khilid ibn Sa'id ibnul-As acted as mediator
between them and the Prophet (pbuh) until they got their letter of guarantee.
It was actudlly he who wrote it. They ate no food which was hrought o
them from the Prophet (pbuh) unless Khilid ate some. They remained in
this condition until they had embraced Islam and received their letter.

Among the things they asked the Frophet (pbuh) was that they should be
permitted to keep their idol, Al-LAr, and that it should not be demolished for
three years. The Prophet (pbuh) refused, and they continued imploring him
for two or even one year but he still refused. Finally they asked for a month
after their return: but be rejected to set any tme. They tried to show that the
aim of their tequest was to be secured from their fanatics, women, and
children by leaving the idol, so as not to cause fear by demolishing it, until
they had embraced Islam. The Prophet (pbuh) insisted on his refusal and
senl Abit Sufyin ibn Harb and Al-Mughirah ibn Shu'bah to destroy it. They
turther requested the Prophet (pbuh) 1o exempt them from pravers, and to
exempt them from breaking their idols with their own hands. The Prophet
(pbuh) sccepted to exemnpl them from destroying their idols with their own
hands, but as for prayers, he said, "There is no goodness in a religion thut has
no pravers,”

Once they had become Muslims, and had the letter of guarantee, the
Prophet (pbuh) appointed Uthmin ibn Abel-"As over them, in spite of his
young age. This was because Abll Bakr had told the Prophet (pbuh) that
Uthmin was the keenest among them to learn the teachings of Islam and the
Qur'an.

Having accomplished their task, the Thagif deputation returned to their
land in the company of Abl Sufyiin ibn Harb and Al-Mughirah ibn Shu bah
whom the Prophet (pbuh) sent with them to destroy the idol. When they
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were near ARTAIT, Al-Mughirah asked Abil Sufyan to advance him, bul
Abil Sufyfin refused, telling him 10 go 1o his people while he waited with his
property in Dhul-Hudum. Al-Mughirah went to the ido} and started to strike
it with a pickaxe, while his peopic of Ban Mu attib stood defending him
from any attack. fearing that he would meet the fate of *Urwuh. The Thagifi
women came out with their faces uncovered bewailing the idol.

“Alas for you, alas!" said Abl Sufyan. as Al-Mughirah was destroying
the idol with the axe. After Al-Mughirah demaolished it, he collected the
jewelry. gold. beads, and things on it, and sent for Abll Sufyan.

Abit Mulayh tbn “Urwah and Qdrib ibnul-Aswad wenl to the Prophet
(pbuh) after the killing of *Urwah and before the Thugil deputation, aiming
o withdraw from Thagif and to forsake them completely. As they embraced
Jslam, the Prophet (pbuh) told them to take as patrons whoever they wished.
They answered that they chose Allah and His Messenger. The Propbet (pbuh)
suid, "and vour maternal unele Abi Sufyin i Harb?" and they accepted.

Consequently, after the people of At-Ta'if had embraced Islam and the
Prophet (pbuh) had sent Ab Sufyin and Al-Mughirah to destroy the dol,
Abd Mulayh ibn “Urwah asked the Prophet (pbuh) to fulfil his father's debl
from the property of the idol, When the Prophet (pbuh) agreed. Qanb
ibnul-Aswad demanded the same thing conceming his father's debt. “Urwah
and Al-Aswad were full brothers, “Al-Aswad died as o polytheist” the Prophet
(pbuh) said. Qirib replied. "0 Messenger of Allah, but you will be binding
{0 a Muslim of a nexr kin - meaning himself - and the debt is only ohligatory
on me and it is required of me." The Prophet (pbuh) ordered AbD Sufyin to
fulfil the debts of *Urwah and Al-Aswad from the possessions of the idol.

The text of the letter of guaraniee of the Prophet (pbuh) which was
writien for them was as [ollows:

“In the name of Allah. the Most-Merciful and the Ever-Merciful. From
Muhammad the Propher, the Messenger of Allah, 10 the believers: The
trees of Wajj'' are nat to be damaged. Anyone found doing anything of
this will be whipped and his clothes will be tetken away, and if he rruns-
gresses this, he will be taken and Prophet Muhuammed will be informed
abour it. This is the command of Prophet Muhammad, the Messenger of
Allah { phh).”

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Khilid ibn Sa'id wrote “under the instruction of the Messenger
Muhammad ibn " Abdillah", so no one should transgress it do injustice to
himself, in what Muhammad the Messenger of Allah has ordered.

The Ninth Year, the Year of Deputations

According to Ibn Ishiq, after the Prophet (pbuh) had taken conirol of
Mikkah, and had returmed from Tabik, and after Thaqif had embraced Islam
and sworn allegiance, Arab deputations flowed to him from all directions !

The Arab tribes were watching the relation between Islam and the Quraysh,
for they did not deny that the Qurayshis were chiefs and guides of men, the
people of the Inviolable Mosque, the pure progeny of Prophet Isma'il, the
son of Ibrikim, and the leaders of Arabs. In the first place, it was the
Quraysh who had waged war against the Prophet (pbuh) and opposed him.
After the Conguest of Makkah, the Quraysh surrendered to Islam and the
Prophet (pbuh), 50 the Arabs realized that they could not fight the Prophet
(pbuh) or show animosity towards him. Likewise, they entered into the
Religion of Allah §in crowdsd, as Allah the Almighty said, going 10 him
from all directions. Allah the Almighty said to His Prophet,

& When comes the Help of Allah (1o you, O Muhammad against your en-
emies) and the conguess (of Makkah), And vou see that the peaple enter
Allalt's religion (Islam) in crowds, So glorify the Praises of your Lord,
and ask for His Forgiveness, Verily, He is the One Who accepts the re-
pentance and forgives. &

l.e. Thank Allah for His having made your religion triumphant, and ask His
forgiveness, for He is the One Who accepts the repentance and forgives.

The Arrival of the Deputation of Banti Tamim

Arab deputations came to meet the Prophet (pbuh), ' Ugérid ibn Hajib ibn
Zurdrah ibn "Udus at-Tamimi came with others notables of Banl Tamim

I b Hishin said "Abd " Ubaydah tild him that that took place in the ninth year, which was called
the year of deputitions.
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including Al-Agra” ibn Hibis, Az-Zibrigin ibn Badr of Banly S&'d, "Amr
ibnul-Ahtam, and Al-Habbdb ibn Yazid. In the deputation of BanG Tamim
were Nu'aym ibn Yazid, Qays ibnul-Hirith, and Qays ibn ‘Asim, the
brother of Banii Sa'd, and there was with them “Uyaynah ibn Hisn ibn
Hudhayfah ibn Badr al-Fazar.

Al-Agra’ ibn Hibis and “Uyaynah ibn Hisn had witnessed with the
Prophet (pbuh), the Conguest of Makkah and the Baules of Hunayn and
Ai-T4if. Entering the mosque, the deputation called out 10 the Prophet
(pbuh), wha was behind in Tus apariments, "Come out 1o us, Mubummad!”
Their loud voices bothered the Prophet (pbuh). However, he went out o see
them, and they said, "0 Muhammad, we have come 1o show vou our glory,
so give permission to our poet und our orator 1o speak.” The Prophet (pbuh)
gave permission to their orator, so “Utirid ibn Hajib advanced and said,

"All praise be to Allah Who has bestowed grace and bounty on us and
Who is worthy to be praised. It is He who made us kings, endowed us with
greal wealth wherewith we give charity, made us the stropgest, grealest in
number. and the best equipped of the people of the East, so who among
mankind is our equal? Are we not the heads and superiors of mankind? He
who would vie in glory with us should count out like what we have
enumerated. 1f we wished we could say more, but we gre 100 bashful to say
much of what He has bestowed on us and are known for that. 1 say this that
you may bring forward the like and anything better.” Then he sat down.

The Prophet (pbuh) said to Thabit ibn Qays ibnesh-Shammis, the brother of
Ban Al-Hérith ibnul-Khazraj, “Ger up (and deliver a speech) answering that of
this man". Thibit got up and said,

“All praise be to Alluh Who created heaven and earth and established
His rule therein. and Who knows everything in them. Nothing has ever
existed but out of His bounty. By His power He made us rulers, selecting
the best of His creation as a Messenger, who is the most honorable in
lineage. most truthful in speech, and the best in reputation. So He sent down
to him His Book and entrusted him with it to mankind 50 he was. Allah’s
choice from the worlds. Then He culled people to believe him, and so did
the Muh@jirin of his people and kinsmen; the most honorable in reputation,
the highest in dignity, and the best in deeds. We were the first to answer and
respond 1o Allah when the Messenger of Allih called them. We have always
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been belpers in the cause of Allah and minisiers of His Messenger. We fighi
people until they believe in Allah: so he who believes in Allah and His
Messenger (pbuh) has protected himself and his property from us, and he
who dishelieves, we fight him in the way of Allah forever, and killing him
will be an easy thing for us. | say these words and ask Allah's forgiveness
for me and for the believers both men and women. Peace be upon you."

Then Az-Zibrigin ibn Badr stood and said some poetic verses in which
he showed the glories of his people. At this time, Hass@n (ibn Thabit) was
not present, 5o the Prophet (pbuh) sent for him to attend and answer the poet
of Band Tamim. Hassén went to the Prophet (pbuh) saying some verses
idenifying the Ansiir's help to the Prophet (pbuh).

When Hassn arrived to the Prophet (pbuh) and the Tamimi poet had
said his verses, he made verses with the same prosody of the verses which
he had said. As Az-Zibrigan had finished, the Prophet (pbuh) asked Hassén
10 get up and answer him. Thus, Hassin arose and replied 1o him with a
remarkable poem, highlighting the traits of Islam as well as the first Muslims.

Finally, the depmation embraced Istam and the Prophet {pbuh) gave
them valuable presents. “Amr ibnul-Ahtam who was their voungest had
heen left behind by his people with their camels, Qays ibn *Asim who hte
“Amr, said, "0 Messenger of Allah, one of our men who is staying with the
camels. is a mere juvenile.” and he spoke ill 6f him. Yet the Prophet (pbuh)
gave him the same share as he had given the others. On hearing what Qays
had said, " Amr satirized him,

Ibn Ishdq said that the following Qu'ranic verse was sent down about them.

& Verily! Those who calf vot from behind the dwellings, maosr of them
fuave no sense,

The Story of “Amir ibnut-Tufayl and Arbad ibn
Qays from the Deputation of Banti "Amir

Among the deputation of Banll “Amir were their three leaders and
devils, namely, “Amir ibnut-Tufayl, Arbad ibn Qays ibn Jaz' ibn Khalid ibn
Ju far, and Jabbir ibn Salmé ibn Malik ibn Ja™far.
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* Amir. the enenty of Allah, came to the Prophet (pbuh) with treachery in
his mind, His people advised im o embrace Islam like the othess, but he
said. “I have vowed that I will not cease until the Arabs follow my heels.
Am | to follow the heels of this fellow of the Quraysh?" Then he said to
Arbad, "When we goto him | will divert hus altention away from you, 50
that you can smite him with your sword.” When they arrived and met the
Prophet (pbuh) “Amir said, "0 Muhammad, take me as a friend.” He
replied, "No, by Allah, 1 will not witil vou believe in Allah alone.” He restated the
request and kept on speaking 10 him expecting thal Arbad would do as they
had agreed but the later stayed sull. He agaim repeated his request and the
Prophet (pbuh) said, “No, by Allah. I will nat until yon believe in Allah, alone
with no parter”, When the Prophet (pbuh) refused insistently, he said, "By
Allah. T will spread the lund against you with cavalry and men." Afier their
departure, the Prophet (pbuh) supplicated to Allah the Almighty saying, "0
Alluh, protect me from *Amir ibnug-Tufay!!"

On their return, ~Amir said to Arbad, "Woe to you, Arbad, why did you
not do as 1 had commanded you? By Allah, there was no man on earth
whom 1 feared more than you, but by Allah, I shall never fear you after
today.” He answered, "Do not say that. Every time | came to do what you
had ordered me, you got in between us so that | could see only vou. Was | to
strike you with the sword?"

As they were going home, Allah sent a plague in *Amir's neck, and he
died in the house of a woman of Bani Saldl. He used to say, "0 Band ~Amir,
4 boil like the boil of a young camel in the house of a woman of Band Saldl!"

After burying him, his companions returned in winter 1o the land of
Band “Amir. The people questioned Arbad about what had happened.
“Nothing, by Allah," he said. “he called us to worship someone and [ wish
he were here now so that 1 could shoot him with arrows and kill him." After
a day or two had passed, he was out with his camel followng him, when
Allah sent on him and his camel a thunderbalt which killed them. Arbad
was the brother of Labid ibn Rabi ah from the maternal side. Labid said an
elegiac poem for Arbad.



The Arrival of Al-Jarad
with the Deputation of *Abdul-Qays

Al-Jirdd ibn "Amr ibn Hanash, the brother of “Abdul-Qays,'"" came to
the Prophet (pbuh). Al-Hasan narrated that when Al-Jarid went to the
Prophet (pbuh) he talked to him and the Prophet (pbuh) explained Islam to
him and called him to embrace it using encournging words. He replied, "0
Muhammad, 1 adhere to a religion, so if I abandon it for vours, will you
guarantee my (new) religion)?” The Prophet (pbuh) said, "Ves, I guarantee
that Allah has guided you ta a berter one (i.c. religion) than it”, Hence he and his
compamons embraced Islam. When he asked the Prophet (pbuh) for some
transport, he told him that he had none available, Al-Jarid remarked that
there were lost beasts roaming between Madinah and his town and asked
whether they could take some of them to carry them to their land. The
Prophet (pbuh) warned him, "No, keep away from them, for these are (i.e. they
cause) the flame of the Hell-fire."

Al-Jartad returned home and became a good Muslim and firm in his
religion until his death. He lived until the time of the Apostasy Wars, When
some of his peaple who had embraced Islam apostatized with Al-Gharfir
ibnul-Mundhir ibn an-Nu'man ibn al-Mundhir, al Jirdd delivered a speech,
calling the people to Islam. He said, "O people, I witness that there is no
god but Allah and that Muhammad is His servant and messenger and |
accuse of disbelief anyone who refuses to bear the same lestimony.”

The Arrival of Banu Hanifah Accompanied by
Musaylimah the Liar

The deputation of Ban@ Hanifah came to the Prophet (pbuh) and among
them was Musaylimah ibn Habib al-Hanafi, the Liar. They stayed in the
house of the daughter of Al-Hirith'”, an Ansiri woman of Banil An-Najjit.
According to some scholars of Madinah, Band Hanifah brought him to the

1. Ibn Hishim saiid Al-Jirid was a Chiistian
2. Abii Dhirr sald, "I is sald that this woman was Kaysah, the danghier of Al-Hrith
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Prophet (pbuh) while concealing him in clothing. The Prophet (pbuh) was
sitting among his Companions and there was a palm-branch bearing some
leaves. While he was covered with garments, he spoke to the Prophet (pbuh)
and asked him (for a gift). The Prophet (pbuh) answered, "If you were to ask
me for this palm branch, | would not give if to you."

Ibn Ishdg said that an old man from Bandl Hanifah from the people of
Al-Yaméamah told him that things wenmt differently. He claimed that the
deputation went to the Prophet (pbubl) while Musaylimah was left behind
with the camels and the luggage. When they embraced Islam they
mentioned his place to the Prophet (pbuh) saying that he was left behind 1o
guard their possessions. The Prophet (pbuh) ordered that he should be
provided with the same as the others, saying, “His standing is not worse than
vours,” i.c. in guarding the belongings of his companions, That is what the
Prophet (pbuh) meant. He said that they left the Prophet (pbuh) and gave
him what he had sent for him. Once they amived at Al-Yamamah,
Musaylimah apostatized, alleged that he was a prophet and acted as a liar.
He said. "1 am his partner in the matter (i.e. prophethood and the Mission),”
and turning to the deputation who were with him, he said. "Did he not say 10
you when you mentioned me to him "His standing is not worse than yours™?
What can that mean but that he knows that I share with him in the matter?”
Then he began to utter rthymed prose trying (0 imitate the style of the
Qur'an. (Here is the meaning of what he said.) "Allah has been bountiful to
the pregnant woman; He has produced from her a living being that can
move; from her very midst. He made lawful for them khamr (any
intoxicant) and zind (adultery and fornication). and exempted them from
pravers.” Nevertheless. he testified that the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) was
a Prophet. Banit Hanifah agreed with him on that. But Allah knows what the
truth was.

The Affair of ~Adiyy ibn Hatim

[ was told that “Adiyy ibn Hitim said, “No Arab detested the Prophet
(pbuh) when he first knew about him more than me. 1 was a Chastian leader
of tioble birth, and 1 used 1o take a quarter of my people’s spoils. 1 was
religious and my people treated me as a king. On hearing of the Prophet
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(pbuh) I hated him and said to an Arab servant of mine who was taking care
of my camels. "Choose some of my well-trained, well-fed camels, 10 be near
to me, and once you hear of Muhammad's army conquering this land just
give me 2 note.” One morning he came 1o me and said, “Whatever you
intended to do when Khalid's cavalry approach you, do it now, for I have
seen flags and 1 asked about them and 1 was told that it was Muhammad's
army." | ordered him to get me my camels and 1 made my family ride them
and set forth o join the Christians in Syrin. [ went as far as Al-Jawshiyyah'!
- or Al-Hishiyysh, as Ibn Hishim said - where 1 left one of Hitim's
davghters.”™ When 1 arrived in Syria 1 settled there.

Some of the cavalry of the Prophet (pbuh) followed me and took
captives from Tayyi’ among whom was Hatim's daughter, who was brought
1o the Prophet (pbuh). The Prophet (pbuh) knew about my fleeing to Syria
When he poassed by Hatim's daughter, who was imprisoned with the captives
in an enclosure by the gate of the Mosque, she went 10 him. for she was a
courteous woman. She smd, “O Messenger of Allah, my father is dead and
the one who should replace him has fled, so be bountiful to me, may Allah
be bountiful to you,” He asked her about the man who should look after her
and when she told him that it was “Adivy ibn Hatim he said, "The one who
has escaped from Allah and His Messenger." Then he went out. The next day
they exchanged the same words but on the day that followed. she lost hope.
A man behind him waved to her to talk to him. She repeated the same
words, asking him to be bountiful to her and he answered, “1 have done so.
50 do not be hasty in leaving until you find a person of your people whom
you trust (o take you home, and ler me know.” She asked about the name of
the man who had motioned to her 1o 1alk and was told that it was “Alf ibn
Abi Talib. She remained there until a caravan arrived from Balyy or
Qugda“uh. All thar she wished for was 1o join her brother in Svria. She went
to the Prophet (pbub) to inform him that she had found a reliable man of
reputation among her people. The Prophet (pbuh) provided her with
clothing and 4 mount and gave her expenses. Then she left with them until
she reached Syrin."

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“Adiyy further narrated. "Sitting among my people, T saw a howdah
coming towards us so | exclaimed, 'Hatim's daughter?’ and so it was. She
came to me and started o blame me saying. "You are undutiful, unjust; you
took away your family and children and forsook your father's daughter.” |
said. ‘Do not say but good, O little sister, for by Allah | have no excuse. |
did do what you say.’ Then she dismounted and resided with me, She was a
discerning woman so | asked about her opinion of this mun. She sad, 'l
think that you should join him immediately, for if the man is a Prophet then
he will be hountiful to those who will come 10 him first. and if he is a king
vou will not be humilisted in the glory of Yemen, especially with your high
position” I was convinced by her view. Hence 1 set out to the Prophet
(pbuh) and 1 found him in his mosque in Madinah. After [ had greeted lim
and introduced myself, he got up to take me to his house. On our way, an
old feeble woman stopped him and they had a long talk about her needs. 1
said to myself. ‘By Allah, this is not a king." Reaching his house, he took a
leather cushion stiffed with palm leaves and threw it to me saying, 'Sit on
this.” 1 said, 'No but you sit on it. ‘No, you do!" he insisted. So I sat on it
while he sat on the ground. 1 said to myself, By Allah this can never be the
behavior of & king. Then he said, "Well *Adiyy ibn Hiaum, are you not a
Rakiisi!'?" When 1 said yes, he said, "Is it not that you take a quarter of
your people’s spoils?” 1 acknowledged that, s0 he said, "Yet it isnot allowed
to you in your religion.” "Sure by Allah," T said. I recognized that he wus a
Prophet sent by Allah with a Message knowing what is not generally
known. Then he said, Perhaps what restrains you from embracing this
religion is the indigence in which they are, but, by Allah, money will soon
flow so lavishly among them that there will not be {enough) people to take
it. Perhaps what restrains you from embracing it is that you see their enemy
is great in number while they are few! However. by Allah, you will soon
hear that a woman will have traveled on her camel from Al-Qddisiyah to
visit this House without fear, Perhaps what restrains you from embracing it
is that you see that the others have the dominion and power, bt by Allih
you will soon hear that the white palaces of Babylon will have been opened
to them.' Then 1 sccepted Islum.”

“Adiyy said. "Two of the Prophet's three prophecies have taken place
and the third will surely huppen. I saw the white palaces of Babylon laid

open and I saw women unafraid to come along from Al-Qfdisiyyah on
camels to make the pilgrimage to this House. And by Allah, the third will
happen when the money will flow until there will not be enough people to
take iL."

The Arrival of Farwah ibn Musayk al-Muradi

Ibn Ishiq said that Farwah ibn Musayk al-Muridi weni to the Prophet
(pbuh), leaving the kings of Kindah. Just before the advent of Islam. a battle
called Ar-Radm had taken place between Murfid and Hamdin in which
Murid lost many of its men. The leader of Hamdin in the battle was.
Al-Ajda” ibn Malik."" When Farwah came (o the Prophet (pbuh), he asked
him, "G Farwah, are you distressed at what had happened ia the people of Ar-
Radm?" He replied that such a defeat would upset any man. The Prophet
(pbuh) said that this, in Islam, would bring his people good. Then the
Prophet (pbuh) appointed him over Murdd, Zubayd, and Madhhi) and seni
with him Khilid ibn Sa'd ibn al-"As to collect alms, Khilid remained with
him until the death of the Prophet (pbuh).

The Arrival of "Amr ibn Ma“d Yakrib
with a Group of Banii Zubayd

With some men of Band Zubayd, "Amr ibn Ma'd Yakrib went to the
Prophet (pbuh) and embraced Islam. Previously, he had said to Qays ibn
Mukshth al-Muriddi when they heard of the Prophet (pbuh), "O Qays, you
are the head of your people. It has reached us that a man of the Quraysh
called Muhammad from the Hijiz claims to be a prophet, so take us 1o him
in order to find out the truth. If he is a prophet as he claims, you can know
and then we will follow him. In case he is not, then we will know." Qays
declined his proposal and vilified his advice. Thereupon “Amr headed for
the Prophet (pbuh) and embraced Islam. When Qays heard this, he got angry
and menaced "Amr for going against him, rejecting his opinion. “Amr
answered thut he first called him to a matter that is plainly right, i.e. Islam.

L. Ibm Hishdam snd i was Mibk sbn Hidm al-Hamdéni who [ed thein,
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- Amr lived with his people of Band Zubayd when Farwah ibn Musayk
governed them, When the Prophet (pbuh) died. "Amr apostatized.

The Arrival of Al-Ash ath ibn Qays with the
Deputation of Kindah

Ibn Ishdq said that according 1o Az-Zuhri ibn Shihib, Al-Ashath ibn
Qays weni to the Prophet with eighty people from Kindah. He entered (o
him (pbuh) in the mosque. They had combed their hair, blackened their eyes
with kohl. and were dressed in striped Yemeni garments edged with silk.
The Prophet (pbuh) asked them whether they had embraced Islam and when
they said that they had be asked, "So why is there silk abowt your necks?" They
tore 1t off and hurled it away.

Then Al-Ash™ath ibn Qasys said, "O Messenger of Allah, we are the
children of the eater of bitter herbs and so are you." The Prophet (pbuh)
ariled and said that this related 1o Al-"Abbis ibn "Abdel-Multalib and
Rubi'ah ibnul-Hérith. They were merchants and whenever they moved
around among the Arabs and people asked them about their identity, they
used 1o say that they were children of the eater of bitter herbs, being proud
of that since Kindah were kings. Then e said to them, "Nay, we are the
children of An-Nadr ibn Kindnah: we do not follow our maternal lineage
denying our fathers.” Al-Ash'ath ibn Qays said, "Have you fimished, O
people of Kindah? By Allah, if I hear a man say it again, I will give him
eighty strokes.”

The Arrival of Surad ibn " Abdillah al-Azdi

In 4 deputation from Al-Azd, Surad ibn * Abdillah al-Azdi went to the
Prophet (pbuh), embraced Islam and became a good Muslim. The Prophet
(pbuh) appointed him over the Muslims of his people and commanded him
to fight the neighboring polytheists from the Yemeni tribes. To execute the
Prophet's command, Surad marched out anid halted at Jurash, which was
then a closed city composed of mainly Yemeni tribes whom Kath"am had
joined seeking refuge in their land when they heard of the approach of the
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Muslims. The Muslims besieged them for almost a month, without being
able to enter. Thus Surad retreated as far 45 a mountain known as Shakr.
Yet, the citizens of Jurash thought that he had escaped from them in defeat,
so they went out in pursuit. When they caught up with him, he kept on
killing them in large numbers.

In another development, the people of Jurash had dispatchied two of their
men (o the Prophet (pbuh) in Madinah to find out what was taking place,
Being with the Prophet (pbuh) after the Zuhr prayer. he asked them about
the locanon of Shakr. The two men told him that in their country there was a
miountain called Kashr - and so was it called by the people of Jurash - but he
assured that it was Shakr. and not Kashr. “Then what is happening about it
now’™ they asked. "Sucrifice camels of Alluh are being slaughtered by i
now," he said.

The two men sat with AbQ Bakr or "Uthmian who said. "Woe to you!
The Prophet (pbuh) has just announced 1o you the defeat of your people. so
get up and ask him 1o pray to Allah to save them." They did so, and he
(pbuh) invoked Allah 1o save them. Afterwards, they went home and found
that their people were beuten on the day that Surad attacked them which was
or the very day and at the very hour at which the Prophet (pbuh) said those
words.

A deputation from Jurash went to the Prophet (pbuh) and embraced
Islam. He made for them a special sanctuary around their town with definite
marks for their horses. nding camels, and plowing cows. He ordained that it
was not luwful for other people to use it

The Arrival of the Messenger of the Kings of
Himyar with a Letter

After the invasion of Tabilk, 4 messenger came with a letter from the
kings of Himyar announcing their conversion to Islam. These kings were:
Al-Harith ibn “Abd Kuldl. Nu aym ibn “Abd Kulil, and An-Nu min of Dhi
Ru”ayn. Ma'ifir, and Hamdin.

Zur'ah Dh Yazan dispatched Malik bn Murrah ar-Rahiwi to tell him
they had accepted Islam and forsaken polytheism and polytheists. The
Prophet (pbuh) wrote to them:
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YIn the name of Allah, the Mosi-Merciful, the Ever-Merciful. {This is a
letter) from Mulammad the Messenger of Allah, the Propher, 1o Al-
Harith ibn “Abd Kuldl, Nuwaym ibn "Abd Kulal, An-Nu'mdn of Dhii
Ru'avn, Ma'afir. and Hamdan,

| praise Allah but Wham there is ne god. Your messenger came 1o s as
we were caming back from the Roman land. Mecling us in Maalinh, lw
conveved vour letter informing us of your acceptance of Islam and your
Lilling the polytheisis. Surely Allah has guided vou with His guidance as
long as you work righteausness, obey Allah and His Messenger, obxerve
pravers, pay Zakdh, and give ont your spoils the fijth of Allah and the
share of the Prophet (phuh) as well as what he seleets (from the spoils).
The obligatory alms on the believers are (to be given out as fallows):
from land. a tithe of what is watered by wells and rain, and half of a
tithe of what is watered by buckets; a young she-camel (bins labiin} i3 1o
e given out for every forty camels; a young male camel (ibn labiin) for
every thirty camels; a sheep for of every five camels; two sheep for every
ten caméls: a cow for every forty cowsy a young bull, which completed
one or iwo years.of age (tabi” jadha’), or a young cow, which compleréd
two years of age (jadha’ah); and a sheep for every forty sheep at pas-
ture, Thit is whar Allah has obligated on the believers concerning alms.
He who gives mare (than this out of] goodness, it is good for him, and he
who performs this, testifies his (conversion (0] Islum, and suppaoris the
believers against the polvtheisis, 15 one of the beltevers: e i3 to be given
their rights and asked to fulfitl their duties and he has a guarantee of
protection from Allah and His Messenger.

If @ Jew or a Christian embraces Islam, then he 15 one of the believers:
he is to be given their rights and asked to fulfill their dusies. He who
clings to his religion, Judatsm or Christianity, not converting, shali nor
be obliged ta leave it, bur he must pay jizvah: for every adult, male or fe-
male. free or slave, one full dinar calculated on the valuation of Maafir'"
or ity equivalent in clothes. He who pays that to the Messenger of Allah
{phich) shall have a guarantee of protection from Allah and His Messenger,
and ke who does not pay it shall be an enenry of Allah and His Messenger.
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The Messenger of Allah, Muhammad the Prophet, has sent to Zur'ah
Dhii Yazan: When my messengers arvive to you | commend them 1o your
govd offices. Theses are Mu'ddh ibn Jabal, *Abdullah ibn Zavd, Malik
ibn “Ubdédah, “Ugbah thn Naniir, and MGlik ibn Murrah, and their com-
pantons. Collect the due zakah and jizyah from vour territories and de-
liver them to my messengers whose leader is Mu ddh ibn Jabal, and |t
him not resurn unless he is satisfied. Muhammad testifies that there is no
god but Allah and thar he is His servant and Messenger.

Malik ibn Murrah ar-Rahdawi has recounted 1o me that you were from
amaong the first of Himyar to embrace Islam and have stain the polythe-
ists. 5o he cheerful I order you to trear Himyar well, and not to betray
or forsuke one another, for the Messenger of Allah is the patran of both
vour poor and rich. The alms are not lawfid 10 Muhammad or his howusehold-
they are zakah that is to be given to the poor Muslims and the wavfarers.

Malik has conveyed the news and kept secrer what is confidential, and |
order you to treat him well. | have dispatched to vou some of the best aof my
people, botht in religion and in knawledge, and I order you to treat them well,
Jor they must be respected, Peace anl Allah's mercy and blessings be upon vou"

The Advice of the Prophet (pbuh) to Mu"idh when
Sending him To Yemen

Ibn Ishiq said that "Abdulldh ibn Abi Bakr told him that he was told that
when the Prophet (pbuh) sent Mu'ddh (10 Yemen) he gave him advice and
instructions saying, "Deal (with peaple) with ease, and not with difficulry; be of
good heart (with people) and do not dishearten (them), You are going 1o a people
from amang the People of the Book who would ask you 'What is the key of heaven '
30 say, "I is to testify that there is no govd bur Alleh, alone with no partner”."

Banti Al-Harith ibn Ka'b Embrace Islam by the
Hands of Khalid ibnul-Walid

The Messenger of Allah (pbuh) sent Khalid ibnul-Walid in the month of
Rabi ul-Akhir or Jumdda al-Ula, 10 AH to Band Al-Harith ibn Ka'b in
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Najran. He ordered him to call them to Islam three days prior to any
fighting. In the case that they became Muslims, he should accept it from
thern, while if they refused, he should fight them.

Khilid marched out to them, diffusing convoys in every direction 1o call
the people to Islam, saying, "O people, embrace Islam and you will be safe.”
So people accepted Islam. According to the orders of the Prophet (pbuh) in
case they embraced Islam and did not fight, Khilid stayed with them 1o
weach them Islamic teachings, the Book of Allah, and the Sunnah of His
Prophet (phuh).

Then Khilid wrote to the Prophet (pbuh:

"In the name of Allah, the Most-Merciful, the Ever-Merciful. (This is a
letter) to Muhammad the Prophet and the Messenger of Allah (pbuh). from
Khilid ibnul-Walid, Peace be upon you, O Messenger of Allah, and Allah’s
mercy and blessings. Praise be to Allah but Whom there is no god. O
Messenger of Allah (pbuh), you sent me to Banil Al-Hérith ibn Ka'b,
commanding me on reaching them not to fight them for three days, to call
them to Islam, and to remain with them if they embrace it, and to accept il
from thems and teach them the teachings of Islam, the Book of Allih, and the
Sunnah of His Prophet; and in case they do not submit, I should fight them.
[ went to them, invited them to Istam for three days as ordained by the
Messenger of Allah (phuh), and 1 sent convoys among them saying, 'O Banl
Al-Hirith, embrace Islam and you will be safe’. They accepted it without
fighting and 1 remained among them commanding and forbidding them
according to Allah's Commandments and Prohibitions, and educating them
the Tslamic teachings and the Sunnah of the Prophet (pbuh). And, peace be
upon you, O Messenger of Allah, and Allah’s mercy and blessing.”

The Prophet (pbuh) wrote (o him:

"In the name of Allah, the Most-Merciful, the Ever-Merciful. (This is a
letter) fram Muhammad the Prophet and the Messenger of Allah, to
Khalid ibnul-Walid, Peace of Allah be upon you. Praise be 1o Allah but
Whaom there is no god. | riceived your letter from your messenger in-
forming me that Banit Al-Hdrith ibn Ka'h have embraced Islam withowt
fighting, responded 1o (the teachings of) Islam that you catled them for,
testified that there iy no god but Allah and that Muhammad s His ser-
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vant and messenger, and that Allah has guided them with His cuidance
(1o the Right Pathi. So promise them (the good consequence of their
work) and warn them (against the evil of disobedience and the like), and
come with a deputation from them. And, peace and Allal's mercy and
blessing be upon you,"

Thus Khilid arrived 1o the Prophet (pbuh) with the deputation of Band
Al-Hérith, among whom were: Qays ibnul-Husayn Dhul-Ghussah, Yazid
ibn Abdel-Madin, Yazid ibnul-Muhajjal, “Abdulldh ibn Qurld az-Ziyadi,
Shaddid ibn " Abdilldh al-Qanfini, and “Amr ibn " Abdillih ad-Dibabi.

On seeing them coming. the Prophet (pbuh) asked, "Who are these people
who look like the men of India?" Someone answered thal they were Ban(
Al-Hirith ibn Ka'b. After greeting the Prophet (pbuh), they said, "We bear
witness that you are the Messenger of Allah and that there is no god but
Allah.” He also said, "And [ bear witness that there is no god but Allaly and that |
am the Messenger of Allah” Then he (pbuh) added, "Are you the people who
advance if they are driven away?" Nomne of them answered. He repeated the
question three mes and none answered. When he said it for the fourth time
Yazid ibn "Abdel-Madin said that they were those people and repeated his
answer four imes, The Prophet (pbuh) said, "If Kkdlid had not written to me
that you had embraced Islam withowt fighting, | would have thrown vour heads be-
neath your feer.” Yaeid replied, "But, by Allah, we do not praise vou nor
Khilid." "Then whom do you praise” he asked. He said, "We praise Allah
Who has guided us with you, O Messenger of Allah.” “"You are right," he
(pbuh) said. Then he asked, "How did vou ever defeat those who fought veu in
the pre-Isiamic period?" "We never defeated anyone," was their answer. "Nav,
it vou wsed to vanquish those who fought you" he said. They replied, "O
Messenger of Allah, we used 1o vanguish thase who fought us because we
were 1o come togéether and never disunited, and nor were we the first (o do
injustice.” He said, "You are right.”

The Prophet (pbuh) appointed Qays iboul-Husayn over them. The
deputation went home at the end of Shawwal or at the beginning of
Dhul-Qa’dih, Only four months had passed after their return, when the
Prophet (pbuh) died. Afier their departure, the Prophet (pbuh) sent to them
“Amr ibn Hazm to instruct them in religion, the Sunnah, and the teachings
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of Tslam as well as to collect Zakah from them. He wrote a letter for him in
which he gave instructions and commands s follows:

“In the name of Allah, the Most Merciful, the Ever-Merciful: This iy
statement from Allah and His Messenger. O vou who believed. fulfil your
contracts. [Thix is) a covenamt from Muhammad the Prophet, the Mes-
senger of Allah, to "Amr ibn Hazm whom he has dispatched to Yemen,
He orders him to be conscivus of Allah in all affairs, for surely Allah is
with those who are conscions of Him and who are good-doers. He or-
ders him to behave with Truth as Allah has commanded him, to promise
people good tidings, to command them to follow the right. 1o teach and
instruct people in the Qur'an, and to prohibit them from touching the
Our'an unless pure. He should ler people know their vights and duties
and bé lenient 1o them in the vight and severe in injustice, for Allah hares
injiestice and has prohibited it, saying, "The Curse of Allah is on the
Zéliman (polviheists and wrong-doers, etc.)*"" He should give people
the good tidings of Paradise and the way to enter it, and warn them of
hell and the way o it, He should get familiarized with people so that
they may understand religion. He should teach them the rites, volumary
acts, und obligations of pilgrimage, and what Alluh has commanded
(concerning it), both the greater pilgrimage and the lesser pilgrimage
which is "Umrah, He showld prohibit people from performing prayers in
one small piece of clothing unless its edges are folded over the shoulders,
from squatting in one dress which exposes their private parts 1o open
air, and from braiding the hair of their heads at the backs of the necks.

In the case that a dispute oeears between men, he should forbid them fo
rexart to trihes and families, and ler them appeal to Allah, alone with no
assaciate. Those who do not appeal 1o Allah bur rather 1o rribes and
fameilies showld be struck with the sword until their appeal is 10 Allah,
alone with o assovidte

He shewddd command men to perjorm ablutions well, by washing their
faces; their hands 10 the elbows. and their feet to the ankles, ard by rith-
bing (by passing wet hands over) their heads, as Allah has ordered. He
ihould command them to observe prayers at their designated times with

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Jull bowing, prostration, and veneration, and that (the Fajr) praver is 1o
be performed at daybreak, (the Zuhr prayer) at noon when the sun de-
clines, the "Asr prayer in the afternaon when the sun is descending, the
Maghrib praver with the approach of the night, without delaving it unuil
the stars appear in the sky, and the "Ishd’ prayer (ix 1o be offered) at the
beginning of the night. He should order people 1o run to (perform) the
Jumuak prayer when the call is proclaimed for it, and to take a bath be-
Jore going to (perform) it. He should also take the fifth of Alluh our of
the booty,

The alms which are obligatory on the believers are (10 be piven out as
Jollows): from land, a tithe of what ix watered by wells and rain, and
half of a tithe of whar is warered by buckets: two sheep are 10 be given
out for every tén camels; four sheep for every twenty camels; a cow Jfor
every forty cows; a young bull, which completed one or two years of age
(tabi® jadha’), or a young cow. which completed two vears of age (jad-
ha'ah), for every thirty cows; and a sheep for every forty sheep at pas-
ture. This is what Allah has obligated on the believers concerning alms,
He who gives more (than this aut of) goodness, it is good for him.

A Jew or a Christian who embraces Islam sincerely of his own free will
and obey (the instructions af) the religion of Islam, is ane of the beliey-
ers: he is fo be given their rights and asked 1o Julfill their duties. He who
clings to his religion, Judaism or Christianity, not converting, shall not
be obliged to leave it, (But) every adult, male aor female, free or slave,
should pay one full dinar or its equivalent in clothes. He who pays that
shall have a guarantee of protection from Allah and His Messenger, and
he who does nat pay it shall be an enemy of Allah, His Messenger, and
all the believers. May the prayers of Allak be upon Muhammad, and,
peace be upan him and Allah's mercy and blessings.”

The Two Liars: Musaylimah al-Hanafi
and Al-Aswad al-" Ansi

According to Ibn Ishdq, during the era of the Prophet (pbuh), two
arch-lairs appeared, namely, Musaylimah ibn Habib in Yamamah among
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Ban( Hanifah, and Al-Aswad ibn Ka'd al-"Ansi in San’3d. Abll Sa'id
al-Khudsi reported that he heard the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) while
delivering a speech from his pulpit, saying. "0 people, | saw the night of Al-
Qadr and then I was made to forget it. I saw on my arms two bracelets of gold
which 1 hared so | blew them and they flew away, | interpreted them 1o refer 1o
these two arch-liars, the one from Yemen and the one from Al- Yamamah.”

It is narrated that Abl Hurayrah said he heard the Messenger of Allah
(pbuh) saying, "The Hour will not come before thirty impostors emerge: cach will
claim prophethood.”

Sending Zakah-collectors

The Prophet (phuh) spread out his representatives to the lands of Islam
o collect Zakah. He dispatched Al-Muhajir ibn Abi Umayyah to San d,
« nere Al- Ansi rose against him while being there. Ziyid ibn Labid, the
brother of Banii Bayadah al-Ansdrd, was sent 10 Hadramawt. ~Adiyy ibn
Hatim was put in charge of the alms of Tayyi' and Bana Asad. Malik ibn
Nuwayrah was to collect alms from Ban( Hanzalah. The collection of alms
from Band Sa’d was divided between two men {rom them, namely, Zibrigan
ibn Badr in one arca and Qays ibn "Asim on another. Al-"AI ibn
al-Hadrami was sent to Bahrauin, while “All ibn Abi Talib was sent 1o the
people of Najrin, to collect both Zakdh and Jizyah,

The Letter of Musaylimah
and the Prophet's Answer

Musaylimah ibn Habib wrote 1o the Prophet (pbuh):

“(This is & letter) from Musaylimah, the Messenger of Allah, to
Muhammad, the Messenger of Allah. Peace be upon you. I have been made
to associate with you in the matter (i.c. prophethood and the Mission), To us
belongs half the land and to the Quraysh the other half, but the Quraysh are
aggressors.” Two messengers carried this letter (© him (pbuh},
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Ibn Ishiq said that an old man from Ashja” told him from Salamah ibn
Nu'aym ibn Mas™(d al-Ashja’i from his father Nuaym, that the latter heard
the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) saying 1o them (the two messengers) when
he read the letter, "You two, what do vou think abet it?" They replied that they
thought the same as Musaylimah. He (pbuh) said, "By Allak, were it not that
messengers are not to be slain, | would have cut off the heads of you both!" Then
he wrote (o Musuylimah:

“In the name of Allah, the Most-Meveiful the Ever-Merciful, (This is a
letier) from Muhammad, the Messenger of Allah, 1o Musaviimah the liar.
Peace be upon him who follows the guidance. Verily, the earth is Al-
lah's. He gives it as a hertrage to wham He will of His slaves, and the
[blessed) end is for those who are conscious (of Allah).”

This took place at the end of the tenth year AH.

The Farewell Pilgrimage

At the beginning of Dhul-Qa duh the Prophet (pbuh) began to prepare
for the pilgrimage and ordered the people to also prepare for it. It was the
twenty-fifth of Dhul-Qa"dah when the Prophet (pbuh) went out to perform
pilgrimage.'!! He performed pilgrimage, teaching the people its rituals and
instructions. He delivered a speech in which he clarified many important
martters. After praising and exalting Allah, ke said,

He sent an expedition 1o
Syria under the leadership of Usidmah ibn Zayd ibn Hirithah, mawli. He
instructed him w take his cavalry into the territory of Al-Balgd' and
Ad-Dirim in Palestine. The Muslims were prepared and all the first
Muhdjiriin joined Usimah.

The Prophet (pbuh) Sends Envoys to the Kings

Ibn Hisham said that the Prophet (pbuh) sent some of his Companions as
envoys with letters to the Kings calling them to Islam, Ibn Hisham also said
that AbQ Bakr al-Hudhali said, "T heard that the Prophet (pbuh) went out
one day after the "Umrah which he had been refrained from performing on
the Day of Al-Hudaybiyah, and said ‘Q people, Allah has surely sent me as a
merey to the whole (of mankind), so do not differ amang yourselves about me as
did the disciples of “Tsi ibn Marvam abowur him.” The Companions asked, ‘How
was the disciples’ difference, O Messenger of Allah” He (pbuh) answered,
‘He invited them ro that which I have invited you to. Those who wereé sent on a near
messiom were pleased, while those wha were sent on a far mission were dispivased
and showed hesitation. “Isi complained 1o Allah, so every one of those who had
shown hesitation woke up the next moming speaking the language of the people 1o
whaom they were sens™

The Beginning of the Prophet's Last Illness

Ibn Ishfiq said that under such circumstances, the Prophet (pbuh) began
to feel ill, and it was that illness with which Allah took him to what He had
decreed for him of honor and mercy. It was in late Safar or in carly
Rabiul-Awwal. His illness started when he was went owt to Bagi
al-Gharqad'", in the middle of the night, where he asked Allah's forgiveness
for the Muslim dead, then he went home. His ailment began in the moming.

Abii Muwayhibah, a mawld of the Prophet (pbuh), said, "In the middle
of the night the Prophet (pbuh) summoned me and said, ‘0 Abi Muwayhibak.
I have received an order 10 ask forgiveness for the dead in Al-Bagi®. so come with
me.* Thus, 1 went with him until he stood amidst them saying, 'Peace be upim
you, 0 residents of the graves. Content are You with your condition than people
here, ax fitan'™ are coming like the waves of the dusky night. the last following the
first, and the last is worse than the first." Then he looked at me and said, "0 Abii
Muwayhibeh, 1 was given the keys of the treasures of the world and perpewatiaon i
ir. then Paradise, and | was made to choose between that and meeting my Lord
and Paradise.' 1 suggested, Take the keys of the treasures of the world and
perpetuation in it, then Paradise’, but he said, No, by Allah, O Aba Mu-
wavhibah, 1 have chosen the meeting of my Lord and Paradise’. He asked
forgiveness for the dead in Al-Baqi™ and lefl. Then he started to suffer from
the illness through which Allah evenwally took him.

‘A'ishah (may Allah be pleased with her) said, "Returning from the
graveyard, the Prophet (pbuh) found me suffering from a severe headache
and 1 was saying, 'O my head! He said. It is me, by Allah, O "A'ishah, (whe
says,) © mv head! Then he said, 'What would grieve you if you die before me so
that [ may shroud voir, affer praver for vou, and bury you?' 1 said, ‘It scems (o me
that having done that you would retumn to my house to spend a bridal night
with one of your wives.' The Prophet (pbuh) smiled. His pain worsened as
he was passing by his wives, until he was beset in the house of Maymiinah.

[bn Hishdm said that, as he was told by more than one scholar, the wives
of the Prophet (pbuh) were nine: "A'ishah, the daughter of Abd Bakr:
Hafsah, the daughter of “Umar ibnul-Khauib; Umm Habibah, the daughter
of AbG Sufydn ibn Harb; Umm Salamah, the daughter of Abil Umayyah
ibnul-Mughirah; Sawdzh, the daughter of Zam’ah ibn Qays: Zaynab, the
daughter of Jahsh ibn Riib: Mayminah, the daughter of Al-Harith ibn
Hazn; Juwayriyah, the daughter of Al-Harith ibn Abi Dirdr: and Safiyyah.
the daughter of Huyayy ibn Akhiab.

The total number of those to whom he (pbuh) married was thirteen
WOmen.

Khadijah, the daughter of Khuwaylid was is first wife whom her father,
Khuwaylid ibn Asad, or, as narrated by others, her brother *Amr married to
him. The Prophet (pbuh) gave her twenty she-camels as dowry. She was the
mother of all the Prophet's children except Ibrihim. Before the Prophet
(pbuh), she was married to Abd Halah ibn Mélik, one of the sons of Usayyid
ibn " Amr ibn Tamim, an ally of Banii " Abdud-Dir. She gave birth from him
(0 two children, namely, Hind (male) and Zaynab. Prior 1o Abfi Halah. she
was married to “Ulayyig ibn “Abid ibn " Abdullah ibn “Umar ibn Makhziim
with whom she had " Abdullih and Jarivah,

"Alishah, the daughter of Abi Bakr was given to the Prophet (pbuh) in
marriage at the age of seven in Makkah, and later he consummated the
marriage with her in- Madinah when she was at the age of nine or ten. She
was the only virgin that be (pbuh) married. It was her father, Abl Bakr, who
married her to him. The Prophet (pbuh) gave her four hundred dirhams as
dowry.

Sawdah, the daughter of Zam'ah ibn Qays ibn *Abd Shams ibn ~Abd
Wudd ibn Nasr ibn Malik ibn Hisl ibo " Amir ibn Luayy, was given to the
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Prophet (pbuh) in marriage by Salit ibn “Amr, or as it was said, by Abd
Hatib ibn “Amr ibn “Abd Shams. The Prophet (pbuh) gave her four hundred
dirhams as dowry.""! Previously, she was married to As-Sakrin ibn “Amr ibn
" Abd Shams.

Zaynab, the daughter of Jahsh ibn Ri‘ab al-Asadi was joined in marriage
with the Prophet (pbul) by her brother Abt Ahmad, The Prophet (phuly
gave her four hundred dirhams as dowry. Before him she was mamied to
Zayd ibn Harithah, a mawla of the Prophet (pbuh), and it was about her that
Allah revealed the verse that says,

4 8o when Zayl had daccomplished his desire from her (i.e. divarced
her), We gave her 1o you in marmage. ?

(Al-Ahzdib: 37)

Umm  Salamah, the davghter of Abl Umayyah ibn al-Mughirah
al-Mikhziimi was named Hind. Her son Salamah ibn Abi Salamah marmed
her to the Prophet (pbuh). The dowry that he (phuh) gave 1o her was & bed
stuffed with palm-leaves, a bowl, a dish, and a hand mill. Before that she
was @ widow of "Abdullih who was known as Abi Salamuh ibn “Abd
al-Asad. She had with him Salamah, “Umar, Zaynab, and Ruqayiyyah.

Hafsah, the daughter of *Umar ibnul-Khagib was united to the Prophet
(pbuh) in wedlock by her father. The Prophet (pbuh) gave her four hundred
dirhams as a dowry. Previously, she had been married to Khunays as-Sahmi.

Umm Hubibah, the daughter of Ab@ Sufyin ibn Harb was pamed
Rarnlah. Khalid tbn Sa'id ibn al-"As married her to him, when they both
were in Abyssinii. Her dowry was four hundred dinars which were given to
her by Negus on behalf of the Prophet (pbuh), It was he who hud proposed
1o her for the Prophet (pbuh). Before that she was married 1o "Ubaydullih
ihn Jubsh al-Asadi,

Juwayrivah, daughter of Al-Harith ibn Abi Dirfir al-Khuzid'1 wus among
the captives of Bani Al-Mustalig of Khuzid ah when she was given o
Thabit ibn Qays ibn ash-Shammis al-Angan. He wrote a contract of
redemption 1o her which she brought to the Prophet (pbuh) asking his help

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1o accomphish it. He (pbuh) said o her, "What about something better than
that”" She said, "What is it, O Messenger of Allah?" He rephed, 1 will fulfil
Your debt and marry you." She suid yes and they were married.

According to Ibn Hisham, it is said that when the Prophet (pbuh)
returned from the invasion on Band al-Mustaliq with Juwayriyvuh, and while
he was in the midst of the army, he entrusted Juwayriyah to one of the
Ansdr and ordered himy to look after her. After the Prophet's returning to
Madinah, her father, Al-Harith. came with his daughter's ransom. While
Al-Harith was in Al-"Aqiq. he had greatly admired two of the camels which
he had brought for the ransom, so he concealed them in one of Al Aqiq
glens. Then he arrived to the Prophet saying, "Here is my daughter's
ransom.” The Prophet (pbuh) asked, "Bur where are the two camels which Vou
have concealed in Al-'Aqig in such-and-stch a glen?” AL-Hirith said, "I bear
witness that there is no god but Allah and that you are the Messenger of
Allah, for by Allah none could have known of that except Allah the
Almighty.” Thus, he embruced Islam as well as wo of his sons who
accomparied him and some of his people. After bringing the two camels
and giving them to the Prophet (pbuh), his daughter Juwayrivah was given
back 1o him. She became a good Muslim and the Prophet (pbuh) proposed
for her hand from her father, who agreed. Her dowry was four hundred
dirhams. She was previously married w a cousin of hers called “Abdulladh, It
was said that the Prophet (pbuh) bought her from Thibit ibn Qays, released
her. and married her, giving her four hundred dirhums as dowry.

Sahyyah, the daughter of Huvayy ibn Akhtab was chosen by the Prophet
(pbuh) from among the captives of Khaybur then he married her. He made a
feast of sawiq (a kind of mush made of wheut or barley) and dates only,
without meat or fat. Previously she was married to Kindnah ibnur-Rabi® ibn
Abel-Hugavq.

Maymdnah, the daughter of Al-Harith ibn Hazn ibn Baliir ibn Huzam
ibn Ruwaybah ibn “Abdullih ibn Hildl ibn " Amir ibn S4"sa’ah. was married
lo the Prophet (pbuh) by Al Abbis ibn *Abdel-Mufalib. On behalf of the
Prophet (pbuh), Al-Abbds gave her four hundred dirhams as dowry. Before
that she was married to Abi Ruhm iba “Abdul-"Uzzi ibn Abi Qays ibn
‘Abd Wudd ibn Nasr ibn Milik ibn Hisl ibn *Amir ibn Lu'ayy. It was said
that it was the woman who offered herself to the Prophet ( pbuh). This is
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because when she knew about the Prophet's proposal to her while she was
riding her camel, she said, "The camel and what 15 on it belongs 1o Allah
and His Messenger.” Then Alluh the Almighty sent down:

& ..and a helieving woman if she offers herself 1o the Prophet, and the
Propher wishes o nwarry fer. g

{Al-Ahzéib: 50)

Some said thar the woman who offered hersell to him was Zuynab, the
daughter of Jahsh; others said it was Umm Sharik Ghaziyvah. the daughter
of Jabir ibn Walth. one of the sons of Mungidh ibn “Amr ibn Ma'is ibn
“Amir ibn Lu‘ayy. Others said it was a woman from Band Simah ibn
Lu'avy, but the Prophet (pbuh) redeemed her matter.

Zaynab, the daughter of Khuzaymah ibnul-Harith ibn “Abdulldh ibn
*Amr ibn “Abd Manif ibn Hilal ibn “Amir ibn Sa’sa’ah was married by 1o
the Prophet (pbuhi by Qabisah tbn ~Amr al-Hildl. She was dubbed "The
mother of the poor” because of her kindness and pity towards the indigent.
The Prophet (pbuh) gave her four hundred dirhams as dowry. Previously,
she was married to “Ubaydah ibnul-Hirith ibn al-Muttalib ibn "Abd Manif,
and before “Ubaydah she was married to her cousin, Jahm ibn " Amr ibn
al-Hanth.

Thus the Prophet (pbul) consummated murriage with eleven women,
wo of whom died before him, namely, Khadijah, the daughter of
Khuwaylid and Zaynab, the daughter of Zam'ah, while he died hefore the
nine mentioned at the beginning of this part.

There were two wives with whom the Propher (pbuh) did not
consummate the muriage, namely, Asmd’, the daughter An-Nu'man
al-Kindi and " Amrah, the daughter of Yuzid al-Kilibi. when be (pbuh)
married Asmd’, he found her suffering fromt leprosy, so he gave her
indemnity and sent her back to her people. As for "Amrah. she was a new
convert to Tslam. Coming to the Prophet (pbuh) she said, "1 seek Allah's
refuge against you,” so he said, "Allah is Unconquerabie amd Sufficient 10 give
refuge”. Then he returned her to her people. It was said thal the one who said
this was a Kindi woman, a cousin of Asmé', the daughter of An-Nu min.
Some suid that the Prophet (pbuh) sumunoned her and she suid, "We are a
people to whom others come and we come to none!" So he sent her back o

her people.
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tis Qurayshi wives were six: Khadijah, " A'ishah, Hafsah, Umm
Habibah, Umm Salamah, and Sawdah,

His non-Qurayshi Arsb wives were seven: Zavnab, the daughter of
Juhsh, Mayminah, Zaynab, the daughter of Khuzaymah, Juwayriyvah,
Asmi', and " Amrah.

The Prophet (pbuh) married only one non-Amb woman who was
Saltyyah, the duvghter Huyayy ibn Akhiab from Banll An-Nadir., May Allah
be pleased with them all! -

More Details about the Prophet's [llness

According to Ibn Ishig, Ya'qdb ibn “Utbah wld him from Muhammad
ibn Musiim az-Zuhri from “Ubaydullah ibn” Abdillah ibn “Utbah, that * A'ishah
(may Allah be pleased with her) said, “The Prophet (pbuh) went out walking
between two men of his family, one of whom was ALFadl ibn “Abbis.
binding his head in a cloth, and dragging his feet until he entered my
house.” "Ubaydulldh said that he told this hadith to “Abdulliih ibn " Abbis
who informed hiun that the other man was “Ali ibn AB Talib. (" A'ishah
(may Allah be pleased with her) continued,) “Then the illness overcame the
Prophet (phuh) a8 lie suffered from much pam. He said, Pour seven skins of
water from varions wells over me so that 1 can go st o meet the people and in-
strict them," We seated him in a wb belonging to Hafsah, duughter of *Umar,
then we poured water over him until he said, "That iy enough, enough!' ™

Az-Zubri sad that Ayyab ibn Bashir wld him that the Prophet (pbuh)
went oul banding his head and sat on the pulpit. The first thing he said was
pruying much for the men of the Battle of Uhud and asking Allah's
forgiveness for them. Then he said. “Allah has giver one of His servanes the
chowce benween thix world and whar ts with Him, and he has chosen what is with
Allah.™ Abl Bakr realized that the Prophet (pbuh) meant himself with these
words so he wepl and said, "But we ransom you with our selves and our
chaldren.” He (pbuh) said, "Take it easy, Abii Bakr'” Then he addressed the
listeners saying, “Close these doors which are open to the maosyue except Abil
Bakr's house' V. far §know ne one who is better in companionship o me thun hin. ™

b T Hiwhdm sad, “In anthire version this Prophict said] " exeepr ALl Buke s dior,. ™
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Az-Zuhri also said that “Abdur-Rahumin ibn * Abdiltih told him that one
of the family of Sa'id ibnul-Mu'alld told him thut the Prophet (pbuh) said in
his speech on that day, “If I were to cheose @ close friend from among the ser-
vanis (of Allah), 1 would choose Abiz Bakr, but it is companionship ond brath-
erhood in helief, uneil Allah gathers us tagether with Htm.™

‘Also, Muhammad ibn Ja far jbn az-Zubayr told Az-Zuhri that “Urwah
ibnuz-Zubayr and other scholars wold him that the Prophet (pbuh) found thit
the people hud slackened in joining the mission of Usfimah ibn Zayd while
he (pbuh) was suffering, so he went out with his head bound up until he sat
on the pulpit. The people had denounced the leadership of Usimah, saying,
“He (the Propher) has assigned a junior in command of the Muhajiriin and
the Ansir." So after praising and exalting Allah as is His due, the Prophel
(pbuh) said, "0 people. fulfill (what you have been asked for concerning|
Lisémiah’s expedition, for | swear thit thongh vou denounce his leadership as you
did to the leadership of his father before him. he ts efficient for leadership just as
his father was.”

Then he (pbuh) descended while people rushed to their preparations. The
Prophet (pbuh)'s pain grew WOrse. as Usimah and his army set forth until
they reached Al-Jurf, ten or twelve arms (b farsakh) from Madinah, where
they pitched their camps. When the Prophet (pbuh) became seriously ill,
Usamnh and the woops waited there (o s¢e what Allah would degree for the
Prophet (pbun).

Az-Zuhei said that “Abdulldh ibn Ka'h ibn Milik told him thut the
Prophet (phuh) sad on that day when he asked Allai's forgiveness for the
people of Uhud, "0 Muhgjirin, treat the Ansér well, for people increase while
the Ansdr Femain ds they are without increase. They were my privacy and shelter
i which Iresoried. So do good 1w ilose whe de goid dmong and forgive thuse of
them swhio canmit mistokex. " Then he alighted and entered his house when his
pain increased until he fainted. Some of his wives came together to him,
among them were Umm Salumah and Maymiinah, and some wives of the
Muslims, among them was Asmi', the daughter of "Umays. They ull came
when his uncle “Abbds was with him. They agreed to give him medicine.
AL Abbis said, "Let me do it for him.” He did it. When the Prophet (pbuh)
woke up he asked who had eated him thus. When they told him thut 1t was
his uncle he said, “Fhis i1 o medicine which seme women have brought from that
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fand - and he pointed 10 the direction of Abyssinia - so why have vou done
this?" His uncle suid, "0 Messenger of Allah, we feared that you would get
pleunsy.” He answered, "That is o discase which Allah would nat make me suffer
fram. Let every ane in the house take this medicine except mv tncle,” Maymiinah
wiis made to ke it although she was fasting because of the Prophet's order.
This was a pumishment for what they had done to him.

Usiamah ibn Zayd reported, "When the illness of the Prophet (pbuh)
became severe, [and the men returned to  Madinah. Then | went 1o the
Prophet (pbuh) who was silent; unable 1o speak. He started raising his hands
to the sky and then bringing it down upon him, so 1 knew that he was
supplicating Allah for him."

*Alishah (may Allah be pleased with her) said, "For many tines 1 heard
the Prophet (pbuh) saying, Surely Allak never takes the sout of a Prophet with-
our making him choose.” At the point of death, the last words | heard him
saving was, ‘Nay, rather the Higher Companiten of Paradise’. | said (10 myself),
Then, by Allah, he has not chosen us! And I knew (the meaning of) that
which he repeated to us, namely, that a Prophet does not die without being
mikde 10 chonse”

Abl Bakr Leads the People in Prayers

Az-Zuhrt sawl that Hamzah ibn “Abdillih ibn "Umar twld him thar
"Alishah (may Allah be pleased with her) smd, "When the Prophet was
sentously ill, he said, 'Order Abt Bakr 10 lead the people n prayers’. I said,
'O Prophet of Allah, Abii Bakr is a delicate man with a weak voice, and he
(always) weeps when he recites the Qur'an "Order hint 1o lead the peaple in
pravers.” he repeated and 1 repeated my words as well, T wanted Abii Bakr (o
be spared this task. because 1 knew that the people would never like o min
Lo replace the Prophet (pbuh). and it would have a bad omen for every
rtsfortune that might happen.”

“Abdulldh ibn Zam’ah ibn al-Aswad ibn al-Mualib ibn Asad said, "As
the Prophet (pbuh) became seriously ill, 1 was visiting him with some
Muslims when Bilal called him to prayer. He said, 'Order someone to lead the
people in the prayer.” Thus, | went owt and found *Umar with the people,
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while Aba Bakr was not there. | told "Umar (o get up and lead them in the
prayer, and he did. When he said Alldhu Akbar. the Prophet (pbuh) heard his
voice. for he had 4 sonorous voice, and quked. 'Where is Abii Bakr! Allah and
the Muslims refuse that. Allah and the Muslims refuse that!" So Abl Bakr was
cammoned and he came after "Usnar had finished that prayer and led the
people in prayer.”

“ Abdullah ibn Zam sh said, " Umar suid to me, 'Confound you, whit
have you done to me, son of Zam ah? By Allah. when you asked me to do
%0, 1 thought that the Prophet (pbuh) had commanded so, and had it ot been
<o. | would not have led people in the prayer.' | replied, ‘By Allah. he chid
not order me to do so, but when 1 did not find Ab Bakr (1 asked you to do
so because) | thought that you were the most rightful among the attendees 10
lead people in the prayer.”

[bn Ishiq said that Az-Zuhri 1ld him that Anas ibn Miilik said, "When it
was Manday on which Allih took His Messenger (pbuh). he went out to the
peaple while performing the morning prayer. The curtain was raised, the
door was opened, and the Prophet (pbuh) came out and stood at “A'ishah's
door. The Muslims were alimost entaptured in their prayers for being
delighted with his presence, and he beckoned to them to continue their
prayers. The Prophet (pbul) cheerfully smiled when he found them aligned
properly in prayer, and 1 never saw him in such a condition as he was in on
that day. Then he returned, whereas the people turned away thimking that the
Prophet (pbuh) had recovered from his illness. Abfl Bakr went out 1o his
wife in As-Sunh'!

Ibn Ishaq also said that Muhuammad ibn Ibribim ibn al-Hirith wld him
that Al-Qdsim ibn Muhammud said, "When the Prophet (pbuh) heard "Umar
saying Alldhu Akbar in the prayer, he asked, ‘Where is Abi Bakr! Allah and the
Mustims refuxe that! Had it not been that "Umar sald o statement on his
death, the Muslims would not have doubted that the Prophet (pbuh) had
assigned Abii Bakr to succeed him. “Umar suid when he was dying, 1 1
appoint i successor, one who is betler thun mie did so (meaning AbQl Bakr),
arid if 1 leave them (without doing so) one who is better than me did so
(meaning the Prophet (pbuh)). Therefore, the peaple knew that the Prophet

i, A plice iy which Abli Bakr haid some possessions und where he Todged with his wite.
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{pbuh) had not designated a successor and “Umar was not suspected of
being against Abf Bakr,"

Also, according to Thn Ishig, AbG Bakr ibn “Abdillih ibn Abi Mulaykah
told him that when the Monday (on which the Prophet died) came, the
Prophet (pbuh) went out to perform the mormng prayer with his head
banded while Abl Bakr was lcading the people in the prayer. When the
Prophet (pbuh) appearcd. the people’s attention wis disrupted. Realizing
that the people would not behave like that unless the Prophet (pbuh) had
come. Abt Bakr withdrew from his place to give way to the Prophet (pbuh)
to lead them in the prayer but he (pbuhb) brought him back to his place,
saving, “Lead the people in praver." The Prophet (pbuh) sat on the right side
of Abil Bakr performing the praver in a sitting position. Having ended the
prayer, he addressed the people with such a loud veice that could be heard
outside the mosque, "0 peaple! The Fire is Mazed. and fitan'!) are coming like
the waves of the duxky nighs! By Allah, vou can lav nething to my charge, 1 have
surely made law'ful only what the Our'an has made tawful and have prohibited enly
whar the Qur'an has prohibited,”

The narrator continued, “When he finished his speech, Abl Bakr said to
him. "O Prophet of Allah, I see that you are becoming better out of the grace
and bounty of Allah as we wish for, Today is the day of the daughter of
Khiirjah'* Can 1 g0 to her?" The Prophet (pbuh) gave him permission to £0
and Abit Bakr went to As-Sunh where she was."

“Abdulliih ibn “Abbis said that on the same day "Ali ibn Abi Télib went
out to the people after being with the Prophet (pbuh), so they asked him
how the Prophet (pbuh) was doing, "Thanks 1o Allah, He has recovered,” he
replied. Al-"Abbis took him by the hand saying. "O “Ali, I swear by Allah
that T can tell it is death in the Prophet’s face, as I used to see it in the faces
of the sons of "Abdul-Munalib, So let us 2o 1o the Prophet (pbuh), In case
that authority is to be within us, we will know it. and in case it is to be with
others we will ask him to enjoin the people to treat us well.” *Ali said, "By
Allah, I will not do so. If it is refrained from us, none ifter him will give it
to us.” The Prophet {pbuh) died when the noon heat of that day increased.

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‘A'ishah (may Allah be pleased with her) said, "The Prophet (pbuh)
returned from the mosque that day and laid (placing his head) in my lap. A
mun of Abil Bakr's household visited me with a green tooth-stick (siwdk) in
his hand. The Prophet (phuh) looked al it in such a way that 1 knew he
wanted it so when 1 asked him if he would like me to give it 1o him he
agreed. Thus 1 took it to chew it for him 1o soften it and gave it to him. He
hrushed his teeth with it mare vigorously than 1 had ever scen him brushing
before. Then he put it down and I found him getting heavier in my lap.
When | looked into his face, his eyes had become fixed as he wis
murinuring, ‘Nay, rather the Higher Companton of Paradise’. 1 said, "You huve
been given the choice and you have choser, by Him Who sent you with the
Truth!”

Then the Prophet (pbuh) died. Thn Ishig said that Yahyl ibn “Abidd ibn
“ Ahdillih ibn az-Zubayr told him thar his father told ham that he heard
- A'ishah {may Allah be pleased with her) saying, "The Prophet (phuh) died
on my chest during my turn. 1 was not urijust to anyone in regard to him. It
was because of my foolishness and young age that when the Prophet {pbuli)
died. 1 laid his head on a pillow and got up beating my breast with the other
women and slapping my face.”

Abd Hurayrah said that on the death of the Prophet (pbuh), "Umar
addressed the people saving, "Some hypocrites claim that the Prophet
{pbuh) is dead. but by Allah he is nof dead: he has gone 1o his Lord as
(Prophet) Misi ibn “Imrin went. He (the lawer) stayed away from his
people for forty nights and returned to them after it was said that he had
died. By Allah, the Prophet (pbuh) will surely come back as did Miisd and
will cut off the hands and feet of those who claimed that the Messenger of
Allah (pbuh) is dead.”

When the news reached Abil Bikr, he went to the gate of the mosque
while “Umar was speaking to the people. He could think of nothing but
going to the Prophet (pbuh) who was lying covered by a mantle of Yemeni
clath in “A'ishal's house. He uncovered his face and Kissed him saying, "I
ransom you with my father and mother. This is the death which Allah
ordained; vou have tasted it and you will never taste death again.” He then
covered the Prophet's face with the mantle again and lefl. As “Umar was still
speaking, he told him, "Gently, *Umar. Listen.” but " Umar refused and Kept
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on talking. When Abii Bakr saw that he would not hearken he advanced 10
the people who, hearing his words, went to him, leaving “Umar. After
thanking and praising Allah. he said. "O people!’ Whoever worships
Muhammad, (should know that) Muhammad is dead, while whoever
worships Allah, (should remember that) Allah 1s Ever living; never dies”
Then he recited the verse,

= Muhammad is no mare than a Messenger. and indeed (many) Mes-
:éwgrrs have passed away before him. If he dies or iy killed. will vou
then tern back on yowr heels fas disbelievers)? And he who tumns buck
o his heels, not the least harm will he do to Allah, and Allah will give
reward to those who are gratefil. +
(Al "Imrin: 144)
The narrator suid that on hearing this verse, it seemed that the people
had never known that it had ever been revealed before Abi Bakr recited it
on that day. Having heard it from him, the people went on repeating it. Abi
Hurayrah said that “Umar said, "By Allah, having heard it (the verse) from
AbO Bukr, I was dumbfounded so that my legs would not carry me, so T fell
to the ground, and | realized that the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) had indeed
dead.”

The Affair of the Shed of Band S4°idah

When the Prophet (pbuh) died. the Ansiri clin of Bang S&idah
dassembled around Sa'd ibn “Ubddah in the shed of Banii Si'idah. “Al ibn
Abi Talib. Az-Zubayr ibnul-" Awwiim arnd Talhah ibn ° Ubaydillih secluded
themselves in the house of Fitimah, whereas the other Muhdjirtin, joined by
Usayd ibn Hudayr with the Bani “Abdul-Ashhal sided with Abd Bakr.
Somebody went 10 Abil Bakr and “Umar and said o them, "This clan of the
Angar are gathering with Sa’d thn “Ubfidah in the shed of Band S3"dah and
they side with him. If you are keen to have authority on the people’s affairs,
then go to stop them before things become serious.” Al this time, the
Prophet (pbuh) was still unburied in his house, where his family had locked
the door of the house, “Umar suid, "T said 1o Abd Bakr, ‘Let us go to our
brothers of the Angsdr 1o see what they are up to","
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* Abdulliih ibn " Abbas said that he was waiting for “Ahdur-Rahmiin ibn
“Awi in his house at Mind while he was with “Umar in the last pilgrimage
which "Umar performed. He used to teach him reading the Qur'an. On his
return. he found ~Abduilih waiting. ~Abdur-Rahmin suid to him, "1 wish
you could have seen a man who came to the Commander of the Believers
and said, 'O Commander of the Believers, would you do think of so and so
who said, ‘By Allah, if *Umar were dead, T would swear allegiance (0 so and
so. By Allah, the fealty given o Abl Bakr was only a hasty slip which was
ratified. " "Umar was enraged and said, ‘If Allah wills. T shall deliver a
speech tonight and warn the people against those who want 10 usurp power.
[ said to him, ‘Do not do it. O Commander of the Believers, for the
pilerimage season brings together the rabbles and the vulgar people; they
will be the majority near to you. 1 fear that when you get up and say what
you want. that they will misinterpret it, so wait until you are in Madinah,
for it is the abode of the Sunnah and you cun confer privately with the
intellectuals and the notables of the people. You can then suy whatever you
want. for the intellectuals will grasp what you will say and interpret il
correcily.’ “Umar answered. 'By Allub, if He walls, this will be the first thing
| do when @ arvive in Madinah.' "

lbn “Abbds contiued, that they came to Madinah at the end of
Dhul-Hijjah. It was Friday when he (Ibn “Abbds) returned rapidly after the
sun had sel. Finding Sa’id ibn Zayd ibn ~Arr ibn Nufayl sitting by a pillar
of the pulpit. he sat beside him. knee 10 knee. Instantly, “Umar appeared,
and when he saw him approaching, he said to Sa’id, "Tonight he is going to
say something on this pulpit which he has never said since he was given
rule  Satid asked with denial, "What do you think he is going to say that he
has never said before? “Umar was sitting on the pulpit, so when the
mu'adhdhin finished, he praised Allah as He is due and said,

Today 1 am going 1o tell you something which is decreed 1o me 10 say
and it might be my last speech. He who understands and heeds it should
take it with him wherever he goes, while he who fears that he will not
grusp it. it is not lawful for anyone to guole me of things which [ did not
say. Allah sent Muhammad and sent down the Book o him. Among
things revedled was the verse concerning stoning (the mudisan people
who commit zind to death). We read it and understood it. The Messenger
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of Allah (pbuhb) stoned (those who were to be stoned) und we did that af-
et him 1 fear that the time will come when someone will sy that ston-
ing 15 not mentioned in the Buok of Allah, so that people would be fmis-
led by neglecting an obligation which Allah has sent down, Verily
stoning in the Book of Allah is a true penalty for the midisen people,
men and women, who commit adultery, if the act evidenced. or the
woman & pregnant, or canfession is made. Did not the Prophet (pbuh)
say. ‘Do nor praise me immoderately ax “Isa ibn Marvam was praised
immoderately, but sav, ‘the servant of Allah and His messenger’ "7 T have
heard that someone said, "By Allah, if *Umar were deud, T would swear
allegiance to so and so'. Let no mun deceive himself by saving that the
fealty that was given to Abll Bakr was only a hasty slip which was rat-
ified”. Adrmittedly it was so, but Allah preserved its evilness, There is
nene among you to whom people would devote themselves as they did
to Abil Bake. He who gives fealty 1o a man without consultation with the
Muslims, such fealty is not to be accepted for eithér of them, for some
may be tempted to kil them!" What huppened was thar when Allah
took away His Prophet (pbuh), the Ansiir opposed us by assembling with
their notsbies in the shed of Band SA%idah, “Ali ibn Abi Talib, Az-
Zubayr ibnul-"Awwim, und others lagged behind, whereas 1he
Muhijinin congregated ro (side with) Abd Bakr. [ told Abé Bakr thit we
should go to our brothers of the Ansfr, and while we were on our way
we et two pious Ansird men who 1ld us what the people had reached.
When they knew where we were going, they advised us that there was
no need for that and urged us to make our own decision. 1 swore by Al-
lah that we would to go to them, When we reached the shed of Banil
S& idah, n man was wrapped up, sitting in the middle. We knew that he
was Sa'd ibn " Ubdidah, wha was il

When we had our seats, their omtor testified that there is no god but Al-
lah and that Muhammad is the Messenger of Aflah, praised Allah as His
due, and then said, 'We have been helpers in the cause of Allah and the
batalion of Islam. You, O Muhdjirin, are a group among us. and o
group of your people have come to seitle (here).” And so they were try-
ing 10 uproot us from our origin and usarp authority from us.” When he

1. Heeause ol their disobedience mnd separstion from the Maslim communyiy,
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fnished, 1 wanied o speak. for | had prepared a speech in my imind
whiich T Tiked. 1 wanted to siy it before Abd Bakr, for 1 wanted to help
him be soft in dealing with the situation, but Abd Bakr said. 'Gently.
“Umar! and | did not Tike to make him angry. and thus he spoke. He was
4 man more knowledgeable and venerated than me, and by Allsh, he said
everything I had thought of in his inimitable way or perhaps better thin |
could have done. He said, "You have all the good attributes that you have
mentioned about yourselves, Yet the Arabs will acknowledge authoriy
only in this clan of the Quraysh. They are the best of the Arabs i lin-
eage and residence, | suggest 1o you one of these two men: choose the onz
you please.” He took hold of my hand and that of Ab@ "Ubavdah ibnul-
Jarrih, as he was sitting between us. It was the only thing which he said
that displeased me. By Allah, T would rather have proceeded to be be-
headed - if that were no sin - than to rule a people including Abi Bakr.

{* Umar continued) One of the Ansiir said, ‘I have a convincing opimion:
let s have one raler from us and another from amang you, O Quraysh'.
Dispute waxed hotter, voices were ritised until dissension was fearcd, so
i said, 'Open your hand, Abd Bakr. He did so and 1 sware allegrance 1o
hitm. The Muhdjirin followed me and then the Ansir. We jumped to-
wards Sa'd ibn “Ubidah and someone said that we had killed ham. L said,
'Allah has killed him'."

Az-Zuhri said that “Urwah ibnuz-Zubayr told him that one of the two
Ansiiri men whom they met on their way to the shed were “Uwaym ibn
Sa'idah and Ma'n ibn “Adiyy ibn ~Adiyy. the brother of Bandl Al-"Ajlan. As
for “Uwaym, it was that the Prophet (pbuh) was asked about those of whom
Allah the Almighty said, & /i it are men who love to clean and ta purify them-
celves. And Allah loves those who make themselves clean and  pure. ®
(Al-Tawhah: 108) The Prophet (pbuh) said, "What a good man among them
‘Uwaym ibn Sa'idak is!" Concerming Ma'n, as people wept because of the
Prophet’s death wishing that they had died before him, as they feared to be
captured by fitnah after him. he said, "But by Allah, 1 do not like 1o die
hefore him. so that 1 could testify to his Truth when he is dead just as 1 did
when he was alive Ma'n was killed as a martyr on the day of
Al-Yamamah, duting the fight against Musaylimah the arch-liar, in Abd
Bakr's caliphate.
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Az-Zuhri said that Anas ibn Malik said that on the day after AbQl Bakr's
election mn the shed, Abdl Bakr sat on the pulpit, while “Umar got up to
spedk before him. After thanking and praising Allah as His due. he said, "0
people, yesterday 1 said things which 1 did not find in the Book of Allah nor
did the Prophet (pbuh) entrust them to me. However, | believed that the
Praphet (pbuh) would manage our affairs and be the Jast of us to die. Allih
has left among you His book by which He guided His Prophet (pbuh). If
you firmly adhere to it, Allah will guide you as He ginded him. Allah has
placed your affairs in the hands of the best ane among vou, the Companion
of the Prophet (pbuh), & the second of twa, when they (Muhartimad and Abg
Bakrlwere in the cave 31", 50 get up and swear allegiance 1o him."

The people swore allegiance to Abii Bakr publicly after the allegiance
that wook place in the shed the day before that, Abii Bakr said after pratsing Allah,

"0 people! T have been given authority over vou but 1 sm not the best of
you. If | do well, help me. and 1f 1 do wrong, then corredt me. Truth-
fulness is in honesty and falsehood is in treachery. The weoak persor
AmOng you i strong in my eyes until | restore him his right if Allak
wills, and the strong person umong you is weak in my eyes until | take
the right from him. No people withhold from jthad in the way of Allsh
but Allah strikes them with humiliation. Whenever obscenity prevails
among a people, Allah overwhelms them with affliction. Obey me as
long ax T obey Allah and His Messenger, and in case that Ldisobev Allah
and His Messenger you owe mie no obedience. Rise to your prayer. May
Allah have merey on vou.”

Ibn " Abbds narrated that he was walking alone with *Umar when he was
4 caliph who directed to a business of his. He had a whip in his hand, with
which he swished the side of his legs as he talked to himself. Then he twrned
to Ibn "Abbés saying. O Ibn “Abbis, do you know what drove me 1o say
the words [ said when the Messenger (pbuh) had died?” He answeted. "I do
not know, O Commander of the Believers.” *Umar sand, "It was because |
used to recite this verse,

(" Umar continued,) By Allah T thought that the Prophet (pbuh) would
remain among his nation until he could witness over it as to the last thing
people did. That was what drove me to say what I 'said.”

The Prophet's Burial

[bn Ishdq said that after allegiance had been sworn 1o Abll Bakr. on
Tuesday, people started preparing the Prophet (pbuh) for burial. " Abdullih
ibn Abi Bakr, Husayn ibn " Abdillih, and others told Ibn Ishiq thut “Al ibn
Abi Tilib. Al-="Abbfs ibn “Abdel-Muttalib, Al-Fadl ibnul-" Abbds, Qutham
ibnul-" Abbéas. Usimah ibn Zayd, and Shugréin, the mawlid of the Messenger
of Allah (pbuh), were those who washed him (pbuh). They also told him
that Aws ibn Khawli, one of Banit *Awf ibnul-Khazraj, said to “Ali ibn Abi
Talib, “I implore you by Allah, O "Ali; and by our portion in the Messenger
of Allah (pbuh) (1o let me enter and see im).” Aws was one of the Praphet’s
Companions who witnessed the day of Badr. "Ali permitted him 1o enter,
and he attended the washing of the Prophet (pbuh). “Ali rested him on his
chest, while Al-"Abbis, Al-Fadl, and Qutham turned him over along with
him. Usamah ibn Zayd and Shugrin poured water over him, as “Alf washed
him, having his shirt on him likewise not touching the Prophet's body with
his hand, Meanwhile “Ali said, "l ransom you with my father and my
mother. how good you are alive and dead!”

Nothing wis seen of the Prophet from that which is usually seen of
ordinary corpses. “A'ishah (may Allah be pleased with her) swid, "When
they intended to wash the Prophet (pbuh), they differed. They did not know
whether to strip him of his clothes as they usually did with their dead or to
wash him with his clothes on. As they disputed. Allah cast a desp sleep
upon them all so that every man's chin was sunk on his chest. Then an
unknown voice was heard from the direction of the Ka'bah, saying, Wash
the Prophet (pbuh) with his clothes on” So they woke up and went 1o the
Prophet (pbuh) and washed him with his shirt on, pouring water on the shirt,
and rubbing him with the shirt between him and them.™
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Ibn Ishiq said that when the Propher (pbuh) had been washed he wils
shrouded in three cloths, two of Suhar'! production and a striped sheath
wrapped the one over the other.

Ibn “Abbils said, "Abd “Ubaydah tbnul-Jarrdh used to dig tombs for the
people of Mukkah, while Abl Talhah Zayd ibn Sahl used to make graves for
the people of Madinah with a niche in the side of the zrave. When they
wanted 1o bury the Prophet (phuh). Al-° Abbés dispatched two men. one to
Abll “Ubaydah and the other to Abi Talheh. Al- Abbis supplicated, "O
Allah, choose for the Messenger of Allah." The one who was sent to Abii
Talbah found him, so he dug « grave with a niche for the Prophiet (pbuh).
When all arrangements for burial had been finished on Tuesday, he (pbuh)
was laid upon his bed in his house. The Muslims had disagreed over the
place of bunial. Some favered burying him in his mosque, while others
thought to bury him with his Companions: Abil Bakr said, “I heard the
Messenger of Allah (pbuh) saying, 'No Prophet dies but is buried in the place
where he has died'. So the bed on which he died was drawn awiy and they
made u grave under it. Then the people entered 10 the Prophet (pbuh) to
offer (the funeral) prayer over him in groups: the men were the first,
lollowed by the women, and then the youngsters. No one led the prayers
over the Prophet (pbuh). He was buried in the middle of Wednesday night.”

*A'ishah (may Allah be pleased with her) said that they knew nothing
about the burial of the Messenger of Allah (pbuh) until they had heard the
sound of pickaxes in the middle of Wednesday night. Those who went down
into the grave were “Ali ibn Abi Tilib, Al-Fadl ibn ~Abbas, Qutham ibn
“Abbis. and Shugrin, the Prophet's mawld. Aws ibn Khawli implored “Ali
by Allsh and his portion in the Prophet (pbuh) to allow him descend. “Alj
allowed him, so he descended with the others. When the Prophet (phuh) was
pluced in his grave covered with earth, his mawld, Shugrén. took a picce of
velvet, which the Prophet (pbub) used to take as a garment and something to
Sit or sleep on. and buried it in the grave saying, "By Allah, none will ever
wear it after you", Thus it was buried with the Prophet (pbuh).

Al-Mughirih ibn Shu'bah used to say that he was the last one to be with
the Prophet (pbuk). He said, "I deliberately threw my ring into the grave and
said that my ring has dropped. 1 did so in order thar | might touch the

L. A place m Yemen, and some said it 5" Ui,
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Prophet (pbuh) and be the last one with him." Migsam Abul-Qisim, a
mawla of *Abdullih ihnul-Hirith ibn Nawfal related that the barter said, "1
wetit to perform “Umrah with "Ali ibn Abi Tilib during the caliphate of
‘Umar. or Uthman, and he went 1o his sister Umm Hini', the daughter of
Abil Talib. When he finished his "Umvrah, water was poured out for him o
wash himself. When he finished, a band of Tragis cume in saying that they
had come to investigate a matter about which they would like him to give
some information. He said, T suppose that Al-Mughirah ibn Shu'bah has
told you that he was the last one 10 be with the Prophet (pbuh)? When they
<aid that it was so. he said, "The last one to be with the Prophet (pbuh) was
Qutham ibn Al-" Abbjs,™

*Ubayduliih thn " Ahdillah ibn “Utbah reported that *Alishah (may Allah
be pleased with her) said 1o him, "The Prophet (pbuh) donned a black cloak
when he was seriously ill; He would put it on and off his face, saying, "May
Allah's curse be on the people who take the graves of their Prophets as mosgues,”
warning his nation from such a practice.

Also according to “Alishah (may Allah be pleased with her). the last
wards that the Prophet (pbih) enjoined were, "Not mwo religions are 10 be left
(iiltogether) in the Arabian Peninsula.” Thn Ishiq smd that on the Prophet's
death. the Muslims were severely distressed. “A'ishah (may Alluh be
pleased with her) said, "When the Prophet (pbuh) died, (many of) the Arabs
apostatized, Christianity and Judaism raised their heads, hypocrisy emerged,
and the Muslims became like rained-sheep on a wintry night for losing their
Prophet (pbuh), until Allah gathered thern through Abd Bakr.

Ibn Hisham said that, according to Abl “Ubaydith and other scholars,
when the Prophet (pbuh) died, most of the people of Makkah were about 1o
retreat from lslam to the extent that “Auib ibn Asid'! feared them, so he
concealed himself. Suhayl ibn “Amr came and delivered a speech. Alter
praising Allah, he mentioned the death of the Prophet (pbuh) and said, "That
will only add to the power of Islam. Whosoever retreats from Islam we will
behead him." Thereupon the people changed their minds over what they had
intended 1o do and ~Attlb appeared again. This is the attitude which the
Prophet (pbuh) meant when he said to “Umar, "It may be that he will have
“an attitude which you will not dispraise”.

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Glossary

AH: After Hijrah (The Prophet's Emigration to Madinah).
Al-Agsa Mosque: The Sacred Mosque of Jerusalem.

Allahu Akbar: "Allah is Greater” is a literal translation of the Arabic
sentence "Allahu Akbar". We use the word, "Greater” instead of, "the
Greatest”, as it is commonly used, because “Alléhu Akbar” LITERALLY
means, “Allah is Greater” in the comparative mode. Yet, this does not
mean that He (Glory be to Him) is not the Greatest, nor does it mean that
there is anything that can be compared 10 Him. This is because when the
Muslim says it, he means He is “greatER" THAN anything else, which,
consequently, means He is the Greatest, This use gives more influence,
as it directly reminds the Muslim that Allah is "Greater” than anything
he may be doing, hearing. or seeing, efc., at the time when it i being
pronounced. This may be why it is used in Arabic in the comparative
mode, otherwise it should have been used as "Alléh-ul-Akbar’. in the
superlative mode, the translation of which would be "Allah 15 the
Greatest”, Surely, Allah knows best,

Angdri: An adjective as well as a noun refesring to a person belonging to the
Angir,

Ansar: The plural Arabic form of Ansiri.

‘Asr prayer: Afiernoon prayer,

Azlam: Literally, azlim means "arrows”. Here it means arrows used to seek

good luck or a decision, practiced by the Arabs of Pre-Islamic Period of
lgnorance.

Banii: Literally, Banli means “sons”, and the name that follows it often
refers to the person to which a tribe or clan belonged. as in Bani
Qurayzah.

Da’wah: This word involves the meaning of calling people to Islam through
the best and most suitable mesdns.
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Pinar: The basic gold unit of currency.

Dirham: The basic silver umit of currency.

Duhd prayer: Forenoon prayer. It is one of the voluntary prayers.
Fajr prayer: Dawn or early morming prayer before sunrise.

Figh: Islamic Jutisprudence.

Fitnah- In Arabic, this word has different meanings, such as, seduction,
tribulation, and atfliction,

Haram: Sangtuaries (of Makkah or Madinah).

Hijr: The unroofed portion of the Ka'bah which at present is in the form of o
compound towards the north of the Ka'bah.

‘Isha’ prayer: Evening Prayer. lis time starts about one and a hall hours
afier sunset.

Istikhdrah: A prayer consisting of two Rak’ahs in which the praying person
appeals to Allah to guide him on the right way. regarding a certain deed

or situation with which one 1% ponfronted. (Sec Iaedith No. 263, Vol 2,
Jeadieh No. 391, Vol. 8, fadith No. 487, Vol, 9, Sahih al-Bukhdri).

Janibah: The state of o person after having sexual intercourse with his wife
or after having a sexual discharge in @ wel dream.

Jikad: Fighting in the cause of Allah or any kind of effort to make Allah’s
word superior, which is reganded as one of the principles of Islum.

Jizyah: Head tax imposed by Islam on all non-Muslims living under the
protection of an Islamic government.

Jumu'ah prayer: The Congregutional prayer which is performed on Friday
at the time of the Zulw prayer.

Ka'bah: A square stone buildirg in Al-Masjid-al-Hardm (the gredl mosque
at Makkah) towards which all Muslims wrn there faces in prayer.

Khamr: anything that infoxicates. such as wine and the like.

Madinah: Well-known town in Saudi Arabia, where the Prophet's mosque
15 situared.
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Makkah: Well-known town in Saudi Arabia, where the Ka'bah and the
Inviolable Mosque are situated.

Mawlah: Femule mawla.

Mawla: In Arabic, this word is used for many meanings such as friend,
fellow, client, servant, and freed man.

Mu'adhdhin: The one who calls Muslims to perform prayers.
Mudd: A dry measure (= 181, Tungier = 46.61).
Muhdgjirin: the plural of Muhjir.

Muhdjir: In this book, it refers to anyone of the early Muslims who had
emigrated from any place to Madinah in the lifetime of the Prophet
before the conquest of Makkah. Muhidjir also refers to the one who
emigrates for the sake of Allah and Islam and also the one who quits all
those things which Allah has forbidden.

Mubisan: One who is in protection from adultery because he, or she. is
married (or has been married), and thus apt to be chaste.

Pbuh: Peace be upon him.

(iblah: The direction in which all Muslims tum their faces in prayers and
that direction is towards the Ka bah in Makkah (Saudi Arabia),

Quraysh: One of the greatest tribes in Arabia in the Pre-Islamic Period of
Ignorance. The Prophet Muhammad belonged to this tribe, which had
great powers spiritually and financially both before and after Islam
Came.

Qurayshi (plural: Qurayshis): an adjective as well as a noun referring to a
person belonging to the Quraysh.

Rak’ah: The prayer of Muslims consists of rak'dr (singular-rak'ah), which
consists of one standing, one howing and two acts of prostration,

Riba: In 1slam, Ribd (commonly known as usury) is of two major kinds: ()
Riba Nasd'ah, i.c. interest on lent money: () Ribd al-Fadl, i.e. taking a
superior thing of the same kind of goods by giving more of the same
kind of goods of inferior quality, e.g., dates of superior quality for dates
of inferior quality in greater amount, Islam strictly forbids all kinds of
Riba.
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Sa": 2.03 litres of food.

Sirah: Record aspects of the Prophet's (pbuh) life.

Surinah: All the traditions and practices of the Prophet (pbuh) that have
become a model to be followed by Muslims:

Siirah: Any chapter of the Que'an is & Sfirah.

Thagif: A tribe that dwelled At-T4'if, a town near Makkah.

“Umrah: A visit to Makkah at any time of the year during which one
performs the circumambulation around the Ka'bah and going for seven
limes between the mountains of As-Safd and Al-Marwah, It may be
called The Lesser Pilgrimage”.

Yathrib: One of the names of Madinah with which it was known before the
Prophet emigrated to 1o

Zakéh: A cenain fixed proportion of the wealth and of the each and every
kind of the property liable 1o Zakih of a Muslim to be paid yearly for the
benefit of the poor in the Muslim community. The payment of Zakih is
obligatory, as it is one of the five pillurs of Islam.

Zamzam: The sacred well inside the Haram (the Grand Mosque) at
Makkah.

Zuhr prayer. Noon, mid-day prayer s called Zuhr prayer.
